Tho wet and dry question en ters  
im«r about every piece of legislation 
offer?^ In the  leg islature. Even the 
bill ih troduoed by Rep. Hen.ry, of Cal­
houn county, which will m ake it a 
b it e a sie r  for cities to  annex ailjoin- 
ing  te rrito ry , is,--, opposed on th is 
ground. T he Urys fea r  th is  may m ake 
it possible for e itle e  to ,ta k e  in te rr i­
tory  which will na tu ra lly  tu rn  wet 
when joined to  tlie  city, and thus 
mak-e the  scales betw een iho ciiy  aml 
the  country  balance* m ore evenly. 
T herefo re th e  ru ra l m enibers of the 
leg isla tu re  a re  opposing the bill tooth 
and nail.

Rei). C. M. G reen, of Port Huron, 
died suddenly F ebruary  3 a t  Lansing 
o f h ea rt disease. Mr. G reen had  a t­
tended th e  session ~of lire Innisp ^ n  
the  morning. Upon re tu rn in g  to his 
room s be com])laineti of illness and 
w ent to bed. A few m inutes la te r  he was 
heard  groaning and before a  docior 
could reach  the house he was dead. 
Mr. Green was cne of th e  prom inent 
men of Port H uron and served  in the 
bouse in 1S97 during  the  P ingree re ­
gime. A com m ittee of the  house, con­
sisting  of Reps. H aviland, Brlcker. 
W arner, S tra igh t and H enry, fi-as ap­
pointed to  accom pany th e  rem ains to 
Port H uron a«d a ttend  the  funeral. 
Resolutions will also be adopted in 
both branches of the leg islature.

Pay of the em ployes of the  leg isla­
tu re  is tied up and will rem ain  so 
until the suprem e court ac ts. Tho 
fight betw een Speaker B aker and the  
em ployes over the  seven days a week 
proposition reached a  clim ax when 
the house passed in face of the speak­
e r 's  opposition a resolution allow ing 
th e  em ployes paj' fo r seven days in 
the  week.. Then th e  speaker sa t back 
and rem arked th a t he sliuuld obey 
the law ra th e r than  the  leg islature 
and refused  to sign th e  payroll until 
th e  suprem e court had ordered him 
to. Therefore the  only way tho em­
ployes have of g e tting  the ir pay is 
to mandam-us B aker and fight the- 
case in the  ctMirl.

T he ghost failed to  walk a t the 
capito l February  1. .\s  a resu lt of the
rov.' betw een Speaker B aker and 
the  em ployes of the  House the speak­
er refused to  sign the  pay roll and 
th e  em ployes a re  going to  take the 
case to  th e  suprem e court. Lieuienani- 
G overnor Ross signed the* pay roll 
for the  senate  em ployes, but the au- 
aiior-gcncral,. in  the  face of th e  de­
cision of the  afto rney-geueral.'re fused  
to honor th e  vouchers, so they w ere 
not paid e ither. A rrangem ents have 
been m ade to ta k e  th e  m a tte r  to the 
sujtrem e court to f in d .o u t who j.® 
right.

F. Backus, D etroit, m em ber of the , 
Ionia asylum  board, to  succeed Fred | 
A. W ashburn, of Beldlng.

S enato r W atkins has introduced a 
jo in t resolu tion  in the  senate  p ro te st­
ing aga inst the  reciprocity  tre a ty  with 
Canada on the  ground th a t it wfl] 
open the  American m arket to Cana­
dian products and destroy  the  pros­
perity  of th e  country. In both 
branchesro f the  leg isla tu re  the  line is 
Bharply draw n betw een the city  m em ­
bers and the  country m em bers on th is 
m atte r. Thp farm ers a re  all opposed 
lo  th e  tre a ty  w hile the  city  m em bers 
a re  a ll strongly  for it.

L ieu tenan t Governor John Q, Ross 
was governor of M ichigan two whole 
days and d idn 't know* it. U nder th e  
constitu tion  when the  governor 
leaves th e  s ta te  the lieu tenan t gov­
e rn o r perform s his du ties and is in 
fact governor.

S enato r I’W hite, of B errien  county, 
has in troduced a bill in th e  S enate 
which is likely to  cause a  s tir  am ong 
insurance cdropanles, but wUl be 
hailed w ith deligh t by the  insured.

IIE^N you have b c A  ap­
proached, cornered, and 
p ^ h a p ^  ta lked  in to  doing 
busiiiess by a  life in su r­
ance' so lic itor. OP, w hen 
you have recel'ved* notice 

from  a  life insu rance  com pany th a t .a 
prem ium  paym ent on your policy is ;  
abou t due, have you eve r though t of 
your own boy as  a  life  insu rance m an 
—an  agen t?

F o r energy  expended, th e  financial 
re tu rn s  a re  probably g rea te r fo r the  
life insu rance agen t th a n  be could get 
in  any o ther business. T here a re  
m any genera l agen ts, fo r exam ple, 
who ea rn  over $50,000 a  year—a 
g rea te r sa la ry  than  th e  p res iden t of 
the  U nited B tafas receives. In  m ost 
occupations of la rge financial re tu rn s  
such a  rew ard  usually  com es.,only  
a fte r  alm ost a  lifetim e of toil, and; 
besides, few g e t the re . One m ay be a 
successful genera l agent, how ever, 
before he Is forty, and  ■with still 
g rea te r emoIun^*^ts aw aiting  only his 
fu rth e r efforts. Besides. Instead of 
w orking night and day to  get to  th e ' 
top. even to hold his job. the  life in ­
su rance  agen t th a t ■works five hours 
o u t of the  twenty*four is quite  a 
hust^ler, and -dhis w ork is not drudg­
e ry  in  any  sense.

T he re  a re  tw o m ethods th a t m ight 
be suggested for your boy to m ake bis 
s ta r t . One is  to  begin a s  otfice boy 
to  a  general agen t of an  Insurance 
com pany; '-the o th e r is to  learn  
stenography and gef a  job as  s ten ­
ographer in tbe  office.of th e  general 
agent, w ith the  determ ination  to  be­
come th a t agen t's  secretary .

W e shall say th a t your boy prefers 
to  begin a t  the very bottom , as office 
boy. He should be-^Itee'rt or so, and 
have as  much sf'hooJlfi'g as  th e  boy of 
th a t '^ g e  generally  has acqu ired ., His 
pay w ill b e  only abou t'flve  dollars a 
■week ami his work will- dq jwtlKJng 
fu rth e r for him  than»«46 tamUiaffi;?-,

as  close to  h is  e m p lo y e r )^  p o s to le  
as  th e  la tte r 's  egfllPvT .* w i l l  
probably go^ H j^ lu g n tw o  brfKbree in- 
te rm ^ f |$ te  clerkships b e f t ^ ‘reach ing  
th is  position, b u t they  w ill be tb e  
usual run. o f clerica l work, m aking 
en tries  in* books, keeping tra c k  of 
policies, paym ent of pre^iium s, etc., 
and  tend ing  o u t nollcee and adver­
tising  lite ra tu re . H is pay  w ill be 
th a t of th e  usual clerk, running  from  
abou t $8 a  ,9 |||9k in  th e  beginning Up 
to  $12 o r  $15, and  then  up  to* as  high 
as  perhaps $25 as  secre tary  to the 
agent.

As soon as  your boy becom es stenog;- 
rapber, how ever, be w ill be throw n 
into d irec t con tac t w ith th e  inner 
m ethods of ge tting  and  keeping busi­
ness  and l ^ o m e  fam iliar w ith all 
de ta ils  of the  so liciting  end. A fter 
aw hile be w ill occasionally  be told

H e w ill be 
assisted  tn th is  am bition by hia em ­
ployer. fo r tb e  la tte r 's : ea rn ings  and 
stand ings in  th e  Insurance w orld de­
pend upon tb e  am ount off business hia 
office gets—and  h e  cap find clerks and 
stenographers fa r  m ore easily  th a n  
he can  good agents.

After proving him self for awhile in 
looking after people that come to the- 
oflloe. yonr boy' w ill probably be told  
t o  go op  and see  Mr. Scrand-eo. who 
haai disidayed qnnptoms'bC d«rtrlng a  
fo lley .

o th e r m an, anef s till ano ther, the  $ ia . 
perienced genera l - agen t giving him 
th e  ch a rac te r of assignm ents best 
su ited  to develop a  new  agent.

Then, one day, th e  boss w ill call 
your boy into 'th e  office and ta lk  to  
him  som ething  of th is  fashion: "John, 
it 's  about tim e you began to  g e t ,o u t 
of th is  office ru t and gd and do th ings 
fo r yourself; so you a re  fired from  
your job as  stenog rapher—and ap­
pointed agent. You go out and  w rite 
po licies!" T hen the boss will prom­
ise to  "look a fte r"  your boy for 
aw hile, till he gets  thoroughly Into 
the  run of things; so th a t he w on’t 
have to  w orry over finances—and your 
boy w in be launched a s  a  full-fledged 
life insu rance agent.

W hat w;lll h e  ea rn ?  W ell, it will 
depend en tire ly  u i^ n  him self. E very 
m an with a /a m ily  o r  re la tive  o r any­
body depending upon him is a  poten­
tia l custom er, and  uIto tb e  deve lop  
m ents of the  busi-ness have been so 
w idely spread  th a t various -policlM 
contain  J f iv e s tm e n t fea tu res  besldcjb 
tb e   ̂in s ta n c e , ,  such a s  endow 'ment 
policies, annuities,, and the  like. Thefia 
is abou t e fe ry  possible varie ty  of in­
su rance  to fit every need, and  a t  
such a  w ide range of prem ium s as to  
s u it anybody, from  a  $10 a w eek clerk  
o r  laboring  m an  to  a  m illionaire.

On th e  g e n e r^  m n  of policies yodr 
boy will ge t a t e u t  40 per -cent com­
m ission on theT flrst yea r's  prem ium, 
and  by the  tim e  he has got under full 
headw ay in his ea rly  tw en ties he 
should w rite , w ithout expecting any­
th in g  big a t  all, som ew here around, 
say . $200,000, i^'orth of business in a 
year. This in su rance  'w’.ouUl cost th e  
policy holders, say. $6,000 a  year, of 
which the  agen t would receive from  
$2,000 to  $2,500. nea rly  $50 a  week. 
This figure Is conservaitive. and Is 
being exceeded by  hundreds of agen ts 
throughout th e  country. We w ill say 
th a t your boy m akes good- only fairly, 
and  in ih e  course; of five to ten  years 
shows th a t he can  ea rn  in  com mis­
sions on new  busipess a  p re tty  steady 
average  of anyw here from  $3,000 to  
$6,000 o r $8,000 a  year.

All 
necessary  li te ra tu re  will be supplied  
him  by th e  com pany as  a  ru l^  
case a  bond is  required, he would 
have no dlfflcnlty in  g e tting  It from 
a  su re ty  com pany, - with- th e  backing 
of his own com pany.

In such 
d is tr ic ts  as  New York; be .will be get­
tin g  from  $25,000' a  y ea r up. and  be 
is still under forty.

T he w rite r  has in mind one ffi&- 
know n Insurance m an  who w en t to  
New York from  th e  w est ten  years  
ago, rep resen ting  a  com pany th a t w as' 
ho t particu larly  prom inent In tbe  east, 
and  now his com m issions from  renew ­
als  alone em o u n t to $60,000 a  year.

There Is no particu larly  definite 
proihotlon from  here on; fo r your 
boy's financial am bition Is p re tty  ap t 
to  have been realized. H e may. how­
ever, asp ire  to  th e  m anagersh ip  o f a  
s ta te  or group of s ta te s , and u ltim ate- 
ry become head m anager of agencies, 
and. finally, p res iden t of tb e  compahy. 
Anyhow, be has achieved financial suc­
cess. and  his social s tan d in g -an d  in ­
fluence in th e  com m unity will depend 
en tire ly  upon him self.

So .he has in strum en ts 
th a t  he can  rely  on. A s big and heavy as  a  hod 
o t  b ricks is one of these  m achines, and the  cam ­
e r a  w»on tak es  tw o o r th ree  of them  along. Each 
I s  su ited  to  som e particu la r Hind of w ork. .T hen  
t b ^ e  a re  heavy tripods to  ta rry , e x tra  lenses, 
-trunks fu ll o f p la tes, a  p o r t ^ ^  dark  room w ith 
Hdiemicals. a s  w ell a s  a  cooking and cam ping out- 
i l t .

Such expeditions a re  costly—all th e  m qre rea ­
son why th e  p ic tu res should be good. Mr. Ru­
dolph W llle, who is now a  New York photog­
rapher. w ent over very  m uch th e  sam e ground In 
1901 th a t GX-Presldent Roosevelt traversed : W llle 
had two w hite ass is tan ts  and 19 negro  porters. 
T he party  w alked 1,500 m iles. They w ere gone 
nine n in th s .  A fter th e ir  provisions gave out 
they  lived principally  on na tiv e  sw eet potatoes 
and peanuts, w ith som e birds. Some o t th e  tim e 
they  had  noth ing  to- eat. T hey sm oked dried 
leaves. T he tr ip  cost $10,000 and Mri W ille 
b rought back only 400 pictures. The te s t  of b is  
p la tes w ere lost th rough m ishaps.

Because th e  traveling  pho tographer is  con­
s tan tly  going from  one p a r t of the  worltf to  an ­
o ther and seeing  life In so m any phaseA  he is 
probably sub jec t to  m ore diiScuities and dangers 
than  alm ost any  o th e r m an. One day he Ik cUmb- 

I Ing a  dangerous m oun ta ls  peak. T he ne-U he is 
I photographing a  volcano. H e gets I a  head-on plc- 
i to re  of a  horse race . H e shows th e  world w hat 
I happens during  a  r io t  W ith th e  h i|n te r  be shares

a  .few Inches behind him. H e got 
in to  the  tree  safely, though he 
droppe<l his gun. H is cam era  was 
strapped  to  his back, so he sa t on 
a  limb and photographed his pur­
suers. "You can see very  w ell.” 
said  Mr. W' îlle, "why I have no pic­
tu re  of m yself doing It.”

Mr. D ugm ore's m ost thrilling  
m om ent in A frica would likew ise 
have been im possible to photo­
graph. He had c rep t to  w ithin SO 
yards ot a sleeping  rhinoceros, 
w hen th e  beast suddenly jum ped 
•up and chargeil him  a t express- 
tra in  speetl. Mr. Dugmore took a 
head-on p ic tu re  of the b east a t 15 
yards, and his com panion firod at 
the  drop of the  sh u tte r , fo rtuna te­
ly tu rn in g  the  anim al. A lthough 
Mr. D ugm ore has no p ic tu re  of 
him self in th is  sltuati65{ his photo­
g raph  or the  charg ing! rhinoceros 
is one of the  m ost rem arkab le  pic­
tu re s  in existence.

Y et Tihotographcrs have som e­
tim es go tten  p ic tures of them ­
selves in extrem ely  dangerous s itu ­
a tio n s; bu t such p ic tu res a re  prob- 
f  bly never posed for. T ha t is w liat 
H r. W ille had in  mind when he 
paid th a t one’s perilous m om ents 

•ilct'jred. I have seen  a 'pho tog raph  
. p ic tu re  man in  a  battle , who was 

nia<^e .'or.spicuous -by his wagon and his outfit, 
bu t who w as nevertheless  calm ly grinding  
aw ay a t hfs m achine w hile shells and bullets 
w ere falling all around him. B ut he w as not 
posing.' H e w as so in ten t upon his w ork th a t 
he !dld n o t know  th a t a  fellow kp lgh t o f the 
cam era had  snapped his picture. Mr. Footing  
has an equally  rem arkab le  likeness of himself. 
W ith  an assi.stant he one day clim bed th e  .Tap- 
anese m ountain A saraa-Yama to  g et a  pictur^^ 
of fhe c ra te r . W hile his hefper stood w aiting 
w ith  ano ther cam era  Mr. P ontlng  a<lvauccd to 
the edge of th e  volcano's m outh. . He w as in 
th e  very  ac t of tak ing  a p ic tu re w hen an eru p ­
tion  occurred. The ass is tan t w as as quick as 
th e  volcano. H e snapped Mr. P onting  before 
th e  la tte r  could even tu rn  round. T hen the 
tw o ran  for th e ir  lives

N ot all of th e  difficulties of securing  pic­
tu re s  a re  physical. People haVe to be photo­
graphed as w ell as th ings and animals^ and 
m any prom inen t personages have such a deep 
hatred  for cam era  men th a t they  go to g rea t 
lengths to balk them . Mr. J. P. M organ, for 
Instance has an unp leasan t hab it of b reaking  

his cane  over th e  back of an  offending photogra­
pher. This would not bo ther th e  cam era  m an a 
partic le  w ere it not th a t Mr. M organ alw ays sees 
to  It th a t the  cam era is broken w ith  th e  back. An­

Even, m ore dangerous is the  practice, w hich the 
w orld’s insa tiab le  th ir s t  for knowledg'e has brought 
about, of photographing  wild anim als a t  night. In 
th e  blaxing light of day the  pho tographer can  take  
his p ic tu re  from  a com paratively safe distance, 
particu larly  If he Is using  a  te lephoto  lens. B ut 
in  th e  darkness of n igh t th e  sub jec t m ust be w ithin 
the  rad ius of th e  flashlight—a  d istance a t  m ost of 
only a few  yards. Then, too, wild anim als can see 
in th e  dark . Man cannot. 'W ith th e  fall of night, 
also, w ild anim als lose In p a r t th e ir  fear of man. 
Thus the  chances $re all aga in st th e  photographer.

Saslcatchew an and 
M anitoba, m any fa rm ers  a re  ab le  to  
rep o rt sp lendid  c rops. A nd th e se  re ­
po rts  com e from  different sections, 
covering  a n  a re a  of abou t 25,000 
square  m iles. ' As, fo r instance, a t . 
L aird , S askatchew an, th e  crop  re tu rn s  
showed th a t J . B. P e te rs  had  12,800 
bushels from  320 ac res, o r  nearly  40 
bushels to  th e  acre . In  the  Blaine 
L ake d is tr ic t th e  fields ranged from  
15 to  -50 bushels p e r  ac re , Ben Crew s 
having  1,150 bushels from  24 ac re s;

ChSsf Qoanaih Parker, th e half-lilood

Comanche leader, is a strong advocate 
of "mixed” school, where his children 
may attend the same institution 
where their white neighbors are edu­
cated.

Last fall Chief Parker was Instru­
mental in having a  pib lic  school dis­
trict formed which Incudes his hand 
some residence In th e  foothills of the 
Wichita mountains. He donated 
large trac t of land and subscribed to  a 
fund for maintenance of the d is tric t 
He was chosen president of the board.

While the government 
Comanche Indian school <me mile from 
Lawton, Chief Parker has never taken 
very kindly to sending his s<«8 and 
daughters to the tribal schooL
