.  This 1s Mount Vernon and the large brass 
knocker on the c e n t ^  door of the  west front 
indicates tha t this was the usual p<^t* of sp- 
pyoach to the mansion.

At the end of the 
lo^g walk in the garden is th e 'lit tle  $choolhouse 
lii which the Custls children were taught.

The oldest building is the barn, erected in 
1733 by George W’ashlngton's father. The Eng- 

wilsh brick are laid in strong m ortar made of oy­
ster shell lime, and here were kept the coa<^ and - 
saddle horses. The white chariot, as the travel­
ing coach was called, was kept In a carriage 
house nearby. South of the mansion on a  brow 
of the hill overlooking the Potomac is the sum­
mer house. I t contains a beautiful view of the 
river and Us deep cellar was once used as an 
Ice house. Nearby Is the deer paddock, which 
has been stocked with Virginia deer.

' Though a  tour of inspection develops histor­
ical attroctlons a t every turn, the chief point of 
interest on the grounds Is the now tomb of Wash­
ington, which stands several yards distant from 
the. old mausolenm that once held the ashes of 
the Washington family. I t is beautifully located 
in> a  clump of trees and flowering plants and 
vines surround It on-.all sidea.

This simple yet eloquent statem ent marks Its 
in ^ r ta n c e . It was iplanned by George Washing­
ton and buUt by bis executors. Within <the Iron 
portals one may see the catafalque that contains 
the remains of Washington and the sarcophagus 
that bolds the body of h is  wife. In the rear of 
the tomb is an Iron door that opens- into the re­
ceptacle that contains the the remains of others 
of the W ashiM ton fkmlly. The Iron grating that 
closes the outside entrance has been h ^ h te n e d . 
for a t one time a  vandal attempted to climb over - 
it. . The gate Is locked and the key Is said to have 
bera  burled in the POtomac. To the memory of 
BUahrod Washington and John Augustine W ash­
ington, successors to the general, marble abafts 
were erected in front of the tomb.

An old negro stands near a t hand and for 
mgny years baa discoursed to  visitors on 'the 
spM and its surroundings.

' The simplicity of the tomb is characteristic 
o fithe  man and those that gaze upon the resting 
plgce of the great hero Instinctively speak in 
w hisj^rs and are awed by the  meitaorlea assocl- 
a tid  with the  place.

The patent medicine business in the 
United States is  one o f huge financial 
proportions. The ralue of the annual 
product is  said to be not less than $75,- 
000,000. That is  the wholesale p r ic e -  
retail price estimate $100,0p0,000. In 
consideration o f this sum the people 
win swallow huge quantities o f alcohol, 
an appalling amount of opiates and nar- 
edtuto, a  wide assortment of various 
drugs, ranging from powerful and dan­
gerous heart depressants to  insidious 
liver stimulants; and far in excess of 
all other ingredimits, undiluted fraud

W ith a few honorable ezoeptions, the 
press o f the U .S .  i s a t  the beck and 
call of the patent medidnes. N ot cmly 
do the newspapers modify news possi­
bly affecting these interests, but ^ e y  
Mmetimes become their active agents in 
securing local testimonials. A  man 
wit^ an inside knowledge of the patent 
medicine husiness made some investiga­
tions into this phase of the matter and 
he declares tiiatr such procurement of 
testimonials became so established as to 
have the force o f a  aysteoD, only two 
G h ic^ o  newspapers being free from it.

In the lower bouse of the Massachu­
setts l^dslature there was a debate 
which lasted one whole afternoon and 
engaged some twenty speakers on a  bill 
providing that every bottle o f patent 
medicine sold-^n the state should bear a 
label stating the contents of the bottle. 
More v'as told that afternoon than often 
comes to light in a single day. The de­
bate at times was dramatic, interesting 
and important, qualities which invaria- 
bly'ensure to any event big headlines 
in the daily newspapers. But that event 
was not heralded by U g  headlixtes, nor 
any headlines at all. W as it because of 
the large revenue the newspapers re­
ceive from patent medicines (estimated 
to be $20,000,000 per year)? and that the 
co n ta cts  provide that “ nothing detri­
mental to tiie interelt of the company 
shall appear in the reading columns of 
th> paper.”

The p^re food and drug act of the 
United States forbids extravi^ant 
claims for medicines, hence Pink pil a 
now do not eflect miracles within the 
boundaries, although they still claim  
many diseases. In Canada they continue 
to  rescue people from the very jaws of 
death. In the U . S . the favorite claim  
now made for Pink pills is  they make 
new blood.

Senator Frank D. Scott of Alpena 

has come across with an express bill 
which has been w-rltten after a lot 
of bard study and the securing of 
much expert opinion. The bill is rad­
ical, and Senator Scott believes radi­
cal measures ’ with reference to the 
express companies are necessary 
right now.

His bill provides that all etpress 
companies shall be directly under the 
supervision of.  ̂the ra i l r o ^  commis­
sion; a maximum and minimum rate 
1« prescribed for the transportation 
of mercbandise, and joint rates shall 
be published on all other lines. This' 
last .point is important, as it means 
that a  person shipping by a certain 
company which has no office in the 
city to which, th e  patSkage is shipped 
s h ^  be entitled to the same ra te  as 
If It were not necessary' to transfer 
the package to another line of rail­
road.

The maximum rates on lOO pounds 
is prescribed as follows:

One to 7Gi miles. 50 cents; 76. to 85 
miles, CO cents; 8G to 95 miles. C5 
cents: 96 to 106 miles, 70 cents; IOC 
to 130 miles, 75 cents; 131tol50| miles, 
80 cents; 151 to 170 miles, 85 cents;

Senator Moriarty, who proposes a 
retaliatory measure against the farm­
ers for their insistence on the ton­
nage tax by putting in a bill provid­
ing for a bushel tax, is receiving a 
f ic ^  of letters.

Democratic members join­
ed in from time to time and taunt­
ed the majority members for their 
lack of unity.

Representative Fordney, of Michi­
gan, figured prominently in t^e de­
bate. He said the United States had 
been "buncoed” by' the Canadian' rep­
resentatives into a free trade meas­
ure from which it would derive no 
benefit.

The rainfall last sum n^r was 
the greatest of which there Is any rec­
ord and the autumn crops were a 
total failure over a region ot approxi­
mate]}- 7,000 square miles. It is esti­
mated that 2.500.000 persons are prac­
tically starving. The death roll of 
the coming mopths is bound to be' 
ver>' great.

“To acqual/t myself with the  ac­
tual c o n d u its ,  I made two trips into 
the famine district. I met between 
200 and 50O refugees every day.

“For .six months hundreds of thous­
ands ydll be absolutely destitute and 
more than 1 .000.000 persons will be 
■dependent on charity.”

Eminent- Catholic Prelate Passes 
Away at Philadelphia a t the Age 

of Eighty Years.

Philadelphia, Feb. 13.—Most Rev. 
Patrick John Ryan, archbishop of 
Philadelphia  ̂and metropolitan of 
Pennsylvania, died a t the archiepis- 
copal residence in this cUy. The 
members of the. immediate family 
were at tbe bedside when he passed 
away.

Archbishop Ryan, known as the 
greatest orator of the Catholic church 
in America, was born in 1S31 la 
Thurles, County Tipperary, Ireland.

He spent his early boyhood in his 
native country, coming to America In 
1852 and going a t once to S t ^ u i s . *

During the Civil war he was chap­
lain of the military prison a t S t  
Louis, and la  1868 he went to Rome 
at the invitation of Pope Plus IX. and 
delivered tbe Lenten lectures In Eng­
lish.

During tCe strike of the anthracite 
m l n ^  of Pennsylvania in 1900 Arch­
bishop Ryan, who in 1884 had been 
made archbishop of the Philadelphia 
diocese, spqnt most of his time In thO 
coal fields. Here his advice and conr 
solation was much sought His in­
fluence with the miners a t that time 
was said to have kept many acts of 
violence from being attempted.

Clever Maker Perfects Wire Pin That

new pin are kinked dr twisted in the 
most peculiar way.

These Jiew twists are put in so that 
the pin will not have a chance to slip 
out of the hair. It is comfortable, 
however, and does not hurt the hair 
or' head when worn.

They are not expensive, costing but 
a  few cents for a box. but they fully 
iuatlfy the expenditure, since they will 
not be apt to be lost so easily as the 
ordinary kind. ■

backward and forward, and then up­
ward udtil the fingers meet at the 
crown. I

Repeaii ihis movement several times, 
an«l h sure to shake the hair gently, 
to ::<sure thorough ventilation, then 
l>urt the hair Into strands, shake side­
ways and stroke downward. Comb well 
With a coarse comb and hratd loosely. 
Do this every night and If will soon 
become a habit.

It is a great mistake to think Uiat a 
vigorous brushing of 100 strokes every 
night will make-the hair grow faster. 
It Is granted It leaves one in a highly 
virtuous state, with the feeling of a 
duty well done, but it does nothing 
more for the hair than to  give It a 
gloss and may even be Injurtous if 
the brush Is use<l with too imu'h 
vigor.

Brush the--hair with a  gentle move­
ment, and never brush from the fore­
head backward toward the nape of the 
neck, fot It strains the hair confrary 
to the direction in which la grows.

Alwayp brush lengthwise, parting 
the hair, into small strands, holding 
one side back while brushing the 
other. GC over the entire head In this 
manner, twist the hair loosely with 
the left hand, throwing It forward over 
the face, then brush the roots at the 
hair line; at the nape of the neck and 
from ear. to< ear.
