Senator William H. Bradley of 

Greenville is found partially guilty 
of the charge preferred against him 
by Sherman M. Townsend, the former 
Janitor of the Senate, who charged 
that Bradley tried to extort from him

atate. The committee which made 
the investigation in its  report to tbe 
Senate declared that were th is  a if- 
gai proceedure the committee w^ould 
have been unable to find tbe charge 
true beyond a  reasonable doubt. But 
tbe  committee also declares th a t by a 
preponderance of the erldeikce it does 
find tbe story told by Townsend to 
be true. Senator Bradley has already 
been asked to resign as chairman of 
the committee on finance and appro­
priations of tbe Senate. The report 
of . the committee will be discussed 
and and acted upon Tuesday, Feb. 2S. 
If the report is adopted, a  '.motion 
may be made to declare ^ n a to r  
Bradley’s seat vacant. To do this 
i t  will require 22 votes and it is not 
believed ih a t  many of the senators 
feel Senator Bradley is guilty enough 
to be So punished. A call of the Sen­
ate has been ordered and every sen­
ator not too i\l to prevent must be 
present on that day to cast bis vote 
on the question.

Special appropriations for the state 
Institutions will be practically cut out 
this year. At a  conference betwee 
the governor, the lieutenant governor 
and tbe members of the finance com­
mittees of both houses the estimates 
were totaled up and perspective of 
the budget secured. This showed 
tha^ the budget this legislature will 
be called upon to pass for 'mainten­
ance only and to make good the de- 
flefts will run to $12 ,000,000, leaving 
but $1,300,000 available for special 
appropriations. Since the -X'niversity 
of Michigan is asking $800,000 alone 
i t  is manifest the aum permissablc 
would npt go very lar. As it is $1.- 
000,000 must be raised to make good 
deficits already existing or in sight 
and the budget will a t best run $2 ,- 
000,000 b ig h ^  than ever before. This 
being tire case Governor Osborn has 
said and his opinion is concurred in 
by the others present that not a dol­
lar of special appropriation will be 
permitted except where it is absolute­
ly necessary for the existence of the 
institution.

The reciprocity treaty will In all 
likelihood receive no knock or boost 
from the Michigan legislature. Reso­
lutions both w-ays have been .'intro 
duced- in both branches of the legis­
lature a n d 'in  each case by .'Demo­
crats. Every time an attem pt has 
been made to secure action on one 
or the other of the resolutions they 
have been sent back to  the commit­
tee or in some manner disposed of to 
prevent action. As the treaty is near 
oonfirm-ation by both countries now 
It is not likely any action -̂111 be 
taken by the legislature.

T he miners lost the; first round In 
the big fight on the tonnage tax. For 
two hours the House in committee of 
tbe whole argued against and for the 
McNaughton bill in committee of the 
whole. When the committee rose 
Rop. fCnight of Dickinson county 
moved a substitute that all after the 
enacting clause be stricken out.

to receive aid from the poor depart­
m ent under such conditions.

No tra tem itles or sororities or any

Flgares recently Issued show that 
the  wheat reoelpta..at Winnipeg last 
year w ere 88,3$0,330 bushels, as  com­
pared with tee  MtnzkeapoUs reoelpte 
of 81.111,410<'btohels, th is  pUclag Win­
nipeg a t  the bead ef tbe  wheat re- 
ceirlng m arkets ot the  continent. Fol­
lowing up tU s Informatien i t  is found 
tha t the . yields throughent the prov­
inces ot Manitoba, Saakatchewan and 
Alberta, as given the  w riter by agqnts 
o t te e  Canadian Government sta­
tioned in different parts of the States, 
have been splendid. A few of the 
instances are given: „

Near Redvers, S u k ., Jens Hortness 
threshed about 60 iacros of wbeaL av­
eraging 29 bushels; te  the acre. Near 
Elphmstone, Sask.,i many of the crops 
of oats would run ^  nearly 100 bush­
els to the acre.

‘Manitoba’s record crop for 1910 
was grown on McMtllan Bi-os.‘ farm 
near W estbourne,-who have a total 
crop of 70,000 bushels, netting $40,000 
off 2,200 acres. G. W. Buchanan of' 
P incher Creek, Alberta, had 25*,̂  
bushels of No. 1 spring wheat to tbe 
acre. Mr. A. Hatton of Macleod dis­
trict had wheat 'which averaged 21 
bushels to the acre. B. F. Holden, 
near Indian Head; Sask., threshed 950 
bushels of wheat from 20 acres.
: On' the Experimental Farm a t In- 
iiian Head, wheat has gone below 40 
bushels, while several, such as the 
"Marquis and the Preston, have gone 
as high as 54 bushels to the acre. At 
Elstow, Sask.. the quantity of wheat 
to the acre ran. on the average, from
26 right up to 40 bushels per acre, 
while oats in some cases yielded a . 
return of 70 to SO bushels per acre,, 
with flax giving IS to 14 bushels per 
acre.

Chicago, Peb. -20.—"Millions of 
pounds of butter and 50.000 cases of 
eggs In cold storage which are usually 
oonsumed before this time of the year 
are still unsold." That was the su te - 
ment made by Herbert A. Emerson, 
p rn ld en t of the United States Pack- 
tng company, who will testify this 
week before the subcommittee of the 
senate committee on live stock and 
c^rying.

Mr. Emerson in amplifying his state­
m ent said that the cold storage trust 
has lost millions of dollars within the 
last -two mottths through the smashing 
of the cold storage corner on eggs and 
butter.

Trust Meets Waterloo.
“Consumers throughout the country 

will be greatly pleased to know that 
the  butter and egg trust which has 
had auch a Arm grip on the throats of 
consumers and producers alike for the 
last five years, has at last met Us Wa­
terloo, and this has been brought about 
through the publicity given the opera­
tions of the trust by the press," said 
Mr. Emerson.

"There are today in storage In the 
United -States in the warehouses which 
report to the association known as 
the American Warehousemen’s associ­
ation, approximately 30,000,000 pounds 
of butter, and in> the warehouses 

■ which do not report to the American 
Warehousemen’s association an equal 
arnounL or about 60.p00.000 pounds of 
surplus frozen butter taken awi^^tfom 
the Consumers throughout the last 12 
months.

But Kousewives Economize.
"It was held with the expectation of 

making the consumer pa^ approxi­
mately 40 cents to 45 cents per pound 
for this butter for which the producers 
received only about 20 'cents per 
pound, and In paying the i»oducer for 
his butter it is bought In the form ofl 
w hat la known as butter fat—bo. other 
words, they buy the cream separated 
frem  the milk and the trust concerns 
operating creameries figure on what la 
kngwn as an ovemin of from  SO to 36 
per craL

U. S. CALLS HALT ON HAITI

State Department, on Protest From 
British Consul, Warns Against 

Wholesale Executions There.

Washington, Feb. 22.—As the result 
of a p ro te |t registered by the British 
consul general a t Port A r^u r, against 
the reign of terror in Haiti, the state 
department made representations to 
the Haitian government on the whole­
sale executions of revolutionary pris­
oners, advising the authorities to 
adopt a more reasonable oourse.

The American'^{boteet was deliv­
ered to K, Pauleus Sannon, the Hai­
tian minister a t  Washington, and was 
cabled to American Minister Purnlas 
a t Port au Prince tor transmission to 
the Haltmn government. Minister 
Purniss cabled to the state depart­
ment that the British cbnaTil general 
bad called upon him and protested 
on behalf of the British colony against 
existing conditions.

SERIOUS SITUATION

Unless Law Prohibiting Contract 
Labor in Prisona! is RopMled.

Two years ago the legislature 
passed an act prohibiting anjt further 
contracting of convicts In the prisons 
of th e  state to private contractors, 
the administration advocating the ex­
pansion of state account work aa fast 
as the e x is t in g p r iv a te  contracts 
should expire. At the same tim e a  
prison Industry commission was pro­
vided to visit institutions In : other 
states for the purpose of determining 
how the convicts In the Michigan 
prisons might be beat employed.

This commlaslon j made its report 
several weeks ago jand advised that 
the existing prohibl^on should 1̂  re­
pealed for several! years uiftil the 
•kAtel is in a position, financially and 
indu^trlany, to profitably employ the
convicts, i t  makes fine thiinder to 
declaim about how much money the 
prisons can make by employing toe 
convicts on state  account .instead 'of 
leasing t l^ ir  labor to private contrac­
tors. but .members of the legislature 
who have gone into the subject have 
discovered that It takes more than 
talk to w,crk out a  plan whereby the 
change can be made In the first -place, 
and secondly, that the s tate  would 
have to m ake’ an Initial outlay of a 
large sum of money in qrder to get 
the industries started.

ERN SENATORS.

Either Country May Denounce Treaty 
a t the End of Six 

Months.

A sensation was caused in toe Sen­
ate when President T aft submitted 
the text of a new treaty 'with Japan 
designed to replace that of 1894 and 
drawn with the object of eliminating 
restrictions on immigration contained 
In that treaty.

Embodying radical, if not startling, 
departures from the existing treaty 
and touching questions of vital in­
terest to the Pacific slope states, the 
unexpected arrival of the treaty in 
the closing hours of the session caus­
ed much comment. f

The essential difference between 
the proposed treaty and the existing 
convention la that it omits sll refer­
ence to such restrictions and leaves 
to the national honor of Japan the 
enforcement a t her own ports the 
lim itations on emigration from Japan 
now expressly 'placed on Immigmtlon 
into the United States.

The document is said to provide 
tha t either country may denbunce 
the treaty a t the end of six months if 
It falls to operate aa expected.

T h a t. the new treaty will meet op­
position seems certaig, for even if it. 
should be speedily reported to the 
Senate from the committee room 
without serious controveriy wljlhln 
the committee room, th e  western sen­
ators are-expected to insist on oppor­
tunity for debate which will develop 
the full extenT of their opppsitlbn to 
the treaty. Unlike m atters of ordin­
ary legislation, failure of the Senate 
to act on the treaty during the re­
mainder of this session of coQgre:3S 
would not of itself extinguish its  vi-. 
tality, which could be kept indefinite­
ly alive in the executive files of the 
Senate, to be taken tip a t any. conven­
ient time.

Boss Cox Indicted.
George B. Cox, for years head of 

the Republican organization In Cin­
cinnati, a promincni factor in state 
and national politics, president' of the 
Cincinnati Trust Co., and known wide­
ly as an owner of theatrical property, 
was indicted by the Harbllton county 
grand jury ou a charge -of perjury.

The bat-is of the c'hai’ge is that Cox 
allegedly testifieij. falsely before a 
grand jury March 21,190t, in denying 
that he received any of the interest 
money which several banksr accovd- 
,ing to disclosures before the Drake 
investigating committee, paid to coun­
ty treasurers as recompense for the 
deposit of county funds.

The 3i)Ocilic case • on which the 
jury acted occurred' in the. adminis­
tration of .rohii H. Gibson, who served 
two lerdiE ,-̂ s county treasurer, from 
19U0 to 19‘M. Gibson testified before 
the gran jure that Cox had received 
$4S,5f)0 of the $97,064, which the 
banks gave Gibson as- “gratuities” 
during the latter's service.

Joker in Tonnage Bill.
A joker has been found in the ton­

nage tax bill as passed by the com­
mittee of the V hole which invalidates 
the entire bill and which will stir up 
a legal problem. Instead of providing 
a  tax of one-halt cent a pound on 
pure copper, the tax Is on "^ p p e r  
ore.’’ Tiiis would mean a tax 'of $5 
per ton on copper, while the pure cop­
per la funning an average of but little  
more than $2 per ton now. . .

When toe bill comes up forfthlrd 
reading It will take a  two-thlrdd vote 
to amend it. and if the opponents of 
the measure stand pat they can pre­
vent any amendment being made 
Thi» will then leave the advocates of 
the tonnage tax the alternative ol 
letting the m atter rest or of passing a 
bill which on its face is confiscatory 
and w'ould not stand in court for a 
moment.

LEUERS OF DICKENS

LAST ONE HE WROTE WAS 
SHAKY AND SIGNED “C. D.”

Slgnaturas of the Famou? Novelist on 
Buslnese Epistlee AHnest Invari­

ably Were, Aceompanled by a 
Flouriah That Showed Ego. i

The last paragraph ot the last let* 
te r written by Charles Dlebeiui reads:

"B ut I hope I may be ready a t three 
o’clock. If 1 can’t  be, why. then .1 
shan't be. Ever aSectlr^nately.

"C. D r
was written an hour or io  be­

fore the fatal selxure. Every word 
droops below the level from which 
each starts, each line of writing de­
scends aproM the page, the BlmpSe 
•C. D. Is very shaky, and the whole' 
letter la tooken and weak. Charles 
Dickens was not "ready" a t “three 
o ’clock"—he died a t ten minutes past 
six p. m. '

This last signature of the novelist 
Is one of fifty-five reproduced In the 
Strand In an article by John Holjt 
Schooling. Among them Is a very 
famous signature, the original oif 
which Is on a  great parchment called 
“Deed of License Assignment and 
Covenants Respecting a. Work Called 
*Tho Pickwick P a p e r s , a n d  which, 
after a preamble, contains tho words: 
^Whereas the said Chartoa > IMckens 
Is tho author of a book or w(M*k en- 
tlUod, 'The Poathumous Papers of the 
P le k ^ ck  Club,*, which has been re­
cently printed and pnbUsbod in twen­
ty parts or numhoia,’'  etc.

It is probable tha t the tact of the 
seal being placed botwoes' "Charlae" 
and "DiekenfV prevented tho flourish 
which almost invariably acoompanied 
h it signature on business documents; 
the marked enlargement of this idgna- 
ture takes the place of the flourish 
and shows an unconscious emphasis 
of toe ego. It would be abnost unrea­
sonable for us to expect that so im­
pressionable a  man. who was also 
feeling his power and fame, could 
abstain from showing outward signs 
of his own consciousness of abnormal 
success. Yet in the private letters of 
Dickens the simple "C.-D.” Is very fre­
quent.

I t  may at once be said that this 
point of difference is alike interest­
ing to the student of gesture and to 
the student of Dickens’ character. He 
was certainly a very able man of 
business, and the wording of his 
business letters fully bears out tbc 
Idea conveyed by his business slgn.i- 
ture—BO to speak—that .L-ickens was 
fully aware of his own powers, and 
that, quite fairly, he did not omit to 
Impress the fact upon other people 
when he thought fit. Both the word­
ing and the signature of many Qf his 
private letters are simple and unos­
tentatious to a high degree. This 
curious fact ought to be remembered 
when people talk about Dickens' "con- 
ceft” and “love of show."'

T h a t D id  I t .
“The hardest audience In the wdrld 

to play to is an audience of typical 
firsttnlghrers,"^ said the theatrical 
manager. “ The firsLnighters are 
mostly deadheads, and those who pay 
their way are  of the blaze type, hard 
to enthuse. I have In mind one man 
In particular who never misses a first 
night, and who, to hear him talk, gets 
about as much enjoyment out of It as 
he would out of an attack of mumps. 
I put on a comedy last season that 
was one of the big money makers of 
the year. The first-night audience re­
garded it as mourners attending the 
obsequies of a dear departed. I met 
this particular one I speak of In the 
lobby after the performance.

" ‘Woll. w hat did yon think of u? ' 
I said. 'Pretty funny, eh?’

“ ‘One of the funniest things I ever 
saw,* he admitted. 'In.fact, tt was so 
funny I bad to read the jokes on the 
prognairaD^ to keep from laughing.' ’’

Ph il a d e l p h ia , jpa.—The recent 
raids on opium smugglers made 

in New York and other cities by fed­
eral officers are preliminary to a na- 
tlon-wlde. crusade by the autborlties 
In Washington to check the ravages 
of the opium habit.

Government statistics reveal that 
more opium is consumed In. this coun­
try per capita than In China. Four 
hundred thousand pounds of crude 
opium are imported annually and the 
raids show that vast quantities are 
smuggled. The population of the 
United States is 91,000,000. The an­
nual consumption of opium in China 
in all forms is • 1,600,000 pounds. 
China’s population is more than four 
hundred million.

One of the largest Importers of 
opium in the United States called the 
attention of the National Civic Feder­
ation to the frightful growth of the 
evil. “The figures speak for them­
selves,” he said in an address on the 
subject at a banquet %f druggists in 
Philadelphia. ‘‘Unless an effective 
check is put on the, opium evil It w.ill 
sap the physical as well as the moral 
strength of the nation.

“Germany, with a population of

about 60,000,000, convuipei only 16,000 
pounds, as against the ;400,000 p o t ^ s  
actually accounted for in this coun­
try ; In Italy, with a populgtloo of
33.000. 000, the consumption Is about 
6^00 pounds; In Austria-Hungary, 
whoae combined poiralatlon Is nearly
50.000. 000, the annual consuiqption 
does not exceed 4,0001 pounds; Hol­
land, wHh a population of 6.000,000, 
consumes 3,000.pounds annually.

“In Europe there aije 145,000,000 
people who consinne annually only 
about 30,000 pounds of the drug, while 
our population 6f 100,000,000. by Im­
port figures, consumes more than ten 
times that amount, to say nothing of 
the vast quantity that is clandestinely 
brought into the country.”

President Taft urgM Immediate ac­
tion to check the growth of the evil. 
There is now pending in both 
branches of congress a  measure, 
known as the Cullom-Foeter bill, to 
control the traffic by subjecting i t  to 
heavy Internal revenue. taxes. The 
bill also provides for a  practically 
prohibitive tax—$200 a  pound—on 
smoking opium. The control of other 
forms, principally morphine, will be 
more difficult, it Is conceded, although 
it is said that in that form the drug is 
most widely used.

The highest medical authorities es­
timate that*̂  50,000 pounds of opium 
should suffice for the medical needs 
of the United States yearly, and that 
fully 75 per cent of the 400,000 pounds 
imported Is manufactured into mor­
phine.

Gotham May Have Reached Its Growth

N
e w  YORK.—That New York City 
has nearly reached Its 'maximum 

of growth and will find Its supremacy 
as tbe biggest city and tbe moat im­
portant commercial center in the west­
ern world threatened by competitors 

during tbe next thirty years is the be­
lief of W alter Laidlaw, secretary of 
the New York Federation of Chris­
tian Organizations and a census ex­
pert of note. JXr. Laidlaw frankly sets 
aside as preposterous the commonly 
accepted estimates of the tremendous 
grrowth of tbe city in tbe next three 
decades and prophecies that in 1940 
the population w ill.not exceed 9,600,- 
000.

•Ip a long report on “New York’s 
Feature,” Dr. Laidlaw notes that tbe 
two greatest causes of the city’s rapid 
rise to iH‘e-emlnence were the build­

ing of the  Erie canal and the immense 
Immigration, and be declares that 
there are now certain factors working 
against a continued Increase.

In the first place, Dr. Laidlaw sees 
a continuation in the decline In the 
share of New York In the foreign 
commerce of the nation. In the last 
thirty years It has fallen from 54.8 to 
47.7. Canada Is becoming an import­
ant competitor and other American 
ports are doing their best to overhaul 
the metropolis. Providence, Boston, 
Baltimore. Philadelphia and other 
ports are formidable rivals. The pro­
posed intercoastal canal, the develop­
ment of the Mississippi, tbe comple­
tion of tbe Panama Canal ^nd the 
favorable positions of cities to tbe 
south of New York City to engage in 
trade with South America, all will 
tend to dwarf New York.

Other factors are the decline of im­
migration. the diminishing export 
trade with Europe, the awakening of 
China and the increasing importance 
of Pacific commerce. The Pacific 
coast, the statistician thinks, is bound 
to run the East hard (or Us present 
supremacy.
