If there were junior mem-
bers of such households, they were
tor the most part grandchildren or
cousins or nephews and nieces. The
suit of this state of affairs was that
the juveniles, neither collectively nor

kn the social activities of officialdom,

«nd very few of the entertainments

in this sphere were planned espe-

cially for the benefit of the younger
contingent of the communlI®

But. as has been said, th*>a5t half
ecore of years has seen gradual
change of conditions that baa made
khe juveniles and the unmarried
9”oung men and young women an ele-
ment to be reckoned with. , The ex-
tolanatlon of the new state of affairs

is to be found, of course. In the cap-

jture by younger men of a large
jon of the moat exalted post-
e executive, legislative and
jlttdlcial branches of the government.
(No longer need a public man be a
Agragifather ere he Is deemed to have
ed at the years of discretion nec-
“easary to warrant the nation In en-
Itrustfng Its most momentous affairs
-to him.  Something of this same
iJeaning in favor of younger men has
meven been manifested on the part of
many of the leading foreign govern-
ments that send envoys to act as ac-
credited resident representatives at
iWashidgton.

The natural sequel of this Invasion
«of young 'blood In bur governing cir-
cles is that the elders have been in-
-dulging in forms of entertainment
less staid and solemn than those ot
eome years back—why. President
Taft himself delights to trip the light
<antastic toe—and the juniors of offi-

«laMom have had all sorts of parties planned
~Nith especial reference to their well-known pro-
“enaitles. The White House furnishes an apt
ecriterion as to the revolution in sentiment that
*has taken place. Prior to the Roosevelt admin-
‘latration there had been In many years only a
‘few periods when there were present In the ex-
mefcutive mansion children of age to Influence the
«oclai program. Indeed the chtldren of the Grant
«nd Hayes families were about the only young-
sters to liven up the old mansion since the days
cf the Civil war.

With the arrival of Theodore Roosevelt, accom-
panied by hla half a dozen strenuous children,
however, time-honored traditions had a shake-
up In favor of the fads of young hearts and young
heads, and this policy has been pursued during
the Taft regime, although the present chief mag-
fatrate has a brood only half as numerous as
that of hla predecessor. A noticeable exempli-
llcatlOQ ot the revision that has taken place in
the social calendar Is found in the prominent
place Chat young people’s dances have occupied
of late years on the winter entertataunent pro-
Igram at the White House. And la stmmer the

horse or bicycle; roller skating on the asphalt
ebout the mansion; and mild "joy riding" In a
yoatty electric phaeton.

Elizabeth Harrison, only child of the late ex-Presi-
dent by his second marriage and.the youngest liv-
ing daughter of an .American president. Other fa-
therless young folks for whom the people at large
feeUa strong regard are the children of the late
Grover Cleveland and the children of the late
United -States Senator DolUver of lowa, perhaps
he ablest of all the leaders of the “Progressives™
in _congress.

Ifi our “cfflclal foreign colony,” made up of the
families of the men of different nationalities who
are sent by their respective governments to act
as diplomatic representatives in(the United States,
there are many children. Moreover, inasmuch as
the foreign envoys have In many instances mar-
ried American ~ves. It.naturally follows that the
children of such unions are half Americran. This
is true of the Children of the minister of Belgium
and Countess de Butsseret and Countess Lulse-Alex-
andra von Bernstorff, only daughter of the German
ambassador and his Yankee consort And. by the
way. It is of interest in this connection that the
young countess la to be married this coming sprtog
to one of her fathers secretaries, the Count
Pourtales. who also has* an American mother.

Gotham’s Great Peril From Dynamite

w YQRK.—The opinion has orten

the recent dynamite explo-
rsey City lends*some color
Over on the Jersey flats
between Bedloe’s Island and the end
of the Pennsylvania Railroad dock at
Greenville, and west of the Statue of
IJberty. there are stored at times In
three barges anchored there more
than 600,000 pounds of high explo-
sives. |f.by chance this stupendous
amount of energy should be let loose,
U would topple New York In ruins
and cause the greatest disaster of
modem times!. The loss of life would
be appalHng. Within a 20-mlle radius
of the Jersey (flats where this awful
power is pent there live nearly 10,-
1IIMOQO persons. The shock of the ex-
plosion would be inconceivable. It
would set the e”~th trembling for
hundreds of-mllea In every direction.
Buffalo, Montreal. Boston and Balti-
more would feel the ground shake un-
der their feet. Along ihe*coast a tidal
wave would rush landward and over-
wVhelm everything until It reached the
first great barrier of.the hills. Ships
at sea would be tossed to and fro by
the mighty convulsion.

These barges, which contain enough
explosives to blow the whole city to
mpieces, belong to the great powder
manufacturing concerns that have

their plants in desert places Inland.
They cannot store their deadly explo»
sives near any larg.e center .of popula-
tion. The regulatlohs of nearly every
city from New York down prohibit the
storage of any quantity of dynamite
or any other powerful explosive with-
in their boundaries. Therefore the
considerable amount that is used in
blasting has to he transported each
ay from etwe point of distribution.
These barges on the Jersey flats are
the great distributing depots for dyna
mite for all the region of New”ork
and vicinity. |

ft is Impossible to say from one day
to another just how much dynamite,
lyddite, black powder or other explo
slve combinations are carried on these
boats. The stock varies almost fronx
hour to hour. J

Thus far tjiey have escape disas-
ter. Yet they are almost as much a
potential menace to New York as
Vesuvius is to. Naples. They are
more, in facL for Naples is quite a
number of miles away from the flam-
ing crater of the volcano. whlle*New
York, with its mountain ranges of
skyscrapers. Is but a brief two miles
distant.

There are approximately 500,000.000
pounds of high explosives manufac-
tured in the United States every year.
There Is continually in transit on the
railroads throughout the country 5.000
carloads of this dangerous material. It
takes an average of 10 days to make
delivery from point of shipment >6
destination. Therefore there is a car-
load of dynamite or gunpowder for
every 50 miles of railroad throughout
America. Thej traveler pasces almost
hourly within a few feet of these cars
without knowing it.

Have Reasoned It Out at
Nearly a Hundred Million
i Years.

Sir Archibald Qelhle calchlatee the
ace of the earth by the-time occupied’
Ib the forming ofthe etratlfled'or sed}>
mentary layers of the terrestrial crust.
Judging the formations of the remote
past by relatively recent forrmatiooa.
he declares that a period of between
8 oenturies and 200 centuries must
have passed daring, the formation pt
every depfdi of a meter, the time hav-
ing varied according to the cemposl-
IfoB Of tha strata. Admitting that es-
timate, If the total thickness of all the
strata is 30,000 meters, as It Is sop-
posed to be. between 90,000,00 and
600,000,000 years were consumed in
the coarse of the earth's stratification.

But science gives another way to
estimate the age of the earth. On the
earth's surface there is a very eensl-
Me eemi>ensKtian between . the heat
that the eun sends us and the heat
that the terrestrial crust loses by xa-
dlaction from Its surface toward cold
and infinite space. W hile the crust Is
losing hy radiation, the center of the
earth is slowly but incessantly cooling,
and, as it cools, gradually contracting,
Tb~ contraction causes the center to
‘recede or slip away from the surface
of the crust, and the crusu no longer
supported by the cenlter. minks here
and there, forming foldV,"milar to the
wrinkles on a withered ~ple. Those
folds or wrinkles are the mountain
chains. The total superficies of the
mountain chain constitutes about
per cent of the total surface of the
globe. This fact leads to the Infer-
ence that the radius of the eerih baa
shrunk a little less than one-hun-
dredth of Its primitive length.

The construction of the earth's cen-
ter corresponds to a cooling of about
300 degrees.

Acoording to this calculation, at
least one hundred million of years,
and at most two thousand vmlillons of
years, must have passed' since -The
water condensed on the surface of

TREND OFVTAX LEGISLATION
TOWARD RAISING THE AS-
SESSED VALUE.

IS

The Matterm Before the Legislature
Are of Great Importance and of
Special Interest to Tax-
payers.

BY TOBY CANDOR.

As a result of the determinaticn of
mthe legislature and the governor to
allow no special appropriations ex-
cept such as are absolutely necessary
to the state iastitutions. % general
wall of woe Is going up from all those
who have hobbies up their sleeves.
Among the special appropriations
which will be -eotirely cut off is that
aEked by Senator John Leldleln of
Saginaw for 81,700,000 tor good roads.

The Michigan Soldiers’ Home, for
which $201,2d0 for maintenance. $25.-
000 for a new mdormitory and $500 for
a t>ew bakery will also suffer. The
committee has already re-ported a flat
$200,-000 lor maintenance, that none
of the $25,000 he allowed but that the
$500 tor the bakery shall be granted.

Thbe University of Michigan, which
asked a totaV of $850,000 for special
improvements will get but a small
portion of it. The Tpsilantl Normal,
for which $150,000 for a new building
was asked, will hfive to guess again,
and Alpena, which asks the establish-
ment of a normal school there, will
have to wait.

The state tax commission has sent
a icngihy communication to the
House relative tO taxation’ s>stjems
and -methods which Is of vast inter-
est. Tht' commission makes the! fol-
lowing recoipmendaiicns:

That the advalorcm system’remain
as now. '

That the pt wers and dirties of the
commission 11 clearly defined.

That the ctnmiissloii'be given, the
power to emp oy needed assistants to
revise the ass ssments throughout the
.state. /

That the assessments against pub-
lic wutility corporations be placed in
the hands at the commis'sion and be
revised e”h year instead of each
five years'as now.

That personal property be brought

clearly within the suiiervision of the
state lax commission.
« The entire tner>d of tax legislation
in the present session of the legisla-
ture is toward the raising of the as-
sessed valuation of those properties
whicii are not now assessed at full
value and the consequent reduction of
the average rate. Railroad property
|Blnow assessed at practically cash
Wlue while the balance of the prop-
erty of ih© state is assessed at biit
CP per.,fent of cash value. Moreover,
much OT the farm proptTty of Michi-
gan is assessed at but from 25 to 4U
I>er cem of cash value.

The' average rate of taxation in
Michigan 1? now $20 per $1,000 of as-
sessed valuation. In Wisconsin it is
but iKJtween $11 and $12 per $1,000.

The railroads are assessed at $212.-
000,000. If the average rate were re-
duced 25 per cent the railroads would

e $1.0G0.000 ler year In actual
taxes paid. If the assessed valuation
of farm property were raised 25 per
cent and the average rate were re-
duced 20 per cent the farmer would
pay eVi per cent less In actual taxes
than ROW. If the farm property were
raised 3174 per cent in assessed val-
uation and the average rate were re-
duced 25 per cent, the farmer would
pav the same taxes as now.

These provisions are made in the
Ix>rd biN which has passed the House
and now goes over into the Senate.

Rep. Ixnd, the taxation expert of
the House, opposes strongly the plan
of Governor Osborn for the formation
of an expert tax commission to in-
vestigate and revise the taxation
laws p[ Michigan. He declares the
present laws are good enough and
have stood the test of the courts and
all that is needed now is to provide
the men and power for the state tax
commission to go the limit in mat-
ters requiring investigation. His bill
passed by the House last week makes,
he believes, ample provision for all
this.

Senator W atkins has introduced the

‘game law bill which was agreed upon

long ago and which will probably
pass. It provides what has long been
desired—the removal of the game
warden's department from politics”

Under this bill the department will be
placed under a fish and game com-
mission of five members serving
without pay. The game warden will
be known as the Chief Game Protect-
or and there will be 20 game pro-
tectors at salaries ranging from $800
to $1,200 a year. The chief will draw
$3,000 a yegr. Non-resldest hunters
will be required to pay a $10 license
and resident hunters will be required
to pay one dollar fees. In this same
connection Rep. Morford has intro-
duced a bill requiring that the license
shall be taken out in the county in
which, the hunting io be done.

Senator White has introduced a
bill In the senate regulating the size
of all boxes, baskets and measures

in which farm products of any kind
are sold and providing a penalty for
the use of any measure not up to the
required standard.

Senator! Frank Newton, of Tpsilantl.
and Rep. iGeorge Lord, of Detroit, are
>ut for candidate for secretary cf
state two years bence and Speaker

of dheboygu and Doc ~d -
niore of Jllitee JUters are out ftjr

Rep. Hinkley of Emmet wants to
see the convicts work for the inter-
est of the people rather than for con-
tractors to get rich from. He has
therefore introduced a hill providing
for the establishing of a printing and
binding plant in tbe prisons and pro-
poses that the pridonerp shall print
and bind the text bookk to be used
In the public schools, the copy for
wbtbh Is to be furnish” by the su-
perintendent of public Instruction.
He believes this will cut in two the
cost of text books in grades be-
low the ninth.

Warden James Russelll of Marquette
prison is to be given the| investigation
he hftta demanded. Moijeover the in-
veetlgation is to be by!a commlitUe
which never consider® this matter
before and is absolutely iunprejudiced.
The committee appointed for the
work consists of Reps.iPerry of Os-
ceola, Straight of Cass, Henry of Cial-
houn, Warner of Leelanau and Kalm-
bach of Washtenaw. The committee
will employ an expert stenographer,
go to the prison and gather all the
information It is possible before mak-
ing a report to the House.

Governor Osborn has hesitated to
sign the Miller bill providing for im-
munity baths to Those who testify for
the state in actions against trusts. He
wanted to be shown the benefit of
letting one lawbreaker go in order to
catch another. A_ letter from Attor-
ney-General W Tckersham at Washing-
ton Informs the governor that anti-
trust and similar laws can not be ef-
fectively enforced without an immun-
ity bath provision to aid in getting
evidence.

Two bills have been introduced In

tbe legislature to legalize boxing in
Michigan under certain well defined
rules. Senator Cartier introduced

one in the senate and Rep. Marts one
In the House. The esteem in which
the one introduced in the House is
h(ld is shown by the fact that
Si>eaker Baker had it referred to the
committee on public health. Gov-
ernor‘Osborn has said he would veto
any such bill if it happeoted to pass
which is not at all likely.

CenatoT Lee has introduced a reso-
I-diion urging congress to present an
amendment to the federal constitu-
tion. to provide for a direct vote on
jnesident and vice-president. He pro-
vides that the candidate receiving the
highest number of votes In any con-
gressional district shall receive one
vote in the electoral college and the
candidate receiving the highest num-
ber in the whole state shall receive
two votes in the electoral college.

The committee has reported favor-
ably the bill of Senator Foster of
Gladwin to encourage forestry among

the farmers. His bill provides that
lands devoted to forestry shall be
exempted from taxation; and pro-

vides that only such trees as are rec-
ommended by the dei>artfaent of ag-
liculturo shall be grown! upon these
lands and the supervisors* must ex-
amine them each year to determine

if they are up to the provisions of
tre bill.

Rep. Stewart of Kent has intro-
duced the administration hill provid-
ing for a central board |of control
over all penal insiltutlon”. corrective
and asylums, and the dbing away

with the separate boards iow govern-
ing. His blH creates a boird of three
men at $5,000 each a year;with a sec-
retary at $3,000, all of whom are. to
give their full time to the Interests
of the state and make at least month-
ly visits to each institutlg'n.

Rep. Perry of Osceola i“roposes in
accordance with the recommendation
of the governor to have the liquor
business in Michigan investigated by
a commission appointed for that pur-
IK)se in the expectation that a care-
ful report upon all sides of the ques-
tion may lead to a better understand-
ing of what legislation is most
needed. He has therefore introduced
a bill providing for such a commis-
sion.

Rep. Young of Mecosta wants *
see those companies which returned
from the Spanish war ill paid in full
for their period of sickness. He has
therefore introduced a bll* providing
that those who have not rfeeived full
payment under th6é original act shall
be paid. Many of these |companieis
did receive pay in full while others
received only a pro rata, it is In the
interest of the latter that! his bill is
Introduced.

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WASHINGTON MILLIONAIRE PAYS

' $300,000  FOR THE ILL-
STARRED GEM.
RUIN FOLLOWS IN ITS WAKE

Kings, Officers, Women and Jev4(elers
Dealt Death and Misery by **Hoo-
doo™ That Curses the Jewel—New
Owner Net Daunted.

Washington.—The famous Hope dia-
mond. which left death, misery and
ruin in its wake from the time it was
stolen from an Indian potentate two
centuries ago. has been purchased by
Edward B. McLean for $300>900 from
a syndicate of New York jewelers.

The glittering gem weighs 447
carats. It is supposed to be followed
by the wrath of the Oriental god from
whose shrine it was taken by the
ruler of a North Indian province.

Mrs. McLean was the former Evelyn
Walsh, daughter of Thomas F. Walsh,
tbe multimillionaire, and is tbe mother
of Washington's famous  $100,000
baby, who will Inherit the Walsh mil-
lions as well as those of Jokn R. Mc-
Lean. father of Edward McLean.

While the elder McLeans were rush-
ing about reviving the history of the
gem Edward MclLean was preparing
to get detectives to guard the Jewel.
To keep the stone will cost him $24.-
200 a year. It will necessitate five de-
tectives In tbe McLean home. The
Items of cost are $15,000 interest on
$300,000: $4,500 for personal taxes,
and $4,700 for the salaries of the de
tectives.

The stone, which Is one of the
world's most famous gems, has left a
trail of death and blasted romances
since the time it adorned the neck of
Marie .Antoinette to the time llie for-
mer actress. May Yohe, wore it as a
gift from her erstwhile husband, Lord
Hope.

This is a resume of the tragedies
to ownership of the Hope diamond;

Jean Baptiste Travernler, a ped-
dlar, supposed jo be a thief, who
sold it to King Louise XIV. of I-Tance,
was torn to pieces by dogs.

Madame de Montespan, who wore
the jewel, was abandoned by the king,

Nicholas Fouquet, superintendent
of jewel. w*as abandoned by the king.

RABBITS DAMAGE THE TREES

Considerable Loss Each Year May Bo
Averted by Proper Application
of iRemodles.

(By J. B. MONDEIA™)

Thbe time of year is at hand when,
in many localities, i'the rabbits will
begin to do damage to young shade
and fruit trees where they are not pro
tecied by some meana. Considerable
loss occurs each year by the rabblts-
girdling the trees. Painting the trunk
of the trees with either of the washes
mentioned in the following formulas
will prevent Jhe injury if properly
done.

Formula No. 1L Slack In water over,
night the quantity of unslaked Iteie
needed for the work.# In the morning
add enough water to make a good
thick wash.  Stir the mixturt' well,
and to each 1'~ gallons of the wash
add two tablespoonsful of Paris green.
Take care to mix well in the wash.
Apply to the trunk of the tree fith
an ordinary paint brush; keej the
wash stirred up so ilie ipgredien.ts
will not settle to the bottom of *be

ail.

Formula No. 2 Slack the lime as
above anct stir in just before using In
place (! the Paris green frou. one-
half jionnd to one pound of arsei); te
of lead to (“ach allful of the wash.

handful of salt added to the wash
of the tree. .Lpply this wash In the
same manner as In No. 1

Formula No. 3. Take equal
of unslaked lime and cow manure ami
add enough water to make a iliir-k
wash, and apply with a brush. This
makes a cheap and effective remedy
to keep rabbits from gnawing young
trees.

Formula No. 4 Make a wash of
equal proportions of sulpliur, stove
soot and unslaked lime. Put Jn enough
water with these ingredSentfi to make
a thick paint. Apply with a brush in
the ordinary manner.

It takes DO extraordinary skill or
practice to make and use any of the
washes given in the* above formulas.!
All the care that will be necessary
will be to mix them carefully and ap-
ply in a workodanlike manner. In
formulas 1 and 2. two ounces of
strychnine may be added instead of
tbe Paris grees or arsenate of lead.
