THE JUDICIAL PRIMARIES IN
THEIR WORKING CAUSE
SOME CRITICISM.

THE LEGISLATURE HAS PASSED
A BATCH OF LAWS THAT ARE
UNCONSTITUTIONAL.

Very Graphic View of the Work
Done and Being Oonef by the
Law Makers. *

The result of the judlciil primaries
has not increased the popularity of
this method of nominatihk Judges in
the least. In severah instances the
result has been to nominate men not
fitted for the bench; but merely able
to round un the votes just aa any
other politician rounds them up. In
consequence a strong sei“timent has
developed In the legislatilre in favor
of 'not only doing away w”h the nom-
ination of the judiciary by primary,
but Of doing aw.qy with the election
of the judges. Senator Cnaries White
of Berrien is most outspe”en on this
subject and Is seriously Iconsidering
the “advisability of Introducing a joint
resoliidon for an amendipent to tkte
egonstitution providing that all judges
shall _be appointed by the [<&x«rnor
for life or during good b”a\-5br, thus
removing them entirely itohi politics
and from political or othe™ InAuences.
The. sentiment In this lind ts growing
dally and method |ot namlag
Judges is bound to be*®adopted soon-
er or later. So far nobody! has tackled
the task of revising the -jirimary law.
Every session of the legislature since
the primary law was first agitated
the act has been tinkered with and
revised over and over again. Today
it is in worse condition! if possible
than ever. A considerable number
of changes are badly needed, but so
far nobody has made an| attempt to
straighten out its many tangles. Sen-
ator James has Introduc” a corrupt
practices act, but the-enijollment fea-
tures, the date of the primary and
some other things of similar nature
have not been touched. ;

The legislature has beeji very busy
papsing acts which are  tmeonstitu-
tioinal. ~ The constitution pfroviHeo that
all acts shall be general, but
the legislature has been passins local
acts regardless. Of coukse, if any-
body chooses to [tick on such laws
the?/ will not liol* water. P. J. M
Hally, corporation Icounsefl -of 'Detroit,
has raised a con4titutioaal question
of vast Important to fife state and
which must be tpken ihto the su-
preme court at once to determine the
validity 'of a lot of Important laws
now on the statute .books. The con-
stltuficm provides that the legisla-
ture shall provide for fhe incorpora-
tion, etc., of cities and villages "by
a general act.” Now "A general act”
does not mean by several acts. Mr.
Hally points out that a strict Inter-
pretation _of this clause would make
it'impossible for the state to regulate
the sale of liquors in cities and vil-
Iafgfes and all our liqudr le.gislation
pfletty nearlg would be; void. The
same -would be true as ar*lled to local
elpctlons and to the legalizing of bond
issues as has been done_ during_ the
present Ieglslature for sjveral Ccities.
Attorney General Franz Kuhn looks
upon the matter as most| serious and
it-Is planned to take a ease into the
supreme court at once and secure
construction of the Clause.

The action of congresi In adjourn-
ing without having fixed a basis of
conﬁressional apportionnieirt has lett
Michigan high and dr” in ~he air.

‘azjd even street gangs, In their rela-
tion to child life in New York was
one of the subjects set forth graphical-
ly by the Child Welfare Exhibit, given
at the Seventy-first Regiment armory.
In this section there is one saloon for
every 294 persons, with no playground
for the child.

Other exhibits were the dangers of
child’ life in-playing upon the streets,
analysis of street dirt; and the inter-
fering powers of different city depart-
mente in keeping the streets clean and
properly paved, accidents on the street
and dtreet.crime, showing not only the
mordl danger of the street, but the un-'
happy fact that the chief activities
the healthy boy can and should engage
in are banned by law if practiced on

street, and subject the child, if he
express his normal tendencies, to the
risk of a debasing contact with the
criminal law.

The candy shop and its effects on
the young ranks in importance in the
work of this committee. In many con-
gested districts the candy shops and
stands far outnumber the saloons. In

the exhibit a model of a typical cudy
shop, with its post cards, dime nowelt
and soda water, asiwell as its ca’dy,
was shown. Samples of candy have
been purchased an<f analyzed by the
health department. ' j

The development ICf the moving! pic-
ture show as a fortn of social eiter-
talnment was also'a part of th” ex-
hibit. There are 25Q of these show”s In
Manhattan, which reach two million
people weekly, and at least a balf-
m'i’llon. children. Their undesirable
features have been taken up by; the
committee and suggestions made as to
their Improvement.; Low priced thea-
ters, the vaudeville, burlesque ;and
melodrama and the cheap” music hall
have been made a special study: be-
cause of the ntimber of children unde>.
sixteen that attend them; eveh” the
high priced theaters have been investi-
gated.

A very exhaustive study has been
made of the dance; places, chiefly in
Manhattan, pandits academiesj in
Manhattan, the committee says.i are
teaching annually some one hunjdred
thousand persons jto dance, and of
these 46 per cent. >are under sl*een
and 90 per cent., under twenty”one.
Thus practically the entire population
between fourteen and twenty of| the
clerical and workinig classes m tsjught
annually.

BLAMED BY THE INSPECTORS

Bag Repairer Finds Registry Envelope
Caught by Corners at Bottom of Old.
Sack Wherei It Was Held While
Sender Cried Thief.

Peoria, Hi—Rev. Charles Burdette,
brother of “Bob” Burdette, the humor-
ist. has been vindicated after 90 years
of any blame in connection with the
disappearance of $3,500 from a regis-
tered letter package kent out by the
Peoria postofflee of which he was reg-
istry clerk.

The $3,500 disappeared after It was
put in 12 registered letters by J'ohn
Comstock, a wealthy resident. The
evidence was all against young Bur-
dette and after the first Investigation
had been made Comstock demanded
that Gen. B. W. Magee, veteran of the
Civil war and postmaster alt Peoria,
immediately dlscharge theJ registry
clerk.

“Can’t do anythmg for you,” said
the old general. 'Tve known Charles
since he was able to walk. | knew all
bis folk. They are honest and the
boy is honest. They are friends of
mine and | won’t discharge Charlie.”

Then Comstock carried the matter
to Washington apd an Inspector came
down from-Chicago to make a full re-
port.

“Charlie” told him how Comstock
appeared at the registry window with
the names of 12 men to whom he was
sending money and asked that the let-
ters be registered. Comstock had
asked him to watch him put the money
in the envelopes, which he did.

He also told tho inspector he had
placed the 12 envelopes in one large
one and had put this large envelope
at the bottom of a mail sack, In ac-
cordance with the “stom at that time,
with the registry book on top of the
registered mail. On, top of this he
placed the regular mail.

The railway mall clerk, who had
sent the registry book back with these

12 letters unreceipted for, was investi-

gated. He said they were not in the
mall sack and Burdette eaid they
were.

The inspector made his report and
It was unfavorable to Burdette. When
the report had been considered at
Washington a letter came to General
Magee advising him of what the In-
spector had reported and suggesting
that the best thing to do under the
circumstances, was to discharge young
Burdette.

General Magee wrote to Washing-
too: "This boy Is all real and 1 am
not going to brand him by discharging
him.” And Burdette continued as reg-
islry clerk.

Burdette was working to get money
to study for the ministry and when be
was ordained as a minister was as-
signed as a missionary ib Assam. In-
dia. In-far away India Burdette made
good as a mlsElonary and after 20
years’ service* came bark to the
United States and accepted a call tn
rip eastern church. He now has a
pastorate at Springfield, Mass.

It is erideot that the movemeiit of
troops towards the Mexican border
will be started In the next two or
three days. The officers of the ninth
and elevent®i regiments of cavalry have
received orders to be ready to move
their regiments at an hour's notice.

The troops of these twq regiments
will be distributed along lhore than
800 miles of the frontier and will
materially augment the third,cavalry
patrolling force now doing field serv-
ice. Officers of the maneuver divi-
sion express t"e opinion that the pro-
posed”lde distribution of the troops
shows that no concentration of move-
ment for an invasion of Mexico* is
contemplated at this time.

All the railroads leading from San
Antonio to the border points are ac-
cumulating and bolding in readiness
equipment to transport the troops
and accoutrements immedately on re-
ceipt of cuch orders.

Accordin? to one report
it is'planned to mobilize not less than
15,000 troops on the hank of the
Rio Grande in the next few days.

TAX IS CONSTITUTIONAL.

u. Supreme Court Say6 Corpora-
tion Tax is Constitutional.

The corporation tax provisions of
the Payne-Aldsich tariff act were sus-
tained ‘as constitutional hy the unami-
mous opinion ,of the {jjdges of the
supreme court of the United States,
which upheld President Taft.

By the decision a source of income

of approximately .§25,000,000 annually
is assured to the government.
. Of all the objections to the tax
rqlsed by suits in all parts of the
country, none_of them was found suf-
ficient’to unllify the law.

The court did hold the tax was
not applicable to the real estate
“trusts” of Boston, which are organ-
ized not under any statliie, but under
the coramoij law.

The law was held not applicable to
the Minneapolis syndicate, a real es-
tate concern, on the .ground that it
was not “doing business" within the
meaning of the law.

Justice Day, who read the decision,
first announced that.it was within the
power of the senate to Insert the cor-

oration tax provisions in the tariff
aw, which originated in the house,
and of which the tax-provisions are
a part.

He said the court considered the
tax to be an “excise tax on the doing
of business."" which is exactly the
basis on whicli the government has
defended the law. "

Justice Day next held that the tax
provisions were not the arbitrary ex-
ercise of a power. This was urged
in argument as one reason why the
law should be held unconstitutional.

Backs Taft Peace Plan.

Causing a sensation «in the house
of commons Sir Edward' Grey, for-
eign secretary, and one of Britain’s
moai able statesmen, koMly
OTPval on behalf of the government
to President Taft'e proposal of a hard
and fast arbitration treaty between
the United States and some other
nation aa a big step toward interna-
tional peace.

In tuT ~bch-makiug speech Sir Ed-
ward paved the way for the opening
of negotiations between the United
States and Britain for a treaty which
would banish; all poaslbtlity of war
and refer all disputes, howsoever vi-
tal, to arAltrltion. After the secre-
tary had spoken, the house, by a vote
of 276 to 66, adopted a resolution
favoring International! arbitration.
