Three years ago rabies began to
press itself upon public attention. Up
’ to that time U 'had never appeared
as much of a danger In America, a*
ftbough mad dogs had shown them-

, pelves at intervals for more than a

Century. Each In Itself bad always
tieen a terrifying objecUbut the num-
bers were comparatively scarce.

! Conservative estimates of the med-
ical 'men and boards of health place
/the number of deaths annually from
this dread disease at 20,000. '

The question of what to do is also
before this country. Two courses are
open: i>ollcing.and a study of the dis-
ease which may lead rlo Its preveatibn.

Effective policing has always meant
a rigid muzzle and leash law and the
chlorofprming of all stray dogs™ But
it has been proved to be successful.
After centuries of terror over rabid
animals, England, since 1897, has suc-
ceeded by this means in remaining rid
of them entirely, and only a few
months ago when some of the virus
was needed In a research laboratory
1Q Liverpool it had to be obtained out-
side the country. Berlin has practical-
ly eradicated the disease within the
city following an epidemic during
which a dog went mad on the streets
‘every day. Paris, overcoming a sen-
timental opposition, reduced the mad
dogs from 660 during the year 1901
to 10 in 1907, simply by compelling
owners to look after their pets.

Attempts to stop the disease in this
country have been ‘'spasmodic and

. hysterical; It has required the death
of some well-known person or some
unusual circumstance to awaken the
police.

There are three types of rabies:
furious, which we recognlzd; ddmb,
which we do not; and a mixture of the
two. The furious is the most import-
ant.

Tile first actlQn on the part of a
dog which points to furious rabies is
a marked and unusual restlessness.
He Jumps up constantly without cause
and is hypersensitive to llgfit and
sound. He snoops In dark owners and
licks everything nervously® He be-
comes effusive In his affection,'and his
master, wondering, feels that there Is
trouble, and asks the i>oor dumb brute
what ails him.

Then, all at once, his disposition
changes. He snaps suddenly, and the
next Instant wags bis tall in apology
for bis action. .In a moment he snaps
again. Meanwhile he eats and drinks
normally and shows no sign of paraly-

>sis, which wn hare been taught to look
for when mbtaa Is suspected.

The TOstlesaness Increases in » way
that can hardly fail of notice, and
then a nI”~t comes when he gives Hi-
tie gasping howls, which sound as If
tiiey' had beep choked In the mid-
dle.

Wten this hapi-
pens to a dog. It Is only;necessary to
place a dish of water biefore him to
discover wbethA* he has rabies." He
‘WUl lick at Iti if rabid, b~t he will not
be able to swallow, and t*e amount In
the dish will remain the same.

As he cannot bite he Is not very
dangerous, but his saliva Is as virulent
as if he had furious rubles, and he
should be kept, apart, "usually a dog
with* dumb rabies Is believed to have
a hone in his throat, anil some kindly
person puts a hand in mouth—
literally into the Jaws 0~ death.

In mixed rabies the dbg la more or
less furious. He show;' some of the
symptomf” of both the 0 her forms.

About lhe only other diseases to
which dogs are prone show them-
‘'selves In a way not be odfifused
with rabies.

On the subject of the disease Itself
there is not ~uch room for question.
7he existence of the virus has been
proved beyond all reasonable doubt by
Inoculating a*whole series pf dogs, one
from another, and having each one de-
velop the Bune symptoma-and die In
the same way. But, what has stood In
the wag of a greater knowledge, aside
from the treatment, has been the
doubt as to; the nature of the virus.
Some hold It Is a bacterium, the low-
est form of plant life, and others that
It is a protbzoon, the lowest form of
animal llfe.i Bacteria are subject'to
epidemics; -the known pmtozoons are
not. The fa>Tnan can oply hope for
the protozo&n conclusion.

The Pasteur treatment normally
consists of injections into the flank of
an emulsion of small portions of the
spinal cordf of inoculated rabbits dis-
solved in a|salt solution. For bites on
the hand or body. If the patient begins
the treatment within a mweek, it Is con-
tinued for eighteen days. If the delay
is gieater. ;It is continued for several
days longer. Pasteur himself laid
flown the rules which have been fol-
lowed more or less closely ever since.
But experience has shown that this
treatment is much less euccessful for
bites on the face, where the reach to
the nerve reenter is shorter. To meet
the cmer~ncy face bites have given
rise to, within the pasit two years a
new treatment has been developed
which Immunizes the'patient In twelve
days. It Is rather herblc, but it has
been used a great many times without
bad results, saving the lives of many
who bad no time to s]Mre.. instead of
using virus the virulence of which has
been allowed to die out, as in the old
method, the emulsion, consists bf a
serum obtained from sheep strongly
immunize against rabies mixed with
fresh virfent virus, t

The Pasteur treatment Is only pro-
ventlve. ;The serum meets and grap-
ples with the virus on its way up the
nerve to the brain.

Names His Conditions.

The text of Maderp’s messages to
the revolutionary Junta was not made
public, but the term *as soon as de-
velopments In Mexico City warpanl,”
was_explained as meaning that Ma-
deroi would insist on important stipu-
lations before -peace arrangements
might be beg”. The stipulatioiis, it
was stated, are:

“Presldeuf Diaz must step aside and
must relinquish all the political power
which might result in returning him
to office after peace terms were con-
cluded.

“A new election for president must
be cjalled at once, with a free ballot
for every male citizen of age.

“The promises for,jreforms in the
land laws and in the administrations
of the states by popular vote instead
of by federal control must be under
such conditions that tl*y cannot be
(?nored after peace shsill have been
eclared.

“The insurrectos will not lay down
their arms, bub will maintain an arm-
ed tifuce until the reforms shall be so
far advanced- that they cannm be
rovol~gd.”

The three European countries having
a national system of compulsory old
age. Insurance are Austria. Prance and
Germany. In each cade the law enu-
merates the classes of persons subject
to the law. In Austria, the law in-
cludes salaried persons only, though
the government Is now engaged in
formulating a plan fAr a national sys-
tem of insurance for workmen. In
Franco and Germany the law covers
nearly all the population gainfully em-
ployed who are receiving wages or sal-
aries. though many independent per-
jons of small means are included. The
expense of the pension in each of the
three countries is met by payments
from the Insured persons and from the
employers.

T%e historic reluctance of Oriental
races to Indhlge in reforms is little un-
derstood. but time and experience
explain. These races are old In exper-
ience,and in wisdom. Therefore, they
are always apprehensive of the ultl-
Biale ends to which any reform will
readi. says the Detroit Newa Japan
has modernised rapidly. It enjoys the
beawflts of 'a very improved form of
government Out of this change de-
velops a gradual rise in the status of
the masses and one of the conse-
fences is adiscontent.

Apublicist of mdis-
content Recently a band of 86 -con-

Following its decision to adjoarn on
April 19, the e&rliest date in Michi-
gan’s histob', the legislature has
shown signs of gettin% own to work.
In the house, especially |s this ten-
dency to be ob8er>%d. “Last week In-*
stead of adjourning early#in the fore-
noon of Friday, the housfe went into
session at 9 a. m. and pat through
until.3~ m. Then It >oted to ad-
journ on** until Monday at 2 p. m..
instead of 9 p. m., as hais been cus-
tomary. The senate also| had a quo-
rum FYtday morning, a samewhat un-
usual occurrence.

The decision to adjouhi April 19
means a special sessionjOf the legis-
lature as ii Is admitted: beforehand
the legislatore can neveij handle the
great grist of bills now in and espe-
cially” those bills' which «are of vast
importance dealing with the railroad
rates, taxation matters, express rates,
employer's liability and many other
things the peoFIe are _demanding.

This special session will "come
either In November or the first of
January wtien it will also be possi-
ble-to reapportion the stete for con-
gressional districts as the congress
will doubtless have acted by that
time. Governor Osborn is considering
now whiich time will be “or the best
interest® and greatest convenience of
all. but has not determined definitely
upon the exact time[

A whole ioc of legislation relative
to convicts aod law breakers gener-
ally is .before the present legislature.
Among the important biis Is that of
Senator Wiggins which will .provide
that persois conv’eted [of a crime,
upon showing gooo cause, shall be
provided with, state aid for the pur-
pose of appealing their caBes. Sena-
tor Watkins has Intreduced another
bill to change the system of paying
convicts in the prisons for overtime
work. At present they are paid ac-
cording to thei earnings of the prison.
Senator Watkins’ blit provides they
shall be paid overtime in accordance
with the time they work and the
amount of work they accomFIish daily
but) their earnings are llmltod to- 15
cents a day for overtime.

No little talk is to be heard not
only among the politicians at the
capitoi but out around the state over
the refusal of the senate to permit
Senator James Murtha. of Detroit, to
make his reply to the charge of Gov-
ernor Osborn.”
