- -in committee of the whole but passed 
with a big vote back df it. »

With the date of adjpurnment draw­
ing very near the House and Senate 
are both showing great signs of ani­
mation. They begin! work in the 
morning and keep H iip until late at 
night taking but an hour or so for 
meals. The committees of the House 
are working overtime and each day 
a big raft of bills are reported out 
and go up in the general order. As

I t provid.es that in cases 
of accident assistance must be ren­
dered and a  penalty. Is provided for 
the person who does not give what­
ever aid is possible. This will do 
away to some extent a t least with 
the present situation when an auto­
mobile injures a n y b ^ y  it is quite of­
ten  the  case that tbe driver will 
speed up and go away as fast as he 
can.

Senator Taylor has introduced a  blU 
of $3,4^asking for an appropriation 

for the publication: of 400 copies of 
the forty-six volume sets of military 
records of Michigan’s veterans of the 
civil war, and provtofng for their dis­
tribution among the; public school and 
other libraries of the state.

The positive testimony of a 
flagman at the railroad crosaing in 
P i^ o a tb  tn a t be had seen Creighton in 
Plymouth th e  n i ^ t  of the robbery and 
th a t  be asked regarding trains to East 
LaosiDg,was another strong point for 
the convioUon. The flagman testified 
th a t Creighton or Kelly was known as a 
bad man and that be had therefore kept 
an tSB on him while he was in Plym 
oath .”

Almond Tarts.
For tarts make shells of rich puff 

paste or get patties. Filling for one 
dozen tarts; Put three tableai>opDfulB 
of almond paste in a doable bofier with 
a little milk to dissolve: add hall a 
pint of rich milk and lumps of butter. 
When it boils add the beaten yolks of 
two eggs mixed with three table- 
spoonfuls of sugar and two of flour; 
let boil till thick; when cbol, add fif­
teen cents* worth of ground almonds 
and a  few drops, of almond extract; 
fill shells. Whip the whites of the 
two eggs stiff, add two tablespoonfuls 
of sugar, spread top and sides of tarts, 
sprinkle with powdered sugar and set 
in oven till a  light brown.

Rice Prune Pudding.
To one cup of rice add one. quart of 

w ater and boll slowly for about an 
hour, or until rice is nice and tender: 
add one-half teaspoonful of salt and 
ohe-half cup sugar, also ^he. Juice in 
which one pound of prunes has been 
previously stewed; from tihe pound of 
stewed prunes remove the pits (two 
silver forks do this nicely); dry half 
the pits, crack them an^ chop the 
meats; mix the prunes and meats 
with the rice. This is't nice eaten 
either hot or cold with a little sugar 
and cream or milk.

Potato Croquettes.
Take sufficient masheid . potatoes, 

salt and pepper to taste: and. if liked, 
a very little minced parsley, egg, and 
bread crumba Boll and mash the po­
tatoes; add a seasoning of pepper and 
salt, and a lUtle minced barsley may 
be added, or; not. Roll kyb potatoes 
into small bolls, cover them with egg 
and bread crumbs, and ffj?.in hot oil

Tliey must never stick to the bottom 
nor brown. Sprinkle with pepper and

(IXne and 'One-half tablespoons but­

ter. ohe-half: cup unswoetened cocoa, 
one-fourth cup confectionery sugar, a 
few grains ofj salt, one-ioqrth cup of 
milk, one-hajlr teaspoon [vanilla. Add 
cocoa, sugar, salt and |nilk. heat to 
boiling point; let boil for eight min­
utes; remove from fire and beat until 
creamy; add vanllfa a id ' pour over 
cake.

Take a 15-cent glass j of dried beef

GIRLS IN FACTORY CAUGHT IN 
TRAP LEAP TO DEATH—NO 

FIRE ESCAPES.

BURST OF FLAME IMPRISON 700 
s h i r t w a i s t  HANpS-^PANIC  
/ SEIZES VICTIMS.

BIaz* Confined to Three Upper 
Stories of Ten-Story Building, 

Does Its Death*Dea1ing W w k  
In About Twenty Minutes.

One hundred and fifty persons, the 
S rest majority of them E i^ t Side 
Jewish girls, m et death in Its most 
awful form in New York d ty  In the 
short space of time between 4:50 and 
5:10 ^o’clock Saturday. They either 
leaped screaming to their death on 
the hard pavement or fell bSrck 
burned and suffocated into the burn­
ing eighth, ninth and tenth Doors of 
the building a t 23 Washington Place, 
occupied as a factory by the Tri­
angle Shirtwaist, company, which was 
not provided with a  solitary outside 
fire escape, although .700 operators, 
500 of them women, daily worked on 
these Doors. The building, now a 
charnel house, stands on the. western 
fringe of the down-town wholesale 
clothing, fu r and millinery district.

The partners of the firm, Isaac 
Harris and Max Blanck, escaped un­
scathed from the office on the tenth 
floor, carrying with them over an 
adjoining room Blanck’s two young 
daughters and a governess.

Cause of the Fire a Mystery.
How the fire started will perhaps 

never be known. A corner on the 
eighth floor was its point of origin, 
and the three upper floors only were 
swept. On the ninth floor fifty bodies 
were found; sixty-three or more per­
sons were crushed to death by jump­
ing and more than thirty clogged the 
elevator shafts. The loss to property 
will not exceed 110 0 ,000.

Tsrrfble Rain of Flesh and Blood.
“Don't jump! Don’t jump!” yelled 

the* crowd. But the girls had no al­
ternative. 'fhe pressure of the mad­
dened hundreds behind them and

>
^he urging of their otvn fears were 
too strong. They began to fall to 
the sidewalk in a terrible rain of 
flesh and blood.

Four alarms were rung within 15 
minutes.

The building stands on a comer, 
with exposure on two sides, but the 

■“ only-fire escape was an interior, open­
ing on a light and airsbaft. In all there 
were seven exits—the single fire es­
cape, tw o ' freight elevators a t the 
rear, two passenger elevators in front, 
and ‘two stairways. All of them 
proved almost useless and prac­
tically all who escaped either climbed 
to the roof of the building occupied 
by the American Book company, ad­
joining, or fled in the first rush for 
safety, before the crush and the smoke 
grew too thick.
Building Stands Monument to Havoc.

The bftildng still stands with shell 
intact and. barely scarred—rather 
only smudged; the partitions of 

•architectural tiling between floor and 
floor sound, and it is impos­
sible for one who did not see it to 

' imagine how the flames in so short 
Ipace could have wrought suchhaTOC. 
Sevotf bnadred ligiidg, 500 gf them 
wu555u, TcT5 employed >̂y the shlrt- 
waUt company. They sat In rowa/at 
their whirring machines, the tahdes be- 
fore them piled with films} cloth, the 
floors littered with ttht. the a ir it­
self full of flying, inflammable dusL 
Tbe first m th  of flame was almost 
an explosion. Operators died a t their 
chairs, their lungs seared by Inhaling 
flame. Others were crowded Into the 
elevator shafts after tbe cars bad 
made ther last trip. Still others were 
putBed off the inadequate Interior 
Are escape.

In such a horrible stream  did the 
bodies overflow from the windows 
that the h re  nets, stretched by the 
first companies to arrive, were soon 

I gorged beyond capacity. Twelve 
'' bodies weighted one net to the burst­

ing poinL but the bodies kept on 
' tumbling to the pavement, through 

meshes that could no longer support 
them>

Can Draw pay For Seven Days.
In an opinion handed down the su ­

preme court anitalned the right of 
tho.effbpers and em ployes of i the leg­
islature to  d n w  pay for seven d ays«  

#reek, which w ill relieve the s treu  
o n d v  wldoh em ployes have- worked 
without pay since tbe session  opened.

In apposing the claim of the*em - 
ploires tb e attomey-genermrs depart­
m ent contended that the. state, blue 
law  p r^ ib ttln g  work on Sunday pre­
cluded tbe employes drawing pay for 
that day of the week, but the court 
says ^ e  legislators, s ince tim e im­
memorial, have drawn pay for seven  
days, and on that theory the employes 
are a lto  entitled to their salaty.

New Yor^ state’s magni­
ficent $27,000,000 capfitol In Albany 
stands a partial wreck | by flames that 
started in the  assembly library, burn­
ed aWay the entire west wing and did 
damage estim ated a t trn  million dol­
lars. before the flames i were declared 
under control, after ralglng for more 
than four hours. I t Ip belived that 
the fire was started by |a fused electric 
plish button becoming flectrifled.

The Are was discovered by a night 
watchman. Before thej firemen reach­
ed the massive structure a t the top 
of the eapltol hill, priceless docu­
ments, books and records stored In 
the assembly library ihad been de­
stroyed. p.8 was also t$e famous mil­
lion dollar staircase in-^the west wing.

Starts on Third Floor. '
On the third floor, where the flames
