parents are cornscientlous and ener* 
Sftfc in looking after Tom’s teeth and 
e je s , and Mary’s hair, tonsils and na- 
oal ptosage, hut seem utterly uncon* 
aelous th a t mentalN rickets and curvar 
to re  of the soul are far more deform­
ing than croifted teeth and adenoids. 
I t  these children were protected from 
a  Tidous environment educated 
Into habits of a  pure, clean, sensible 
life, there  would need be much less 
anxiety concerning crooked teeth and 
nasal passages, says the Ohio 
Journal. W hat education needs| w  
make itself worth while Is a  eoAflict 
with the vulgarising Influences out- 
aide the home and the schoolroom, 
l i f e  has become a  hard problem for 
the-ehildren. They are surrounded by 
a  cloud of pleasures and tacclnatlona 
th a t lead them away from virtue, cul­
ture and serious thought I t  may not 
make them vicious and criminal, but 
U  does tend to make them stupid. In­
ane and frivolous. This is certainly 
evident to every observing parent and 
achoolkeeper.

The terrible Infantile paralysis con- 
tlnnes to be a puzzle to the medical 
fraternity. I t is a  malady that appeared 
years ago, hut not until lately has iti 
assumed epidemic proportions.

It is hop­
ed b y  then the germ will be found 
out and an. antitoxin devised for its 
demolitioiL While this disease Js 
prone to a ttack children, adults, too, 
a re  subject to I t  I t is said about 20 
per cent, of the cases die.

Kalamazo5 insane asylum is the

It Is charged that 
exorbitant prices have been placed 
upon these materials and! that the 
conduct-of the institution! has been 
extravagant in general. 11 as charged 
that one department's expclnses have 
Increased from $50 a monfh to $172 
and that funds have been juggled and 
used for purposes other t|han those 
for which they were appropriated.

As a result of these charges on mo­
tion of Rep. Yaple of Ka^mazoo, a 
spetcial committee of Investigation h ^  
been named consisting of Hops. Rey­
nolds, Dusenhury. Leonard.IDunn and 
Glasner has been appointed to make 
a thorough probe of the situation.

Once more is the tonnage tax bill 
apparetnly dead. It camel from the 
committee of the Senate whfere it was 
supposed to have been definitely bur­
ied after Its passing the House but 
with a recommendation that it do not 
pass.

At the close of the 5Cth day o f \h e  
legislative session'(and wi|h but 16 
more working days^includjng Satur­
days before adjournment the legisla­
ture had made but the following in­
significant record and with jliftle like­
lihood of improving’it:

Bills introduced in the house, oC8. 
Bills passed by the housej, 119. 
House bills ready for the ^governor's 

signature. 28. i
Bills introduced in the sfenate, 406. 
Bills passed by the senajte, 92. 
Senate bills ready for the gover­

nor’s signature. 32. 1
Total bills introduced. 9 tl.
Total bills passed, GO.
Of these 60 bills passedjjust three 

are of any moment. The balance 
might just as well never lhave been 
Introduced. The three important bills 
are the two Lord, bills, one'giving the 
state tax commission po^er to go 
into any county and r^ lse |the  asses­
sed valuation and the other re-creat­
ing the state board of equalization ac­
cidentally knocked out b t  the new 
constitution. The third bill is the 
McNaughton joint resolutton provid­
ing for a constitutional Amendment 
voted upon by the people! last Mon­
day providing for a new imethod of 
distributing the primary school fund.

As a result of this cond tion of af­
fairs the houhe has appointed a steer­
ing committee whose-dutji it will be 
to. weed out the bills as they come 
Into commlttjse of the whcle and see 
to It that only those of omeequence 
are passed while the othejrs are left 
to fall by the wayside. At beet the 
legislature is  bound to sgadre the ti­
tle of Do Nothing.

•After waiting until neatJ the close 
of the session the bill to straighten 
out some of the kinks in t^e primary 
act has a t l^st been introduced. It 
was drawn by Attorney G eteral Kuhn 
and was introduced in th e  senate by 
Senator Mapes and in the house b'y 
Rep. FlowersL The big feature o f the 
bill Is that ainy candidate pot receiv­
ing a t least flO per cent of the vote 
if  his party for secretarj* of states 
It the last general electlop shall not 
Have a place on the election ballot. 
Tt is manifest such an act ivould have 
<ept Lawton T. Hemans all the 
rest of the candidates off! the ticket 
ast fall. The clause Is intended to 
verve a  double purpose, ^ tr s t  It Is 
n^nded to keep Democrats out of 
b e  Republican primaries and next it

the senate and the straighten ng out 
of th a t bin as demanded by almost 
every city in the state^ Rep. Yerdier 
has introduced a  bill |in  the house 
which provides for some of t i e  little 
changes which seem apsoluteay nec­
essary if the work do i^  by me sev­
eral charter commissions all over the 
state is to be of use. rH Is bill pro­
vides for amending the! law sjo as to 
permit of the Initiative, referendum 
and recall, non-partisan primaries and 
elections and the nqm inat^n and 
election of local judiciftry jpst the 
same as other officers.

One m o ^  big fight in due'l in the 
House on 'the initiative, referendum 
and recall bills, which'have^; passed 
the committee of the whole. As they 
now stand the people mqy initiiaie leg­
islation on petition of I 30 per cent 
of the qualified voters land may in­
itiate amendnjents to .[the. constitu­
tion on petition of 25 per cent. The 
referendum requires 20 per cent also. 
On the recall a 40 [cent petition 
is made necessars' to recall any state 
officer. The hills are bitterly opposed 
in both the House and^ the senate and 
are not likely to pass this session, 
even with the governor behind them.

The house committee on ways and 
means has reported its general appro­
priations bill carrying $3,123,000 for 
the maintenance and support of the 
state institutions. Of this amount it 
is proposed to levy $2,000,000 in the 
tax of 1911 and 1912. Of this am oun^  
too, $714,000 is for the debts' of ifie 
past and the size of the appropriation 
means that the state budget will run 
to upwards of $12,500,000, the largest 
In the history of the state. It means 
also that most of the special appro­
priation bills will not be passed and 
a general paring of the demands is  
being made as fast as possible.

Senator James has introduced a bill 
a t the request of the state railroad 
commission which gives the commis­
sion the same power over street rail­
way companies- th a t It has over the 
steam roads, and provides that when 
a franchise expires the commission 
shall be the arliitrator upon the con­
ditions under which the road may con­
tinue to do business pending the grant­
ing of a new franchise or the quit­
ting of business. The commission is 
also to he made the arbJtratoV between 
the city and the company in case thg, 
city desires to purchase the road np^ 
der municipal ownership clauses.

The Stewart bill providing for a 
central board of control of all state 
Institutions, an administration meas­
ure. will not bo passed .this session. 
It is probably dead in the house. 
When it came up on third reading It 
lacked one vote of passage. It was 
tabled and action again taken but 
not before" Rep. Lord had succeeded 
in mutilating it by making it applica­
ble to penal and reformatory institu­
tions only. ’ This- turned its friends 
a.gainst it and it wont back to com­
mittee where it is hardly likely to 
ever make an api>earance from again.

The FitzGIbbons unit^bill bv which 
it was expected to reduce the unit 
of local option from counties to cities, 
villages and townships will not pass 
the house in siMte of the great num­
ber of petitions that have come in. 
A deal was made by which the wets 
agreed to sacrifice the unit bill on 
condition that the dries would per­
mit the passage of the Martz-Steven- 
son-Kemmerllng bill granting a few 
;more holidays to the saloon men and 
on condition-also that the state-wide 
prohibition bill should not the reported 
out.

B itter opposition to the gam e.bills 
introduced has been developed and 
the fate of these bills is In doubt. 
The greatest opposition is 'against the 
hunter's license which may makevthe 
farm er boy pay one dollar and the 
expense of going to the county seat 
to do it before be may out and 
shoot a  rabbit on his own- farm. Op­
position to pjerraittlng non-resident 
hunters taking' game birds out of the 
state  has -also been raised land strong 
objection is made to the! provision 
wlhch permits the -shooting, selling 
and transportation of game reared in 
any private enclosure at any season 
of the year.

Senator Murtha, who was attacked 

by Goverjior Osborn a few weeks ago 
in an expose of hls past record, has 
served notice on the editor of the 
Hastings Banner that he must retract 
or stand f l l ib e l  suit. The Banner 
added some, editorial comniieDt to the 
story given out by the governor which 
went somewhat beyond tl^e tru th  of 
the m atter, and for this Semator Mur- 
th a t is to bring libel suit. iOne of the 
charges was that Senator M urtha was 
the attorney for the Michigan liquor 
interests and was a t Lansing to look 
afte r these Interests.

Representative FItzGibbons has in­
troduced a  bill providing f<̂ r the non­
partisan nomination and election of 
all those state officials elected In the 
spring. This would in d u c t the jus­
tices of the supreme court, regents 
of the university, members of the state 
board of agriculture, superintendent 
of public Instruction, member of the 
state board of education and also cir­
cuit judges.

KILL 34 REBELS IN ROUT
AFTER DANCE AND ORGY

M exicans Find Force W hich Took 
A ldam a H as No S en tries  Posted 

—Shot Down Like Rabbits.

Chihuahua, Mexico, April 3.—Thir­
ty-four rebels were killed and scores 
were W’ounded In a clash between a 
detachment of 350 federal soldiers and 
150 Insurrectos a t Aldama Friday 
night. The insurrectos.are said to have 
been shot down like rabbits in a run­
ning fight following a surprise attack 
by the federals. Diaz’s soldiers de­
clare they lost only four killed.

The rout followed an orgy which 
the insurrectos staged after they had 
marched Into Aldama without resist 
auce. Not anticipating attack, their 
officers issued invitations to a dance- 
and then began the killing of 20 head 
of cattle, announcing that they were 
preparing the beef for the supper of 
1,000 rebels encamped some distance 
south of the city of Chihuahua. At 
the dance both the rebel hosts and 
their guests drank heavily and late 
In the night the Insurrecto camp was 
pitched in a grove near the edge of 
the town. No rebel sentries were out 
.when the federals launched their at 
tack and few of the rebels had their 
guns. They fled toward the town and 
were shot down as they ran.

MICHIGAN “DRYS” MAKE GAINS

Republican S ta te  Officials Win by 
50,000 on Light Vote—Two So­

cia lists  E lected Mayors.

Detroit. Mich,, April 4.—The local 
option contests in IS counties a ttrac t­
ed the most attention in the elections 
in Michigan.

Returns indicate j.hai .the '‘drys" 
made slight gains. They retain the 
ascendency in Jagkson, Ionia Bnd 
Benzie counties, having increased ma­
jorities in Jackso^ and Benzie. Al­
pena, -wiiich voted on the question for 
the first ' time, will retain saloons. 
Genesee probably has flopped into the 
"wet” column.

In the mayoralty elections, two So­
cialists triumphed, that party wlnnlnfe 
m Greenville and Flint.

Pontiac elected a non-partisan 
mayor, on the commission plan.

Charlotte re­
elected Mayor E. C. David, Democrat, 
by 164.

Washington, April 4.—Representa­
tive Poster of Vermont, ranking minor­
ity member of the house^commlttee on 
foreign affairs,, predicted a t fbe White 
Honse that arbitration treaties would 
be negotiated among four of the great 
powers, of the world, the United States 
to take a leading part In framing the 
negotiations. Mr. Foster named the 
United States, Great Britain. Prance 
and Japan as the Tour powers which 
would enter into such, agreements.

“If th e re  is  one th ing  in  the  A m eri­
can  public .school of w hich I disap­
prove,-” Mrs; Boyd te lls  he r friends, “it  
is corporal p un ishm en t

“I rem em ber very d istinctly  how, 
w hen a young g irl going to  school, in 
a  log cabin seboolhouse, I s a t in  my 
seat, frozen w ith te rro r, w henever the 
schoolm aster chastised  an unru ly  pu­
pil. E ven w hen 1 w as ueafly  grown, 
tbe  sigh t a  pupil being punished 
m ade me feel sick and f a in t  How 
greatly  I feared the  slendqr b irch 
swUch, a whole bundle of w h i ^  stood 
in th e  schoolroom.

“I began teach ing  scftdol in  Spring- 
field In 1862, before the  te rrlb ld  w ar 
had  b eg u n .' I have tra ined  p n ^ a b ly  
four genera tions from  th a t tim e to 
th is—and have seen  from  a  teach er’s

standpoint, all th e ir  l i t t l e  t r a l ^  and , 
pecuharlties. Boys and g irls  of today 
do n o t g e t the  physical punishm ent 
th a t w as adm in istered  to  th e ir  pa ren ts  | 
and  g randparen ts.

Indeed, in .U ie case 
of ce rta in  of our m ost valuable inventions, such 
as th e  telephone, 'more than  one man hit on ihQ 
Idea sinuiltaneousiy. but tbe  w ealth  th a t lay In 
w ait for the lucky inventor w ent to the  man who 
won in the  race  to the  pa ten t office. It is because 
of th is keen rivab  y th a t Inventors al^* over tlie 
country a re  w elcom ing the p ro s e n f^ o v e m e n t 
to  Issue paten ts  ;no re  quickly, In d a y !  gone by 
inventors hav'e in  som e in stances had to "m ark  
tim e" for years before they could get th e ir  p a t­
en ts. and  th is  n o t only did an in justice to the 
inven to r and to  the  vvorkmen who m ight have 
been em ployed m eanw hile In m anufactu ring  the 
now product, b u t it  a lso  deprived  the  public a t 
la rge  of the  benefit of new  discoveries designed to 
benefit it  in one way o r another.

In an average  year th e re  a re  upw-ard of tw ice 
as m any applications for p a ten ts  as a re  granted. 
Some of the  th ings upon w hich p a ten ts  a re  sought 
a re  not paten tab le, and  in  m any Instances i t  Is a 
case of "ano ther fellow found It first.” T he paten t 
office officials te ll m any really  pa th e tic  s to rie s  of 
men in iso lated  locaiUles who have devoted years 
of hard  w ork  to  w orking o u t som e inven tion— 
ignoran t all tb e  w hile th a t som e o ther person had 
gone over the  sam e ground, w orked o u t tb e  In­
vention and  secured a  paten t, perhaps m any years 
before. T be num ber of new p a te n u  keeps w ell 
ahead of th e  num ber of p a ten ts  th a t expire, tbe  
la tte r  loU llng  in the  ord inary  yea r n o t m ore than  
tw o-thirds as  m any as th e re  a re  new  paten ts 
Issued. One hundred  to  tw o h u n d r ^  paten ts  are  
also  reissued  each year.*

Each app lican t for a  p a ten t m ust pay to th e  
governm ent a  fixed fee of ^35, b u t If h is .a p p lic a ­
tion la m ade th rough an  a tto rn ey —as is th e  case 
In m ost Instances as above explained—tbe to ta i  
expense e re  an  Inventor secures his cove^ted pro­
tection  on his brain-child Is likely to  be a t  least 
double tb e  am ount of tbe  fee.

In­
deed. in  la te  years, one of th e  m ost im portant-

T h e  m ore populous coun ties of 
M ichigan In th e  local option fight 
in  18 coun ties Tuesday show ed de­
c id ed  license proclivities.

W hile th e  anti-saloon fo rces suc­
ceeded in  outlaw ing th e  44 licensed 
b ars  in  th e  coun ties o f  M ontcalm  
and  Iosco, th e  liquor forces ‘ m ore 
than  overcam e these  gains by ca rry ­
ing  the  county  of G enesee w ith  the  
populous c ity  o f F lin t, w hich had  55 
b ars  w hen th e  saloon w as outlaw^ed 
tw o y ea rs  ago,* Calhoun county, which 
had  87 bars  tw o yea rs  ago, and Jack- 
son, w hich bad  109 saloons. W hile 
i t  is  n o t likely  th a t th e  bars' in 
th e se  th re e  coun ties will re tu rn  
in  any such num erical force as 
th is , it  is  ce rta in  th a t abou t 100 will 
be ressu rrec ted  a s  a  resu lt of the 
election , .as -kgainst 44 outlaw ed.

O ne county is su b trac ted  from 
M ichigan’s (fry colum n as  the  resu lt 
of local option election  in  18 coun-. 
tle». T hirty-n ine coun ties ^ re  now 
dry  and 44 wet. W hile a t firs t glance 
th is  fac t seem s b u t an  insignificant 
v ictory  for th e  w ets, the  fac t tha t, 
th e  Anti-Saloon League lost by vary-, 
ing m a jo rities  th e  four counties which 
a re  th e  m ost th ickly  populated o f the 
18, w here th e re  are  the  m ost saloons 
and w here they  pu t up their, fierce.st 
fight, ind ica tes the  m agnitude of the 
w et victory.'.

B ut tw'o sm all new  counties, M ont­
ca lm  and Iosco, a re  added to th e  dry 
list, w hile th e  w ets gain th re e  of the 
la rg es t counties which have been in 
th e  dry column for tw o y ea rs—Gene­
see, Jackson  and Calhoun. ^

The d rys ca rried  ten  counties 
ing  a  to ta l population of 241.093, w hile 
th e  saloon forces w ere victorious in  
eigh t coun ties w ith a to ta l ix>ptilation 
of 311,390. Only 30 saloons w ^ e  pbt 
o u t of business in the  te rrito ry !w h ere  
the  Antl-Saioon League waaf victo­
rious, w hile the  counties In w hich the 
w ets won have IS I saloons and six 
brew eries, a  n e t gain for the  w ets of 
145 saloons.

The vote w as the closest th a t  has 
been polled in  local option con tests  
in  severa l years, and  i t  is probable 
th a t  recoun ts will be dem anded in 
m any counties by th e  losers. M ont­
m orency county, for instance, w ent 
d ry  i jy  5 votes, Jackson  w en t w et by 
a  m ajo rity  under 100, and  th is  w as 
a lso  tru e  of o th e r counties. T he w et 
vic tory  In Kalama/.oo, w here th e  drys 
w aged perhaps th e  h o tte s t fight of 
th e  cam paign S atu rday  and  Sunday, 
w as a  decisive one. and  th e  i^ajori- 
tie s  rolled up in  Calhoun and Alpena 
counties w ere also large ones.
