o th e r fea tu re s  of th e  deco ra tive  sch o tte . A pipe

Thp m anner in which, (lov. Osborn 
loans Hi.s appointive power to friends to 
p lay with is curiously illustrated  in the 
appoin tm ent of D r. C harles H, Oakman 
to  the  D etro it health  board officially a n ­
nounced la st Friday.^ To be sure, th is 
lively bandying about of gubernatorial 
powers am ong close A*iends offers a 
showy exhibition of political dexterity , 
b u t it  is n o t good for the office to be 
filled and , som etim es, isn 't good for the 
gubernatorial friends themselves.

W an ^^ck F . Knox had promised tha t 
D r. E rnest W*. H aass would be re -ap ­
pointed on th e  health  board. M r. Knox 
was the  first friend to be entrusted  w ith 
the  governor’s appointive power and the 
governor accepted M r . . I ^ x ’8 selection. 
Ju s t how firmly the  gotnenior had made 
up his mipd to' appoin t D r. H aass is 
dem onstrated by th is  incident:

W hen Gov. 0:-bom  and th a t huge 
delegation of loyal U niversity  of M ichi­
gan alum ni journeyed to  New York fdr 
the M ichigan d inner, the governor had 
occasion to present D r. tia a ss  to  a 
prom inent New Y ork official and he in ­
terjected  th is  rem ark: ‘^Dr. Haass?is a 
member of the  D etro it board-of health  
and he is'so  popular th a t if 1 d idn’t re ­
appoin t him I would be lynched.”

Indeed, the govenior actually  sent 
D r. H aass’ nam e to  the  state  senate for 
confirmation. Mr. M ilton Oakman, 
political boss of W’̂ ayne county, object­
ed and D r. H aas’ nam e was hurriedly 
recalled. Then M r. Oakman demanded 
the appoin tm ent of his bro ther, Dr. 
C harles H. O akm an, to the  health  
board.

T hus the  governor snatched his a p ­
pointive power out of the hands of the 
discorafitted M r. Knox and  th ru s t i t  up ­
on the  receptive M r. M ilton Oakman. 
I t  was a  ring ing  sort of a  “ throw - 
dow n”  for M r. Knox, though  he be a 
man of m any and varied political vicis­
situdes these days.

S\ich m atte rs  as  D r. O akm an’s p ro ­
fessional ab ility  and stand ing  are in  no 
way involved. T hey aye adm itted fully 
and heartily . B ut it is difficult to  see 
how the  political coup is to resu lt in 
any th ing  b u t em barassm ent e ither to 
the  in stiga to r. Boss C^akman, o r  to the 
more or less passive recip ien t, D r. O ak­
m an. T he hea lth  board surely shoqld 
be k ep t free of politics, as in  the  p as t it  
has been to e p t free of- p o litic s ., To 
p u t a  man on the  health  board by sheer 
political pressure caniiot possibly add 
to M ilton O akm an’s p o litic a l. streng th , 
e ither in  th e  county  or toe  s ta te . And 
the m anner of D r. O akm an’s ^ p o i n t -  
m ent is likely to  w eaken the  efficiency 
of the  hea lth  board and undeservedly 
em barass D r. O akman;

Lorenzo Pooler was bom  in Bloom­
field tow nship, S ta te  o f M aine, D ecem ­
ber 17tb, 1816, where he lived until 22 
years of age , then going  to Schenectady, 
county , N . Y ., where in the year 
he m arried M atilda Seroiss, then  going 
back to his native home, w here be lived 
until jlSSO, a t  which tim e heVretumed to 
th e  sto te  of New Y ork , living the re  a  
period of 8 years, then  moving to  M id i- 
igan ,'w here he purchased a  farm  in toe  
tow nship of Canton, W ayne Co. In 
the  yea r 1867 he  left the  farm  "Shd. 
toovM  to P lym outh  village, where he 
has sinbe been a  resident. ' To Lorenzo 
and M atilda PooF.r were bom  two 
children , M rs. S arah  B a rtle tt of P lym ­
outh  and N elson P oo ler of Y psilanti. 
In 1806 he lost h is  wife by dea th , since 
which tim e he has made his home with 
h is  d a t^ h te r . F o r  m any years he took 
quite  an activer in teres t in  po litics and 
with possibly one exception has voted 
a t  every presidential election since be­
com ing of age. H e was converted in 
early  life and died in  the  fa ith  A pril 
6th, 1911.

The funeral occurred from the  house 
Satuitday afternoon. Rev B . F . F arber 
conducting services.
