A m erican troops did every th ing  pos­
sib le  to p ro tect th e  u n fo rtuna te  Doug­
las residen ts. S pecta to rs y fere driven 
back n-ora the boundary  lin e  a  dis­
tance  of six blocks, b u t n o tw ith stand ­
ing' a il th e ir  efforts seven persons 
w ere wounded. T he inhab itan ts  of 
Douglas, despite th e  obvious danger, 
wpije not to  bo denied  the  spectacle of 
buttle. They crow ded the  roofs in 
vast throngs and darkened every point 
of vantage th roughput the  long hours 
of conflict.

T ha t m ore w ere not w ounded Is 
surprising , b u t th a t any w ore w ound­
ed a t  all leaves W ashington  w ith  a 
g rave  problem  to  face.

T he num ber of pets o r m ascojs aboard ship 
depends som ew hat on the  “good n a tu re  o f / th e  
captain, fo r th e  com m ander of th e  w arship has 
th e  say as to  w hether or not any prospective 
p et be allowed to  And a home aboard the  craft. 
Indeed, the  naval regulations—th a t bulky blue- 
bound volume w hich lays down the  law for every­
th ing  in th e  navy—dignifies th is  sub jec t of pets 
by  deVoting a  paragraph  to  It. In  th is  reference 
to  pets  in  th e  naval book of e tiquette  It Is set 

'd o w n  th a t th e  officer of th e  deck (who corre­
sponds to  th e  officer of the  day a t a m ilitary  
cam p) m ust n o t allow any pets to be brought 
aboard  unless th e  perm ission of those la  au thor­
ity  on the  vessel be obtained.

However. It Is only an  exceptionally  grouchy 
com m ander who ever m akes any objection to  the 
P resence on board of any reasonable num ber of 
pets. Indeed, m any an officer w ith ’natu ra l
fondness for pets, has come to have a genuine af­
fection  for four-footud friends aboard  ship. More­
over, .the p resence of pe ts  helps to keep the  sea­
m en contented. And fin a lly 'd t Is ju s t as  well 
fo r an  officer—considering  the  well-known super­
s titions  of ta rs—to recognize th a t ancient trad i­
tion  of the  sea  which declares, th a t the  presence 
o f ce rta in  anim als aboard  a  ship will bring  It 
luck.

The moat dignified en try  
is th a t m ade by th e  anim al w hich has been spe­
cifically designated  in advance as the  official m as­
co t of a  new w arship, and is brought aboard 
w ith  due cerem ony a t the  tim e the  vessel is 
p laced  in  com mission. Ofton such a m ascot Is 
a  native of and  a  donation from  the  s ta te  or city 
a f te r  which a  w arship  is named, as. for Instance, 
th e  handsom e w hite goat which w as presented  
to  th e  battle sh ip  K entucky by citizens of th e  blue 
g ra ss  s ta te  when th a r  c ra ft first w ent lnte^ .com­
mission.

A nother favored- m anner of Introduction for 
pe ts  aboard w arships is by tra n sfe r from  other 
craft. This Is ap t to  occur only w hen one ves­
sel Is being placed Out of com m ission and another 
and new er c ra f t Is being placed In com mission at 
about the  sam e tim e, and  presum ably a t  the sam e 
navy yard. There have been Instances when en­
tire  tre w s  have b ^ n  tran sfe rred  thus  from  one 
sh ip  to  a n o t h ^ . 'a n d  even when a  ^^arship Is 
m erely  being mid up for repairs  and will re ta in  
a  "skele ton  crew " aboard  It usually happens tha t 
th e re  is  quite  A cont& gent of b luejackets to  be 
sh ifted  to som e w h e r floating h o m e .'  T hese boys 
natu ra lly  like t o x a k ^  w ith them  th e ir  pets or 
m ascots, and th e  officers of ships to  which they 
a ro  thus  tran sfe rred  can seldom find m uch fault 
w ith  m ascots thus  en listed , since such veteran  
p e ts  a re  experienced in all th e  ways of life aboard 
a  w arship  and th e re  is no danger of them  m ak­
ing  trouble, as do some new coipers un til they  get 
th e ir  "sea legs."

M any a  ca t or dog has begun an  honorable 
ca re e r as  a  "m ascot" ra th e r Inglorlousiy by wan- 
der’ing  aboard  as a  "s tray "  or w aif; being allowed 
to  rem ain  on suffrage, and finally w inning a  place 
Id th e  affections of a  la rge  portion of th e  sh ip ’s 
com pany. A fter -gll, how ever, the  m ethod m ost 
com m only In vogue In th e  recru iting  of m ascots 
la  th a t w hereby the  Individual b lue jacke t takes 
aboard  ship a  pe t th a t has caugh t b is  fancy on 
shore. U nder such d rc u m sta n c e i the ta r  who 
has discovered th e  m ascot Is accounted th e  ow ner 
so long as  th e  pet rem ains aboard  ship, and his 
rig h ts  of ow nership  a re  recognized, however 
mucHk th e  o th e r Jackies may i>et the  m ascot or 
teach  him tricks.

T he officers of a  w arship  usually  p refer to  have 
ev e ry  p e t  th u s  Individually owned, for It m akes 
one individual aboard  responsible for tbe  anim al;

Many persona who seldom visit X'nlted S ta tes 
w arships have long been of the  Im pression tb a t 
dogs and ca ts  constitu te  alm ost th e  sole Repre­
sen ta tives  of th e  anim al kingdom holding, posi­
tions as naval m ascots. This Is very fa r  fr )m 
being tbe case. To be su re these household fa­
vorites do head th e  roster, num erically, of nai^al 
m ascots, but they  a re  by no m eans in a m ajotlty  
in  the  whole census of p e ts  afloat. On the con­
tra ry , we find Included In the  census of th e  m as­
cots of U ncle Sam 's navy p re tty  nearly  ^very s ni- 
m al th a t could be m entioned, except th e  ones tx a t 
a re  top large to  find qu arte rs  aboard .ship 4°d 
tbe very wild ones w hich a re  top ferocious to be 
tam ed, even by tbe  b landishm ents of th e  blife- . 
Jackets. F urtherm ore, a  w ide variety  of birds 
have proven th e ir  eligibility  to  classlflcatiox^c as 
naval m ascots.

Among th e  m ore o r .less dumb com panions ^se­
lected  by Y ankee ta rs  to  help ea liv en ^ ife  aboard 
our w arships th e re  m ight be m entioned be^rs. 
Shetland ponies, m onkeys, pigs, geese, deer, 
ducks, mice, burros, kangaroos, raccoons, canarjes, 
parro ts, an endless variety  of tropical birds, and 
alm ost all th e  sm all fur-bearing anim als. A 'War­
ship spending m ost of he r tim e along the  aea- 
coasts  of th e  U nited S ta tes  m ay have a  sm all ^nd 
circum spect lo t of pets aboard, but le t a  v e ^ e l  
go on a  cru ise to  the  tropics or around the  wotld, 
and  she is likely to  com e home w ith a  veritab le  
m enagerie aboard. Once hom e ports are  reached, 
how ever, such a  collection is rap id ly  th inned ofut, 
fo r m any of the  sailors send to  th e ir  homes ion 
shore or bestow  upon friends the  living trophies 
they have brought home, particu larly  th e  biM s 
and m onkeys and the  quain t little  dogs th a t 41^ 
brought from China and Japan. ?

I t is  no m ore than  is to be expected th a t tko 
pets  aboard  our w arships a re  as a  ru le possessed 
of a  w onderful line of accom plishm ents. Whien 
a  w arship  is engaged in an extensive cru ise, t|ie  
m ajo rity  of th e  m en abo-trd have, a t  one tim e k>r 
another., p lenty  of le isu re  a t  th e ir  disposal, abd 
they  devote a  cenaidorable portion of i t  to  teach­
ing trick s  to  tb e  pets aboard.

D E M O N S T R A T IO N  IN  M E T Z

i

; G reat s tress  is being laid in F rance upon an ag­
ita tion  th a t has prevailed In Metz lately , the  New 
York Sun says. It s ta rted  one Sunday evening 
when a  local association called L a L orraine Spor- 
ilve a ttem p ted  to give a  concert In a  room  In a 
hotel which it had h ired for the  purpose'. No 
sooner had M. Sam ain. the president, arisen  to  
m ake an address of welcome in FYendh than  an 
inspector of police and eight constables took pos­
session of tbe  stage and announced th a t tbe con­
ce rt could not be held because it was a public 
m eeting and con trary  to law.

There w ere loud pro tests, but In vain. Sam ain 
and th e  leader cf the  o rchestra  w ere arres ted  
b u t the  m usicians w ent on playing. Tl^ey played 
th e  "M arche Sam bre et Meuse," w hich is a  FTench 
air. The trum pets  sounded French  fanfares. The 
police ordered the  audience to  d isperse ; Instead 
it  hooted the police and shouted "Vive la Lor­
ra in e!"  Finally  it m arched out singing the  "M ar­
seilla ise .'’ the trum pets still playing.

Sam ain was held prisoner {or m ore than  a week. 
T he police endeavored to  g^t a full lis t of m em ­
bers of La L orraine Sportive, but failed. One of 
its  com m itteem en, M. Sebl, was arrested!, however. 
Sam ain w'as in terrogated  in court every day on 
Charges of inc iting  rebellion. Public opinion re­
m ained a t high tension and In the  middle of it all 
M. F oret, a  m em ber of an  .old fam ily 'o f Metz, 
w as elected mayor, or as tbe  Germana| prefer to 
ray, burgom aster. |

I t  is said the  order for th e  police adtion came 
from  th e  cen tra l au thorities of th e  annexed pro- 
TlDce of S trassburg. Some are  of Jfae opinion 
th a t it w as designed to  provoke dem ejnstrations 
which would cause postponem ent the  new con­
s titu tiona l schem e for A lrace -L o rra l^ . In the 
long run  tb e  governm ent seem s to have' become 
alarm ed a t  th e  violence of tbe  pro-Frdneh sen ti­
m ent revealed by tbe  incident. Of a  iudden Sa­
m ain and Sehl w ere released  w ithout b ^ i  and no 
one seem ed to -know  w hether they wi 1 ever be 
proscuted any  fu rther. ,

The long ex])ecte<l a ttack  of the 
.Mexic-an federal troops on Agiia P rieta  
opened in dealy ea rn e st a t  0:'3'i. The 
firing was fast and furious on both 
sides. The ra ttle  oC rauskciry  was 
coniinnous.

The hail of bulUds from the federal 
m achine filing fi-11 fa r  w ithin the 
confines of the  city  of Douglas.

It was evident from the ou tse t that 
the Irattle was to  be decisive. Both 
sides exhibited despera te  courage.

The& fedcrals begatr .'by m assing 
them selves to the  sou theast of tho 
town a n d 'm o v ed  slowly w ith in  rifle, 
range of the reliel position.

T he insurrec tos facing in three 
d irections.' lay low in the  trenches 
o r flat on the  open ground. The fed- 
era ls ' fire raked over them  and into 
both Agiia P rie ta  and Douglas. It 
was evident from the  heavy firing 
th a t the  casualties on both sides 
wore destined to be very heavy.

Douglas Riddled W ith  Bu lle ts.
Tlie steel and leaden m issies from  

the federal guns ca rried  fa r  over the 
in ternational line and plowed the ir 
way into the  buildings facing al<mg 
Second and Third s tree ts , ahd dug 
up the  ground here and th e re  over 
the whole sou thern  end of th e  city.

At 7 o'clock a m otor ca r carry ing  

V . S. M arshal Ovcrlock. V. S. Secret 
Service Agent Thom pson, and the 
A ssociated P ress corre.‘«pondent. pass­
ed through the  guard line on the  
.\m erican  side to the in ternational 
line. The hail of bullets a t th is  mo­
m ent drove the  party  to the  shelter 
of the U. S. custom s house, but the 
buildi.ig was in d irect line w ith the 
heavy firing from the  southeast.

One bullet struck  the m otor car. 
O thers dug up the ground on all side.-; 

.and  th e re  was a continuous whizx of 
the  leaden m issiles overhead. It was, 
considered too dangerous a po.vt and 
the observing iiarty re tired  across the 
line to Fourth  stree t.

Suddenly, anw for some unexi)lained 
reason, the federal m achine guns 
w ere silenced. T he rifle fife.- how­
ever. kept up w ithout interm ission. 
It was ai)parent th a t the rebel sharp ­
shooters w ere concen trating  fire on 
th ^ m a c h in e  gun opera to rs  and were 
slow ly picking th fm  off. Tin>e and 
again the  guns appeared to- be un ­
manned.

Federals D riven Back.
The fire from the rebel; trenches 

had its  effect on the  rlghjt wing 
the federal force and thesef national 
w ere driven back. In falling back, 
how ever, .they  swung arotind to the 
east and north  fa r  enough to come 
Into contact w ith 'th e  rebels living In 
the  trenches which had been dug to 
prevent a  left flank movement.

H ere a heavy body of rebels was 
posted to  p reven t the fedeFals gain ­
ing the  American line. .\s  the  fire 
belched from these en trenchm ents the 
rebel bullets sped across the  line inlc 
the  sou theast section of Douglas and 
into tw o school buildings.

The Pierce B rothers came to us in 
Ju n e , 1906, sta tin g  they had established 
a  cucum ber salting  station  in 1904, tha t 
th e  citizens of P lym outh  contributed to ­
w ards cost of build ing , also made them  
a  special ra te  for w ater of ten  dollars 
pe r year, th a t they  had on.hand the en ­
tire  crop of pickles received in 1904, 
also the en tire  crop received in  1905, 
th a t they were unable to  dispose of 
the.se pickles and were unable to  fu r­
th e r ca rry  on the business so establish- 
«< j.

T he Pierce Br others stated  to  us tha t

tTederick- JEugene - Post, a  w ealthy 
den tist of New York city, have been 
cleared up. revealing a w anton crime. 
Dr,- Post was m ortally  shot w hile in 
a  stupified condition by John Dalton, 
a youthful crim inal w ith a  long rec­
ord, in the p resence of ano ther man 
and tw o Ctflnatown women. Police 
Com m issioner Cropsey has issued cir- 
culam  for d is tribution  th roughou t the 
country, ask ing  for D alton’s a rre s t on 
sight.

Inform ation on w hich Dalton is 
charged with th e  crim e w as ^iven to 
th e  police a f te r  m uch p ers is ten t ques­
tioning by Lula Sm ith, 28 years old. a 
lodger in  tbe  Chinatow n distric t.

"I bad known Dr. P ost p retty  well 
fpr A long tim e," she said. "H e 
d idn’t  have to live In Chinatow n be­
cause he had a good deal of money, 
but he seem ed to  like th e  life there.
