Deidfa of an Army Nurse
M ilfoni T im es:—T he recent death  of 

M rs. L. J .  B lanchard a t  Fenton  recalls 
t t ^  deeds th a t b rought he r into nation­
a l  prominence a t the  close of the  civil 
w ar. S he was one of three women to 
receive special recognition and pensions 
fo r th e ir  services as n u jw s  a t  the  front.

M rs. B lanchard enlisted as a  nurse in 
1863, th is  being before the days of the 
uniform ed tra ined  nurse, and she went 
in to  tiie work purely for the service she 
could renuer the sick and wounded. In 
the  sp ring  o f 1864 she was detailed with 
five o ther nurses to care for wounded 
aoldiers in a  series of battles beginning  
w ith  the  B attle  of the W ilderness. 
T h e y  started  M ay 2, and  crossing the 
Potom ac found 5,000 union soldiers 
ly i i ^  on the  plains aw aiting transporta­
tio n  to  W ashington. T hen they  went 
o n  to  F redericksburg  and M rs. B lanch­
ard was assigned alone to  Kenmore 
M ansion, once the home of G eorge 
W ash ing ton’s m other, which bad been 
converted  in to  a  hospital, cared 
fo r %50 soldiers alone. .A t  the tim e >f 
h e r  dea th  she had the m easuring m edi­
c in e  glass which she used in th a t house.

Besides ca ring  fbr the soldiers under 
h e r  special charge she w ent in to  a  nea r­
by factory  and assisted in  the  car^  of 
300 wounded soldiers. One young aol- 
d ie r  gave h e r  a  r in g  to  deliver, b a t be­
fo re  he could give fu ll instructions he 
died and for years she k ep t the-Iittle 
f n o e  o f gold and n o t until. 1901 did she 
find  th e  righ tfu l owner.

Only seven I N ot 
enough to m atte r. At 
le as t th is  w as the  naive 
explanation given In 
th e  news d ispatches on 
th e  eighth  of la s t Octo­
ber fo r te lling  so little  
abou t th e  explosion In 
the  f ita rkv llle  coal 
mine, w hen fifty-five 
m en w ere killed. As 
fo r th e  o th e r forty- 
eight, they w ere Igno­
ra n t foreigners, and  ap­
paren tly  did n o t count.

And yet, out of th a t 
coal m ine w as ca rried  

a  charred , disfig­
u red  body, one of
t h e  forty-eight, 
w hich lay. tw isted  
from  th e  death- 
pain. In th e  b righ t 
sunshine. “John  
Qysz, a  Pole, some 
one said, and  a 
woman, ‘who had 
w atched th re e  de­
spairing  days and 
n igh ts, raised  her 
bony fists aga inst 
the  serene, far- 
a w a  y  sky, and 
w ent mad.

In regard  to dea ths 
per thousand tons of 
coal th e  I ’nited S ta tes  
not only occupies a 
position w orse than 
m ost of the European 
countries, b u t i t  is 
also showing an in­
crease in  the  death

ft>re she could shoot, he r arm s w ere seized from  
behind. T he struggle was short and decisive. 
One plunge backw ard across the  pounded d irt 
floor and the  eecdnd w oman staggered  to r^xiS  
side, panting, w ith the  revolver safe ih \h e r  hand.

Ju st a t th a t dram atic  m om ent th e  b w y j «  her 
husband w as being ca rried  to th e  surface.

This was a  m ere incident, .alm ost lost In the  
stupefaction  following a  local calam ity. B ut it 
serves as a  m eaningful in troduction  to  a sp len­
did exam ple of the  kind of occurrence which has 
doubled th e  num ber of m en killed In o u r coal 
m ines in  th e  la st ten  years.

The S tarkv ille  m ine Is* an  average American 
coal mine. The la s t annual rep o rt before the  ex­
plosion showed th a t thd m ine had cleared |500,- 
000 In the  previous year. It pointed out th a t the  
property  w as yielding handsom e re tu rn s  on the 
Investm ent, b u t It did not m ention  th e  fact th a t 
th e  m ine was so dusty  a  new  air-shaft was sore­
ly heeded. The air-shaft would have cost $10,000, 
and  the  m anagem ent decided aga inst it. Unfor- 
thbately , th e re  w as no one In the  a ta te  of Colo­
rado to m ake th e  com pany sink  it.

One-fiftieth of the  yea r's  e ^ n in g a  was too 
m uch to  make the m ine reasonably  safe! Re­
sult. fifty-five dead, th irty-tw o widows throw n 
upon the world, and alm ost a  hundred children 
fa therless. They form ed an im portan t addition 
to the year's  to ta l from  th e  cbal mlnos of more 
than  seven thousand killed and injured, fifteen 
hundred  widowed, and four thousand chlldrem  de­
pendent on Ignorant and helpless women.

Ofllcially these  m en w ere killed by an  explo­
sion of the coal dust, b u t they  w ere really  killed 
by greed. I t is the sam e w ith all m ine d isasters. 
You can find volum e afte r  volum e pn  the causes, 
bu t. s if t them  to  th e  bottom , and in m ore than  
th ree-fourths of the cases you will find th a t sp irit 
of, “G et out the  coal, never mind how m any men 
Toip kill, bu t ge^ out th e  coal." As ex-Governor 
Dawson of W est V irginia once exclaim ed in  ex­
asperation . “T he re  a re  coal com panies which 
have no regard  w hatever for h^m an life."

This explains why there  ar.e killed, in certain  
sections of the  natu ra lly  n o t tm safe bitum inous 
coal fields of P ennsylvania and \V est V irginia 
tw elve tim es a» m any m fe  in com parison to the 
m unber em ployed as  In the highly dangerous ' 
coal m ines of Belgium. F or in th is  one section 
alcme. from killing six out of every thousand In 
1900, by 1908; when the  la s t reliab le  figures w ere 
obtained, the  annual dea th  ro ll' had  Increased 
to  m ore than  twelve.

T he truth- Is th a t  men a re  ru th lessly  killed In 
our ccal fie lds becauie~fhe'-coal operato rs find It 
leas expensive to  repair dam age than  take  p re ­
cautions. T he hum an cost they do not take the 
troub le  to  figure bec&use, to  them,- th e re  Is none. 
T o  kill m iners en ta ils  no financial loss. In the 
P ittsb u rg  d istric t, even In the  big notorious ex­
plosions of recen t years, the  average cost to  the 
operating  com panies has been^less th a n  $50 for 
every  m an dead.

“You m usn 't b lam e the  m ine operators,"  an  im­
p o rtan t governm ent ofllclal apologized, when t^e  
blam e was laid  a t  th e ir  doors. “ I t  Isn 't th e ir  
fa u l t  They a re  doing a ll they  'can."

You need only tu rn  to  the governm ent's own 
reports  to  see th e  fallacy of such a  statem ent. 
T he inc rease in m ine d isas te rs  becam e so m arked 
abou t five years ago th a t it even a ttrac ted  the  a t ­
ten tion  of the  geological survey, -more a  scientific 
th a n  a  hum an ita rian  organization, and tw o men. 
C larence H all a id  W a lter Snelling, w ^re detailed 
t o  s tudy  th e  situa tion  here and abroad. They 
found th e  c o n tra s t  to  be alm ost iinbelleTable. I t  
is  sum m arised  b i th e se  few sentM ieet:

France.

' This is the  condition of our com paratively  safe 
: m ines of today, but, as they showed, we ard. now 
beginning for the first lim e In the  history  of coal 
m ining In th is  country  to  open veins tha t, a r e  rea l­
ly dangerous. W e are  on th e  very th resho ld  of a 
new  and fa r m ore hazardous period In coal mining, < 

I and. unless we take ac tive m easures, we a re  going 
I to .h a v e  a series of m ine explosions w hich will 

appal us—even if th e re  are  no A m ericans killed.
! O ut of the  rep o rt they  m ade has  grow n the * 
I P ittsb u rg  testin g  sta tion  of th e  departm en t of - 
i m ines, w hich is now tak ing  up th e  m ost serious 
I cause of mine explosions—electricity . T here would 
' be no objection to elec tric ity  under proper condl- 
! tions, b u t the  difficulty w ith It a t  the  p resen t tim e 

is th a t the  elec trica l m achinery  sparks. In a 
gaseous o r dusty  mine, given the  r ig h t conditions, 
and it  needs o n ^ ^ -A s p a ^  to  kill every m an .In  i t  
I t  should be u s e ^  o n t^ H f m ihes w here th e re  is no 
chance of the  accum ulation of gas; but, in  .1)0101 
of fact, i t  h as  been adopted m ost genera lly  by thel 
m ine operato rs of the  “gas b e lt” of W estern  P enn­
sylvania and W est V irginia. In all th a t c o u n try . 
there Is never any te lling  w here gas w ill be struck  
nex t; and the  cu tting  m achines, which work ^ e a d  
and a re  m ost likely to open gas pockets, a re  oper- 
a ted  by electric  dynam os which are  constan tly  “a t 
th e  face” of the  coal. Form erly  It was the  rule 
and  in some s ta te s  the  law to bore ahead and te s t 
for gas pockets, but w ith the  modern electric  cu t­
ting  m achines all such precautions are  out of the 
questloif.

The case aga inst electricity , when used for pow- 
er. Is th e  m ost serious consideration  in  th e  whole 
of the  coal m ining situa tion , because it has made 
coal production cheaper, and. on th a t account, no 
m a tte r  bow m any dea th s  It causes, it  would be 
extrem ely  difficult to  drive It out; of the  dangerous

^breecoal fields. The saving  averages abou t 
cen ts a  ton. b u t here is an instance of the  I d i^ h s  

 ̂ to  which operato rs have gone to m a k e .th a t falser- 
able profit: W hen the  d a n g ^ a  from  electricity  
began to  be understood, its  use was perm itted  only 
in m ines w here open lights w ere safe. So the  op- 

’era to rs. to  dodge the  law, to re  out th e ir  covered 
lights and sen t men Into gaseous m ines w ith  flam­
ing torches in th e ir  h a ts. Then, un til some terrific 
acciden t happened, the  m ine inspectors w ere si­
lenced.

So far, how ever, 
they  have alw ays been ab le to  p rev en t thevreal 
cause of some of the w orst d isas te rs  being laid  io  
electricity . A definite cause, in a n y ,event. Is an 
abhorrence to them . For, V the blam e eaxi be 
placed on the  opera ting  m achinery  of a  mine, it 
opens the  way to  dam age su its , a  contingency tiK  
coal operators a re  adep ts  a t  escaping.

This whole situa tion  w as never b e tte r  shown 
th a n  in the  terrific d isas te r  a t  Mooosigah No. fi. In 
W est V irginia, w hich bad the  longest death  list 
in the  h isto ry  .of A m erican coal mining. Thie acci­
d e n t  occurred  on Decem ber 6. 1907, im m ediately 
a fte r  a  tr ip  of fifteen loaded m ine cars. U n ra te d  
by the  b reaking  of an  Iron coupling pin, h sd^n in  
back  tw elve hundred  fee t on an  eigh t per c e n t 
g rade, raising  a  th ick  clond of d u s t and ending  by

w as to blam e cam e o u t a t  the  heart^ig, b u t was.;|g- 
nored. F ire  Boss T ra d e r a t  No. 6, In w hich the ckrs 
ended the run , said  th a t tw ice before th e re  had been 
runaw ays, and on each occasion fires had ..been 
s ta rted  in the  coal dust, b u t had been extinguished 
before they spreda. And B lacksm ita Jenk ins, figur­
ing  the  tim e betw een the  passage )f the  ca rs and 
the m om ent of explosion, showed tlia t betw een the 
sh o rt c ircu it and the  explosion th e re  bad been a t 
le as t a  rem arkab le  coincidence.

There w ere :?62 m en killed in th i.t d isaste r, and, 
If the cause had been fixed on electricity , the own­
ers m ight have been forced to pay $1,800 a  man,- 
like the  ow ners of the  C herry  H ill m ine, who faced a 
public opinion outraged a t  the though t of men be­
ing sealed alive in a burning  mine. As it was, they 
got off by con tribu ting  $20,000 to l?e added 'to the 
public relief fund of $149,000. So, inste.ad of $1.S00. 
each man cost only $55.25.

?Jlectricity w as also not blam ed; in th e  case of 
the M arianna d isas te r  of Novembeif 28. 1908. when 
154 m en .lost Ihclp lives; but, a fte r  th e  public in te r­
e s t had blown over, the  use of elec tric ity  was aban­
doned a t the  suggestion of the  departm en t of m ines 
and com pressed a ir rep laced  in its  stead . This 
m ight appear to  indicate a guilty  know ledge of the 
real cause.

As a m a tte r  of fac t the  ow ners Of the  mine, the 
Pittsbifrg-Buffalo Company, had a lread y  had w arn­
ing th a t all w as not r ig h t in th e  M arianna. On Au­
gust 12. m ore than  tw o m onths befo re the . big ex­
plosion, th e re  was a sm aller explosion w hich re su lt­
ed in the dea th  of one m an and serious In jury  to 
two o the rs; and  A lderm an A. R. Day, of Mononga- 
hela, before whom the  prelim inary  hearing  took 
place, found th a t the  acciden t had been due to elec­
tric ity . W illiam  Underwood, forendan in charge of 
the  mine, was a rre s te d  on inform ation filed by S ta te  
Mine Inspector John  F. Bell, on a  charge of perm it­
ting  "the use of spark-throw ing m ^ b in e ry  in th a t 
p a r t of' the mine w here only safe ty  lam ps a re  al­
lowed.” ■

T he P lttsburg-Buffalo Com pany repeated ly  denied 
the  fac t of th is  accident, b u t the  retoort of the  s ta te  
d ep a rtm en t of m ines for J908 contains an  accoutit 
of the accident. |

Now th a t th e  U nited S ta tes  governm ent has 
recognized th e  danger of electrlcVty, it has taken 
th e  position th a t i t  would b e  blocking progress to 
p reven t Us use. So i t  h as  se t apou t solving the  
problem  In a  way th a t w ill bring} final re lief, but 
th is  w ill n o t p reven t th e  dea th  of thousands of men, 
who 'win lose th e ir  lives on acco u n t of elec tric ity  be­
tw een now and th e  tim e w hen safely devices are  
Invented. I t is im possible to fix an  exact num ber, 
b u t probably no less th a n  five hujidred have come 
to th e ir  hea th  through unsafe e le< ^ lc  ap p a ra tu s  in 
the  past year, the  length  of tlmej the  governm ent 
has been a t  w ork on the problem.

In M arch, 1910, tb e  federal departm en t of m ines 
sen t word to  all m anufactu re rs of elec tric  m ining 
appa ra tu s  th a t _H. H. C lark, an  engineer, had been 
placed In charge of the  w ork,,at the  P ittsb u rg  te s t­
ing sta tion  and w as ready  to  stam p seal of gov­
e rnm en t approval on all e lec tric  ifalninfe m acblfiery 
th a t did not sp a rk ; b u t n ine m oiiths la te r  he had 
not y e t discovered a single p iece df elec tric  appara­
tu s  which m e t the  requ irem ents, iu s t  consider th a t 
for a  mom ent. Even w ith all thle Im provem ents
