Lansingj—The state convention of
Michigan ®jthors will be held "ht De-
troit in Junfe under the'auspices of
the Michigan Authors' association.
This will be the association's first
convention add U is planning to en-
coural:e literary effort in. Michigan by
Inviting all persons who have an am-
bition to wieid the pen to be present.

The association believes, there Is an
Immense amount of material in Mich-
igan from which to develop authors,
and that with a little encouragement
a literary community of Interest may
mbe created which will eventually rank
Michigan with Indiana In the number
of authors ‘contained within> Its
boundaries.

Many wVIter&of fame have signified
their intention of being present, and
a*program of exceptional Interest has
been arranged. Governor Osborn.
Will Carleton, William Wallace Cook,
win Levington Comfort, Kirk Alex-
ander, Benjamin Comfort, Oliver J.
Cu”ood," Frederic Zelgen, Norman

lvan Swift and others will
take part In the program.

The Authors' association has decid-
ed to admit persons to its member-
ship who have not actually written
and published bookgy, but who are in-
terested in writing, have the desire to
increase their knowledge in the mat-
ter, and have the"ambition to ulti-
mately become authors In the accept-
ed sense of the .word. Also all press
representatives, reporters, magazine
UTlters. historians, poets, essayists,
and even people who are literary and
write for clubs, etc., will be made
welcome In the associate member-
ship, In the hope that thereby will be
discovered talent which will- ultl-
matfely become famed in the literary
field.

Only the active membership will be
limited to actual professional writers
and illustrators.  Associate member-
ship, according to the new constitu-
tion, Is open to all who are Interested
in the work, and Wdio hawie the es-
sential qualification, organiza-
tion is also arranging with a publish-
ing'house to publish in book form
many of the best works of its mem-
bers.

To Investigate State Tax System.

Governor Osborn appointed the fdl-
lowing to constitute the commission of
Inquiry to review and investigate into
the entire system of taxation in the
state:

P. H. Kelley, Lansing; Roger Wyfces,
Grand Rapids; Prof. Henry C. Ad-
ams™ Ann Arbor.

The act authorizing the governor to
make the appointments is the one
passed by the last legislature. It has
for Its purpose a plan for obtaining
for the peopje of the stale “a full
measure of revenues by way of taxa-
tion from every kind of property sub-
ject to taxation under' the constitu-
tion for the benefit of the state or its
municipalities, and the correction of
inequalities in taxation wherever
found." .

The members of the commission will
receive Cor th”ir work $15 a day for
time actually spent, together with
their actual and necessary expenses
in connection <With their labors. The
members are to make a report to the
governor on or before October 15, un-
less In the opinion of the chief exec-
utive the time!should be extended in
order to gain additional information.
If the governoi® so decides, be is em-
powered to extend the time to Janu-
ary 15, T912. After the commission
has made Us report to the governor,
its duty will cease as a commission.
The act as passed was given Immedi-
ate effect, and theTnembers will begin
work at oaee.

Work to Secure Bean Business.

Michigan produces w6 per cent of
the w'hite pea beans marketed In
the United States ;and Detroit should
be the leading bean market of the
country. So say joifleers of the De-
troit board of trade, and they will
make a vigorous campaign to secure
this business. i

At present, Chicago. Indianapolis
and other cities [tandle mi>ch of the
bean traffic that; properly belongs
in Detroit. One reason for this is that
the beans handled ,in Detroit fre-
quently have bepn made subject to
two local rates for transportation,
when one through rate would have
saved upwards of ten cents a bushel
t0 the buyer and sellqr/

To rectify this InjusAjp” some new
rules have been adopted, which are
expected to eliminate the difficulty
and make it profitable to buy and
sell in this market, no matter where
the beans originate or what tbeir
destination may be. Officers of the
Detroit board of trade believe that
Detroit will come to Its own under
the new arrangement and dealers
here will now go out for the busi-
ness to -nblch the geographical posi-

tion of the market justly entitles
them.

At a recent meeting, directors of
the Detroit board of trade abro-

gated the old bean trading rules and
adopted the foUpwing:

"A carload of beams shall consist
of 230 new, unmarked cotton bags,
no charge ’for bags, aggregating

41,250 pounds net. More or less ad-
justed at market price.
"Weights are guaranteed -esithin

a quarter of one per cent, on arrival
at destina®oD. Claims for shortage
or damage'must be presented with-
in five days after arrival of cars and
accompanied by itemized weights with
sworn affidavit attached.”

Supervisors in Special Meeting.

The act creating a stale board of
equalization which was passed at the
recent session of: the legisla-
ture and ordered to take im-
mediate effect provides for a special
meeting of the board of supervisors
on the fourth Monday in June, 1911,
and' on the fourth Monday in June
every consecutive third and fifth year
thereafter.

It will be the duty of the board of
supervisors when so convened to
equalize the assessment rolls,' each
supervisor adding up the columns of
his-roll, enumerating the number of
acres of land and the value of the
real and personal property assessed,
so as to show the aggregate of each.

It shall be ,the duty of the clerk of

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FEEBLE FROM ILLNESS FORMER
RULER OF REPUBLIC BE-
COMES A FUGITIVE.

SPAIN IS TO BE HIS HAVEN

Accornpanied by Few Friends Fallen
Chief Creeps Secretly from Palace
and Starts for Vera Cruz— Madero
Resigns Provisional Presidency.

Mexico City, May 27.—Porfirlo Diaz,
former president of the republic of
JNIexico and for whom during thirty
years all Mexico has stood to one side,
feeble in body and broken in spirit,
and with hat in hand, stole from the
capital with great secrecy at 2 o’clock
In the morning. Only a. few +devoted
friends whom he dared tru”t accompa-
nied him to the station.

He was bound for Vera Cruz to take
a ship to Spain, where he undoubtedly
will make his future home, probably
in Madrid.

Diaz Resigns Presidency.

The former ruler presented to the
chamber of deputies a letterjesigning
the presidency of the republic and its
acceptance was announced soon after
it had been read by the president of
the chamber.

Everyone had expected an uproar
and demonstration when the an-
nouncement should be made, but with-
in the cl®amber the words announcing
the event were followed by a dead si-
lence The deputies seemed awed by.
what had taken place.

In the streets, however, black with
people, every street leading to the hall
being blocked, news that Diaz was at
last no more the president was the sig-
nal for 'Wild shouting and manifesta-
tions. There was no violence or any
destruction of property.

On the motion to accept the presi-
dent's resignation, 167 deputies voted

aye, while two of them did not ex-
press themselves. As their names
were called other legislators arose

and bowed their affirmation.
De la Barra Is Chosen.

In similar fashion tbe resignation of
Vice-President Ramon Corral, now in
France, was unanimously accepted,
and similarly Francisco Leon de la
Barra, late ambassador to Washing-
ton was chosen, provisional president.
He took the oath of office in the yel-
low parlor of the national palace.

Of scarcely less interest in the popu-
lar mind was the practical assump-
tion of military control of the federal
district by Alfredo Robles Dominguez,
Madero’s personal representhfclye.

Personally Dominguez commands
only a small body of local rebels, but
the federal garrison is under orders
to make no move whatsoever without
securing bla approval.

Madero Quits Post.

El Paso, Tex., Hay 27.—True to his
word. Francisco 1 Madero, Jr., provi-
sional president, resigned, following
the designation of Porfirlo Diaz as
president of Mexico. He issued a
manifesto renouncing the title of
president tbe provisional govern-
ment and explaining tbhe peace terms
reached between bimself and the fed-
erald. He expresses the utmost confi-
dence in the good faith of Francisco
de la Barria wtiile he holds the office
of tempprary president of Mexico and
says'the fnsurrecto troops are at the
disposal of De la Barra in restoring
‘peace In the republic.

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,HE HISTORY of the trelBc In
arms which soea on bAw"n Eu-
rope and Afjghaniatan via “Muscat
dates from the year 1881, when
England, In guaranteeing the In-
dependence of the amir, agreed
to supply him with rifles and am-
munition from India at a reason-
able price, to assist him to main-
tain that Independence. These
privileges the amir soon began to
abuse by establishing a cartridge

factory at Kabul and by trading In arms with the
Irarder tribes, who eventually became a menace
to the towns and villages on the Indian frontier
and- even to Afghanistan Itself.'

After a while the advent of smokeless powder
and modem arms rendered the Kabul factory
obsolete, and the Indian government about this
time stopped the supply of arms to the amir.
Hence arose an extraordinary demand for mod-
ern rifles and ammunition both for the amir and
for the border tribes, the selling price at Kabul
of a small box rifle to as much as £60.

*Ha! Ha!” s~d the Afghan traders, rubbing
their hands, "thhsb is “oney to be made here;
we will get rifles from Europe and the sultan
of'Oman, who Urea at ifuscat, will no doubt help
ns.” Now In 1864 the .Sultan of Oman had made
n treaty with France by which he was'allowed
to import and export arms without interference,
to enable his forces *to keep out the warlike Bed-
ouins of the interior.

The usefulness of thlk treaty from a business
point ot view was pointed out to the suHtan by
tte traders and he detightfolly fell In with their

4Kbeme. Rifles by the thousand began to arrive
mot Muscat from Europe and the Sbltan, by impos-
ing a six i>6r cent duty on all imports and ex-
ports of anna, etc., saw his Income increasing by

Imps and bounds. The traders sent their agents
to Muscat and arranged for the arms to be con-
Teyed in dhows across the Gulf of Oman to Per-
.Ma, while parties of Afghans caine down to the
Mekmn coast, collected camels and transported
the arms northward to their own country.

' This treaty of 1864 is thus the secret of the
whole of the trouble. Efforts were made at the
ISOS-S International Anna Traffic convention held
«t Brussels to induce the French government to
annul the treaty, but in vain. The result is that
the British East Indies squadron had to be
strengthened and a rigorous blockade of the
‘Gulf of Oman established. Involving great ex-
pense to both British and Indian governments.
*Oonld this flfty-year-old treaty be annulled., the
British warships would prevent arms being land*
med at Muscat and the whole gun-running business
tronld collapse. j

Steamers of many nadonalitles land arms at
'Muscat, where they are stored until the gun-run*
iBIng “season” begins. This lasts from December
to April, the heat at other times being oppres-
sive. Caravans can only travel when food and
water Is obtalnabie for the camels.

Some of the arms are conveyed to Matarab, a
port about three miles from Muscat. At these
-two ports dhows are laden with arms under
ecover of xdght and leave whenever opportunity
eflers.

The wireless station at Jask Is of great inter-
est. having been recently”erected by the lhdlan
government inside a concession obtained from
Persia.

Should the fish be
shy one may walk inland with _a gun and bring
down a bird or two.

The “season" is now commending and with a
concentration In the gulf of ail available ships it
is hoped that during the next few months the
traffic in arras will be brought to a standstill.

Early in October the Persian authorities at
Linga appealed to the senior officer of the block-
ading squadron for protection.

The other two dhows
were well saturated with kerosene and burned
off the ti®in as a warning to any persons who
contemplated following the example of the sheikh.
When the flames had attained a good hold a bag
of powder on one of the dhows exploded, send-
ing up a beautiful column of white smoke.

U. S. WINS DECISIVE VICTORY
AGAINST COMBINE HELD MO-
NOPOLY IN RESTRAINT OF
TRADE.

IS GIVEN SIX MONTHS TO MAKE
CHANGES.

Tribunal Declares .In Decree Cerpora*
ti” Ruthlessly Carried Out Pur-
pose to Crush Competitors;
Public Injured, Too, Says
Court.

The supreme court of the United
Stares ordered the dissolution of the
Amorican Tobhcco company, that re-
cording its judgment in the second of
the big anti-trust cases. The dis-
solution. however, unlike that of the
Standard Oil company, is to he car-
ried cn under the direction of the Tosv-
er court—the circuit court of appeals
for the southern district of New York.
The supreme bench places on that
court the burden of devising not only

plan of dissolving the combination,
but of “recreating, out of the ele-
ments now comiK)sing it, a new con-
dition which shall be honestly in har-
mony with and not repugnant to the
law.”

To enter such a decree. It became
necessary, for the supreme court to
reserve and remand the case to the
federal court in New York. The deci-
sion of the supreme court goes much

farth«r than that of the lower tri-
bonal. It ingludes within its condem-
nation the Individuals named in
the government's bill of complaint’,
the two English corporations, the
British-Amcrican  Tobacc® company
and the Imperial Tobacco company,

and also the United CiRar Stores com-
pany. Cliief Justice White, who read
the opinion, held that the circuit
court of appeals bad erred in dismiss-
ing the government's hill of complaint
against the individuals and the for-
eign corporations and also in not
granting the governments prayer and
including within the decsee the Unit-
ed Cigar Stores company.

*In brief the supreme court com-
pletely sustained all of the vital
points contended for in the original
bill of complaint filed by the govern-
mgnt. Attorney General Wickershara
in a formal stateeqent expressed great
pleasure over the decision.

DIAZ STEALS AWAY IN NIGHT.

Ffees to Vera Cruz and Sails for Mad-
rid, Spain.

Private telegrams from Vera Ctuz
report the arrival there of Gen. Por-
firlo Diaz. He is on his way to Eur-
ope and will make bis home in Mad-
rid, probably.

Following his resignation from the
presidency, after a dictatorial reign
of JO years, Digz stole secretly from
the capital at o’clock In the morn-
ing, accompanied by only a few de-
voted friends. None besides >4
knew his plans and ho made hIS way
quietly through the streets that short-
ly before thronged-with joyous thou-
sands ecolebrattng his downfall. The
crowds had gone, but a few shouts of
“Viva Madero" still could be heard
occasionally.

So parefully were the arrangeipchts
made” for the .abdicated president's
secret escape that the news did not
transpire until in the afternoon. Se-
crecy was due less to apprehension
of a popular outburst than to a desire
to teach Vera.Cruz before marauders
along the route could learn oi the
trip.

«Coney Island, the playground of
NjCw York, suffered the worst toe dis-
aster of its history. Dream”nid, Co-
ney’s largest amusement park, was
wiped out and about four blocks ad-
joining, covered with booths, ‘festau-
rdnts. hotels, moving picture tbjeaters
and resorts of various tj pes, were de*
stroywd.
iThe fire broke out In tjje :early
mbr.ning and was not under control
until three and a half hours lateb. The
loss will be nearly $3,000,000. About
200 buildings were burned down and
concessionaires aiid en”oyeS

were-turned into the streets hcaaeless
ard penniless. Ne lives were lost.
The burned area represents pearly
a third of the entire amusemei”t city,
all of which would Undoubtedly have
gbne in the teeth of a strong wind
but for the fact that Coney island,
with a high pr«sure water system
an4 especially designed for fire pro-
tection, is better guarded against dis-
asters of this kind than any other
similar resort in the world.

‘When discoveredrthe fire wasia tiny
blaze in the tarred scaffoldings of
“Hell Gate." a scenic-railway close to
the entrance to Dreamland. Twenty
minutes after a frightened watchman

turned In,three alarms, one after an-
other, as fast as his thumb could
press the key. all Dreamland—10

acres of gaudy, closely packed build-
ings—was one great blaze, and the
flames, urged by a strong wind® were
risible for 15 miles.
