An earth road may be an excellent
one to3af anJ tomoih’ow a very bad
one. It may he a delight In June and
a fright in March. $uch roads have
the virtues of a balky horse—they are
liable to fail when mjost wanted. 'With
a stone or gravel road, leading froiq
the farm, should a heavy rain occur in
the busy season, when for a day or so
it is too wet to go Into the field, the
errands to town may be done, sev-
eral loads of grain idr bo|* taken to
market, and the time well employed.
With the average earth roads, when
the fields are too wet to work, the
roads are too muddy to travel. Hence,
the writer holds to the opinion above
expressed, that no ~rtb road Is en-
titled to be called a good road, because
so much of the time it is positively
bad.

The extravagant claims that have
been made for the road drag are really
holding"back the building of good
roads. I*any have believed that all
that was required to have good roads
was to go up and down a streak, of
mud once or twice, say "Presto,” and
behold, aj;ood highway. This is sheer
nonsense. The loud acclaim of a
“River to River Road,” made good in
an hour or so Is a myth. This famous
road was greatly Improved by the drag-
ging, but it is not a good road, and
never will be until It is thoroughly
drained, properly fxaded and has a
bard, durable wearing, surface placed
upon it.

It is human nature to hunt for some
easy, cheap and speedy way to do
things, and usually no sooner has one
discovered bow to make some progress
toward a solution, than he announces
a complete revolutionary discovery that
sets aside all experience and prece-
dent, and gains something for nothing.

Hence the future should bear part of
the burden. There Is only one sensi-
ble, businesslike way to build good
roads, and that Is, by state aid, where
by the state, preferably from a long
time lo'w rate bond issue, pays part of
the expense, and the township issues
bonds, running from 20 to 30 years, for
its part. In this way all the roads
needed in a township—the main roads
—can be Improved at Once, and the
payments spread over theTr®sent and
the coming generations./' =

By building all at onbe from ten
to twenty per cent, can be saved In the
cost of the work, and the community
has the roads to use efrom the start.
Of course interest must be paid on the
bonds, but against this goes the use of
the roads. If this Is not worth more
than the interest it Ig better not to
build the roads.. The road question la
a big one and must be handled In a
big way.

Townsend and Reciprocity

Detroit News: Michigan’s vote on
reciprocity when that measure comes up
for the final testin tbe United States
senate will be split. The senior senator
from this state, Mr. William Alden
Smith, of Grand Rapids, pronounced

his opposition to the agreement.
The junior senator, Mri Charles Town-
send, of Jackson, has come to the con-
clusion that the great majority of his
constituents are in favor of the bill,
that the interests of the whole
country will *be best, subseired by its
passage, and, therefore, that he should
vote forit. Thus, in all events, both
on tne subject of this bill will be repre
sented with equal force. Senator Smith
was the first to declare his intentions;
he was, indeed, one of the first in the
entire senate to line up. , However, all
evidence available at this hour point
to tbe ooDcluaion that be is on the
wrong side of the fence." In opposing
reeiprocitj, he must either be following
a personal honviotion or in possessicKi
of some seoret sonroe of public opinion
unfavorable to the bill.

Senator Townsend has taken consid-
erable time to arrive at his decisioa, but
the point to be noted is that he arrites
on tbe right side. He has evidmitiy
sounded both general aentiment and
private (“dnion to theUrgeat extent
possible. This fact isaem in his pub-
liahed reasM for favoring the measures
(2) it sub-
eerves the best interests of tiie country.
Obtaining both his eleetion and bis
moral si®iport dinotly from the people,
Senator Townsend in his delibeeations
an his ooarae with lefereoee to reci-
procity has done lurtfaing that can be
oonstraed as antagonistio to the people.
Instead he has oaiefoUy plumed the
d”)ths of sentiment on toe matter and
ta”en his stand with toe majori”.
And” that, if we are not mistaken, is
itoat the people want their senators to
do. .

There Ih also fin ostrich breeding as-
sociation wher® are recorded pedl-
gt'eee of the finer birds, Some ot the
Karmera have so Improved their stbck
that their ostrich chlchg bring from
S6P0 to 11,000 each, and many of the
stoat noted cock birds are priced at
97,000.

Port Elizabeth. In South Africa, is
the chief ostrich feather port in the
‘world. In that neighborhood there
are nearly half a mlllioh birds now io
captivity. The feathers from these
birds sell at from |10 to |[160 a pound
and the industry of this one port alone
amounts to some 115,000.000 a year.

Some districts ‘produce better feath-
ers than others. The Outdtahoorn
teather reaches 297 inches In length,
the Graff Relnet measures about 24
Inches and the Middleburg runs 22
Inches long. The willow plume, the
most expensive of the ostrich family
is a made plume. The length of the
fiue is acquired by tying extra fiues to
those already on the stem. This oper-
ation is done by French girls and
with marvelous skill To each flue
on a long plume is tied another in
such a 'way that the Joint is Invisible:
Some plumes treated In this manner
have been priced at $1,000.

The first experiment in ostrich
farming in this country was made by
an Englishman who Imported his birds
from Africa and paid as much as $1-
200 a pair for them. For this pioneer
there was no fortune. But those whc
have followed in bis footsteps are
refr)iDg colossal harvests. It Is al
most impossible for mllilners to meet
the demand for high grade feathers.
And it would be quite out of the ques
tlon were they dependent upon the
stock Imported from Africa. But the
flotirlshing American Industry makes
*a large part of the supply a home
product. The United States ostrich
feathers are quite as fine and in some
Instances far superior to the African
grown leather.

They Must Wear Beards.

The employees of the Shechita
board, the organization responsible (or
the supply of kosher meat, have been
Informed that the wearing of a beard
Is now an essential. The edict is to
apply to young and old ali*et and is
thought to be an outcome of the re'so
lution passed at the recent rabbinical
conference at Leeds.

The new rules (writes a Jewish cor-
respondent) has created a certain
amouut of indignation among the
younger employees Inasmuch as noth-
ing may be done that will retard the
natural growth of the beard. Hitherto
the authorities have countenanced the
periodical clipping of the beard, but It
has now been decided that this prac-
tice is to cease.—London Mall.

MORE WORK AND NO 'TAY

ObiaMy Treasurer. Are Not PlSaed
W ith the New Lew, Beeauae It Con-
tains No Provision for Com-
pensation for Extra Service

Lansing.—Auditor General F\iller
Is of the opinion the state will se-
cure practically every cent coming
to it under the new law providing for
a specific tax on mortgages.

He states that the “provisions of the
bill are such ttrat holders of mort-
gages 'must necessarily pay their
taxes, pointing to the clauses which
require the holders to have a certifi-
cate from county treasurers showing
that the tax has been paid, before
they can either cancel ,the mortgage
or foreclose one.

County treasurers are not so well
pleased as they r'lght be with the new
law, in view of the fact that It con-
tains no provision for compensation
for the extra service they are called

upon to perform. The law requires
them to furnish an of the
payment of the tax. in the case of
mortgages at present In force, the

owners of which wish to pay the spe-
cific tax in order to avoid paying the
ad valorem tax. There is also the
certificate to issue for all mortgages
on which the tax Is paid, and the tax
money to handle and remit one-half
to the state.

Several treasurers have written to
the auditor general asking him to ad-
vise them relative to their compensa-
tion, but be has not been able to re-
ply with an assurance of plethoric
fees. Plans are being worked out by
the auditing department for account-
ing for the tax. A'system |Is pro-
posed under which the treasurer will
recdrd the tax on a book containing
a c”bon copy sheet, and this sheet
will be forwarded to the auditor gen-
eral with each month’s collection.

To Care for Homeless Children.

Under new laws the state's
supervision over neglected, home-
less and dependent children -prom-

ises to be much more efficient and Sec-
retary M. T. Murray of the state board
of corrections and charities expects ul-
timately to work out a system by
which state officers will keep in toudh
with every one of these friendless lit-
tle ones until their future is definitely
arranged.

The new laws require reports from
county agents and probation officers
relative to all cases coming under
their Jurisdiction, and it is made man-
datory that institutions placing out
children, first secure the approval of
county agents of the proposed home,
and the agents must make reports to
the board relative to the treatment of
the children.

Under another law the day of plac-
ing minors in county Jails is at an end.
As revised by the legislature, coun-
ties are prohibited from using
lockups as detention places for chil-
dren, and must provide families to
take charge of the minors, or provide
a detention building especially for
them. As the statute makes it a mis-
demeanor for any person to violate
the act. it Is not believed that any
municipal or county official will take
a chance on disobeying its terms.

Reports coming in indicate that the
vigorous campaign which Secretary
Murray has waged during the past
year against decreplL insanitary and
crowded ajitaishouses. is having elfecL
Two trips/to most of the counties of
the state were made by the secretary
during the year in prodding county
officials to remed)” conditions at their
county Infimaries, many of which
were bufldings of a character hardly
fit for stables, to say nothing of their
use as homes (or aged ahdsinflrm per-
sons. Not all. counties are included in
the category, of course, but many are.
Since then, however. Secretary Mur-
ray hasreodved notice of the erection
of new infirmartes in three counties
and plans for Improvments and addi-
tions at several others.

Gets Conaeience Money.

Deputy'State Treasurer Haarer re-
ceived two dollars’ "conscience
money" from someone who evidently
had secured that amount from the
state military fund at some time and
had since decided be had no right to
retain the money. In an envelope
with mwo one-dollar bills was a slip
of paper on which was written,
“Kindly credit the state militia fund
with two dollars.” The letter was
mailed from Detroit. The treasury
will turn the money over to Mal. W.
G. Rogers, quartermaster general

Railroad Board Sits In Alpena.

The three members of the state
railroad commission, C. L. Glasgow,
G. W, Dickinson and
Hemans. arrived at Alpena and are
holding court in the city hall coun-
cil chamber in the case of the Churchill
Lumber company against the Detroit
& Mackinac Railway company.

Several weeks ago the lumber com-
pany secured an injunction in the
Alpena cirenit court compelling the
railroad to awltch log trains in the
local yards on a vtrack next to the
river, where the logs could be most
easily unloaded for conveyance to the
Churchill mill. The injunction was Is-
sued pending a final hearing in the
case before the railroad commission.
The railroad meanwhile applied to the
supreme court for an order for the
circuit Judge to show cause why a
writ of mandamus should not be is-
sued. compelling him to release the
railroad from the injunction. This
order was denied.

All the head officials of the rail-
road and many prominent lumbermen
are attending the bearing, which
promises to continue several days'as
only one witness, President Kimball
of the lumber company, was beard.

Port Huron City to Be Military Camp.

General orders Issued from the adju-
tant general’s department say that
every branch in the state’s military
service must report at the annual en-
campment at Port Huron Augtwt 9 to
18. This includes the infantry brigade,
the P'lrst cavalry, battery A, signal
corps, hospital corps and engineers'
company.

This will be the first time In sev-
eral years that all arms of the ser-
vice have been assembled at the same
time at one camp. Section 4 of the
orders reds:

“The commanding officer. Hrst bri-
gade, will report there wHIi his staff
at sunrise, August 8, and will assume
command of the camp. He Is au-
thorized to extend his Jurisdiction for
one mile around same during this
period in accordance with section 21,
M. L., and will issue all necessary or-
ders and instructions and will be held
responsible for the maintaining-' of
good order and discipline at all times
in camp and Its surroundings Includ-
ing the city of Port Huron. In so far
as the troops are concerned.”

SENATE PASSES MEASURE FOR
DIRECT CHOICE OF
SENATORS.

AMENDMENT KEEPING FEDERAL
CONTROL IS PUT THROUGH.

Amendment Qualifying Bristow Meas-

ure prohibiting Control Unless.
State Fails to Act, Defeated
46 to 43.
The senate passed the resolution

amending the constitution to provide
for election of senators by direct pop-
ular vote. The Vote was C4 to 24.
The Bristow amendment giving to the
federal government supervision of
such elections was adopted, 44 to 44,
the vice-president casting the decid-

ing ballot. The house already has
passed the resolution.
Senator Reed, of Missouri, pro-

tested against the vice-president cast-
ing his deciding vote. An amend-
ment by 'Senator Bacon qualifying
the Bristow amendment to prohibit
federal supervision of election unless
the state legislature refuse or fail
to act was defeated. 46 to 43. The
resolution as amended was then final-
ly adopted, 64 to 24.

Adoptidn of the Birstow amend-
ment. wh”ch omitted the house pro-
vision transferring supervision of
senatorial elections from congress to
the state legislature, was made pos-
sible by Mr. Clark of Arkansas, cast-
ing the only Democratic vote for the
proposition. The tie on that- ballot
would have been prevented if his
vote had been cast with his party,
with whom he later voted on adop-
tion of the rescdutlon. On this first
ballot, five Republicans. Messrs. Bo-
rah. Gronna, La Follette, Poindexter
and Works, all insurgents, voted
against the provision. On the reso-
lution as amended the vote. 64 to 24.
was six more than the necessary
two-thirds majority. Of the 24 nega-
tive votes, S were cast Tjy Democrats
and IG by Republicans as follows:

Dreadnoughts at Coronation.

The naval review by King George
at Spithead. June 24, two days after
the coronation, will see gathered td-
gether in full commission tbe larg-
est number of vessels of the dread-
nought class ever assembled. Most
of them naturally will be units of the
British navy, but the United States
will bfe represented by the most pow-
erful and up-to-date battleship partic-
ipating In the review, the Delaware,
which is considered In naval'circles
to typify the latest ideas of battle-
ship construction. The system adopt-
ed in her ease of placing the five tur-
rets in a single line is being followed
in all the new battleships of the Brit-
ish fleet now under construction.

There are to be no fewer than ten
battleships of the dreadnought class
brought into line on the review day.

Sale of Firearms Is Up to State*.

ir is up to the individual states to
keep revolvers and'other dangerous
arms out of the hands of boys, ac-
cording to Republican and Demo-
cratic leaders in congress.

In their opinions the federal gov-
ernment might restrict the shipping
of firearms In interstate commerce to
some extent, but not enough to make
it any less easy for minors to obtain
the weapons.

If the boy thug Is to be suppressed
by depriving minors of the opportun-
ity of obtaining arms, say these
statesmen, the only certain way to
effect that result is for the states to
enforce rigid prohibition of sales to
children.

THE GOOD OLD INN.

Pnaalnir of a Word That Has Plared-
Its Part In Hlatorr-

It might I>e interesting to know who
wa.s the first person to keep an. inn.
The word ia of .Vngio-Siixon origin, and
signifies a lodging house; another an-
other term was gest hus, a house for
guests; or cumena hus, a house for
comers. Near the highroads a few
scattered inns were established for the
convenience of travelers over night.

Edward the Confessor ordaiifed that
if a traveler remained ovear three.nighta
in an inn he was to be styled third-
nigbt-awD-hinde, and the landlord was
answerable for him exactly as though
he was one of the servants. A go”
many alehouses were dotted around
Saxou England, and the sturdy early
Englishmen spent a great deal of time
in them. Chaucer’s friar “knew well
the tavvem in every town,” and lhin-
,stan found it necessary to ordain that
a prfhst “should in nowise be alesop”—
that is, a story teller or reciter at an
alehouse.  Efforts were continually
ma<le to keep down the number of inns.
In the reign of 1-Mward I. there were
but three in the whole of London.

The inns of tbe middle ages were fur-
nished in a very homely manner. In
the fifteenth century the famous St.
George inn at Salisbury possessofl 13
guest room.s, each with three beds in it.
a table on trestles and oaken benches.
Peojfic nte and slept in the same apart-
ment indiscriminately. At this time
titled persons slept on a bed, while
commoners bad to put up w*ith mat-
tresses—a curious distinction.

In X'rencli and German medieval
inns a humorous custom prevailed for
the punishment of those convicted of
talking and boastiog too much. A
wooden knife was always placed by the
sie of the president of the table,
whose duty and prifilege it u-aa to put
the boasters to si“eo b} ringing the
bell in the blade or blowing the whi.stle
concealed in the handle.
