PASSES S EN A TE

Expenditures of Candidates Se­
verely Limited.

TEN CENTS FOR EACH VOTER

No Candidate to Be Allowed to Ex­
pend More Than That Sum— 

Legislation Also Applies to 
the Primaries.

■VV’ashington. — 'W’lth  a  p rac tlea lij 
U D an im ous vote the senate passed the 
m ost d ras tic  cam paign publicity m eas­
u re  th a t w as ever adopted by e ither 
b r ^ c h  of the  U nited S la tes  congress.

Using the pre-election publicity bill 
passed by tbe house of rep resen ta tives  
as a  basis, th e  senate  constructed  a 
proposed law w ith the  following im por­
ta n t fea tu res :

"No candidate  for the  senate or 
house shall spend in the  election m ore 
than a sum  equal to  ten  cen ts for each 
vo ter in his d is tr ic t o r state.

"No senato ria l cand idate  shall'spend  
a to ta l of m ore than  $10,000 in  the 
p rim ary  and genera l e lection; and  no 
cand idate  for the  'Jiouse shall spend 
m ore than  $5,000.

"P ub lic ity  m ust be given to all p ri­
m ary cam paign contributions and ex­
penditures.

"Ail genera l election expenses m ust 
be m ade public before the  election, be­
g inning  fifteen days before eiectlon, 
and  m aking publication each six days 
un til election.

"Ail prom ises of political jobs mOst 
be m ade public.’’

T be bill fu rth e r m akes it Illegal to 
prom ise political places in o rder to se- 
cut-e election support, or to  aid In in ­
fluencing the  election of any m em ber 
of a  s ta te  leg islature.

T he bill will be th e  sub jec t of p rob­
ably prolonged conference betw een tbe 
tw o bouses. I t o rig inated  In tbe  
bouse as a  p a r t of th e  D em ocratic 
leg islative program  and w as designed 
to requ ire  tb e  publication of expendi­
tu re s  before election, which is not re ­
quired by the  existing  publicity  law.

T he R epublicans in tbe bouse a t­
tem pted  to extend the  bill to cover p ri­
m ary election expenses. In tbe  senate  
the  prim ary  election am endm ent, cou­
pled w ith m ore rad ica l am endm ents, 
w'ere adopted w ith little  opposition.

Tbe sen a te  am endm ents authorized 
by the  com m ittee on privileges an^ 
elections required  publicity  of ail p ri­
m ary  election  expenses and all pledges 
of political Jobs or favors. Some ob­
jection  to  th is  w as m ade on th e  basis 
th a t prim ary  elections w ere n o t w ithin 
th e  control of congress. This amend- 
.m ent w as finally  adopted, how ever, by 
a  vote of 50i to  7, S enato rs Bacon, 
■Bailey. Bankhead. Johnston . Bryan, 
jO verm an and T ay lo r voting aga inst it.

. T he  m ore rigid portion of the  bill, 
lim iting  the am ount the  senato ria l or 

'congressional cand idate  may spend in 
any election and prohib iting  tbe mak- 

{Ing of all cam paign pledges, was pro- 
[posed by S enato r Reed of Missouri 
land adopted only aftei* a long debate. 
S enato r Su therland  o7 U tah adm itted  
th a t the ' house conferees m ight force 
elim ination  of th is  from tbe  bill.

S enato r Reed referred  to  th e  cam ­
paign expense statexiieDt filed by Sen­
a to r S te p h ^ s o n  of W isconsin, show- 
;ing expenditures of approxim ately 
'$107,000, and to o ther la rge sums 
spen t by senato ria l candidates. H e 
[finally offered an am endm ent putting  
the  to ta l expenditure of any candidate 
a t a sum not to exceed 10 cen ts per 
head for the  voters in th e  cand idate 's  
state .

S enato r Borah said th is  would per­
m it a senato ria l candidate  New 
York to spend nearlyj$200.000 in  his 
election, w hile the.-''ci^didate in Nev­
ada could spend"cmly about $1,000.

T be Reed am endm ent was defeated 
once, bu t w as renew ed and adopted. 
A t one tim e he  ha^ ]tbe lim it of ex­
pense a t  $5,000 for a  senate  candidate  
and  $1,500 for a  bouse cand idate ; bu t 
a t  tb e  suggestion of S enato r Owen of 
O klahom a th is  was increased  to  $10.- 
000 for the  senato ria l cand idate  and 
$6^000 for tb e  bouse candidate.

Mr. B urgess re la ted  a  rem arkab le 
s to ry  told him  by Mr. W iehe of the 
refusal of F a th e r  G reen, a  Catholic 
p riest of Chicago to give ib so lu tion  
in the  confessional to  a  detective em ­
ployed by a  Chicago new spaper hostile 
to S enator Lorim er until he bad m ^ e  
a  clean b rea s t of all b is  ac tiv ities ’ In 
th e  case. Mr. W iehe, according to the 
w itness, said he got th e  fac ts  d irect 
from  the  p r ie s t

H enry T urrish , who w as w ith W irth  
Cook of D uluth a t  the  Grand Pacific 
hotel in Chicago in  May. 1909, a t  the 
tim e Edw ard H ines happened along 
and 'd iscussed  the  tariff, tb e  senato rial 
deadlock and o ther m a tte rs , failed to 
corroborate  s ta tem en ts  m ade by Mr. 
Cook on the  w itness  stand  w ith refer­
ence to th a t conversation.

Mr. T urrlsb  said he knew  the  nam e 
of S enato r Lorim er w as m entioned by 
Mr. H ines, but he did not rem em ber 
w hether or no t Mr. H ines had p re­
d icted  bis election.

H erm an H ettle r  repea ted  the 
story  he tolcr before th e  Helm com­
m ittee to  the  efec t th a t Mr. H ines 
rem arked to  him  a t the  Union League 
club in Chicago tb e  day of S enator 
Lorlm er's  election th a t be personally 
had been responsib le for tbe  accom- 
plishm enL Mr., H e ttle r  quoted Mr.

21 ARE KILLED IN MINE BLAST.

D isaster O ccurs in S haft a t Sykesville,
Pa.—Cause May N ever Be Known.
Dubois, Pa.—Tw enty-one men w ere 

killed by an explosion in Cas­
cade Coal & Coke com pany’s mine 
a t  Sykesville. They w ere trapped  in 
a "heading’’ a  mile and a half from  tbe 
foot of th e  shaft. T h a t some of them  
died a  slow and tortuous dea th  from 
suffocation a fte r  escaping  inet^int 
dea th  in the m ysterious b la st w as ap­
paren t to rescuers from the d istorted  
fea tu res  of tbe victim s.

This Is w here tbe explo­
sion occurred, and all of th e  ^  men 
w ere killed by the explosion or died 
as tbe  re su lt of inhaling  tbe  deadly 
afterdam p.

T he discovery is  regard­
ed a s  unusual, since never befoire has 
th e  skele ton  of an  ex tinc t m em ber a t  
th e  horse fam ily been found so fa r  
north  as th is  s tate .

\ F a th e r  L. J. E vers, pasto r of SL An­
drew ’s church , w ho form erly  w as an 
In s tru c to r In zoology and geology in 
N otre Dame un iversity , in  Indiana. 
Identified the  bones, fitted .them  to ­
g e th e r and proved they belonged to 
th e  fram ew ork of a  h lppaiion  which 
roam ed M anhattan  Island long before 
th e  day of man.

W hen th e  skull had been fitted to* 
gether i t  w as seen  th a t the  anim al bad 
tw o full se ts  of teeth . One se t w as at 
th e  m outh openlng^'m ade up of sharp 
Incisors, w hich the  modern horse 
does not have, and  the  o th e r ee t w as 
fa r th e r  back In the  moUth, consist­
ing of m ore th a n  tw enty-tw o big. flat 
m olars In each jaw ; In th e  fro n t se t 
th e re  a re  about nine te6th to  each Jaw, 
upper and lower. Betw'een th e  two 
se ts  Is an open space In th e  m outh, 
abou t five Inches long. T h e  skull, from  
lips to  crown, m easures 23 Inches, 
w hereas th e  average length  of the 
head of a  m odem  horse Is five Inches 
longer. T he tee th  and  body fram e­
w ork of th e  skull w ere alm ost perfec t­
ly preserved, and  th e  jaw s fitted to ­
gether to  a  nicety.'

“I don’t  th ink  th e re  is any doubt 
those bones belonged to  a  h lppa iion ,” 
said F a th e r Evers, “I w ouldn’t say 
th a t If I had no t been, before I en­
te red  th e  priesthood, a  s tuden t and 
teacher ,Qf geology. The discovery 
really  is  im portan t, because th e  hlp- 
parlon, the  great-granddaddy of all 
horses, never has been u nearthed  so 
fa r  n o rth  before. U sually  i ts  bones 
have been found i n  ^ e  upper m iocene 
rocks of N orth Am erica, In th e  south­
e rn  p a r t of the  U nited  S ta tes, and in 
the  pliocene deposits of no rthe rn  Afri­
ca, A sia and E urope.”

T he work is an en tirely  new depart- ' 
u re  in the  s ta te , and  it  is hoped tha t 
th e  commissiofler’s effort will be met 
w ith  results. H ere is the le tte r  as sen t 
ou t:

**It is the desire of th is departm ent to 
bave a  concerted, uniform  effort on the 
p a r t of all officials made so by the fire 
m arshal law to clean up our sta te  and to 
accom plish th is  we have set apart 
T uesday, Ju ly  25, to be designated as 

^  “ Clean up d ay .”

T he 
g rea t troub le  is  th a t m ost bulls a re  
handled too little , being confined con­
tinuously  fo r long periods In sm all 
da rk  and  o ften  filthy quarte rs . An 
a tten d an t should m ove quietly  around 
th e  bull; )shoutlng. loud ta lk ing  and 
quick moyes excite  th e  bull of ne r­
vous tem peram ent.

W hile som e ob ject to  th e  staff, still 
we believe It should alw ays be used

S tubbornness, a  pro­
pensity  som etim es a ttr ib u ted  to  the  
gas engine, is  an  ind ica tion  th a t I t la 
one  of th e  m ost hum an of m achines. 
It m igh t be added th a t  th is  s tubborn­
ness Is n o t due to any inn a te  per­
verseness on th e  p a r t of th e  engine, 
b u t ra th e r  a  lack  of acquain tance and 
consideration  on th e  p a r t of the  oper­
ator. No m ach ine w ill respbod m ore 
read ily  to  carefu l tre a tm e n t and a 
thoughtful consideration  of I ts  pe­
culiarities. •

F a ilu re  to  supply cool-i 
ing  w ate r o r see th a t the  fan  is run­
n ing  properly m ight cause serious r ^  
su its  from  overheating  and conse­
quently  burn ing  th e  lubrica ting  oil o r 
causing  s tra in  from  undue expansion 
of th e  parts  from  heat.

The valves w ill a lso  requ ire  some 
a tten tion . W hen th e  engine Is sent 
from  -the fac to ry  they a r e  ad justed  to  
open and close h t the  p roper points in 
the  stroke, which should be quite 
carefu lly  done. Should the  engine fall 
to  de liver Us full paw er the  tim ing  of 
the  valves m ay be looked to  as  one 
cause of. failure, info rm ation  as  to  
th e  proper tim ing can be bad by ref­
erence  to  the  com pany's book of In­
structions w hich accom panies th e  en­
gine o r by consuItaUoD w ith tb e  agen t 
o r  com pany direct. T be valves may 
also  becom e w orn o r p itted  w ith th e  
hea t BO th a t In tim e they  V lll not 
sen t properly. A valve properly  sea t­
ed w ill show a  b righ t su rface en tire ly  
around  its  circum ference. In  case  
they  a re  worn o r  p itted  I t wIR be nec- 
eesary  to  have them  regronnd to  fit.

T b e  fit of tb e  connecting rod upon 
th e  piston  pin and cran k  p in  also 
should b e  n o t ^  occasionally. Loose­
n e ss  can  be detected  a t  e i th e r  place 
by  shaking  o r moving th e  fly w heel 
sligh tly  and bolding Xho finger a t  once 
upon th e  connecting rod and piston  o r  
crank . In  tak ing  up th e  w ear a t  these  
points be su re  th e re  Is a  sufficient 
th ickness  of “lin e rs '' betw een the  
fporta  to  prevent, clam ping upon the  
p ins w hen tb e  n u ts  a re  draw n tight. 
Lock n u ts  o r  som e o th e r m eans 
should be used  to  p reven t th e se  nu ts  
w orking loose.

T he cran k  sh a f t bearings should al­
so be  k ep t closely ad justed , b u t no t 
so ligh t as  to  p reven t a  film o f oil 
form ing around-4be ab a ft fo r lubrica­
tion . T he sam e suggestions fo r ad ­
ju s tin g  would apply to  th e se  bearings 
as  to  tb e  connecting rod.

K eep o th e r moving p arts  on A  en­
gine w ell lub ricated  and Inspect the  
e n t ire 'm a c h in e  occasionally  to  see 
th a t  there*are no  loose n u ts  o r parts.

Use a heavy silk 
w ire drapped w ith narrow  ribbon for 
the  foundation, to which the  veil may 
be sew ed and fastened w-iih long pins 
on the  head. T he veil may be draw n 
around over the  face, ati.1 the  folds 
sim ply parted  and throw n back after 
the m arriage has been aoleimnized.
