Prepare to Fight Increase in Tax.
U nusual efforts a re  being m ade by 

ce rta in  coun ties th is  yea r to  th w art 
any  Increase in  th e ir  percen tage  of 
s ta te  taxes by tb e  s ta te  board  of 
equalization. About tw en ty  agricul­
tu ra l coun ties have banded to ge ther to  
dem and an  Increase In th e  equalized 
value of o th e r counties, and  to  pre^ 
ven t any  Increase In th e ir  own equali­
zation. T here a re  indications th a t 
these  counties a re  p reparing  to en te r 
a  coalition w ith  W ayne, th e  big coun­
ty  of tb e  s ta te , fo r offensive and de­
fensive purposes. T he *clan of coun­
ties has form ulated  a  dem and on tb'e 
s ta te  tax  com m ission fo r tb e  valuation 
figures of th e  several counties of the  
s ta te  w hich the  com m ission has pre­
pared  fo r th e  Inform ation of tb e  s ta te  
board of equalization.

E leven of these  counties sen t rep­
resen ta tive s  to  a secre't session  In

the  com mon li ttle  d isease p rom oter is 
still very  m uch in  ev idence about De­
tro it. I t Is "Y case of a  new  broom 
w hich Is nojt sw eeping scrupulously 
clean.

N early  evc^y hotel In th e  city  has 
a  g lass o r porcelain cup under Its  Ice 
w ate r ta n k  and in no cases have they  
been replacOd w ith  san ita ry  “bub­
b le rs.” M ost; lunch coun ters provide 
enough glasses, so th a t each one need 
be used b u t once before being  w ashed.

A t th e  Michigan, C entral depot four 
cups still rem ain  in th e  w aiting  rooms, 
w hile a t  th e . U nion depot they  have 
been supplairted by a  vend ing  m a­
chine, which se lls  an  individual paper 
cup fo r one <^nt.

The cup Is seldom  seen now on ca rs 
of ra ilroads opera ting  In th e  s ta te , but 
tb e  roads have not ye t solved the  
drinking  problem  to  th e ir  satisfaction .

D alrrin g  1» suppofledlj ca rried  on 
fo r  the  purpose of securing  a  profit. 
T b e  fundam eQtal e lem ent ac ting  as 
th e  Incentive to r  any business Is the  
r e tu rn s  fo r th e  m oney invested. Too 
m any  fa rm ers  do n o t look on th e ir  
occupation  a s  a  business. T hey con­
s id e r  i t  only a s  a  m eans to  ea rn  a 
livelihood and m any a re  too content 
w ith  th is  s ta te  of affairs.

A ny phase of ag ricu ltu re  la a  busi­
n ess  and should be considered  so by 
th e  ipan  en tering  into i t . '  T he  m an 
occupied  In th e  sa le  of w ares con­
s id e rs  very  carefully , if  he  be  a  
spccessfu l m erchan t, each  fac to r 
'  hlch w ill influence h is  profits or his

>sses. H e sees th a t  every  a rtic le  sold 
n e ts  him  a  profit. If som e p articu lar 
line  is losing him  m oney o r  fails  to  
m ake as  high a  iWte of profit as he 
fee ls  he should h a v e ,: be disposes of 
th a t  line.

T he f a n n e r  ow ning da iry  cows 
should  and  if he is successful,
conduc t h is  b u ^ n e ss  In a  w ay sim i­
la r  to  the  m ^ ^ h a n t . H e should see 
th a t  e ach  individual m akes him  a 
very  profitable re tu rn  fo r  th e  m oney 
invested. Too m any M ichigan farm ­
e rs  a re  ac tually  losing  m oney In th e  
an im als n o t producing  enough m ilk 
to  pay fo r th e  feed given, them . Is 
th is  good business?

T he da iry  fa rm er should know  ex­
ac tly  th e  re tu rn s  In  do llars  and  cents 
of each cow in  h is  herd . H e should 
know  th e  production  o f m ilk and  fa t 
from  each a n im a l I t  requ ires no

g rea t expend itu re and  th e  ecpipm ent 
is n o t a t  a ll com plex. T he above illus­
tra tio n s  show in  d eta il every th ing  
tha>' Is n e c e ssa ry .' One m ust have a 
se t of sp ring  balances and  a milk 
sh ee t to  record  th e  m ilk  produced 
a t  th e  m orn ing 's  and  n ig h t’s m ilking 
th roughou t th e  m onth . A Babcock 
te s tin g  ou tfit is also n e c e s s a ^ .  in  or­
der th a t th e  m ilk  from  each cow may 
be te sted  fo r b u tte rfa t. T hen know ­
ing  th e  m ilk production and th e  rich ­
ness, the  am ount of fa t  for th e  m onth 
and u ltim ately  fo r th e  yea r can  be 
com puted, Then b r  an  estim ation  of 
the  feed  given th e  cow, h e r  n e t profit 
o r loss can  be easily  determ ined.

T he estim ated  production  of cows 
a re  very  deceiving. A cow m ay have 
produced very  heavily  fo r a  p a r t of 
th e  year. She m ay have produced 
a  la rge  quan tity  o f very  poor m ilk 
,or a  sm aller quan tity  of rich milk. 
T hese  and m any m ore fac to rs  tend 
to deceive th e  ow ners. The only ac­
cu ra te  and su re  m ethod is to  keep a 
record  as  described, • th e n  if anim als 
a re  found to be m ak ing  good re tu rn s  
they  should be k ep t and  bred  to  pure­
b red  dairy  sires ahd  th e  re su lting  fe­
m ale progeny should he k ep t when 
m a tu re  as  m ilch cows. The unprofit­
ab le  o r  low profit paying  anim als 
should be sold a s  soon as they  could 
be placed upon th e  m arket. This 
m eans good business-dairy ing  and in 
th e  course of a  very  f e w ^ e a r s  w ill 
re su lt in th e  p ro d u e ti^ r  of 
profitable herd.

In  sections w here th e  H essian  F ly 
h as  done little  o r no dam age to  previ­
ous crops i t  is b es t to  seed fairly  
ea rly  so th a t th a  young w heat p lan ts  
w ill m ake a  vigorous grow th and be­
come quite baedy before the  w in te r 
se ts  in. A good 'tim e to  seed Is from  
the  10th to  the  20th of Septem ber. 
If the  ‘‘fly’* is bad som ew hat la te r  
seeding  (th e  first tw o w eeks in Octo­
ber) is preferable, as  the  adult in ­
sec ts  w ill lay m ost of th e ir  eggs h it  
th e  ea rly  seeded w heat. In  som e sec­
tions th e  “fly" h as  done considerable 
dam age to the  crop ju s t harvested  and 
is  liable to  be w orse n ex t year. This 
in sec t should be carefu lly  w atched by 
w heat grow ers during  The n ex t few 
years.

Wheat growers should by all means 
get the h ast seed w heat obtainable. 
There la  much difference In varieties. 
Usually the red or harder w heats w ill 
weigh more per bushel, make a better 
flour and bring a  little more on the  
map’ket than the white or softer 
wbjsats. The wMte wheats, however, 
frequently yield better, especially on 
low lands and during moist seasons. 
The Sheppard’s Perfection. Buds Pest, 
Century and Nigger are good wheats 
o f the first olato, w hile th e Early 
Windsor, American Banner and Ply­
mouth Rock are some of th e better 
white wheats.

A careful appficatlon of the above

W ork on Iw hat is  in tended to  be 
the  la rg est apd  finest m ilita ry  prison 
in th e  w orld—an in s titu tion  w hich the  
w ar d ep a rtm en t p lans to  m ake a 
model fo r all fu fu rc penal es tab lish ­
m ents—has been begun here, to  re­
p lace th e  prison  built iu 1877. The 
cost of the  new prison Is estim ated  at 
only $643,000, but the  com pleted 
s tru c tu re  will be the  equal of $3,000,- 
000 buildings e rec ted  by contract. 
This sav ing  of m ore than  $2,000,000 
will be rep resen ted  by th e  w ork done 
by convicts, the  m ateria l m anufac­
tu red  in  tb e  prison, and th e  p arts  of 
th e  old i;R‘Ison u tilized  in  the  new. 
The en tire  w ork, it is  expected, will 
be com pleted by  Jan u ary  1. 1914. By 
the ond of nex t year, how ever, a  la rge 
p a r t of th e  new  prison  will be occu­
pied.

W hen th e  new  prison  is com pleted 
It will have accom m odations fo r 2,182 
convicts, and  each ' w ill have a  la rge 
cell to  him self, fitted w ith every mod­
ern  convenience. Tbe cell houses are  
to  b% b u ilt on th e  rad ial plan, each 
tie r  of cells rad ia tin g  from  a  cen tra l 
ro tunda, from  w hich th e  w atch  offi­
ce r can, by m erely  tu rn in g  h is  head, 
see th e  e n tire  frontage.

M ilitary p risoners differ greatly  
from  convicts in  civil p en iten tiarie s  in. 
th a t m ost, of them  a re  u n d er sen tence

fo r fwhat in civil life would m erit 
mehcly d ischarge from th e ir  em ploy­
m ent. Most of the  p risoners a re  un-

I t  Is designated  officially as 
a  N ational Plrst-Ald-to-the-InJured F ield M eet, and 
I t is  to  concern itse lf prim arily  w ith "firs t aid" 
w ork and re lief w ork as  conducted In coal m ines 
w here, as  every reader knows, th e re  is m ost ur­
g en t need fo r such hum anitarian  m easures owing 
to  th e  frfghtful d isas te rs  which occur all too fre­
quently  iif dur coal mines, due to  explosions, fires, 
and  cave-ins of rock and earth . T he field m eet 
w ill be held at* a  p lace known as ^ r s e n a l  P ark  
n ea r P ittsbu rg , Pa. This site  has been chosen 
because i t  w ill be convenient of access foa the 
m iners and m ine rescue w orkers who ^111 com­
p e te  In th e  contests, and because, furtherm ore, 
th e  U nited S ta tes  governm ent has a t  th is  place 
an  experim en tal s ta tion  w ith all th e  facilities and

of the  past few years. Thus the  Red Cross offi­
cials have had brought home to them  the  need 

^ o f  doing every th ing  possible to  save lives in 
m ines and to  reduce the  num ber and seriousness 
o f  m ine accidents. And anyw ay th e  Red Cross 
h a i  becom e deeply in te res ted  of la te  yea rs  in 
flrst-ald-to-the-injured w ork of all k inds.—so m u c h '

in  an em ergency and 
how to do It, has been 
th a t a  considerable pro­
portion of the under- 
gi^ound w orkers are  
coming to  have som e 
know ledge of w hat to 
do to relieve the  suf­
fering  of one ano ther 
Inj tim e of acciden t 
w pen doctors and  nur­
ses  a re  n o t a t  hand.

and ladder races and hose laying contests, a sec­
ond or tw o may m ark, the  difference betw een vic­
to ry  and defeat.

The "first aid" tou rnam en t is going to have 
som e very reallfetlc featu res. For. one th ing  the re  
w in be provided a  "m ake believe" coal mine, 
open a t  one f;ide to the  view of the  spectato rs, 
and in th is  w ill occur on signal an explosion ju s t 

-like  th a t which occurs in -a  real m ine excep t th a t 
th e re  will be no ac tual loss of life. H owever, 
men will be apparen tly  in ju red  by the  shock and 
overcom e by th e  fum es and w ill fall in supposedly 
perilous positions from which they w l i r b e  res­
cued by "first aid" men w orking in double quick 
tim e Just as they would do under th e  s tress  of 
a  genuine d isaste r. The.se rescue w orkers will 
be called upon to  Im provise s tre tch ers  from  tho lr 
ja ck e ts  and ralne d rills ; to hurried ly  bring  to the 
scene mine hospita l cars^ and do the  o ther things 
they would do in tim e of serious trouble. Of 
course, all th e ir  operations will have to  be, carried  
on by m eans of w ha t illum ination can bb gained 
from  th e  new p attern -o f elec tric  safety lam ps for 
it is out of the  question to  ca rry  into a  mine 
filled w ith explosive gases any ord inary  lan te rn  
or lam p w ith an exposed flame of any kind.

E asily  one of the  m ost in teres ting  phases of the 
con tests  w ill be the  com petitions involving the  
use of the oxygen helm ets so called. A helm et 
of th is  kind, which m ay cost as m uch as $200, 
m ay be described as an air-tight, arm or-like cov­
ering  for the  bead and shoulders which enables 
a  rescue  w orker to  p en e tra te  in to  m ines filled 
w ith noxious fum es ju s t as  a  d river’s su it enables 
its w earer to  live and w ork under w ater. The 
air-tigh t he lm et no t only exclude? the  deadly gas­
es of the  m ine b u t it  supplies its  w ea re r wfth 
necessary  flow’ of life-giving oxygen, draw n as  
needed from  m etal cy linders of com pressed oxy­
gen w orn on the  back, like a  knapsack.

Tbe overskirt to a  notoble iM tare of 
all the tmportattooa. Borne of tbe 
tuttlea hang perfectly straight and are 
fln l^ ed  off a t the bottom with f r l i^ ,  
Bands of W b r o t^ r y  or other trim­
ming. A tendency to draping, how­
ever, la noted, particularly when the 
overskirt le of some diaphanous'mate­
rial, and the drapings are usually 
caught together with ornaments, lace 
mqUfs, OT^ bunches of powers.

alogy of tbe armadillo, probably the 
ssost tmlqiie animal In ‘Peesa. Tbis 
tittle creature represents s  migrating 
speciw  which has In large numbers 
crossed tbe frontier of Texas from 
Mexico and qow' inhabits the greater 
portion of the southern half of the 

. state.
This point of special interest in the 

biology of the armadillo l i e s  in Its pe­
culiar method of development. Drs. 
Newman and Patterson hgve found 
out that the Texas armadillo nonnally  
gives birth to four young and that 
the ladivlduals of any glvoo Utter are 
invariably of the sam e sex; thaL.ls, 
they are either all males or all fe- 
su ia a , never mixed.

Two further rings!are screwed Into 
tbe upper edge of the rack, by which 
H may be suspended, from nails in the 
wall. Wheh completed, it mSy either 
be painted or etainfd and the whole 
cost of making It Will not amount in 
more than threepence or fourpenci-.

A useful rack for pipes can be made 
in exactly tbe same manner, and 
stained a nice daiic oak. and with 
brass rings it w ill look by no means 
unomamental.
