Favors Farm for Advanced Cases 
of tuberculosis.

STEEL CAGES FOR OTHERS

S ta te  Offlcisls a t  Jackson  M ust Soivs
th e  Question of D isease—W arden 

Simpeon W ould Rebeaee Prie- 
o n e ra

Lansing.—T he question of tubercb- 
losis in  Jackson  prison is one which 
the  s ta te  officials m ust m eet and solve 
in  the nea r fu ture. ' Jackson  
prison , like every  o ther institu ­
tion of its  kind, Is a hot-bed for 
the  d isease, and w hen the  v ictim  has 
th e  plague In a  very  advanced form  
th e re  is li ttle  hope for Mm unless re­
leased  by the  board o f pardons and 
perm itted  to seek  a  d ifferent clim ate 
o r  e n te r  som e hosp ita l fo r trea tm en t. 
T he prison has absolu tely  no facili­
ties for successfully  com batting the  
dread  malady.
' T he policy of W arden Bimpson has 
alw ays been, w hen th e  prison  phy­
sician m ade rep o rt o tP  tuberculosis 
in  positive form, to  ta k e  up the  
m a tte r  w ith  the  propex; officials and 
to  do every th ing  possible to  secure 
the  re le a se  of th e  prisoner. This 
is necessary  In o rd er to give the  
p risoner every chance possible to 
m ake a  recovery a t  w ell as  to  pre­
ven t the  fu rth e r sp read  of the  dis­
ease in  the  Institu tion . F resh  a ir  
Is one th ing  needed in com batting  
the  d isease and  th is  is  lacking  in 
an in s titu tion  w here m ore than  700 
men a re  confined. W hile the  board 
has been very liberal in dealing 
w ith  p risoners affected w ith t h e ' d is­
ease, no action  has been taken, 
tak in g  fo r Its object the  caring  of 
those who a re  in  the  first s tages of 
the  disease.

"I bellttre th a t the  proper m ethod 
of ca ring  for th e se  cases would be 
the estab lishm en t of a  farm , or col­
ony, by th e  s ta te , having  i t  so lo­
ca ted  th a t inm ates from  th e  penal 
Institu tions of the  s ta te  could be sen t 
th e re  for trea tm en t,"  says W arden 
Simpson.

An expend itu re  of |2.000 would, 
Mr. Bimpson believes, provide facili­
ties in  th e  prison for the  care of 
tuberculosis pa tien ts. T he w arden 
favors building a s tee l cage on the  
east aide of th e  hospital, th e  cage 
to extend out from  the  building. The 
edditlonr could be so bu ilt a s  to  be 
used  In caring  for contagious dis­
eases.

F lin t Is F irs t to  Be Inspected.
F lin t Is to  be th e  first -city in Mich­

igan to  be inspected  in connection 
w ith a cam paign fo r fire prevention 
th a t w ill soon he begun by the  Mich­
igan S ta te  F ire  P reven tion  associa­
tion, w hich was organized recently . 
The inspection of a ll property  w ith­
in th e  lim its of the  city  of F lin t will 
take  p lace som e tim e in  th e  second 
w eek of Septem ber. T he exact da te  
has n o t y e t been nam ed.

E v e re tt J . Hlck$ o{ ^ t r o i t ,  s ta te  
agent for the  New York U nderw riters’ 
agency, who has been given the  su­
pervision of the  inspection of i>ro> 
erty  in F lin t, h as  been here  th is  w eek 
m aking arrangem en ts  fo r the Inspec­
tion. He has arranged  for hotel ac- 
com m odatione and w ith  J. Sheridan 
and J . W. Beck of D etroit, who have 
been nam ed as his subordinates, be 
will com e here a  few days in  advance 
of the  Inspeotlon and m ake arrange^ 
m ents for a thorough investigation  of 
all property.

M anchester, N. Y., Aug. 26.—Tw en­
ty-nine persons w ere killed and seven­
ty-four in ju red  w hen an  east-bound Le­
high Valley tra in  of 12 coaches, draw n 
by tw o engines, so filled w ith  ve te ran s  
re tu rn in g  from  the  G. A. R. national 
encam pm ent a t  R ochester th a t every  
sea t w as occupied and th e  aisles 
crow ded, p lunged th rough  a  tre s tle  
over an  o u tle t to  C anandaigua lake, 
nea r th is  tow n, and tum bled  40 feet 
in to  th e  w ater.

T he d isas te r  was- due to  spreading  
rails. T he locom otives and th e  bag­
gage c a r  had  passed  o v e r the: tre s tle  
when the  tra ck s  gave way. A dining 
ca r filled w ith passengers  a t  luncheoh 
was th e  first to  plunge headlong in to  
the  w ate r. Two coaches follotved, one 
s tand ing  on end in  th e  w ate r w ith 
all Us pqssengera burled  in to  a heap, 
which com pletely filled tw o-thirds of 
the  ca r, crush ing  and  m aim ing all 
who w ere underneath .

V eteran Saves Many.

ex to rt, thu s  forcing  a ll prices bn the  
m arke t upw ard. Some have even gone f 
so fa r  as  to  disguise th e ir  em ployes I 

farm ers  and have them  ta k e  th e ir  
places in  th e  m arket w ith w hat w ere 
supposed to  be farm  w agons w ith  
fresh  produce. It developed th a t m id­
dlem en contro l the  prices of four-fifths 
o f th e  produce handled on th e  Indian­
apolis m arket and th a t they  have ad­
vanced the  prices to  su it them selves.

C om parisons m ade betw een the 
prices of a few fa rm ers  not' taken  in 
by th e  m iddlem en w ith the  p rices fixed 
a t th e  m ark e t s tan d s  show th a t the 
fa rm ers  have been and are  selling food 
stuff a t an  average of le ss  than  one- 
half t^ e  am ount fixed by the  middle­
m en. Tom atoes, apples, po ta toes and 
o th e r s tap les  have been sold 50 per 
cent, low er by th e  fa rm ers  than  by the 
m ark e t s tand  p roprie to rs In Apit® 
the  c ity ’s regulations.

T he city  governm ent hopes to  get 
a t  the  bottom  of th e  situa tion  soon 
and  to  de'vlse m eans by w hich th e  mid­
dlem en w ill no t be ab le  to  grab  tbe  
farm  products and  force th e  people to  
pay  th e ir  prices.

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New Lot of Postage Stamps
I t  is announced th a t P ostm aster G en­

era! H itchcock is soon going  to have 
a  whole new set <4 stam ps on the  m ar­
k e t so th a t th a  stam p oollector may add 
a  whole row of new ones in  h is  album, 
and add a  fu rth e r stam p th a t heretofore 
h as  n o t been included in  the  list p u t out 
in  th is  coun try—a reg istry  stam p. In 
th e  whole issue the postm aster general 
has taken  a  keen in teres t and h e  hopes 
to  win the  public approval for his de­
signs.

T he new reg istry  stam p w ill be about 
the  size of the  ord inary  postage stam p 
the  fram e being a  rectangle a t  one end 
and w ith an inner circle enclosing an 
eagle with outstre tched wings, perched 
upon a  rock. Above the  circle a re  the 
words “ U nited  S ta tes R eg istry ’* and 
below i t  the denom ination of the  stamp 
in  double num erals. So far the  color 
h as  not been decided on, a lthough i t  is 
though t it will be a  b rig h t red, the 
characteristic  color of the reg istry  ser­
vice. T he new stam p will be ready for 
sale in  the fall, and i t  is to  be attached 
to  le tte rs  and parcels for reg istry . F o r 
those who m ay w onder w hat is now 
done for. reg istering  le tte rs, etc ., in  the 
absence of a  regu lar reg istry  stam p, it 
m ay be said th a t an ord inary  postage 
stam p is  procured of the denom ination 
required for reg istry , in addition  to  the 
regu lar postage.

'  Besides the  whole new set of stam ps 
for ord inary  postal use, there is coming 
a  new postal card fo r use in  foreign cor­
respondence. .This is going  to be one

The Grand River Road.
W ith  the com pletion and opening up 

lo r travel of (£e three m ile stretch  of 
road on G rand R iver in tervening  be­
tw een the co^Icrete road previously 
bu ilt by Road Commissioners H ines, 
M urdoch and H aggerty , and the  n ine- 
foot concrete road bu ilt by Redford 
tow nship, the passing  of the  la s t of the 
old plank toll roads in  W ayne county is 
heralded.

G rand R iver road was laid out by 
Congress in 1832 and la te r  on a  fifty 
year franchise was g ran ted  to  some of 
the  leading citizens of th a t period to 
make it a  toll road. The first method 
followed in its im provem ent consisted 
o f im bedding solid tree trunks  i s  the 
road bed, b u t i t  was soon abandoned in 
favor of the p lank road. T he county 
road commission removed cords of these 
old oak and w alnut p la n k  and logs du r­
in g  the  process of construction, some of 
them  in a  rem arkably  good s ta te  of 
preservation.

T he work of concreting was started  
Ju n e  22pd and finished A ug. 16th. Five 
re-inforced concrete cu lverts were also 
b u ilt and steady and rap id  progress was 
m ade. This road opens up  a  splendid 
te rrito ry  for business and to u r in g  p u r­
poses. B arring  the  one-half mile un ­
paved in th e  oity  of D etro it, the re  is  a  
oontiiiuous good road to  Redford twelve 
m iles from the  C ity HaU in  D etro it. 
T h e  v illage of R edfbrd  is  graveling  its  
9fA in  s tree t and  doing  some rep a ir  w oi^ 
beyobd. In  O akland o o u n ^  beyond the  
J f v y n e  county  line th e  road  h as  previ- 
oosly  been graveled and  is  in  fa ir  con ­
d ition . G rand R iver R oad w ill be con­
cre ted  to  th e  W ayne o o u n ^  line next 
y ea r.

■ H ER E do all th e  sponges 
come from ? W e see 
them  every  day, and 
w hile everyone knows 
th a t they  a re  products of 
the  sea, few know  how 

they  a re  gathered  and how lim ited are  th e  fish­
ing  d is tr ic ts  w here they  a re  caught. To m ost 
people fam iliar only w ith  the  sponges of the  
shops, the  an im al a s  It com es from  th e  sea 
would be ra th e r  unrecognisable. W hen brought 
to  th e  su rface  they a re  b lack  and  slim y. The 
sponge of th e  m arket Is m erely the  Skeleton— 
the  supporting  fram ew ork—w hich gives
s tren g th  and  form  to  th e  soft gelatinous tis ­
sues of th e  living anim al.

Sponges are  know n to 
th e  genera l public al­
m ost solely for the ir 
u se  In the  to ilet—one of 
th e ir  m inor applications.
T hey a re  vastly  m ore 
valuable. In the a rts . To 
th e  surgeon the  sponge 
is  Invaluable, alm ost, as 
a  life-saver In tak in g  up 
blood and checking hem ­
o rrh ag e ; w hile the  doc­
to r  form erly prescribed 
b u rn t sponge for glandif- 
la r  sw ellings, now adays 
Iodine and bromine, 
w hich  a re  the  chem ical 
an d  usefu l constituen ts, 
a re  used alone. In  mai?y 
tra d es  they are  practic­
a lly  indispensable, and

T h a t It Is taken  In tavough th e  canal 
systea^  and  th a t It m ust be In a  finely divided 
s ta te  Is p ractica lly  certain , bu,t of w ha t I t consists 
la n o t known. They appear to  have b u t few 
na tu ra l enem ies.

Fully 4U0 people 
packed Into 30 feet__q£. narro'w stair­
way. Rescuers, endeavoring to reach 
the screaming unfortunates from the 
street were unable to drag them evut 
of the tangle of limbs and bodies. 
Speedily a r<*3Cuo brigade was formed 
from ihe tear and «lead and ' dying 
were carried back through the theater 
and out by an alley 'vay.

OF BEAN FlELPS AFTER HARVEST

Weather Conditions Are Vital Factor in Harvest— Pr(^r Care 
of Land After Harvest Is Most Imnortant

T he pea  jbean h as  becom e one of 
M ichigan’s m ost valuable jirodacts.

T b e  usual plan followed in  juslng 
th is  m ach ine  la to  rak e  tw o row s, as 
le f t by  th e  puller, in to  one, and  on 
th e  re tu rn  tr ip  tw o o th e rs  a re  raked  
on top  of these , m aking a  w indrow  
contain ing  eigh t bean  row s. T here 
w ill alw ays be a  few  s tragg ling  vines 
le f t by th e  pu ller and  rak e  w hich can 
b;e gathered  While th e  w indrow  is  be­
ing  bunched by hand- If  th e  fields 
a re  la rg e  and labor is scarce, vines 
th a t  a re  m issed can be le f t w ithout 
m uch  loss above the  cost of ga thering  
them .| T he delr- occasioned by gath ­
ering! all loose ^'UM often  re su lts  in 
dam age to  th e  •̂ hole crop  from  bad 
w eattie r la te r  in  the  harvest.

A genera l plan w hich h as  w orked  
w ell in  m any bean  regions Is to  run  
th e  pu ller and  side rake  in^ tb e  m om - 
fng w hile dew  m akes th e  v ines tough, 
leaving  tb e  band w ork, such  as  bunch­
ing. to  be  done la te r  In  tb e  day. T his 
rou tine  can  be  followed un til th e  first

heaps palled  a re  cu red  and  rfeady to  
be draw n, then  th e se  should b e  stored, 
a s  rap id ly  a s  possible.

In  case ra in  w ets this bunches 
th rough  they  w ill n ee d  tt t  b e  tu rn ed  
in  o rder to  ge t th e  soaked pods off 
th e  ground and also  ito ; leave th e  
bunches loose to  allow  fiiee circula­
tion  of a ir, w hich Insures rapid  dry­
ing. If had  w ea th er con tinues the  
tu rn in g  w ill have to  b e  done evecy 
day  to  p reven t m ildew  and  co n tac t 
w ith  w et e a rth  from  rottlnjg th e  pods 
and discoloring thd  b e a n s .: I t  is  pos­
sib le to  save a  crop w ith  .sm all loss 
from  d iscoloration  even tinder bad  
w ea th er conditions If th e  'tu rn ing  is  
pursued  continuously.

After Viarvestlngi
A fter harvesting  a  crop of Beans 

h as  been  rratiovod from  th e  land  th e  
soil is  usually  In  a  loose, open eondU 
tion  a s  le f t by  th e  cu ltiva to rs  and  
puller. If  n o t used  la  th e  fall fo r 
som e o th e r crop, such a s  whieat o r  rye. 
th e se  upper la y e rs : of soil w ill suffer 
considerable dam age from  leaching  
d u ring  th e  fall ra in s  an d  sp rin g  fre sh ­
e t. T h is is  due to  th e  fac t th a t the  
w orking  of th e  soil w hile th e  crop la 
being  cu ltiva ted  and pullod leaves 
m uch read ily  soluble p la n t food n ea r 
th e  su rface, w here  I t can he^ dissolved 
and w ashed aw ay by every  ra in .

In  case th e  beans a re  h arvested  la te , 
o r fo r o th e r reasons, i t  la n o t desirab le  
to  sow w hea t o r  rye, a  ve ry  Hght seed­
ing  o f oa ts  m ay be used. T hese  w ill 
m ake considerable gro'wths befo re 
k illed  by  fro s t and  th e  roo ts w ill hold 
th e  su rface soil enojugh to  p r#ven t loss 
from  leaclilng  and jArashing. T he tops 
w ill be k illed  and  becom e packed 
down on th e  su rfac^  before sp ring , b u t 
if tb e  seeding is n o t m ore th a n  th ree  
pecks o r  a  bushel j th e re  w ill n o t be 
enough m a te r i a l  <̂ n th e  su rface to  
p rev en t th e  land bblng fit te i^ fo r oa ts  
in  th e  nsual w ay W ithout plowing.
