A t I I  o 'clock the  ca rs 
le ft Pon tiac fo r th e  s ta te  fa ir  
grounds, w hich w as reached 40 min- 
wtos later.; A batallion  of th e  F irs t 
regim ent, M. N. G., form ed a  double 
line from  :the W oodward avenue en ­
tran ce  o f ' th e  fa ir grounds to  tbe 
grove, and ' th e  presiden t rode be­
tw een these  ran k s  to th e  band stand, 
w here be delivered h is  add ress of the  
day  and form ally opened tb e  fair. 
F ive thonsand  people w ere able to  
ob ta in  sC a^  in  the  grove.

S tolypin’s w ounds w ere firs t re-* 
garded as  m ortal, b u t physicians wbo 
a ttended  h im  a re  hopeful th a t he  will 
recover. T hey  decided n o t to  oper­
ate .

T be m an  w ho fired th e  sho ts i t  a  
law yer nam ed Bogrof. H e w as s it­
ting  d irectly  behind  th e  p rem ier and 
bo th  bullets  took  effect.

W ild: ex c item en t followed th e  fir-, 
Ing. W ith  th e  firs t sh o t th e  czar 
dropped o u t of s igh t and  as a  score 
of sec re t ag en ts  rushed  to  h is  box 
with d raw n revolvers th e  cry  w ^ht 
up th a t  tb e  em p ero r had been killed. 
In  th e  im m ediate v ic in ity  of tb e  
p rem ier, how ever, i t  w as seen  a t  
once who th e  v ictim  had  been. W hile 
tb o e ^ 'n e a re s t.h im  supported  him , a t­
tem pted  to  aid  him  and  called for 
physicians, o the rs  seized Bogrof. H e 
w as nea rly  to rn  to  pieces by th e  mob 
before rescued by  th e  police.

T he czar w as hurr.ied o u t of the  
th e a te r  by a  p riv a te  w ay and  Into a  
ca rriage , w hich w as d iiv en  rap id ly  
to th e  palace. T h e  audience w as 
finally qu ie ted  and before d ispersing  
sang  th e  national an them .

T he p rem ier w as rem oved to  th e  
palace.

o rder and m ade him  th e  rea l au to ­
c ra t of R usia , ^with pow er exceeding 
th a t of th e  czaV h lm s^ f .

“S to lypin 's neck tie” becam e the  
synonym  fo r  th e  hangm an’s noose 
th roughou t R ussia. T ria ls  and per-; 
secutions proceeded w ith  g re a t ra ­
pidity u n d er h is  direction  and th e  
adven t e f  a  m ore radical form  of gov­
e rnm en t w as checked. H e q u a j^ le d  
frequen tly  w ith  th e  dum a and  w as 
victorious in h is  d isputes w ith  th a t 
body, ow ing to  th e  confidence of the- 
czar, w hich he enjoyed. W hen M.' 
S tolypin accepted  th e  p rem iership  he 
was perfec tly  consclouif of h is  dam!

E ffect o f Sugar B ruat and Tobacco 
Company Cases Described—Exec­

u tive Declares S tatute Doesn’t 
Need Amendment.

D etroit, Mich., S e p t  18.—P residen t 
T a ft reached) D etro it today on h is  tour 
of th e  w est and  w as given a h ea rty  
welcome. The city  w as thronged w llh 
v isito rs from ' th e  country  roundabout 
and w hen Mr. T a ft delivered h is  ad­
d ress a t  th e  fa ir  grounds he w as beard  
and  w arm ly applauded by a  v ^ t  audi­
ence.

P res iden t T a ft said  In p art:
"My Fellow 'C ltixens: I propose to  

ta k e  up th e  ’question  which h as  occu­
pied th e  a tten tio n  of the  A m erican 
people fo r now 20 years, t^rst of in­
d ustria l cdm blnatlons' know n as 
‘tru s ts .’ D uring th e  la s t yea r we have 
had  tw o g rea t decisions by th e  Su­
prem e C ourt of the  U nited S tates.

“P ersons who do not understand  th e  
effect of th e se  decisions and really  do 
n o t understand  the  law  have a  g rea t 
deal to  say  which is in tended to lead 
the  public to th e  belief th a t In some 
way o r o th e r the  S u p re m e  Court has 
em asculated  th e  s ta tu te  ana  preven ted  
its operation  a g a in s t objectionable 
and in jurious trad e  com binations and 
conspiracies. N othing js fu rth e r from 
the  tru th .

"W hen the s ta tu te  was passed In 
1S90 the  expressions used in It to  de­
fine its..-Ohject and w hat i t  w as pro­
posed the re in  to denounce as  unlawful 
w ere not new, b u t they  . w ere suffi­
ciently  broad and Indefinite to require 
judicial construction  to se ttle  th e ir  
m eaning. Congress w as dealing  w ith a 
sub jec t m a tte r  In respect to  which It 
m ay be assum ed th a t  th e  leg islators 
them selves w ere not c lea r as to  the 
exact lim itations of the m eaning of 
the  w ords in the  s ta tu te  they w'ere' 
passing. They knew  th e re  was an 
evil, in which they hoped to res tra in  
by th e  enactm en t of th is  law, and 
they  relied upon the  courts  In the ir 
construction  of the  law to hedge about 
its  operation  such restric tion  as 
would p reven t the  s ta tu te  from being 
so wide la  its  application as to  Involve 
absurd ity  and the  Im practicable. The 
ea rly  decisions under th e  law  can  not 
be said  to  have been fo rtunate. The 
decision in w hat was know n as the 
Sugar T ru s t case—the Ivnight case— 
w as really  a  re trog rade  step  and one 
w hich' seem ed to lim it m uch of the 
operation of the  sta tu te . I t encour­
aged the o rganization  of com binations 
which th e  sam e cou rt has since found 
violate the  sta tu te . The case could 
n o t be effectively p resen ted  to the 
cou rt because the record had n o t been 
properly m ade up, and th e  question 
arisin g  w ere trea ted  In th e  opinion in 
such  a  way as  to  give th e  im pression 
th a t the  operation  of th e  law* would be 
m ost res tric ted , because of the  lim its 
of federa l jurisd iction . Indeed, some 
law officers of the governm ent did not 
h e s ita te  to  say th a t u n d er .th is  deci­
sion th e re  w as little  hope of reaching 
the  evil aim ed a t through federal 
action. I t  h as  required  20 years of 
litiga tion  to  m ake the s ta tu te  clear. 
B ut now It Is d e a r.

Opinion Sweeping Enough.
"I shall not a ttem p t to  give I t a 

close, lawyer-llke In te rp re ta tion , b u t I 
th ink  It J s  n o t dep a rtin g  from  the  
dec lara tion  of th e  cou rt to  say  th a t 
they  find any co n trac t in  re s tra in t of 
trade , made fo r the  purpose of exclud­
ing com petition, contro lling  prices, or 

•'Of m ain ta in ing  a  monopoly, in p a r t or 
iiji whole, is con trary  to the  s ta tu te  
and is sub jec t to In junction and  indict- 
n ien t under th is  s ta tu te  In th e  federal 
courts  vchere It affects in te rs ta te  
trade.

"Now, I would like to  ask  Mr. B ry­
an  o r any  of the  o th e r publlclsta and 
ju r is ts  who have been  denouncing th is  
opinion as  th e  su rren d e r of th e  rig h ts  
of th e  people and  a  usurpation  of 
judicia l pow er to  te ll th e  public w hat 
particu la r co n trac t o r  re s tra in t of in:  ̂
td rs ta te  trad e  he  would condem n 
w hich would n o t be condem ned w ithin 
th is  defin ition  of th e  court. T he diffi­
cu lty  w ith  a l i te ra l  construc tion  o f the

'T t is tru e  th a t In one of the  d ^ l -  
s lons o f th e  S uprem e C ourt th e re  w as 
a  s ta tem e n t m ade th a t th e  te rm  Tea- 
sonable ' could n o t be Introdnced in to  
th e - 'a ta tu te  because  congress had  n o t 
ppt It th e re , b u t th e  very  sam e c o a r t  
and  the  very  sam e judge, w h^n a  case 
arose p resen ting  a  re s tra in t of .trade 
th a t  m ust b e  condem ned a s  unlaw ful 
if a  lite ra l m eaning w ere to  be given 
to  -tbe s t^ o te ,  sa id  in  so m any w ords 
th a t i t  m ost b e ' reasonab ly  c o n s ^ e d ,  
and  th a t It m o s t n o t be held to  in­
clude co n trac ts  th a t w ere  m e rtiy  inci­
den ta l re s tra in ts  o f tra d e  and were- 
n o t m ade fo r th a t  purpose.

,.Uon- w hat w as deem ed reasonab le a t  
com mon law. B ut as  o th e r cases arose 
it  found It necessary  to  m ake excep­
tions to  th e  lite ra l opera tion  of the  
w ords 're s tra in t of tra d e ,’ and  It 
so by excep ting  w hat w as m inor, o r 
Incidental, o r  ind irect, and  Includlpg 
only those cases .where tb e  chief ob­
je c t of tb e  co n trac t o r com bination 
w as th e  r e s t r a in t  In  doing so  the  
court s a id  th a t It m ust give tb e  s ta t­
u te  a  reasonable construction  and not 
one leading  to  absurd  o r  i^dlcnlous re­
su lts . In the  la s t tw o cases tb e  Court 
did n o t change the  substance  of th e  
reasoning  and scope of the  previous 
decisions, b u t only tre a te d  th e  excep­
tions previously te rm ed  ‘incidental 
and  Indirect-.* as  excluded f ro m 'th e  
operation  of th e  s ta tu te  in th e  ligh t 
of reason, f. e., in  conform ity to  -the 
evil sough t to  be reached. Now. In 
w ha t way has th is  Injured th e  public 
w eal? .W bat com binations o r  arrange­
m ents can  escape under th is  In te rp re­
ta tio n  ^ a t  any  sensible, m an would 
w ish to .'h av e  condem ned? Did the  
court n o t condem n th e  S tandard  Oil 
Company, the  fa th e r of a ll tru s ts . In 
th e  h is to ry  of which every  fo r a  of 
crim inal illegality  w as p racticed? Did 
it not, on tb e  o th e r hand, condem n the  
tobacco tru s t, of m uch la te r  orl'gio 
and fram ed under the  advice of cun­
ning  counsel fo r tb e  very  purposes of 
evading  th e  condem nation of th e  s ta t­
u te  and a t  th e  sam e tim e securing  and 
enjoying* th e  monopoly th e  fram ers of 
th e  s ta tu te  in tended to  preven t and 
punish?

"L e t m e renew  again  th e  Invitation 
to  any of the  vociferous c ritic s  of the  
decision of th e  Suprem e court to  use 
th e ir  legal Im aginations and s ta te  the 
facts  of a case n o t condem ned w ithin 
the  ru le of construction  put ujKjn tbe 
s ta tu te  by the  Suprem e court, b u t In­
cluded w ithin tlie lr construction  of it. 
w hiclw reasonable men w ould  th in k  it 
w ise o r proper to m ake crim inal."

Court Met th e  Issues.
Mr. T aft then  cited the  " d e a rly  de­

fined hope’.' of m any business men 
th a t com petition could be restra ined  
and prices controlled In a  w*ay th a t 
would be held " rea so n ab le ;” and also 
th e  often heard  question; "Suppose 
you convict those large com binations, 
w hat a re  you going to  do w ith the 
cap ital invested, th e  p lant, and th e  o r­
ganization?'-' The court, he asserted , 
has m et tbe  Issue and the queries p re ­
sented . " It has vindicated  the  m ajesty  
of th e  law, has illu stra ted  the w onder­
ful e lastic ity  and adap tab ility  of rem ­
edy b y  injunction in equity, and has 
a t  th e  sam e tim e m anifested  a due re­
gard  for the  w elfare of the  innocent 
business m en and the  com m unity a t  
large, who. in  a  ca taeb 'sm  caused  by 
the  confiscation.of such enorm ous cap­
ital as  a re  Involved In these com bina­
tions and a suspension  of the leg iti­
m ate part of th e ir  business, would be 
buried w ith them  in a com m on ruin.

“T he court has exhib ited  a  courage 
In facing the  neces.sary resu lts  In en ­
forcing tbe  s ta tu te  tha t. Instead of 
prom pting  an a tta c k  on it. o u g h r to 
m ake every  A m erican proud th a t we 
have such a  tribunal. I t Is now en­
forcing its Klecree aga in st the  S tan d ­
a rd  Oil C ortpany and  aga in st th e  To­
bacco Company, and i t  is m aking 
those g rea t com binations divide them ­
selves Into ac tually  'com peting  parts  
under such provislona In the  decree 
th a t an  in junction  shall be constan tly  
opera tive  to  p reven t by contem pt pro­
ceedings any assum ption  of th e  old 
relations of a  monopoly. I t needed 
th e se  tw o g rea t decisions to teach  tbe  
business public th a t a t  le as t n o t in 
th e  suprem e tribunal of th is  chuntry 
w’ould the  claim  be listened  to. th a t In 
th is  day and genera tion  we have pass­
ed beyond th e  posslblHty of free  com­
petition  as consisten t w H b proper bus­
iness grow th, o r  th a t  w© imve reached 
a  tim e  w hen only r e f l a t e d  monopoly 
and  the  fixing of prices by govern­
m enta l au tho rity  are, consisten t w ith 
fu tu re  progres. W e did get a long w ith  
com petition; we can  g e t along with. lt. 
W e did g e t along w ithout monopoly; 
we can  g et a long w ithou t i t ;  and the  
business m en o f ..th is coun try  m ust 
square  them selves tp  th a t necessity . 
E ith e r  th a t, o r we ffiust proceed to  
s ta te  socialism  and  vest th e  govern­
m en t w ith  pow er t o ’‘run  ev e ry  busi­
ness.

Opposed to  Amendment.
*T am  en tire ly  opposed to  an  am end­

m en t o f tb e  anU tru i^  law. I t Is now 
a  valaab le  govem m eD t a s se t and  in  
s trum en t. T ested  and  b rough t into 
p rac tica l and  beneflclal use by 20 
yea rs  of litiga tion  and construction  by 
tb e  h ighest court, why should we im­
perii its, u sefu lness by  experim en ts? 
T lie ou tc ry  sought ,to be ra ised  in  
som e q uarters, fono^wed by proposals 
o f am en d m en ts 'p rep a red  w ithout a  
rea l understandiiig  o f tb e  law  o c /lb e  
c o o rfa  decisions, m ay serve th e  pu r­
pose o f  prom oting nnreasonatalo and  
unreason ing  d iscontent, b u t ce rtain ly  
o u g h t n o t to  be considered  serioosly.

D uring these hard  w in­
te rs , up to  th e  tim e th a t 
one-balf th e  calves have per­
ished, It will be found th a t  
fully th ree-quarte rs  of the  
dead calves a re  m ales. At 
the  tim e w hen th e  calves 
a re  nearly  all dead the 
sp ike bulls begin to die; 
nex t the  o lder bulls, and 
last th e  cows.

The m ales have less v itality , less sp irit and less 
endurance than  the  fem ales. The m ountain lion 
gets  them  because they  lack th a t sp ir it of self-de­
fense necessary  to elude his j iu rsu lt.. W hen we 
caught a  calf elk  and it  laid Its head out on the 
snow, allow ing itse lf to  be handled and tied  w ithout 
resistance. It w as a male. If we found a  lone calf 
am ong the willows on the  creek  o r am ong the  cedars 
on thp h illside It w as Invariably  a  male.

Reduced by hunger till loo w'eak to  follow the 
herd, they drop down by some rock  o r bush and are 
le ft alone w ith all energy aqd sp irit gone. They be- 
*ome a  prey to carnivorous anim als, or die a  mlser- 
fj^le dea th  by s tarva tion . It Is not only here in Jack ­
son 's Hole th a t the se  conditions exist, but w herever 
th e re  is elk  In num bers. •

— val l ey,  caused the  herds to come dow n un­
usually  early . This condition prevailed w ith light 

-rpnowfall In the  valley till about F ebruary  ID, : 
1911, when It began storm ing, and kep t It up un­
ti l the snow wa« about th ree  feet deep In the j 
valley.

C andelaria , Mex-—One of the  m ost 
rem arkab le  groups of hot springs in 
th e  w orld is s itua ted  on th e  Mexi­
can side of th e  Rio G rande n ea r here. 
T here a re  scores of* these  bub 
bllng s tream s of w a te r flowing 
from the  rock  form ation and 
in to  ' a  gulch th a t  em pties into 
the  Rio G rande. T be w ate rs of these 
sp rings  have been know n fo r th e ir  
m edicinal and  cu ra tive  properties 
from  th e  tim e of th e  first cxphiration  
and se ttlem en t of Mexico. T housands 
of afflicted people have m ade p ilgrim ­
ages to  th is  rem ote region and sought 
th e  benefits of th e  the rm al springs. 
N otw ithstand ing  the  fa c t th a t they  a re  
situ a ted  in an  a lm ost inaccessib le  lo­
ca lity  and can only be reached by an 
overland jou rney  of m ore than  50 
m iles from  th e  n ea re s t railroad  point 
th e re  Is never a  tim e th a t '  health  
seekers  m ay no t be found cam ping at 
tb e  place.

T here a re  no accom m odations a t 
th e  sp rings fo r v isito rs and' m any are  
the  p rim itive  and crude devices th a t 
a re  rigged up to  obta in  th e  benefit of 
th e  w aters. F requen tly  v isito rs con ­
s tru c t crude adobe room s over one 
of th e  sp rings and use them  fo r sw eat 
boxes. T he bath  tubs  usually consist 
of digging a  ho le  in th e  ground and 
lo lling  it fill w ith th e  hot w ater, the 
hea lth  seek er ta k in g .h is  outdoor bath 
in th a t w a te r ]>orhaj)s a  canvass  for a 
canopy to keep out the  blazing sun. 
T he re  is not such a th in g  as a hotel 
o r ea tin g  house w ithin m any m iles of 
the  place. The v isito rs m ust bring 
th e ir  own supplies and  live nex t to n a ­
tu re  during  Ilteir stay , w hethe r it be 
brief o r g rea tly  prolonged.

T he w ate rs  of these springs are  said 
to be good for m any chronic ill.s. T hat 
a g re a t num ber of cures th a t a re  lit­
tle  sho rt of m arvelous have taken  
place as a resu lt of drinking  and ba th ­
ing in them  is a  m a ile r  of common

T h a t th e  m odern housew ife produces 
a  s o s ^  a rtic le  of b read  and is com- 
m ittiag  nfurder in allow ing it to  be 
ea ten , w as th e  s ta tem en t m ade by 
P au l Schulze of Chicago, p residen t of 
th e  association. ”This country  Is full 
of housew ives who a re  proud of th e ir  
cooking a a d  who th ink  they  ace doing

th e ir  duty  by qaking a t home.” Mr. 
Schulze said, " 'fh e  long-suffering stom ­
achs of the ir fam ilies continue to pay 
the  penalty  of -this m istaken  sense of 
duty.
