New C ourses s t  S ta te  School.
The problem  of giving to  blind 

persons tbp  i>ower and p ractica l 
know ledge by  w hich they  m ay becom e 
se lf-B uppo rtl^  and happy la th e  prob­
lem  w hich is being  dea lt w ith  by the  
au th o ritie s  and  te ach ers  of th e  M ichi­
gan  School fo r th e  Blind, and  a  v isit 
to  th a t  in ^ ltu t io n  a t  th is  tim e in  its 
c a re e r  w ould seem  to  prove th a t the  
solution to  th e  problem  is n e a r  a t 
band. T he school has grow n and 
broadened, adding  new  departm en ts 
and Increasing  anfl ra isin g  th e  cu rri­
culum  of each , un til th e  Institu tion  
has included In I ts  course alm ost 
every  s tudy  and- is d u s tiy  w hich  could 
possibly be of p rac tica l benefit to  
blind m en and  women. T he various 
courses have a tta in ed  th e  proportions 
and  stan d a rd  of those  of educational 
instltutloDB w hich ca re  for persons 
gifted w ith  sight.

T he new  school building has Just 
been com pleted enabling  the  courses 
to be enlarged  and new  ones to  be 
added. I t  w as th rough th e  unceasing  
efforts of S uperin tenden t C. E. Holmes 
th a t th is  building w as secured, th a t 
new departm en ts have been added 
and th a t m any m ore new ones w ill 
be added, in  th e  fu tu re . T he building, 
m easuring  68 by 125 feet, is airy , 
beautifu lly  finished In oak and  is 
m odem  in every  detail. I t h as  22 
room s, besides an  a ttic  which has  not 
been finished off. The e n tire  cost of

Ne w  ORLEANS.—J. Chung L e e .-a  
rich  Chinese shrimp* fisher and 

ow ner of a  sto re  in th is  city, is a  
p risoner here  charged  w ith  holding 
w hite men in bondage in Bayou Bara- 
ta rla . once the  refuge of L a fltte  and 
h is  band. The federa l ofBcers who 
arres ted  Lee b rough t w ith th em  nlne.^ 
w hite  m en who will appear as  wit-^ 
nesses. These m en a s s e r t  they w ere 
shanghaied from  a  boarding  house In- 
th is  city  and taken  to  M anila, a  fish­
ing  village, and often forced to  work 
30 hours w ithout res t. Once they 
escaped and boarded a  s team er but 
w ere discovered and th e  cap tain  re ­
tu rned  them  to  the  sh rim p  fisheries, as 
is the  custom  of a ll gulf sh ipm asters 
w hen refugees a fe  discovered.

l i i a t  such a  condition could prevail 
for years w ithout discovery In a  te r ­
rito ry  com paratively  near to  a  la rge 
A m erican city  will be received  w ith 
incredib ility  by those w-ho know 
noth ing  of the  topography of th a t 
country. B ut to  those who have 
pushed th e ir  way only a-^ew  miles 
in to  th e  w ilderness, the su rp rise  is 
th a t any th ing  going on th e re  should 
ever be known to the  r e s t  of the

world. A s th e  crow flies, M anila is 
perhapa n o t m ore than  40 m iles from 
New O rleans. B ut so Isolated is i t  b ;

m arshes, the  cypress sw am ps, the 
canebreaks, th e  Jungles th a t  i t  m ight 
as w elj be hundreds of m iles aw ay  
T he only eg ress  is  a  to rtuous, channel 
oT s tag n a n t w ater.

To a ttem p t to  force one’s way 
th rough th e  sw am ps would be to  in ­
v ite  death . T here a re  no paths 
th rough th e  w ilderness, and the  man 
who strayed  a  mile th rough the 
m arshea  from  th e  cbaiinel would find 
him self lost, in  danger of p itfa lls  and 
perpetually  a t  w ar w ith  poisonous 
snakes , w ith deadly  ̂m a laria  m e n a^  
ing  h im  a t  every  step.

T he peonage system  is  com para­
tively  sim ple. Men from  th e  luggers 
find dockm en a long the  M ississippi 
o u t of work. T hey offer them  Jobs, 
say ing  th a t the  cost of transporta tion  
to th e  fisheries w ill be deducted from 
tb e lr  w-ages. O nce the  m en go down 
the  bayou, th e re  is no escape from 
th e ir  m asters . T hey are  never al 
lowed to  « e t  out of debt. No boat­
m en w ill give them  passage through 
the  bayojj.

M anila Is one of the la rg est of the 
fishing villages, having  abou t 300 re s ­
idents. H alf of them  are  Filipinos, 
supposed to  have escaped from Span 
ish sailing  vessels y e ^ s  ago. S tories 
of how the  Filipinos are, held as 
slaves a re  as  old as tlic village i t ­
self.

In  sp ite  of th is  g re a t expenditure, 
how ever, m usic has n o t y e t become a  
g enera lly  popu lar " fo n n  of en te rta in ­
m ent, as  la  indicated- by th e  fac t th a t 
th e  g rea te r p a r t  of th e  $5,000,00$

which i t  is e s tim ated 'w ill be spen t In 
five m onths fo ^  opera, symiHiony con­
ce rts  and  o th e r form s of m usical en­
te rta in m en t w l|i com e from  m usic 
patrons  numbering^ less th a n  25.000, 
o r le ss  than  one per cent, of th e  c ity ’s 
to ta l popiUatlon. P robably n o t m ore 
th a n  one person- In 500 ever a ttends 
th e  opera, a lthough concerts  of varl- 
OU8 so rts  a re  m ore w idely patronized.

J u s t why N ew  Y orkers w ill have to  
foot such an  enorm ous bill fo r th e ir  
m usical en te rta in m en t Is Indicated by 
th e  sa la ries  paid to  the  a r tis ts . A 
really  fam ous operatic  sin g er r e ­
ceives as  m uch a s  $2,600 fo r a  single 
perform ance, w hile sym phony orches­
t r a  leaders a re  paid as m uch a s  $30,-

Harbor is F lllekl W ith  Uniform ed;

In th e  m ost te r r ib le  d isas te r  In 
fea rs , 235 F rench  sailo rs perished  in,
.a series of explosions w hich sank 
the  battle sh ip  LJberte in  the  harbor 
a t Toulon. Fortiy o th e rs  w ere badly 
w ounded, ha lf '  of fhem  pr<rt)ably 
fatally.

F ire , o rig inating  from  a  sh o rt clr- 
(^uit, ign ited  the  am m unition  bold, 
cauaing th re e  heavy and tw o lesser 
detonations, w hich broke th e  vessel 
In two, Many of the  v ic tim s a re  sa il­
ors from  o th e r i-warships, w ho w ere: 
helping fight th e  fire.

T h e  dead perjshed  a t  th e i r  posts, 
m arty rs to d iscip line and duty. These^ • 
figures w ere coutained  in official dis­
patches s e n t from  T ouloiT to  th e  m a­
rine office In P aris  several hours af­
te r  th e  d isa s te r ,’ and  followed a pre- 
Umary investigation.

The bay w as filled w ith ^unifornied

whom w ere picked up by e th e r  ships, 
w hile m any o ther? san k  to  th e ir  
death.

Torn  a su n d e r-b y  th re e  explosions, 
caused when a fire reached th e  am ­
munition m agazine, the  g rea t man- 
of-war ^pli^ in pieces and sank in 
the  harbor. The force of th e  explo­
sion was so g rea t th a t huge fissures 
w ere opened in the  stee l arm or and 
fram ew ork of the  v^arsbij). A piece 
of a rm or p la te  w as hurled against 
the  c ru ise r R epublique w ith g rea t 
force, dam aging h e r  p lates. -Scores 
of bodies w ere hurled high in to  the 
air, w ith  huge fragm ents of fram e­
work. arm or, bu rsting  shells nnd tiie 
suffocating sm oke from  the  exploded 
magazines.

Cn the  first explcsion th e  men 
rushed from  th e ir  qu arte rs  and a 
hundred o r ‘ m ore sought safety  in 
plunging overboard.

The fe r tility  o f any so il depends In  
a large  measure upon the am ount o f 
w ater w hich th a t soU w ill hold uyder 
fie ld  condition A and w hich w ill flow  
away through the drainage system. 
O ur o rd ina ry fie ld  crops require enor* 
mous auiounits o f w ater in  order 'to  
g ive  a good grow th and pnrfltab le  re ­
tu rns. I f  thd crop esn not obtain wa­
te r when i t  needs it ,  then there w ill 
be a oetsadon o f grow th w hich w in  
re su lt In  low  yields.

The lilu s trp tk n i shows ^p ro z im a te ly  
the am ount o f w ater w hich each, of 
three ord inary kinds o f so il w ill bold 
under fie ld  conditions. Each group o f 
^ o  ja rs  shows 12 Inches o f 
•o il and the am ount o f wa­
te r held by the s o il The la r  to  the 
le ft In  each .case contains the 12 
Inches o f to ll, and the one a t the 
rig h t, the  w ater held  by th a t k ind  of 
s o il Group No. 1 contains a sandy 
loam so il, and the am ount o f w ater 
held by th is  so il under fie ld  conditions 
a few  days a fte r heavy ra ins Is three 
Inches. T h is  means th a t the so il over 
a sandy loam  fie ld ' to th e  depth o f 12 
inches w ill hold in  the spaces between 
the so il grains an amount erf w ater 
w h ich  'W ould cove r  the fie ld  to the 
depth o f threei Inches. Group No. 2 con­
ta ins a clay loam  so il and the amount 
o f w ater held in  th is  case is three and 
one-half Incbe i. A  muc.k so il is  shown 
In the th ird  group and the wa£er held 
by a fo o t o f tb la  so il Is s ix Inches.

The Im portant th ing  fo r the farm er

to  cooalder Is the reason why one 
•o il birfdB more w ater than p o th e r. If 
the capaelty o f a so il fo i^  w ater can 
be Increased by any means. I t  would 
be o f great im parlance t»  the tille rs  
o f the soU. There are tw o p rin c ipa l 
th ings Which cause soils to  hold more 
w ater. One is  fineness o f the so il par­
tic les o r grains, and the  other ie the 
am ount o f o rg ^ c  m atte r o r b u m i^  
which the so il contains. The fine  grains 
o f the clay loam  so il, together w ith  the 
humus w hich | t  contains, and the 
am ount o f organic • m atter 
bumps in  tile  m uck soils, puts 
them  in  a condition , to  hold
more w ater than the sandy loam soU. 
The fin e r th e  grains o f any soU the 
more w ater i t  w ill hold. The addition 
o f organic m atte r to  a so il w ill cause It  
to  hold more w ater.

I t  would be a hard m atter to  make 
the grains o f a so il fin e r than they are 
In  any ease, bu t a great deal can be 
done to  make the particles o r so il 
crum bs fin e r by c u ltiva tin g  soils prop­
erty, and only when they are in  the 
proper condition to  be worked. Organ­
ic  m atte r o r humus can be added to 
the soU cheaply and in  many d iffe ren t 
ways. P low ing under clover o r clover 
■od, adding barnyard manure, sowing 
rye o r vetch in  the fa ll and plow ing It 
under In  the spring are some o f the 
methods by w hich organic m atte r can 
be added to  the so il. Th is w ill put 
the so il In  condition to  hold more wa­
te r fo r the grow ing crop, and w ill be
