The superin tenden t e s ti­
m ated the  o re ln ;,^gh t a t  720,000 tons, 
w ith m ore beyond, he  d idn 't know 
how much. T he F inley estim ate was
1.000. 000 tons in all, a t  55 cen ts a  ton 
in the ground.

K. 8. M arkstrum , who appeared  for 
the  res iden t taxpayers, tendered  a 
cash  forfeit th a t he could produce 
purchasers fo r any  m ine in Bessem er 
a t tw ice  the  am ount of P rofessor F in­
ley’s estim ates. He showed the  fallacy 
in  the  mlaes* contention as  to the ir 
value by proving th a t under th e ir  fig­
u res  B essem er m ines, a t  the  p resen t 
ra te  of production, would be exhausted 
in  five years, m aking all city  and 
business property  en tirely  w orth less 
a t  th a t tim e. He openly charged th a t 
s ta tem en ts  as to  the  quan tity  of ore 
w ere pure fab rications and not made 
in good faith .

T he genera l sen tim en t here, outside 
of the  m ice atto rneys  and superin­
tenden ts, i s  th a t th e  F inley rep o rt Is 
0 .

Tax Commission Com pletes Report.

The special tax  com m ission m ade 
up of A ttorney Roger L W ykes 
of G rand R apids; Prof. Adams, 
U niversity  of M ichigan, and P atrick
H. Kelley, Lansing, have com pleted 
th e ir  report, w hich It is supposed 
G overnor O sborn will subm it to  a  
special session of th e  leg isla tu re  In 
January , w ith the exception of a  rec­
om m endation as  tO' th e  assessm en t of 
m ining property, upon w hich poin t the  
m em bers of the  com m ission a re  a t  sea 
and looking fo r assistance.

G overnor O sborn’s ob ject In secur­
ing  a  special tax  com m ission was to 
have it  devise a  corporation  ta x  and 
recom m end such o ther changes in the 
existing  tax  laws th a t th e  moneys de­
rived from  them  m ight be diverted  
to  the  genera l fund of the  s ta te  and 
th u s  reduce th e  s ta te  tax. In  a  gen­
e ra l way the  recom m endations of the  
com m ittee will be as follows;

Taxation of corporations for s ta te  
purposes on so-called " in tangib le  val­
ues," which will be arrived  a t  by cap­
italiz ing  the  n e t earn ings and  sub­
tra c tin g  the  assessed  physical valusr 
tion  upon which corporations now pay 
taxes.

Increasing  the  inheritance tax  so 
th a t th e  s ta te  will realize 91.000,000 a 
yea r Instead of 9450,000 as  a t  p resen t 
and d iverting  th is  money from the  
p rim ary  school fund to  th e  general 
f ^ d .
'^ T a x in g  tn teru rban  e lectric  railw ay 
property  by the  sam e m ethod as  ra il­
road property  is now genera lly  taxed 
and com pelling such property  to  pay 
th e  average ra te , in stead  of being 
taxed locally. The moneys thus  de­
rived to  be also placed in  the  general 
fund of th e  s ta te . ^
- In  dealing  w jth th6 corporation  tax 

proposition the  com m ission has se­
cured  m uch d a ta  showing w here 
num erous autom obile com panies and 
o ther corporations a re  assesed  a t  only 
a  fraction  of th e ir  real value, while 
a t  t h e ‘ sam e tim e tbey a re  paying 
enorm ous dividends. M embers of the 
com m ission adm it th a t the  report -will 
advocate th e  adoption of th e  corpora­
tion ta x  system  which bas  been in 
vogue in M assachusetts since 1866 and 
from  w hich the  s ta te  ge ts  99.(100,000 
a year, w hich Is tu rned  back to  the 
various counties instead  of be^tg used 
to  defray  th e  expenses of th e  s ta te  
as  the  M ichigan com m ission w ill rec­
ommend.

To Illu stra te  the  w orking out of. 
the  corporation  ta x  P. H. K elley of 
Lansing  w orked out th e  follow tng ex­
am ple: “Suppose a  co rporation  is  
assessed  on its  physical p roperty  a t
91,000 and  th a t It pays 9S00 dividends 
a  y e a r  If th e  dividend w ere cap ital­
ized a t  10 per c e n t  th a t  would m ake 
th e  value of th e  co rporation  based  
on ea rn ings 96,000. F rom  th e  la tte r  
am onnt su b trac t th e  physical value 
and I t wotud leave 94.000, the  am onnt 
th a t would pay  th e  average ra te  lo r 
s ta te  purposes.'

This puts Ita ly  In form al possession

believed, to  peace negotiations.

The fire of th e  Ita lian  sh ips was 
deadly in its  accuracy  and  the  heav­
ie r bastions of th e  T urk ish  fo rts  w ere 
soon in ru in s .-  The Tnitks th e n  re ­
moved th e ir  guns to  th e  h ills , over 
th e  tow n and reopened fire . T he 
Ita lian  ships 'rep lied  w ith  shrapnel 
w hich sen t th e  T u rks  ^ i n g  in  a ll di­
rections and caused th e ir  com m ander 
to  o rder the  w hite flag of su rrender 
to be run up.

W hen th is  d ispatch  w as sen t th e  
Ita lian  fleet w as .p reparing  to  land 
a  force of 4,000 m en to  ta k e  formhl 
possession of the  city.

N ew s of the  su rren d er cam e to  
Rome by w ireless from Adm iral Au­
brey, on board th e  flagship Giuseppe 
Garibaldi, and when th e  new s w'as 
officially aunouQ.ced crow’ds in  the  
s tree ts  w ent w ild w ith enthusiasm .

With. Tripoli in  th e  hands of the  
Ita lians, it  is now believed th a t th e  
T urks w ill not try  to  hold o u t longer 
and will accede to  the  dem ands of 
Ita ly , unless th e  pow ers in tervene  to  
save T urkey from  hum iliation.

A dm iral Aubrey repo rts  th a t - i n  
bom barding th a t  city  he^ spared  all 
th e  consulates, hospital^, chu rches, 
m onasteries and oonve:^ts. aim ing 
only a t 't h e  fortifications.; D iscrim in­
ation  was m ade 'v '̂ith ease, as the 
range of th e  T urkish  canfnon w as so 
sh o rt th a t the  ships w ere enabled to  
approach th e  city  closely 'and so take 
accu ra te  aim.

The bom bardm ent w as pro trac ted , 
because of th is  ex trem e ca re  to  avoid 
useless blood shed and to  respect the  
hom es of ncn-com batants and  the 
mosques.

M oreover th e  firing w as a t  long In­
te rv a ls  as  Admiral Aubrey and Vice- 
A dm iral F araveilll expected a t  any 
m om ent to  see the  white< flag ru n  up 
ind icating  a  desire  t o ' su rrender. 
N one of th e  T u rk s’ shots reached the 
ships.

Ch ic a g o .—T he moving p ic tu re show 

is putting  baseball fa r  in the  shade 
in its  bid for popularity . In  Chicago 
th e re  a re  four persons who a ttend  
moving p ic tu re shows for every  one 
th a t a tten d s  a baseball gam e. M oving 
p ic tu re " fan s” a re  becom ing m ore and 
m ore num erous, and th e ir  patronage 
is becom ing so popular th a t th e  pro­
p rie to rs a re  giving m ore than  3 0 'p e r  
cent, m ore pictures- fo r a nickel than 
they  did a- yeaiflhgo. T he records of 
the  moving p ic tu re bureau  of th e  po­
lice depa rtm en t in charge of Sergt. 
Jerem iah  O’Connor show th a t th e re  
a re  566 show s In Chicago. Besides 
these , all of the  large vaudeville 
houses a re  runn ing  moving pic tures, 
and the  craze has reached such pro­
portions th a t  th e  cen tra lly  located the­
a te rs  even a re  p resen ting  p ic tu res be­
tw een th e  acts.

T he first m oving-picture show s w ere 
established  is  1908. T he first neigh­
borhood th e a te r#  w ere located (n re­
modeled s to re  buildings. T he public 
took to them  quickly and  they  grew  in 
num ber ra p id ly .' All w ere n o t success­
ful, prlncipaly because every  Tom, 
Dick and H arry  who had a  few dol­
la rs  to  invest bought a  moving-picture 
m achine, ren ted  a ^lape and m ade a 
bid for patronage.

Those bandied by experienced show ­
men prospered. A m dving-plcture In­
spection bureau  w as established , and 
a f te r  the  usual red  ta p e  and delay it 
got down to  w orking  order. The Chi­
cago bureau, has been so '^’ell handled 
a t  a ll tim es th a t It is  acknowledged 
to  be th e  best in th e  Unlteft S tates. 
Seventy thousand fee t of films are 
Inspected every  w eek by th e  bureau.

T he seven  police officers. In charge 
a re  responsib le fo r th e  supervision 
and censorship  of ail th e  th e a te rs  in 
the  city, th e ir  Inspections extending  to 
both sides of th e  footlights. Souvenir 
postal ca rd s  offered fo r sale In Chi-, 
cago also  are  under tbielr inspection.

From  tw o to  ten  se ts  of p ic tu res 
a re  re jec ted  each w eek. “C u t ^ t s ” are  
ordered  in perhaps an average of a 
dozen se ts  of films each week. The 
police censors o rder cu t ev e ry 'seen e  
w hich if enacted  w ith in  th e ir  sight 
would be prohibited by law if pre­
sented  in  reality .

There Is no finer agri­
cultural land than it In the world. Along Ita 
playas the coco palm thrives. A little farther In- 
l u d  the admixture of sand In the deep stratum  of 
allnvlai soil, combbied with climate and drainage, 
make such perfect conditions for the growth of 
eugar cane that the yield is as great as anywhere 
In the  tropics, althoughr the fields are not ind­
i t e d .  and tilled only in the most primitive man­
ner. At somewhat higher elevations tropical 
fru its, tobdcco, cacao, and rubber fiouiisb, while 
In  the mountain valleys the vegetables of the 
t^n p e ra te  zone and coffee of excellent quality 

• a re  produced.
This country is admirably adapted to the pur- 

«ult of cattle raising. The 
r  land Is covered by light 

forest, locally termed 
•^ o n te ,” which may read- 

,t ly  be cleared with the 
machete. At intervals this 

.  growth gives place to level 
expanses of grass-covered 
llano, often several square 
miles In extent, dotted 

.. 4 e re  and there with wild 
ilg  or oRier shade trees m 
small stands or solitary 
station. The prevailing 
herbage of the llanos is
}enJebrillo, which bears a close resem blance. to 
^ e  famous ''blue grass" of Kentucky.

The region la abundantly -watered. Elve^ few 
miles a river or creek Intersects the forest, but 
in  the dry season all but the largest^ of these 

:fall. It is . where the interval between stream s is 
Hmusually great, say, seven or eight miles, that 

^  th e  monte gives way to open grassland. The 
slope of the ground and the porosity of the soil 
Insure perfect drainage, and there Is an entire ab­
sence of swamps, save for the Inevitable manglare 
•trip s  aloag the coast.

^Vlhien the development of Chliiqul shall have 
fairly set In. Irrigation will surely become an im­
portant factor in the agricultural'industries. Gobd 
reservoir titaa are plentiful, and the lay of the 
land is perfectly suitable to the Installation of 
simple. Inexpensive gravity systems.

The climate of this section Is subtropical and 
somewhat like that of l<'lorida. The mean tem­
perature is about 75 degrees F.. and the extreme 
▼arlatioDB do not exceed 15 per cent. In either di­
rection. The beat of the day Is usually'tempered 
by nreezes, and the night is cool a t all times. Tbe 
d ry  season extends over tbe first four months of 
th e  year, and recurs for a few weeks In September 
u d  O c t^^r. During the remaining period there Is 

^almost (uSty rain which seldom extends through 
Cy more than three or four hours In any 24, and Is 

preceded and followed by clear weather. Exces­
sive humidity Is of rare occurrence. Destructive 
storm s, hurricanes and tornadoes are virtually 
unknown. ~

The climate is distinctly favorable to man and 
beast. S>ew diseases. If any, are attrlbntable to it. 
Tbe Inhabitants of Chlriqul enjoy eZceptlonally 
good health, and this statem ent applies to tbe 

- natives "of Europe and America, of whom there 
• re  a number settled In the province.

In tbe past 20 yearis. and perhaps much longer, 
no epidemle disease has appeared anMmg men or 
animals In the province. Cattle a r s  singularly 
free from the complaints which c<Amonly af- 
'filet them elsewhere. Pleuropneumonia and anth­
rax bavo never been beard of. Blackleg once 
made its appearance, but ^vas readily c b e c it^  by 
vaccination.
I The land in this portion of Cblrlqul is of a 
graefaliy  level cbaracter. with a  gentle, but con­
stantly 'prevailing slope toward ;the ocean. The 
Uasos may be traversed la  any 'direction by the 
I l^ t e s t  vehicles with the ease which would be e z - . 
P«rieneed in crossing a  lawn. Cart roads are 
easily  constructed through the forest stretches, 
fn  many cisea natlUng more being necessary than 
to  cleH* p p n ^ ' and ramove rocks and the 
larger stones. existing roads maintain com; 
jmunlestlon biiitwssti all centers of babltatloif and 
« re  quite equal to 'tb e  reqidremente of any traffic- 
wrtalcb Uiey may be called upon to support 
wome Tpsrs to come. They arie not macadamized, 
b u t tbe natural material of which they com­
posed Is such as to peck well and erode b u t lit­
tle. I bave seen extremely heavy downpours of 
rain  run off them -without miring. I t may- be re­
peated th a t Che drainage of the ra tire  section un* 
^ r  consideration is perfect.

■-are bridged. Telegraph and telephone -wires con-

I It is needless to say that after the opening of 
ti^e Panama canal tbe facilities of Chlrlqulan prod­
ucts for water transportation will be greatly In­
creased.
'^Thqre Is but one. point upon the Pacific littoral 

01 Panama a t which vessels can approach the 
s^ore a t low tide. This is a  sea hole about eight 
miles from Dlvala. I t  is sheltered by the pro­
montory of Punta Burlca and thus lies In a nat­
ural harbor. A port could easily be established 
a t Chorea Azul. or “Blue Pool." as tbe sea hole In 
question Is called, and It would become the out­
let for the expoKa of the Dlvala country, and a 
point a t which steamers could call without any 
unusual delay.

A railroad bas been surveyed from Panama to 
David and will without doubt be constructed In 
tlfe near future. It is probable th a t this line will 
u.^imately be extended to Bocas del Toro on the 
Atlantic coast.

 ̂Stock raifing la the principal Industry of Cbl­
rlqul, and there are In tbe province-more cattle 
than In ail the real of the republic’s territory. 
There cannot be more than 6(1,000 head, all told. 
In Panama. Six or eight large ranches will ac­
count for nearly half the number, the remainder 
being scattered In small ownership.

The domestic supply of beef falls far short of 
the demand. Large quantities are shipped from 
the United States to the canal commission, tbe 
markets of Colon and Panama, as well as to the 
depot of the United Fruit company a t Bocas del 
Toro. This concern has tried ineffectually to con- 
ti^act with ranch owners of Cblrlqul for 200 bead 
a month. About two years ago a representative 

. oi a  packing company went through the province 
wltit a view to  determining whether It would be 
feasible to MtabUah a  packing bouse there to 
supply the canned-beef trade of the west coast of 
South America. He ^soon determined ttmt the 
available cattla ,would' not keep a sm^F lactory 
running constanUy.

Nevertheless, there is land in the republic that 
wipuld sustain 6,000.000 head of cattle. There Is 
^  Delter country for economical cattle raising. 
One acre of its potrero will fatten a  steer, where­
as three acres of our western graslng land la re­
quired to support one. But the soli of Panama 
h is  not yet been touched by a ph)w and. although 
cattle raising la the most advanced of the coun­
try 's Industries, the scope for improvement In the 
methods of conducting i t  is extremely great.

Tbe llanos are the public "commons.'* upon 
which any .man Is free to range bis stock. Prob-' 
ably 30,000 head, in herds seldom exceeding 15, 
are pastured on these plains through the rainy 
m on^s, during which the herbage la ample to 
keep the animals in good condition, though not 
sufficient to fatten them.

The llanos, or open grazing lands, are not sale­
able, nor alienable In any manner. There would 
be no tn d u c ^ e n t to purchase llano, except In the 
case of a  large cattle owner who might design to 
range cattle In connection with potrero fatten­
ing. after the present method of our western coun­
try. Such a  man would require a  large extent of 
"oomreons**  ̂ for -hia- purposes. The only land 
worth having tha t Is parcbasable from tbe govern- 
mant is th a t covered wltb "oumte." Tbe reason 
for this Is that wberever tbers is sufllcleDt mois­
ture to make tbe land cultivable such heavy 
growth will ba found. Tbe llano occurs where 
the Interval betwetfi atreams is unusually great 
and the tend d^>mids entlreiy upon rainfall for 

lOlsture. In  th a t case It will support none but 
this scantlaat vegeta tion  In the dry season. Craps 
cctttd be raised, n e b  gremnd satUfaotorSy only 
toMmih tile agedey at frzigaticm.

retain It for a long time. Guinea grass grows to 
seven feet and over. Tbe objection to It is that 
the cattle are apt to eat only about half the leaf 
from the top. leaving the remainder In a stool 
which has to be cleared a t the end of tbe season. 
On the other band, it has the advantage over para 
of retaining greater vitality during tbe dry weath­
er. Guinea and para m ust be planted. They can­
not be sown with effect, for while they readily dls- 
semiiiate themselves the seeds will germinate only 
when gathered a t perfect maturity.

Savoya is more g>readlng than guinea grass and 
does not grow to  as great a height, i t  stools like 
the latter, but not with as much waste. Cattle 
must be put to savoya In good season, for they will 
not touch it in flower. ...

' With these fodder plants the ca ttle 'ra isers  of 
Chlriqui obtain - good results, tbe average steer 
yielding 400 pounds of meat, but there is no doubt 
that fattening might be contrived on more effective 
and economical lines.

Alfalfa should grow vigorously in many parts of 
the province, where the loose sandy character of 
the aoil Is adtQlrably calculated to promote the 
decp-rootlng habit of the plant. At least two crops 
of alfalfa could be secured during the rains and 
with irrigation a third in the dry season.

W ith a view to the Introduction of alfalfa to 
Panama I sent, about two years ago. several pack­
ages of selected seed to Chlriqul and tbe canal 
zone, but there is every reason to believe that It 
did not receive proper treatm ent, and no concluslva 
deduction can. be drawn from the experiment.

I t  would seem t ^ t  . r ^ o r t  should be made to 
other forage crops than the p asses. If the land 
designed for potreros, or certain portions of it. 
were -plowed over and sown In cowpeas, ^i^lv^ 
beans, and other leguminous plants, better results 
would doubUess be secured, especially if this food 
should be 'balanced with a  proper quantity a t 
starchy matter, such as cassava. Such a  regimen 
would p ro ^ c e  a heavier grade of stock in a short­
e r time than is possible under tbe present method 

fattening.
The by-products of the reduction of sugar cane 

and cocoanuts. bagasse and press cake, respective 
ly, are excellent fatteners. and under certain cl^  
cumstances should be plentifuliy available.

There is room for much improvement in the 
breed of Chlrlqulan cattle. Blooded stock has been 

I lmi>orted a t great expense by a few ranch owners, 
and many experiments in crossing have been made. 
It cannot be said, however, that a satisfactory de  ̂
cislon has been reached as to the strain belt adapt­
ed to the climate end condlUona of the country.

Although the purchaser of land for stock raising 
is required to have three-fourths of It in e s tiv a ­
tion within foor years, the same as with land for 
crop purposes, yet assurances are given by the 
authorities that a literal compliance with the law 
will by no means be required.

In the case of cattle land any , degree of improve­
ment that should indicate the intention of the 
holder of the land to put it to the declared purpose 
'Would suffice to Insure, title. To Ulustrate. If an 
entire trac t of 4.000 acres were fenced. 1,000 acres 
turned Into potrero, and 1,000; acres cleared tor 
corrals, home pasture, buildings and other pui^ 
poses, the authoiitloi would deem the intent of tha 
law to have been amply complied with.

ft may be well to warn tnteodlng settlara against 
taking up land a t a  distance t r ^  diSstlng canters 
of habitation or development, 'flte man who should 
do so will entail upon himself the burden of cmi- 
^Umctlng a  road a t considerable expense, not to 
mention a  number of more or iess' seHous tnco» 
venlences.

There is public land available all along tbe pn^ 
posed Panama-Davld railroad ^ e .  but the  best 
landa are in the "Dlvala coutttrjr." to the west of 
David.

Red Cross Christmas Seals.
A statem ent denying the recent re- 

,>orts about the abandonment of the 
Red Cross Christmas seal sale bas 
been Issued by the National Associa­
tion for the Study and Prevention of 
Tuberculosis. Tbe statem ent declares 
that not only will the sale be ,h e l^  
this year, as in the past three y e a ^  
but that It will be conducted on fwdad- 
er lines than ever 'before. The only 
order Issued by the postofflee depart­
ment which bears on the sale of Red 
Cross seals was sent out on July 1, 
and prohibits the use of tbe mails to 
letters and packages bearing non­
postage stamps on tbe face, and also 
to any mail bearing seals which re­
semble postage stamps, if used either 
on the face or back. The Red Cross 
seal to be used this year has been 
submitted to the postoifice depart­
ment and approved, and thus may ba 
used, but only on the back of letters 
and packages. The design to be used 
tlil-s ye'ir depicts a pretty winter scene 
enclosed with a heavy red circle. The 
corners are white, thus giving the ef­
fect when affixed to a letter or a 
package of a round seal.

Calves Beingi Raised for Breeding Stock Should Bo Kept Healthy and 
1 Growthy, Not FaC .

The calf may be allowed to suck Its 
dam a  few times or for the first day 
or so. but should then be put In a sep­
arate pen. If: the calf is strong and 
the cow's udder Is In good condition. 
It Is best to separate them the first or 
second day. ]|f the calf is weak. It is 
better to leave It with the cow, as it 
will feed oftener and grow stremger, 
or if the cow’p udder Is Inflamed, the 
calf will help to bring it back to prop­
er condition. In any case the calf 
should be given t t^  first milk or colo­
strum. as It has a stimulating and cor­
rective effect upon the system. ’ The 
first few days it is best to feed the 
calf three times a day, though it is not 
absolutely ne<^essary. The milk should 
be fed in a qlean p.'-.U, directly after 
milking, while atlli a t body tempera­
ture. For an averr .e sized calf, weigh­
ing 70 to 75 poun. at birth, 8 to 10 
pounds a day; divi.. d equally between 
the feeding periou . is sufliclent to 
begin with. Tbe ount fed should be 
increased gradually and great care 
taken to avoid over-feeding. At the 
end of two 'weeks the calf may be 
given 12 to 16 pounds daily, divided 
equally between the morning and night 
feeds. In case scours develop, the feed 
should be reduced immediately, cutting 
down at least one-haU, and, if neces­
sary, medical treatm ent resorted to.

The time fbr beginning the substitu­
tion of skim milk in place of the whole 
milk will vary, depending upon condi­
tion. Whole] milk feeding is necessar­
ily espensiv4 and should not be con­
tinued longeil than necessary to  ̂pro­
duce good rauU s. When feeding for 
dairy heifers to be kept and grown on 
the farm, the: skim-milk supply may be­
gin a t two oy three weeks of age, but 
where it is desired to produce heavier 
weights a t an early age, It is better to 
feed whole milk up to four or five 
weeks before starting the substitution. 
The change should be made gradually 
so that the calfs  stomach may adjust 
Itself to tbe different conditions with­
out troublej Begin by placing one 
pound of whole milk with an equal 
amount of skim-mllk a t each feed the 
first day. and replace two pounds tbe 
second day. and so on. The amount of 
skimmed milk may be increased to 20

GOOSEBERRY

The currknt and gooseberry, com­
monly kno^n as grossels. are among 
the important small fruits to be grown 
on every farm or small fruit garden. 
Their care Is simple and for this rea­
son are not! gtven as careful attention 
as they really should have in order to 
get good repots. For a  fanner’s fruit 
garden one dozen plants of each la 
generally siuffldettt, as they are but 
little  used feesh, their principal use 
being for preserves and Jelly. *

They arej ra ther easily propagated. 
The young; shoots one foot In l e n ^  
If p la te d  jdeep in a nursery row in 
late fall sol th a t their tips are above 
ground a  large m^portion will take 
root the following season and can be 
permanently planted the second 
spring. Tl^ey sbonld be planted 4x5 
feet, and better 6x6 feet a p a r t They 
should be )zept cultivated througbout 
the summer similarly to raspberries. 
T hey thrive in a  cool, ra ther damp 
Bolt, and al heavy soil Is much better 
than a  ligl^t solL

pounds per day. bue mm’s  than this Is 
not profitable.

When It is two or three  weeks old 
the calf can be taught to  e a t a lit­
tle grain^by throwing a  handful In tbe 
pail after It.has finished drinking the 
milk. The grain should not be put In 
the milk as tbe calf will swallow It 
with the milk without much mastica­
tion and it will not be properly di­
gested. The calf will soon leam  to 
look for the grain, and a t five or six 
weeks of age should be eating a pound 
or so a  day. A good grain mixture 
-for feeding in this way may be made 
of three parts of com meal, three 
parts ground oats, one part bran and 
one part oil cake, by weight and the 
amount fed should be increased grad­
ually so as to allow from one-balf to 
one pound per 100 pounds weight of 
tbe calf. This is l i^ r a l  feeding, and 
should keep the calf in good condition 
and give good gains. Lighter feeding 
may be followed in many cases with 
good results and less cost, as in rais­
ing dairy heifers on the farm.

Hay feeding should be started along 
with the grain. Alfalfa, If it is avail­
able, or good, bright dlover hay of fine 
quality, is best for calves. I t Is 
good plan a t haying time to select 
some of th’e best and finest of the 
clover and put it aside, especially for 
calf feeding. Alfalfa and tbe clovers, 
especially the former, are very rich in 
protein, the most essential element for 
growth and development'of tbe body. 
Hay feeding should be Increased grad­
ually like the grain, but tbe calves may 
be fed all they will eat up clean. Sil­
age and roots may be included in the 
ration with good results, but- should 
not be fed until the sklm-milk ration 
is well established, and should be drop­
ped from tbe feed in case scours de­
velop.

Fall calves, may be turned on grass 
In tbe spring as soon as possible, but 
some grain feeding should be contin­
ued even then, depending upon the con­
dition of tbe pasture. The calves 
should have access to water a fte r they 
are three or four ^paonths old, as the 
milk furnished will not be sufficient 
for them to drink, and during hot 
weather, especially, they will drink 
considerable quantities of water in ad­
dition to the milk.

Among the gooseberries tbe Down­
ing t ^ e s  the lead, being planted 
more extensively in Michigan thaa  
all otlier varieties put together.

Flock Should Be Well Fed In Fall.

pens. Good condition can be assured 
by fu ^ s b ln g  some succulent pasture, 
such M rape, during the-  ̂season when 
pastures a re  dry and baro.
