NOT CONFIRMED.

IS

The Turkish Government Has Order-
ed the Expulsion of All Italian

Correspondents From the _
Empire.
Although tbe Italian government

considere that the present expedition
of 40,0M men will "be sufficient for'
the complete occupation of Tripoli,
the ministry of war has prepared for
an additional expedition In caee of
need. This is composed of six regi-
ments of foot soldiers Including two
from the regular infantry, two from
the Alpine district a*d two <Msharp-

shooters, with a contingent of cav-
alry and artillery, numbering In all
75,000 jnen. This reserve force is

prepared to reach Tripoli within 48
hours.

A report from Tripoli says that
Gen. Caneva, commander-in-chief of
the Italian forces there, is awaiting

the arrival of the final contingent of
the- first expedition before be begins

a march into tbe interior.
Four aeroplanes have arrived in
Rome from France. They will be

sent to Tripoli, where it is proposed
to make the first experimegts in the
use of flying machines iu actual war-
fare. They will be piloted bv Italian
officers who will undertake to drop
bombs into the « enemy's encamp*
mentss.
Turkey Orders Expulsions.

The Turkish government ordered
the expulsion of all Italian corre-
spondents in Constantinople.

A society has been or”nized to
wage an economic whr against Italy.
AH Ottomans are asked to,sign a
declaration undettaking on oath to
cease all dealings with Italians: The
newspapers endorsing this campaign
advise Ottomans to inculcate the
young with a hatred for Italy .and
Italians.

A prize court has been formed to
deal with the captures of war, which
up to the present time Include two
tramp steamers,, a yacht, a motorboat
and a number of tugs, lighters and
steam lanches.

Unconfirmed Battle Report.

The Frankfurther Zeltung's corre-
spondent at Constantinople forwards
a dispatch dated Tripoli saying;

"A fierce engagement occurred be-
tween tbe Turks and Italians on a

bin in tbe neighborhood of the city.
The Italians lost 1,600 killed and
wounded. Thbe Turkish casualties
were slight.”

There is no confirmation of the dis-
patch, which is at variance with re-
cent Tripolitan news reaching here
through other channels.

ATTEMPT ON TAFT’S LIFE.

Thirty Sticks
Under

of iDynamite *Placed
Railroad Bridge in
California.

An attempt was made eo wreck
President Tafl's train on the South-
ern Pacific at a big trestle near
Santa Barbara, California, and that
it failed was™* due to the watchful-
ness of railroad men. Thirty sticks
of dynamite and a ten-foot fuse
placed on tbe track is in tbe posses-
sion of Southern Pacific officials.

The railroad watchman at El Cap-
itan bridge, a' structure about 700
feet long across tbe gorge near Ga®
viota station. 10 miles north of Santa
Barbara, saw two men walk down
the treck about 2 o'clock this morn-
ing and stop near thq midd)e-of the

big bridge. His ' Suspicions were
aroused and he gave chase. As the
men ran he' fired several ~shots at

them, but they made their escape in
the darkness

Investigation showed 30 dynamite
sticks made iup in a bundle with a
fuse already attached. There was
enough of the explosive to destroy
the entire bridge. ~

Scene of First Protestartt Settle-

ment in America. ,

Colony Was Early Founded N”ar“Port
Royal on the Shores of South
Carolina and by the Htig-
uenots.

Port Royal. S-,C.—The first Protes-
tant settlement in America was made
on tbe shores of South Carolina, not
far from the present town of Port
Royal, and by the Huguenots. This
colony came out under the leadership
of Jean Ribaut In.the spring of 1562
This settlement of South Carolina by
a Protestant colony antedates that of
the English settlement of Virginia by
45 years, and was 58 years before the
arrival of the pilgrim fathers at PTy-
mouth. Mass. '‘But this settlement at
Port Royal jdld not have the success
(hat was hdped for it. and had to be
abandoned—not before seed had been
planted, however, that bears Its .frUit
to this day. n *

On landing, one of the first things
the Huguenots did was to unite in a
service of thanksgiving to God for
their safe arrival. They erected a
monument to commemorate the occa-
sion. -To quote from the Rev.”A Dr.
Vedden, "The stone pillar of John
Ribaut was thp comer stone of the
temple of Protestantism in the West-
ern hemisphere.”

It was not until after the edict ot
Nantes, October. 1685, that the great
immigration of Huguenots to South
Carolina took place. Four prominent
settlements were made—oue on tte
Santee rlveiy”ne on the Cooper river,
one at Sy .Tohns. Berkely. arid the
other irf'tlie city of Charleston. One
of the Jfrst steps taken by each of
these'rolonies was tow-ard the estab-
lishment of a church '“eherein they
might worship according toi their
faith.

The Huguenots of Chanos<T05m|1ce
two distinct claims outside that of
having the only Huguenot church in

Where Huguenots Worshiped.

America. One Is that thelra is the*
first church orgaftjl*lon established
in South Carolina: ‘and the other that
they .were the first to carry the gospel
to the state outside the city of Char-
leston.

The first Huguenot church organiza-
tion was about 1681-2. In the ceme-
tery surrounding it lies entombed the
dust of many who have slept there
for more than two centuries, the pio-
neers of the church. On the tombs
are engraved names that have be-
come historic In the annals of South
Carolina.

The present building was erected In
1845. It is stone. In Gothic style, with
ornamental masonry extending In
pointed columns above the roof. It
suffered, greatly, as did all of the
churches of ChaWeston, from the ter-
rible earthquake *of 1886. The first
church building w'as burned in 1740.
The congregation took steps to erect
another, which shared the same

and still another, which was also
buntftd. The present building stands
today unique in history, thw only
Huguenot church In America.
