Powers of tlie State Railroad Comml»-
slon Over Telephone Systeme
Be Determined
, Very Soon.

Lansing.—W hether the state railroad
commission can compel two telephone
systems operating In the same ter-

ritory to .ro"ke physical conaectlons
between ex”“hange® is to be deter-
mined soon; The last leglslatnre

passed the so-called Giles act. which
provides that companies shall make
physical connections between their
systems so as to permit patrons of
one system to talk to the patrons of
the other syktem. Of course a charge
for this service is to be made.
Complaint is made by Raymond A
Latting of Grand Ledge against the
Grand Ledge Telephone company and

Michigan Stite Teiep”ne.compaay-et'

Grand Ledgd To compel them to inter
,change telephone messages in accord-
ance with tbie Giles act.

Under the| Giles act telephone com-
panies are made common carriers, and,
as such ,are under the supervision of
the railroad oommisslon. before whom

number of complaints have been
filed asking for physical connections

well as improvement in service.
The above c”e is the first one of its
kind to be heard, and is expected to
be what might be termed a "test”
case” as to the powers of the commis-
sion in the regulation of telephone
matters.

In discussing inheritance taxes the
coropiisslon of tsf inquiry does not
recommend a speciflc rate for taxation
of inheritances, but points to the
rates In effect In other states and ad-
vises that there be an increase which
woiild bring the total revenue from
this source uj) from $500,000 annu-
ally to about $1,000,000. Reference'is
made to-the present law, and it is
staled that the rate is lower than in
other states.l while the state of New
York, from which the schedule was
secured, has since increased its rates.
It Is said the expense of other states
demonstrates that those rates can and

should be materlalty Increased. At
present the state collects one per
cent, on all amounts above $2,000
transferred to direct heirs and five

per cent, on all ti'ansfers to collateral
heirs on amounts above $100.

Commissioner of Farming Needed.
“"Michigan should have a com-
ntlssioner of agriculture.” declared
Arthur P. Patriache. vAce-president of
the Pere Marquette railway, wbofie pe-
culiar work in the railway field has to
do mainly with the traffic department.
"\Vhat is more,- the commissicuer of
agriculturo should be an appointive
office, for *in this way only the best
qualified man In,the state could then

bo chosen for the berth.

“The trouble with the present sys-
tem. as far as It relates to agrl-
culttire is that now there Is no offi-

cial head to this important branch of
our citizenship, no continuity of policy
or no co-ordinating force to gather up
mfhe scattered threads. This work now
devolves upon the secretary of state,
who'is uBualiy a professional man,
generally unduallfiod by. education or
out of touch “with the conditions that
are so vital to agricultural life.

“For instance. Just at present,
there are four societies acting Inde-
pendently. but doing great and Impor-
tant work for .Michigan. | refer to the
Western Michigan Development bu-
reau. the Northern Michigan Develop-
ment bureau and North Eastern Michi-
gan Development bureau and the
Fennvtlle Fruit association. Now all
of these societies are doing splendid
Work. in;,soroe cases, they are dupli-
cating one another's work. They ara,

however, restricted to their own pe-
culiar fields necessarily. They can-
not be .expected to do the pioneer
work in etperlmental agriculture
which the niodern state now i>ei-
forma.

“The federal government.” Mr. Patrl-
arche continned. "Is by the'conatitu-

tlOD reatiictfid in Ita work in  be-
half of agriculture almost to an
adviBory capicity alone. It la doing

good work by means of ita farm bulle-
tins. Ita dlati*butlob of aeeda and the
other fuDCtlois which It performs, but
ft cannot get;down to a study of local
conditions. It is necessarily restricted
to on agronoiblc policy which fokea In
the United Stiates® a whole. In this
respect, for lhatance, the federal limi-
tations are miuch more closely defined

Wolf on Way to State Treasury.

Those in charge of the state’s finan-
ces are somewhat concerned over the
approach of the bankrupt season when
the treasury will be short of funds.
In previous years it has been just the
general fund which was short of cash,
but this year along about the first of
November the treasury will bo bare
It reality. The only money left in the
treasury will be about $C5,000 in funds
depositeJ by receivers for defunct
banks, while in ocher years since fhe
deficit appeared to rule in the treas-
ury. there has been wads of money
on hand, although it was not available
for the general expenses of state gov-
ernment. This time there will not be
a dollar of state money left when the
"wolf” takes possession.

It costs about $500,000 a rouoLb' to
run tbe state, which means that there
will he a shortage of about $1,250,000
by the middle of next January when
the taxes begin to come in again. In
view of this situation, it la not prob-
able that state officials will attempt
to borrow any money to tide over the
scanty period, as tbe limit is fixed at
$250,000 and that amount will not go
very far towards meeting the demands
which the state makes upon a strong
box for ready money.

Six Prisoners Given Freedom.

Governror Oshorn has exercised bis
authority To pardon convicts by re-
leasing from the prisons of the state
six men whose careers, the circum-
stances attending their being granted
clemency and the record which the
executive makes in one case, form
when taken together one of the Aost
unusual stories in the state's prison
annals, filled as they are wlih excep-
tional human interest stories. One
man granted freedom is exiled from
this country; another is known as the
man serving a life sentence of greater
length than any other In a Michigan
prison, while another enjoys the dis-
tinction of being a pioneer convict in
.Marquette prison, having been sent
there among the first after it was
completed.

So far as is known the conditional
pardon granted James Burke is
tmique in the history of this country.
Burke revealed the plot to dynamite
Jackson prison and Governor Osborn
wrote on the order for his reiease>
"Within 72 hours after his release
Burke must proceed to Canada, where
he is tu remain until his maximum
sentence has expired, less good time.
Burke’s presence anyw’here in the
United States between October 21,
1911, and May 12. 1919. will be con-
sidered a violation of his pardon.”

Burke is a native of Canada sent to
prison for bank robbery. His tip
to thbe prison officials nndoubtadly
saved the prison from wreck by dyna-
mite as theeexplosive was found on
his informatioD and tbe wardens of a’l
three prisons Joined In recommend-
ing bis release in recompense for the
Informstion.

Franklin C. Upright has been cop-
fined In Jackson prison eOs long the
original record of his commitment is
Ibst. He entered tbe penitent
about 1881, for the murder of fij
wife at Stanton. Upright shot
down while Intoxicated after aceusing

Miss Ida Lewis, the "Grace Dat-
ling of America” died in Newport. R.
I.,“at the age of 72. Miss Lewis was
stricken with apoplexy and never’re-
gained consciousness. For over half
a centurv she has kept the light at
Lime Rock and has In that .time sav-
ed 18 lives. She was a great favor-
ite with all naval officers and promi-
nent Newport i>€ople-and during her
lajte. days has received gifts of flow-
ers from «many people.

A phthctic side light on the death
of Miss Lewis came last night when
Colonel'Wm. Coffin, commanding the
Narraganselt defense district, gave
notice, that he -had received orders
from the war department to cea”
target practice during Miss Itewiss
iliness. The noise from the big guns
and mortars ha«l seemed to trouble
the patient, who started and moaned
with every concussion of the guns.
The order came too late, for when it
was received Miss Lewis was ‘dead.

Aviator Ely Dashed to Death.
In spite of a (t>rcmonition which
prompte<| him to give the address of

his wife to his mechanician, so she
could be notified in the event of a
mishap. Eugene Ely. who gained

world-wide fame as the first aviator
to fly from and to the decks of Unit-
ed Stated warships, ascended in his
aero))lane to make a sensational dip
at the state fair grounds at Macon.
Ga.. and a few moments later plunge.d
150 feet to his death.

Misjudging the distance. Ely start-
ed his downward glide too soon while
running at a mllo a minute, and was
unable to rise. When the machine
crashed to earth the aviator was
hurled clear of it by nearly 100 feet.
He was unconscious when reached by
his mechanician. Frank Gallin, and
died 10 minutes later, before he could
be removed to a hospital.

Steals to Win Honors

KW YORK.—Richard Pacharz. self-

confessed embezzler, who had do-
nated most of the $6,000 he stole to
the lodge of wliich *he was the chief
officer, and contributed the remainder
to various charitable enterprises, met
clemency on every hand when he was
arraigned before Judge Swann. The
eburt suspended sentence and the
.voung man’s employers—from whom
he had $rolen-"offer.ed him his. old
I)lace as confidential bookkeeper and
cashier. It was a remarkable case of
its kind.

bis arresl. Pacharz had been employed
by Darnet Bros. When the thefts were
discovered the bookkeeper pleaded
guilty, in making his plea he amazed
the court by proclaiming that he had
spent evgry dollar of the stolen money
in donations to the order to which he
beionged and its charities.

Hundreds of men have dropped sud-
denly out of sight. Many of these, ac-
cording to Mr. Burke, are laboring now
along rhe docks of the Chicago river,
unloading boats for 25 cents an hour,
and, like the three who nearly drown-
ed. occasionally dropping, or nearly
dropping, out of all existence.

The casual attitude is the thing
which draws the men to the docks. At
3 o'clock every morning a Graham &
Morton steamer comes in loaded with
fruit. The fruit must be moved into
.wdrehousee quickly. Two or three
hours of working time is as much as
can be spared. Two hundred men arc
necessary.

The two hundred men are always
there. They begiir drifting down to
the dock at nightfall, and by midnight
they are spread along its length, sleep-
ing the untroubled sleep of the irre-
sponsible. When the boat comes in
they awake and. forming in long lines,
transport the cargo, in the manner of
a bucket brigade, to the warehouse.
When the beat is unloaded they are
paid on the spot.

Occasionally one of the workers dis-
appears. After a week or two his fel-
low-workers notice that he. is gone.
They make no inquiries. T”erhaps he
has fallen into the river, perhaps he
has taken a freight train to other
countries, perhaps he has quietly re-
sumed his place in a former life. The
subject is of small interest to other
men.

Seed, Collection

a close and we hear on every band
discussions of the crops and yields
In comparison With other years. How-
ever. few realise or have taken no-
tice of the fact'that this past season
has been one of the best for the pro-
duction of forest tree seeds for some
time -past. In Europe, the forest seed
crop Is of immense value annually.
We Americans have not realized Its
value in this country ad yet. How-
ever,* in the npxt decade, the crop
produced each year along the fence
lines and in woodlots will be looked
upon as a substantial source of rev-
enue to its owner. Many woodlot
owners and farmers have recently
become interested in hovr they can
better their forest conditions In the
woodlot or establish new woodlots.
One of the best ways to do Is by col-
lecting seeds near at band, such as,
for Instance, acorns and nuts. The
black walnut, butternut, hickory, red
and black oak and basswood have all
produced very abundantly this season.
The best time to collect is after the’
first severe frost. The seeds that
fall before the first severe frost as a
rule are defective and should not be
gathered., Aften the first severe frost
they 8boui4.be gathered and if squir-
rels and rodienCs are. not prevalent,
plant directly in the area desired.
This can be done by filling a knap-
sack with nuts' and geing Into the
woodlot with a spud, pacing along the
fence lines, spuding a bole and drop-
ping a nut into it and then covering
with the heel. It Is wonderful how
quickly trees planted In this way will'
develop into good-sized sapll-igs. These
should be planted In open places In
the woodlot where the grass and
briars have come In. A rood knap-
sack Is made by t'klng an ordinary

grain sack, cof'ng down parallel
with the sides, | t-ing two bands
about two Inches ard cutting

out a pane! about o.: -third the length.
Tie the ends of tihe *ick rfbbons made
in this way andi fling -over the shoul-
der.

If rodent* and squirrels are a source
of danger, the nuts should be stored
over winter. In the storage of all
forest tree needs, effort should be
made to mim'te nature. If nature pro-

duce* seeds and plants at once, the
forester does the same. If nature
allows the seedf to fall and covers

them over winter with a moist coat-
ing of lea-ves apd Utter, the forester
does the same and the same "iih
those seeds which are borne high on
the tips of branches and I*It to the
cltmatlc -action over winter such as
Id the case of our sycamore, ash,
honey locust and box elder.

Ail nuts and acoms nature rovers
over winter. Thie woodlot owner can
collect these seeds, place them In a
box sufficient to contain the amount
that he desires to collect. Sink the
box in fhe soil in a well-drained
locality, jputting in about two Inches
of sand in the bottom, then a layer
of mits or acorns, then another layer
of sand, then mits and so on until
the nuts arc taken care of and the
box is full. See to it that five or six
inches of good sand is left on the sur-
face. Then place covering of light
boards d'~et the top. If there is dan-
ger of'squirrels and chipmunks, a
piece of closely -woven wire netting
should be staked tjver the box large
enough to cover an area four or five
feet larger than the box itself and
this netting should he partially cov-
ered with earth. This will protect
Che nuts from danger of squirrels and
gophers, as they will not burrow
through the wire. In this way. the
nuts are kept at an even temperature
sod even moisture condition and can
/be planted out |n the woodlot when
desired In the spring. Do not try to
keep seeds of this class In the dry
stat- over winter, asv”~ey will not
genrh*ate in the sprin®o any degree
ol 8 ?faction. However, such seeds
as s>c<tmore, ash, box elder, black
loeust. boney locust, etc., should be
collected in the flail and hung in a bag
on rafters in bams or houses and
kept in a dry ccmditlon. These can
be planted the 'same as other tree
seeds hi the spring.

G ommerdal Fertilizers

Humus

By A. J. PATTEN, Experiment Statioii Qieiii*
to, Michigsn Agricutturri CoU”.

Vs.

Commercial fertilizers should be
used to supplement the manures made
on the farm and the green manure
such as clover, vetch, rye, etc. The
manures made or grown upon the farm
usually contain smaH amounts of the
plant food elements but are rich in or-
ganic mattet or humus forming mate-
rial.  These fatme manures serve to
keep the soil in good physical condi-
tion, and are absolutely essential to
successful farming.

Commercial fertilizers are more uni-
versally successTul when fised on land
that is kepk.well supplied with organ-
ic matter. This may easily be demon-
strated by runniilg the fertilizer drill
across a field that has been fertilized
with barnyard manure. The path of
the drill will usually be conspicuous
owing to the increased growth of
grain. Very often fertilizers used on
land devoid of, or low In organic mat-
ter fail to give satisfactory returns
and they are consequently condemned
as being worthless. In many cases
of this kind the fault does not lie in
the fertilizer but in the condition of
the land. Commercial fertilizers re-
quire moisture In the soil to bring
them into solution. Soils deficient In
organic matter are not retentive oL
moisture, consequently the plant food
contained In the fertilizer Is either not
brought into solution at all or may
be leeched out of the soil and be car-
ried away in the drainage water.

The idea which many farmers hold
In regard to the use of comme.rcial
fertilizers that once the practice is
commenced they must always be used
because their action upon the land Is
such that after once used nothing can
be grown without them Is entirely er-
roneous. This Idea undoubtedly was
originated by those who used com-
mercial fertilizers to the exckision of
all humus forming materials such as
barnyard manure and green manure.

Commercial fertlliaers alone will not
restore the fertility of a run-down soil.
This can only be done by using mate-
rials having a large amount of organic
matter. Thlp fact cannot be too
strongly emphasized, and It should be
repeated over and over.

The supply of humus In the soil
must be maintained and this can only
be done by using materials rich in
organic inatteT. such as barnyard ma-
nure or green manures (clover, vetch,
-cowpeas. rye.*etc.).

Commercial fertilizers are used to
furnish plane food in a more readily
available form than it exists in the
soil, whfle the humus-forming fertiliz-
ers are used to Improve the physical

condition of the soli in which the
plants must live.
There are. of course, other dbndl-

tlons governing the productive ca-
parlry of a soil, such as “tivatlon,
drainaKe. climatic condition, seed se-
lection. etc., but these cannot be dis-
cussed at this time.

CARE OF THE

SEED CORN

to 'C. P. HALUGAN, Assistant Herticahiiritt
Michigan Agriculrural College.

The quality of seed corn in the
spring depends largely on its having
been properly dried and stored. The
selected ears should be placed where
they will dry in the shortest reason
able time and various methods have
been employed for this purpose. There
is no better method from the stand-
point of efficiency than the old one of
braiding the ears together by the
busks or tying them in lots by strings
and hanging in the summer kitchen or
in the attic above, near the stovepipe.
‘This, however, requires considerable
room and is n6t altogether satisfac-
tory to the workers in the kitchen. A
furnace room is a good place, provid-
ing it is well ventilated and an occa-
sional fire is built. Frequently the
com is left m crates and while this H
usually a successful method, there is
more or less danger from molding;
com BOstored shyuld be watched care-
fully until it is known to be thorough-
ly dry.

Storlng.T-Many contrivances have
been used to hold the ears. Racks on
whkfli the ears can be placed to single
layers are good If mice and rata can
be kept out of the room. Ears sus-
pended to links of binder twine wiU
keep well and be safe from mice. The
soft ptth to the butt of the ears makes
It poesftfle for them to be hung on
nails which have had the beads cot
off after ~betog driven Into upright
posts. As Inverted pan will need to
be nailed ebout the bottom of the post
to prevent mice from reaching the
com.

Drying.—"The temperature of the
room in which com is stored sbAuld be
maintained at 75 or 80 degrees, with
abundant circulation of air. Rapid, dry-
ing removes the possibility of molding
and consequent lou of vitality. After
the drying is complete, the tempera-
ture of the room may be allowed to
drop even below freezing, but it shoald
be observed that many of our success-
ful com growers never allow the tem-
perature of the room in which seed
is stored, to f~ below freezing. The
room should be kept thoroughly dry.

A good liquid powder is made
by slowly pouring a dram of glycerine
over Ism ounce Of oxide of zinc to make
a smooth paste.
