KEEPING TAB ON ALL ROADS

It Has Been Reported That Many Are
Getting Along With Less Sec-
tion Hands Than For-
merly Employed.

Lansing.—Michlgw railroad wrecks
are being investigated by representa-
tives of the interstate commerce com-
mission. it develops, with a view to
ascertaining if any regulations can be
established which will lessen the dan-
ger of railroad travel. Two inspec-
/tors representing the federal com-
mission called on the Michigan rail-
resd commission and discussed Mich-
igan raHrokdlag. stating that they
were keepi” tab on the roads and in-
vestigating! wrecks on both steam and
electric linfs.

Chairman Glasgow of the state com-
mission, d”cussing the matter, said
that the steam roads of the stater In
response to demands by the people,
are expending money to build fine de-
pots which, should go for better road
beds and other facilties for safer
handling of traffic. He said that it
has been reported that many railroads
are getting along with less section
men than were formerly employed.

In connection with this matter of
safe travel, it develops that the law
passed by ithe last legislature intend-
ed to ensure the employment by rail-
roads of only competent trainmen, Is
practically a dead letter. The law re-
quires each applicant for a position
as engineer, conductor or flagman, to
file with the commission a statement
as to his experience in railroading and
other' facts showing his competency
to handle “ains. It Is stated by the
commission, however, that the blanks
which were prepared for these reports
have never been used and no atten
tion is beltag paid to It, although or-
ganizations of trainmen backed the
bili in thej legislature.

To Lectur™ Throughout State.

The regents appointed a com-
mittee for Ithe university extension
work which will be taken up this win-
iter, with dOO lectures throughout the
state. It 19 a work Intended to bring
tbe univeriity to*tbe people who can-
not come to if The university will
furnish tb« lecturers from the faculty
and all the expanse to be boepe by
the towps’ where lectures are given
will be the rent of the auditorium, in
arranging ;tbe programs, a committee
will attempt to furnish lectures that
will interest the greatest/number of
people. Including lectures ou fores-
try, art ahd health.

The regents refused to grant a
petition presented by City Ho?Uth
Officer Bregkey that a patient buf-
fering frokn spfnal meningitis might
be placed in the university contagious
disease ward. The patient was Doc-
tor Griffin of Ann Arbor, a graduate
of the university, and for several
years a prominent specialist in eye,
ear, nose and throat diseases. There
is but one bod in the small building
that serves as a contagious hospital
for. the university, and Ann Arbor
and the regents dared not place the
room at tpe dlsposaFof a patient who
could -be cared for otherwise.

It brought up the contention, how-
ever. for a contagious disease hos-
pital. with tbe result that the regents
offered a resolution that they wijtuld
fnmisb a site for a hospital, equip
and mainjlaln it afterwards, if the city
would furnish the building, which
should cost not less than $26,000.

The increase is estiszated to be suffi-
cient to meet the increase in valua-
tion, although there are no definite
figures available, but if that Is true
the average rate will not be disturbed
to any extent, nor any benefit derived
by the public service corporations
from all the fuss made over the state
equalization.

The tax commission has made ten
reviews this year and proposes to
make one'Y>r two more before the rolls
are completed. This last review |Is
for the purpose of offering someone
the opportunity to test in the courts
a feature of the law as amended by
the last legislature to provide that the
commission may review rolls after
the county board of equalization
meets, and until the supervisor finally
extends his figures and completes his
assessment. Heretofore the commis-
sion has been obliged to not interfere
with assessments after the board of
equalization meets, and the review
this fall is. to test the new feature In
case someone desires to raise the
question. One or two townships in
one of tbe northern counties will be
reviewed for this purpose.

Judge Wiest, In a decision handed
down in the circuit court, upholds the
right of the state to tax tbe tank care
of oil refining companies which are
sent into this state. Tbe tax Involved
amounted to $170 In this casse, but
$3,600 in tbe taxes of other corpora-
tions are covered by the decision, and
the vic.tory is an Important.one for the
state.

The Germania Refining company and
the Independent Refining company of
Pennsylvania applied to the court for
an injunction to prevent Adjudant
General Fuller collecting the tax as-

I gessed against these corpovations by
the state board of assesscirs. The
corporation.s contended that! the tax
assessed against their cars under the
ad valtrrem system could not be en-
forced, for the reason that the law
relates solely to corpordUons en-
gaged in the business of owbing. loan-
ing, leasing and operating their cars
in public service. It was argued that
as tbe oil companies own their own

k cars and simply hire the rall-

s to transport them into this
stetfe, the tax law does not apply.

The court says that the law com-
prehends a tax on any corporation.
Arm or person whose cars are used
for transporting products Into this
state, and that the statute makes no
distinction between tbe cars carrying
freight for their owners and those car-
rying for others for hire.

THE SLAUGHTER AT HAf;KOW
WAS APPALLING.

China’s Yielding to Rebels May .Be
Too Late to End Rpvoit; Prep-
arations for Defense Made.

Victory has crowned the revolution-
ary movement in China and by an Im-
perial decree the demands of the
Young China movement, as advocated
by the national assembly, are met by
tbe ruling Mauichu dynasty.

In the edict the throne humbly apol-
ogizes for its past neglect and grants
an immediate constitution, with a cab-
inet from which nobles shall be ex-
cluded and a free pardon for the
rebels and all political offenders.

W hether cooler counsels among the
insurrectionary leaders will prevail
and the anti-Manchu movement will
halt with the government’s conces-
sions, or whether the radical eluent
witi prevail and the rebel army of
27,000 will attempt to sweep over the
north to Invest the capital. Is being
vigorously discussed in Pekin.

The capitulation to the revolution-
ary party, .according to the present
program, means a reorganization of
the Chinese government into a con-
stitutional, monarchy, with the imme-
diate formation,of a national parlia-
ment. The red, white and blue ban-
ner of the Young China party will fly
over the army and navy, j

Manchus Concede Everything.

The state of terror which has taken
possession of the entire imperial
court was further evidenced by a long
list of edicts supplementing the re-
markable proclamation conceding con-
stitutional government and offering
further concessipris of the most radi-
cal character.

Edicts Indicate that even though
the dynasty survives. Manchu rule is
at an end. The transfer even of th”
cabinet, offices -.to native Chinese
ordered, and thdHhrone swears thaf
“hereafter Manchus andl Chinese.shall
be regarded equally,” meaning that
the elaborate system of Manebu pen-
sions which are now paid to practic-
ally every member of the race will be
discontinued and the Manchus left to
earn a living by tbeir own enterprise.

Ail edicts, like the first one, are
written in the first person, are coming
from the infant emperor himself. This
is unusual and Is apparently a device
adopted by tbe throne's advisers in a
pathetic attei”pt to create among the
people a feeling of personal loyalty
for their sovereign.

The edicts makes a completelcapit-
ulation lo the demands of the nation-
al assembly, and even go so far as to
offer extravagant praise to the rebels
for bringing about the great reforms
which are promised. The throne ab-
jectly acknowledges ita incapacity,
pleads ignorance of affsiirs, ~ks that
its lapses be pardoned and requests
the assistance and advice of all citi-
zens.

Federal Control of Railroads. -

The supreme courL in an opinion
by Justice Van Devmntor, which was
unanimously concurred in. upheld.,fhe
constitutionality of the safety appli-
ance act of March, 1903. Complete
control oi all the railroads of the
country by the Interstate commerce
comnflsslon and virtual;eliinini®*on of
the state commissions trom such con-
trol is foreshadowed in this opinion.

The case was argued at the last
term of the court It arose in the
United States district court for the
a<”beni Strict of Alabama. The
government proceeded against; the
Southern railway in a dvfl action to
recover penalties for the failure of
thewallroad company to equip certain
cars with safety nppllancea. The rail-
road defended on.the ground, that
three of the ears were moving la in-
trastate tiafllc and were.not connect-
ed with cars in Interstate'traffle. The
real issue vas as to the power
congress to require the use of auto-
matie coalers or other safty ap-
pliances on "hl*ways of commerce”
need in interstate commerce.

Painted Meat and Aged Eggs in Godiam
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l\fw YORK.—Since the first of this
year the state bureau of food in-'
spectlon has condemned 10.486,776
pounds of food as rotlen or adulterat-
ed. Most of the food condemned was
in New York c?ty.

The other day the first of the group
of offenders were arraigned and must
appear tor trial. Most of them W'ere
dealers from the lower part of the
city, and the charge against them al-
leged the possession of'decayed chick-
ens, soured condensed milk, spoiled
corned beef, dyed chopped meat,
spoiled meat of all kinds, rotten eggs,
bad butter and decayed fruits.

According to reports there are even
worse articles in restaurants and
stores, such as painted fish, spoiled
meat dipped in formaldehyde and red-
dened so as to look fresh, ice cream
coDtainlngrwood alcohol, candies con-
taining poisonous dyes and soda sir-
ups made of coal tar.

“We have found bad butter—a
mess.” says Dr. McMillan, chief nf the

Prison Warden’s

Topeka. Kan.—a new plan. Intend-
ed to give Kansas convicts a new
idea of life, has been put into effect
at the Kansas penitentiary, according
to the report of Warden J. K. Codding
to Governor Stubbs.

A piece of talnt”
meat, black and malodorous, is often
washed in the acid, we find, and is
then sold for good meat, i*d and fresh
looking, as its treatment makes It.

“The rotten egg Industry is not yet
dead. Recently | found 171 cans of
‘spot’ eggs in one man’s cellar and 42

in another. Each can contained 30
dozen eggs. If fresh eggs are put into
cold storage in summer, they will

keep nicely for six months. If they
are put in in cold weather, they will
keep for a year. Longer periods than
these result in eggs that are not fit
lor human consumption.”

Christina, Norway.—Like huge ser
pents of clear sea water the fjords oi
Norway wriggle miles inward into the
land and offer to the eye Some of the
mc,st picturesque landscapes in the
world. At times the channel narrows
between sheer cUffs to the width ot a
tourist' steamer and then it suddenly
.broadeaiA out into an inland lake bor-
dered with meadows and deep green
pine forests. Farther ~north glaciers
and snowfields come down almost tc
the water's edge and nature Is barren
enceptln# where a few hardy plants
Struggle for a bare eidstence. Accord
ing to geologists these intricate fjords
were formed by the movemrat of ice
in the glacial period. One mass of ice
spread from Russia across tW Baltic
sea and Sweden to the valleys of Nor-
way; the other pushed eastward from
the Atlantic and it was in these fjords,
then high-lain valleys, that the twe
frozen waves fought against each
other, wearing away soil and strand
until, when the ice melted, the valleys
had disappeared arrd fjords bad taken
their place. -But gigantic rocks and
peaks which bad resisted the friction
of the glaciers remained.

There aie at least 150,000 of these
islands, some of them over 3,000 feet
in height, and their grotesque shapes
are not the least aUracllve feature In
the weird panorama of broken scaapd
land. The most famous is the Torg-
batten, about five miles to the north

of tbe Bindalsfjord in Nordland. Its
shape, as indicated by its name, is
that of a Norwegian njarlfiet hat float-
ing on the water and attaining a
height of- over '800 feet. What gives
it its unique character, however, is a
natural tunnel bored through it dur-
ing the glacial period. As this tunnel
is 400 feet above the level of the sea
some ldea can be formed of the ex-
tent to which the soli was worn aw'ay.
In reality this strange hole is a per-
pendicular giant's cauldron In which
stone, ice and water churned and,
swirled until they had perforated the
rock in their frantic Arctic struggle
and.gained an outlet for the impa-
tient masses behind. So perfectly did
they carve the tunnel that>in parts it
almost looks as though It had been
chiseled by the band of man. On the
eastern side It Is only 64 feet high,
increasing to 260 feet on the westerii.
U& length is over 600 feet, the walls
are almost perpendicular and the floor
covered with the debris of ages and
with remains of the last struggle. Just
before wave and ice retreated. Gazing
through it from the western extremity
the spectator Is rewarded with a pe-
culiarly framed panorama of blue wa-
ter, rugged coast apd Jagged islands,
with perhaps a quaint Norwegian flsbh-
ing smlack silentily pursuing Its way
southward.

The treatment that baa been so-
corded many of the old wire fences reminds one—
in Its ingenious expedient for covering up old ma-
terial with new—of the scheme now so freqtiently
followed in costing old telck bouses with s layer
of stucco or concrete that gives them s pristine
fresbnesa Is some instances ivy. roses, or rap-
tdly-growlng vines of one kind or another have
bera planted at frequent Intervals along a wire
fence—say at each post—and in a surprisingly
shcHt time the fence becomes a trellis for s luxur®
iant growth that is bound to charm even the
most fastidious person and one to whom a wire
fence nnadomed would prove a perfect eyesora

Another presMt day raae for making the wire
fence unobtrusive and yet rdtsintng all Its virtue
as a boundary la to have the fence serve ss a
core for a hedge.

The abundant fall of rains having
brought out a large crop of fungi
in the woods .fields and lawns, the
old (Question has come agalh* to the
fore: "How csm | tell mushrooms from
toadstools?" In the first place, the
words mushrooms and toadstools are
practically synonymous, Is being in-
correct to reserve the first name for
the ediblo and the second for the poi-
sonous species. To put the question
in correct form, one should ask "How
shall r distinguish edible from poison-
ous mushrOo0iQs?"

In the first:place, there is no one
rule which can be used to distlognish
the two. The rules are dan-
gerous. because tttoy -Ao not distin-
guish the edible from the poisonous
ones, viz.: 'Cooking the mumshrooms
with a silver spoon; putting salt upon
the under side of the gill to notice
whether they change color; the pres-
ence of pink gills; the fact that the
akin of the cap will peel off easily; the
fact that the taste is mild. etc. As
for'the silver spoon, nearly every
Bsuahroom. whether edible or polson-
ooa, win turnla allver "spoon hUck If
the mnshroooi la'a little old. while
B ~t mushrooma whether peisonous or
othmirlse, it fresh, will not blacken the
apoon. The change of color of the glUa
due to salt haa nothing to do with
their pOlaonoua quality. It'la true that
the common cultivated mushroom,
which la the same as the cocnmon field
srashnMMn, has pink glHs when young,
but there are some species of pink
gills which: are to™ked upon by botan-
ists wltb greait aoapiclon. As for the
peeling cdf of Ithe aUn of the civ»
la a charactetiatlc which is oommoo
to some of the poisonoua onea as well
as to some of the edible ones, indeed
some of the rilible onea do not peel
welL The tarie cannot be naed as a

rooms if I'they have been acustomod to
collecting For this reason one must
know his emushrooms well enough to
be sure of his identification of the
mushrooni. When In doubt, do not eat,
is a safe rule that ought to be fol-
lowed by., every would-be mushroom
eater. Another point always to be ob-
served is, do not look at just one or
two of the specimens In your basket,
and on finding them good, judge that
the whole basketful! are safe to eat.
It may happen that the ones you pick-
ed up were wholesome ones, while oth-
ers in the same basket were of poison-
ous kind.

It Is only by trial of the different
species that It has been determined
which ones are poisonous and whicBi
ones are not. If you find certain mush-
rooms are abundant and you have no
one to Inform you whether they are ed-
ible or not, this can be determined by
trial. Eat first a small piece no bigger
than the head of a very small . hat-
pin. If. after one-half hour or so. there
is no discomfort, try a piece as large
as a pea. Walt two or three hours be-
fore eating any large piece. If you
stni have no tronble, eat a piece as
big as the end of your little finger. If
this still has no bad effect, dt probably
will be safe to eat the”hole of a
small specimen. If thl~is harmless,
you probably can eat that variety with
safety.

One last word about mushrooms,
never eat them after they are old
and Infected with maaota or after
they have become very dark color or,
in the case of the poffballs. gfter the
inride has begun to get epmtgy and
somewhat brownish rather than firm
and white. Again | repeat, never eat
a mushroom that you do not know, for
for although ft Is true that there are
probably dozens of wholesome kinds
for every poisonous kind, yet. If you
make a mistake amfeat the prisonous
one, it may be that they will say ahout
you as they have said of otoers, "When
he was duad be was very dead and will
probably stay dead for a long, lone
while."
