Lansing.—Can the Michigan railroad

commission require a public service
corporation organized In another state
to make a showing as to whether it
is an extensively watered eoncem. or
possesses actually the property which
it claims to have represented In
stock issued? This question Is up for
the determination of ihat body along
wlth other legal points, as a result of
an tippltcAtlon of the Peninsular Pow-
er comi)>any, owning water power
rights along the Menominee river, for
authorization to incorporate for $760,-
000, which the commission has tenta-
tively refused on the $rrounds that the
company ahs nOt shown that It Is put-
ting over 1260,000 In assets for the
stock. '
. Colin P. Campbell of Grand Rapids,
romicr speaker of the bouse, present-
ed an argument to the commIBSlon on
the matter in which be contended that
under Hie law granting the commis-
sion certain regulatory powers over
public service corporations, the com-
mission'has no authority to deny the
corporation, the right to Incorporate In
this state, providing a showing Is
made that tbe money Is paid in. He
declared, al~. that as'a matter of pre-
cedent the commission ought to recog-
nize the principle of comity between
states and, the Wisconsin commission
having authorized the organization,
this commission ought not to raise any
question as to the propriety of allow-
ing to enter Michigan the corporation
without regard to the stock issue, it
Is expMted that the question will be
carried' Into the courts when the com-
mission renders a decision against the
corporation, as seeuls probable In
«riew of past decisions In similar
cases.

Tbe commission has been informed
that a group of men organized the
Twin Falla Land company, and ac-
quired for about 1100,000,. land along
the Menominee river for use for this
power development. It has also been
Informed that the same group of men
organized the Peninsular Power com-
pany in , Wisconsin, with a capital
stock of 1750,000, and transferred to
the new corporation the land and as-
sets in exchange for the stock. The
claim has been made that the property
Is really only worth $250,000, and the
commission has demanded that the
company make a showing or allow en-'
glneers to appraise the property,
whii'h will show whether the property
is reallv worth tbe amount of stock
issued.

Favors Revision of Hunting Laws.

State Game Warden W. R. Oates
has returned from the upp”r country,
where he has been planning and in-
vestigating, in preparation for the deer
hunting Reason. Owing to his famil-
iarity with bunting and the woods of
Che uppec”penlnsula. tbe warden has
taken an unusual interest in the mat-
ter of enforcing the g%me laws, al-
though it is generally admitted that
the last legislature made a woeful Job
of the biennial revisiem of these stat-
utes. as a result of which no hunter
is safe In the woods without an attor-
ney and bondsmen, except that such
construction has been placed on them
as will allow for reasonable enforce-
ment.

“Lots of deer,” said the major, “and
plenty of hunters. The latter are
crossing the straits now in army corps
and within a few days there will be-
gin the shipment of deer carcasses by
the score. Most of the hunters wait-
ed for the snow to come before going
north, and as a result the business of
watching the shipments out of tro-
phies of tbhe chase has Just begun.

Asked what percentage of chances
a man takes in going into 'the woods
in these days of high power rifles and
numerous amateur hunters, Warden
Oats replied: “Pass a law prohibit-
ing the killing of any except horned”
male deer, and tbe mortality record
of our woods would be greatly de-
creased. In my Judgment. Excitable
hunters, as it is, shoot first and foen
lc«k to see what stirred in the bu”es.
If there was a penalty for Kkilling
does, then the shooter would have to
w&it until be could determine whether
it was really a deer or another man
with a gun. and the loss of life would
be lessened.

State and City Combine to Save Girl.

Through the efforts of Governor Os-
born, Dr. Robert L. Dixon, secretary
of the state board of health, and foe
council of the city of Port HurOT,
Miss Roberta Gilchrist, twenty-four,
of that city, has entered the state
sanatorium at Howell again in an ef-
fort to regain her health.

The case of this young lady is prob-
ably the most unique'of any in foe
state and which was brought to the
attention of the slate officials by Dr.
M. A. Patterson of Port Huron. In
September. 1910, Miss Gilchrist was
sent to the sanatorium by her father
for treatment, the- father bearing the
expenses at that time. She remained
there until January of the present
year, when she was called home on
account of the illness of her father,
who died during her ~tay at home.
With the death of her fafoer the
means of support for keeping her at
the Institution were withdrawn. Loath
to ask charity, the girl went to the
home of a sister, where she remained
for some time, and finally was dis-
covered by Dr. Patterson.

The St. Clair county poor commis-
sioner refused to put expense on the
county, and in desperation Dr. Patter-
son appealed to Governor Osborn.

I"ore than 3.000 native Chinese
men, women and children are dead
and 75,000 are homeless as a result
of the w'anton slaughter throughout
foe city of Nankin by foe imperialist
army.
Reinforcements arrived Saturday
and Joined foe rebels and the attack
on the imperialist army was resumed).
Aroused into a frenzy of rage against
their enemies for the massacre of de-
fenseless Chinese, the rebels fought
desperately lor vengeance.

The streets of Nankin presented a
most gruesome picture. Hundreds of
dead bodies lay among the smoking
ruins of dwellings. The property
of the Chinese was first looted, then
fired.

Most pitiful were foe corpses of
boys and girls, headless and naked
any lying where they bad* fallen.

;Seek Out Hidden Natives.

Detachments of Manchu soldiers,
whith  blood  dripping from their
swords, invaded the homes of all resi-
dents of the native quarters looking
for hiding natives. Some that they
found were Kkilled outright. Otti*rs
were tortured before being put to
death.

Hundrede of queless human heads
were piled like so many cannon balls
in the gutters. "Hands and feet, cut
off In torture, strew the debris of ithe
burned quarter.

Famine now threatens as the sol-
diers have carried off all the fopd.

Hundreds of children and women
were stabbed, but left alive to die
under foot.

Innocent Chinese, leaving every-
thing behind them, are fleeing, terror
stricken and destitute, to the shelter
In the fields at the rear of tbe re-
form forces. The latter are impo-
tent to check foe slaughter or avenge
the slain because of their lack of
ammunition. s

PREPARE FOR HOLY WAR.

Arabs Invite Tunisians to Join Them
in Attacking lItalians.

Various reports have been received
from Tripoli to the effect that the
Arabs are preparing for a holy war
and that they have sent delegations
to Tunis to invite'the natives to cross
the frontier and join the Moham-
medans in Tripoli.

Eight balloons hovering over the
Turkish entrenchments outside Tri-
poli gave the directions to the Jlal-
lan fire in a hard scrimmage at Fort
Henideh and Sidi Mesri Saturd<ay, ac-
cording to dispatches received at the
Italian embassy in Washington.

The Italian artillery fire was di-
rected by the signals from foe bal-
loons and the Arabs finally were
forced to withdraw from the camp at
Ain Sar. leaving their cannon.

According to .the report from a
naval attache, who visited the front
foe Italian advices state, the Turks
are using a form of projectile which
violates tbe international convention.

“Taking Invoice of Farm Woodlot.”

There are a great many farms dur*
Ing the last few years that have
changed hands, and the .purchaser
paid a greater share of the price by
cutting off the stock on hand In the
woodlot.

Selling, buying or holding a farm
woodlot, it Is weRto kno](Fthe amount
and value of what*'gotS*ave on band,
and the rate at which your forest
crop is. growing. There are many
ways of ascertaining the volume of
any given stand; one of the simplest
|Aay be described as follows:

Measure the diameter of the tree’s
breast (four and one-half feet from
the ground), and record .on a blank
tally sheet under the proper head-'
Ings.

In taking, these measurements, it Is
best that two or three persons work
together. One person carries the tally!
sheet, tacked on a light board or
placed In a notebook. The other two
measure the diameter of the -trees at
breast height, and call out the meas-
urements to the tally man. For ex-
ample, one white oak has been meas-
ured and found to be four Inches in
diameter. The tally man records it
by making>a dot under the four-inch
column and opposite ifie species-
white oak. If't bad beerktwo whbitd

single bar; six, four dots and two
bars, etc., until ten is reached, which

Canning Vegetables

on the Farm

By MYRA V. BOGUS

The housewife on the farm has
adopted many modern processes of
doing work and many old-time duties
have been entirely done away with.
The problem of a winter supply of
v~etables for her table, which she
had learned should he Included in a
healthful diet, is not so easy of solu-
tion. The farm garden usually sup-
~lles-an abundance of vegetables In
their season, and many times enough
for the winter use goes to waste. To-
matoes are so easily and generally
canned that w« will not consider them,
but how may peas, beans and com
be” preserved for the table In winter?

We will review the fundamental
steps in the process of correct can-
ning and the reasons why these de-
tails are necessary. It has been dem-
onstrated that there are three forms
of life, bacteria, molds and yeasts, that
cause the decay of canned goods. Of
these yeasts ere easily killed and as
molds are more likely to attack jelHes
abd preserves, we will leave them oat
of consideration. This places the bur-
den upon bacteria. The seeds of bac-
teria are resistant to short boiling
processes and will live and germinate
even when no sir is present. Two
things, then, tre absolutely ne”asary
in canning vegetables, complete steri-
lisation and the exclusion of air from
the can.

Complete Sterillxatton.

The room in which the work is to
be done should be as free from dust
as possible, the clothing, hands and
everything to be used should be thor-
oughly dean. The cans and tops
should be placed top down In a kettle
of cold water and boiled for about
ten minutes. All utensils should be

sterilized in the same way. The wa-'

ter to be used in filling the dans
shoalid be boded tor a 'halt hour Ipi a
teakettle and then cooled.

This
will give the total volume of the trunk
of the tree.

The llmh wood, constiviiting the crown
©f the tree, should be cut into /our-foot
lengths and to a limit of one inch di-
ameter. Take the diameter of each
length of section In the center and
ascertain tbe basal area, and multfply
by four feet. This will gi®e-you the
volume of each indivldugl~piece. Add
th© volume of the total number of
pieces, which will give you the num-
her of cubic feet in the crown of the
tree. -Having ascertained the total
number of cubic feet this can be re-
duced to board feet.

The following particulars are taken
from Detroit papers:

'riTe accident occurred Sunday night
in Willoughby, 10 miles westof Pdines-
viUe, Ohio. Thbe auto in which the
party consisting of Mr. and Mrs. Shaw
and and Mrs. E. J. Lobdell, was
traveling to Greenwich) Ct., was lost in
the snowstorm and was stalled on the
tracks of the Clevelan<}, Painesville &
Eastern railway, where a suburban car
crashed into it. .

The accident occurred at about nine
o’clock at night. Mr. and Mrs. Shaw
and Mrs. Lobdell had made the run
from Detroit to Cleveland Sunday
morning in the Shaw automobile.

« They left Cleveland for their long
journey at 5:30 o’clock that afternoon,
expecting to spend the night at Paines-
ville, about 25 miles ea™t of Cleveland.
They had gone but a short distance
.when their chauffeur, H. Stoneburg,
lost his way in the blinding snowstorm.
For som» time the party were unable to
tell in which direction they were pro-
ceeding. Finally they happened upon
a sti;*g»'r who volunteered to pilot
them into Painesville.

According to Mrs.' Shaw, the auto-
mobile became stalled in the giud be-
tween slippery rails, when an attempt
was inad*e to cross a track near Paines-
ville. The chaffeur almost succeeded
in getting thf machine clear of the
track when it was .<»truck by an inter-
i>rban car with terrific force. ThF oc-
cupants of the machine except Mr.
Shaw were thrown out by the force of
impact. Somehow he was caught in

- the vehicle. After the crash Mrs. Shaw
Mrs. Lobdell and the chauffeur succeed-
ed in pulling .Mr. Shaw out..of the
wreck. He was hurried ~ Painesville
on aispecial car and taken to a hospital
It was found that he had sustained a
fractured skull and severe internal in-
juries.

Mr. Shaw was atx>u( 56 years old.
He was bom on a farm near Plymouth,
Mich., and received his early training
there, with a high school coui® at
*Norebyine. He came to Detroitat the
age of 21 with the avowe<t. intention of
becoming a banker. Shortly after his
arrival in Detroit he obtained a position
as messenger with the First National
bank at a salary of $5 a week. From
that post he woiked in all departments
of the bank and gained experience in
every phase of the banks work except
the actual work 9f the telly’s desks.
fai 1891 he was promoted to assistant
dashier and in 1893 was advanced to
cashier. Just six years later to the day,

i January 10, 1899, he was elected vice-
president. On November 19, 1907 he>
was elected president.

He was married atTfoy,*a., in 1895
to Miss Adele Pomeroy, who survives
him. The farm on which, Mr. Shaw
was bom was settled the Sbaws in
1896. The grandfatherofJohn T.Shaw
eame from NottingfaRn, Eng. HU son,
John, came with him and after the
death of his father remained on the
Utnn until 1908. This was the father of
