the  crowd. In  th is  m anner 223 suf­
frage ttes , Including th re e  m en, w ere 
taken  to  the  police staMr^ris.

School Rooob
Need Ksinfectiiig

E very school room in the S ta te  
ebould be thoroughly  disinfected each 
m onth of the school year, particu larly  
during  the  w inter m onths when the 
doors and windows a re  Kkely to  be kep t 
closed. The expense is very  small and 
th e  aotnal wort: is inconsiderable. 
T here are a  g rea t many proprietary 
d isin fec tan t devices on the  maricet. As- 
a  ru le these should be avoided because 
th e y  are  genera lly  inefficient and re la­
tively  expensive, together w ith offering 
a  risk of Gre. For school room d isin ­
fection, there is no method as good as 
th e  formalin and potassium perm angan­
a te  m ethod. T h is is done as follows: 
F o r  each thousand cubic f e e t ' of room, 
provide iO ounces of formalin and 5 
ounces of potassiu|n perm anganate. 
C lose ail the windows. In to  a  tin  pail 
<10-12 quarts) pour the  formalin and 
then  add the potassium  perm anganate. 
H urry  out and sh u t the door. Leave 
th e  room closed for a t  least six hours, 
th e n  open doors and windows and a ir 
o u t the room thoroughly. I t is necea- 
sary  to use a  ra ther ta ll pail to prevent 
overflowing. In ,t^e ordinary sized 
school room i t  would be b etter to  divide 
th e  m aterials used into two ox three 
portions, ^ I ^ in g  them  m different parts 
of the room. M oisture of the a ir  and 
surfaces helps to render the process 
mo**''effective. In steam -heated  rooms, 
there is usually moisture enough. F o r­
m alin can be bought for about Sl.OO 
per gallon, and potassium perm anga- 

. for 15 cents pe r pound. In rooms 
w here scrubbing the  floors, desks and 
walls is practicable, it  is probably just 
a s  well, and  less expensive, to effect'the 
disinfectiou by scrubbing v.itlu a  solu­
tion of bichloride'of M ercury in s tren g th  
1 to 2000 o r 500^' ra th er than  using the 
form alin. Solutions of Lysol, or any 
o f the cresol products are usually  ef­
fective, the  persistent odors are  ob- 
jectional.«* .

The best in terests of the school 
health  can b,e ser\'ed by regu lar and 
thorough  disinfection of the school 
rooms.

Churclies, public halls, theaters, etc ., 
should also receive an occasional d isin ­
fection.

T he old ax o r h a tchet alw ays has 
and probably always will be a  common 
way of k illing  th e  Sunday dinner. 
S ince th e  fowl is generally  ea ten  rig h t 
aw ay th e  condition of th e  carcass Is 
not of g rea t Im portance, but when 
chickens a re  kilted * a  few days o r  
longer before m arketing  ca re  should 
be taken  th a t the  appearance Is a s  a t ­
trac tive  a s  possible, and  tb e  keeping 
qualities a re  g rea tly  Improved by 
proper killing and dressing.

A v isit to  the  local m arket will gen­
era lly  show m ore o r  less dressed 
chickens, m any of them  purple and 
scarred  In flesh, w ith little  red  spots 
about the  body as  though the  blood 
had followed tbe  fea thers  when 
plucked, which Is p ractica lly  w hat 
happened, every bru ise and thum b 
m ark showing, presenting  an undesir­
able appearance. T hese conditions 
a re  due to Im proper killing  and d ress­
ing.

"S ticking" Is as  easy as chopping 
off the  head, and as  tbe  bird Is hang­
ing when stuck , may be allowed to 
bleed freely w ithout bum ping about 
and bruising itse lf as  It does flopping 
wben> throw n down a f te r  losing Its 
bead. B ut "s tick ing" m ust be done 
properly to  secu re  reeults.

T he re  a re  tw o la rge  veins In tb e  
neck of the  fowl, one on e ither side 
running  tb e  whole length  and united 
by a  crosa vein Just h^low and behind 
th e  ear. T h is connecting vein does- 
Dot run  s tra ig h t ac ross th e  neck, but 
Is fa r th e r  In fron t a t  the  r ig h t than 
on the  left side. In m aking tbe  stick, 
a  knife w ith sm all blade about two 
Inches long should be used and stuck  
inside tb e  chicken’s mouth, i^ a ln s t  the 
r ig h t s id e 'so m ew h at, so a s ' t o  s tr ik e  
the  vein, and a clean slash  madeL T h is 
will cause thorough bleeding and  
should be accom panied by "braining," 
which destroys the senses, relieving 
any suffering of the  fowl and causing 
en tire  relaxation. ~  ‘

T he "brain ing" Is done by running  
th e  blade up through tbe little  na tu ra l 
opening in the  roof of the  m outh be­
tw een th e  eyes to  edge or tbe 
brain, w here a  slight tw ist or a  back­
w ard and forw ard n^ovement of the  
knife should paralyze the  fowl. This 
causes the  b ird  to  "drop Us feathers" 
—th a t  Is, all m uscular resistance  
ceases, and even d ry  picking can be 
easily  done. If desired.

A different m ethod of killing and

M fndtng la sim ilar to  w ringing th i 
neck, b u t la only unjo ln tlng  o r  break­
ing  a t  th e  first JoinL unconpttngi but 
not de tach ing  the  bead. U olding the  
bird by the  legs in  th e  le ft hand, tbe  
r ig h t should g rasp  tb e  head  of the  
chicken and  then , by pulling directly  
down and pushing th e  head a  tittle  
backw ard, a  b reak  is  m ade. As th e  
fowl hangs It bleeda in to  th e  neck  and  
no blood need be spilled till th e  head 
is  cu t off la ter. T h is m akes a  clean 
operation  and causes satisfacto ry  
bleeding and "b ra ising"  a t  one*.

As to  dressing, th e  hot w a te r m eth­
od Is m ost .common, but often Is not 
properly  done. T he w ate r should be 
a t  nearly  boiling point and  th e  bird 
should be held by th e  feet and head 
and im m ersed once w ith the  bCLCfc up­
w ard and once w ith th e  b reas t 
w ard , leaving It only a  sh o rt tim e In 
tb e  w ater, and pick as  soon ae possi­
ble. If the  fe a th e rs 'a re  "s ta rted ,"  be­
ing carefu l not to  rub  the  sk in , as  die 
coloration easily  occurs In th is  m an­
ner. W hen the  fea thers a re  rem oved 
"plum ping" may be done. If desired, 
by plunging into the  scalding w ater, 
le ft th e re  a  few seconds and then  
placed In cold w ate r to  cool. This 
Is done only to  m ake a  m ore pleasing 
appearance to  tb e  carcass.

Dry picking t a k ^  perhaps a  trifle 
l o n g e r . s o m e  casesK bu t leaves tbe  
carcass In th e  very  besb'-sctmdltloa If 
reasonable care Is taken  n o t ' ^  te a r  
the  kkin: A lm ost as  soon as tb ^ b lrd  
Is "stuck" o r  tbe  neck  broken plbck- 
Ing may be com menced. By tr y in g *  
few fea thers from  the  back o r sides \ t  
m ay  be determ ined w hether or 
fea th ers  a re  d ro i^ e d ; if notr'D^raln- 
log  may be d o n * ag a in ; IT m . it  Is well 
to  pull th e  large fe a u i tf s  from  the  
w ings and ta ll ape  then proceed to 
tb e  body. Dry picking requ ires some 
practice, but v r ^  a  little  sk ill may be 
done very rajndly  and is a  g rea t im­
provem ent over any o ther m ethod. 
The choicest dressed  poultry  which 
reaches the  ea ste rn  m arkets is all dry 
picked, d ry  cooled and dry packed.

Aby locality  has patrons who ap­
precia te  choice, n ea t a rtic le s  of food 
and would enjoy tb e  production of 
such.

If  th e  dressed fowls are  tcT be kept 
any length of tim e they should be 

^starved several hours before killing 
and then left undraw n, but fo r Imme­
dia te  use the coittum er Is generally  
b e tte r  pleased w ith th e  draw n ca r­
cass.

Some o f-th e se  m ethods of p repara­
tion a re  alm ost as  easy, tim e saving, 
and  fa r m ore satisfacto ry  than  chop­
ping off the  head and beating  the  ket­
tle  of w ate r for scalding. T his not 
only applies to  the  m arket producer 
but to anyone dressing  fowls.

F IL L IN G
T H E  SIL O

T he first consideration  is to have 
the  silo ready. Including all necessary  
repairs, for Ibdlcatlol&a a re  th a t en ­
silage-m aking will b e g ^  ea rly  this 
season. It Is poor econ<^y to begin 
repairing  w hen the  sllVge .cu tte r  
s ta r ts  and bun t tbe old or) m ake new 
doors as tbe  flUlng p ro g r^ s e s  for the 
packing and tramplng'^iB su re  to be 
neglected. T he e a rn e rs  tru e  also of 
th e  silage cuttei*, cotv h arvester and 
equipm ent for bandll^ig and hauling.

L e t th e  com  m aturesw ell e jw r 'to  
tbe  s tage  of being r e a d y T S '^ t  and 
shock (or husking; It will m ake a 
sw eeter silage.

Evenness of d is tribution  In the silo 
and carefu l tr a m p in g ' 'd  packing are 
fea tu res essen tia l to success in mak­
ing the  best quality  of ensilage.

The silo m a^ be filled to the  top 
w ithout cessation  and then  m ore add­
ed a fte r  It se ttles, b u t before th e  top 
layer spoils. It used to be considered 
necessary  to  lay off occasionally to 
give the  silage a  chance to se ttle , but 
th is  is  n o t essential.

In tbe  case of Im m ature frosted 
com  It h as-been  commonly assum ed 
ttfa t It should be hurried  Into tbe  silo 
a s  quickly as  possible a f te r  the 
freeze. R ecen t experience, however, 
seem s to  Indicate th a t a  delay of 
several days Is not In ju t^ u s , hut 
ra th e r  beneficial, providing^ toss of 
d ried  leaves does not occu^ from  too 
prolonged delay.

W hen circum stances are  favorable, 
as  in the  case of fa rm ers  who build up 
the ir herds by raising  the  progeny, the  
horns m ay be prevented  from  growing 
by a  sim ple and p ractica lly  painless 
m ethod, and the  custom  of p reven t­
ing  the  grow th of horns is becom ing 
m ore popular and  m ore genera lly  prac­
ticed under all conditions except In 
the  case of calves dropped on tbe 
open range. T he calf shonld be tre a t­
ed not la te r  than  one w eek a f te r  its 
b irth , preferably  w hen It Is from 
th ree  to  five days old. The agent to 
be used may be e ith e r caustic  soda or 
caustic  potash, both  of w hich m ay be 
procured In the  drug s to res  In the  
form of stek s abou t th e  th ickness of 
an ord inary  lead pencil and five Inches 
long. T hese caustics m ust be handled 
w ith care, as  they  dissolve tbe  cuticle 
and' m ay m ake th e  hands o r fliigers 
sore. T he p repara tion  of tb e  calf con­
s is ts  In first clipping th e  h a ir  from 
the  parts, w ashing clean w ith soap and 
w arm  w ater, and thoroughly dry ing  
w ith a  cloth; or towel. T he stick of 
caustic  should be w rapped in a  piece 
of ^ a p e r  to  p ro tec t th e  hands and fin­
gers. leaving  one end of the  s tick  un­
covered. *

• M oisten th e  uncovered end slightly  
and rub  i t  on .th e  horn  bu ttons or 
lUUe points w hich m ay be  felt on  the  
c ^ f 's  head, first on one an 4  then  tb e  
o ther, a lte rnate ly , tw o o r  th re e  tlm ee 
on each , allow ing th e  cAnatlc to  d ry  
a f te r  each application. Be very  ca re­
ful to  apply th e  caustic  to  th e  horn 
bu tton  only. If  I t la  b rough t In con­
ta c t w ith  th e  sa rround lng  akin It will 
cause pain. Be very  carefu l a lso  not 
to  have too  m uch m o istu re  on  the  
s tick  of caustic , a s  it w ill rem ove th e  
sk in  tr allowed to  ru n  dow n over tbe  
face. A fter trea tm en t, keep th e  calf 
p ro tected  from  ra in , aa  w ate r on the  
head a f te r  th e  applications o f caus­
tic  w ill cause i t  tp  run  down over tbe 
face.
