Size of Newvt Compgniee.

Objection wm- made by certain_Inde-
pendent tobacco companies that this set-
tlement was unjust because. It left com-
panies with very large capital in active
business, and that, the settlement that
would be effective to put all on an equal-
HP/ would be a division of the capital and
plantof the trustinto'small fractions In
amount more nearly equU to that of each
of the Independent companiea This con-
tention results from a mlaunderstanding
of the anti-trust law and Ita purposo.
It is not Intended thereby to prevent the
accumulation of large capital in business
enterprises in which such a combination
can secure reduced cost of production,
sale and distribution. .1t Is dirfctly
against such an aggregation of capital
only when its purpose is that of stifling
competition, enhancing or controlling
prices and establishing a monopoly. If
we shall have by the decree defeatedthese
purposes and restored competition be-
tween the large units into which the cap-
ital and plant have been divided, we
shall have accomplished the useful pur-
pose of the statute.

Confiscation Not the Purpoae of the
Statute.

It Is not the purpose of the statute to
confiscate the property and capital of the
offending truota Methods of punishment
b¥ fine or.imprisonment of the Individual
offenders, 'by fine of the corporation, or
by forfeiture- of its goods In Itansporta-
tion. are provided, but the proceeding in
equity Is a specifle remedy to stop the
operation of the trust by Injunction and
prev'ent the future use of the Pplant and
capital in violation of the statute.

Common-Stock Ov/nerxhip.

It has been assumed that the present
pro-rata and common ownerslilp In all
these companies by former stockholders
of the trust would insure a continuance
of the same old single control of all the
companies into which the trust has by
decree been disintegrated. This is er-
roneous and Is based upon the assumed tn*
efficacy and Innocuousness of Judicial In-
Junctiona. The companies are enjoined
from co-operation or combination: they
have different managers, directors, pur-
chasing and sales*agents. If alt or any
of the numerous stoctcholdcrs, reaching
Into the thousands, attempt to seemre
concerted action of the vcompandca with a
view to the control of the market, their
number Is so large that such an attempt
could not well be concealed and its prime
movers and alt its participants would be
at once subject to contempt pcroceedings
and ImprisiinmeDt of a sumrhary oharao-
ter. The immediate result of the presen
situation wili necessarily be activity by
all the companiea under different man
agers.and then competition must follow
or there will be activity by on* company
and stagnation by another. Only a short
time will Inevitably lead to a ,change in
ownership, of the  stock, as lall oppor-
tunltv for conting®ed co-operaitlon ‘must
disappear. |

In a special message to congress on

January 7. 1910. | ventured to point out
the disturbance to business that would
probably attend the dissolution of
these offending trusta 1 said:
* *But such an Investigation and pos-
sible prosecution of corporations whose
prosperity or destruction affects the
comfort not only of stockholders but of
millions of wege earnera -employes,
and associated tradesmen muOT neces-
sarily tend to dlIsturlAthe confidence Of
tbe business community, to dry up the
now flowing sources of capital from Its
places of hoarding, and produce « halt
in our present prosperity that will
cause suffering and strained circum-
stances among tbe innocent many for
the fault of tho guilty few. The ques-
tion which I wish in this message to
bring cU-arly to the consideration and
discussion of corvgress Is whether, in
order to avoid such a possible business
gauger, something cannot be done ,by
which these business combtnatigns may
be offered a means, without great finan-
cial dlaturbanoe. of changing the char-
acter. orga-nleatton and extent of their
business into one within the lines ot
fhe la”” under federal control and su-
pervision. securing compliance with the
anti-trust statvitc.

w'Generally.’ In_the Industrial combi-
nations called Trusts.” the principal
business is the sale of goods in many
states and In foreign markets: in other
words, the interstate and foreign busi-
ness far exceeds the business done in
any one state. This fact will Justify
the federal gov'emment in granting a
federal charter to such a combination
to make and sell in interstate and for-
eign commerce the products of useful
manufacture under such limitations as
will secure a compliance with the anti-
trust Igw. It is possible so to frame
a statute that while It offers protec-
tion to a federal company _ against
harmful, vexatious and nr>Tiei-Pr v
invasion by tho states, it sh.all .subject
it to reasonable taxation and control
by the states with respect to its pure-
ly local business,

"Corporations organized under this
act should bo prohibited from acquir-

Thbe most sensational criminal trial
ever started in America since the
trials of the Molly Maguires or the
Chi(jago Haymarket boc;bthrowers,
came to a dramatic end ?In Los An-
geles, CaL, when James'i®. McNam-
ara pleaded guilty to dy~mlting on
October 1, 1910, the L»08 Angeles
Times building, in which terrible ex-,
plosion 21 persons lost their lives in
flame and agony, and his brotlrei,
John J. McNamara, pleaded guilty to
dynamiting the Llewellyn Iron 'Worla
in Los Angeles a few days later.

The accused men had .entered pleas
of not guilty. They had repeatedly
protested to all the world that they

were innocent victims of. a plot
against union labor framed by prQTI-
Dent Los Angeles men and Detective

William John Bums and Bis agents
Union labor leaders all over 'the
United States had rallied to their de-
fense and raised a huge defense fund

.The confession covers one side of
an ordinary sheet of paper and was
written with a fountain pen supplied
by one of the attorneys. It is proba-
bly tbe.only written statement of the
case that will ever he made by the
writer or h!s brother, John J. Mec-
Namara. who pleaded guilty to dyna-
miting the I./lewellvn Iron Works.

John Joseph McNamara, secretary
of the bridge and structural iron
workers, a confessed and sentenced
felon. Is now with his younger broth-
er. James Batuna McNamara, in San
Queiniln prison.

For Lj years John J. will serve
within the same walls for his con-
fessed part In dynamiting plots that
have reached from ocean to ocean.

James B. McNamara, the brother
who confessed he did the “job” his
elder brother planned, and who said
he set the bomb that destroyed the
building of the I>0s Angeles Times,
when 21 lives were lost, v/ill spend
the rest fo his life in confinement.

The two men were sentenced by
Judge Walter N. Bordwoll. Led in-
to court by sheriffs, the two men
mwaited tvhile a clerk was sent scur-
rying out to get chairs for them. The
prison pallor -on the face of the
younger man had been displaced by a
nervous flush. Nervously chewing
the gum between his teeth he looked
around the court room with quick
catlike glances, his head drooping
forward. Outside ihe nervous toying
with his hands at a watch chain that
dangled from his w:iistcoat. he dis-
played no sign of perveusness.

A striking figure was John Joseph
McNamara, the elder brother, big.
strong and dlstinguishedr as he stood
waiting for the day's events. Both
men W¢re dressed with extreme care.
Both wore black. J. J. ini.ght have
been an attorney, to judge by his ap-
pearance. He wore a high collar
around which was draped a black
tie.- Presently the chairs were pro-
cured and the ‘me-n sank into them.

Elaborate precautions were taken
t3 prevent any demonstration, or at-
tack on any of the actors in the
closing scene of the great drama. The
sentence was passed in a small court
room, near the jail, so that the men
could e brought across a “Bridge of
Sighs.” and not haye to be escorted
through the streets. There were over
a. hundred deputies, bailiffs and po-
licemen guarding the room and the

corridors. -At one time the room was
cleared, and all who afterwards en-
tered It. who might in any mway be

suspected, were searched. A heavy
bar was laidAcross the door, so that
there might be no ’rushing” of ijie
guards there.

their impulses and so successful in wringing a
comfortable living for so large a population from
small an area of land. For the amount of good
soil in the countrj' the population is one of the
most dense on the globe, and yet the people live
better than almost any other among whom 1 have
spent any length of time on any continent.
™t*spland "begging is unknown, abject pov-
erty *nowberc in evidence. Rags are not seen,
nor is (here a speck of dirt avoidable by known
means encountered on the persons of the people,
in- t~ homes they occupy or in the streets of
their, cities. These char:i< terisllcs of iiersons and
streets, of homes and furniture, are not merely
.common or general; they are universal » the ex-
tent of being almost without exception. 'No Swilt-
*er la dirty, not one is ragged, none s"ms to
‘awant any of the common necessities of life. So
with the homes and their furnishings; they are
*11 clean. So are all the streets of all the cities.
And the kindliness of manner is almost, if not
mquite, as nearly universal as the thrift and econ-
omy. They are never rufle, nor ever thoughtless.

This country so wonderful in scenery is only
16.00C square miles in extent. Yet 3.600,000 of
those wonderful p~ple wring a good livelihood
from that handbreadth of territory. That is not
the full extent of their achievement. The little
patch Is composed of a larger extent of waste
land tlian any other where a considerable popu-
lation lies. It does not seem as if any possible
use could be*made of half the area, except to af-
ford a coasting ground for the grown-up children
of Europe to elide on the ice. We easily recall
the 601~ **EJverybodjr W orto but Father.** It does
not ~ to Switzerland. In the vales and on the
small plains, along the hillsides ahd up to the
eternal snows on the peaks of the Alps, these
4Koplo an work. They begin in early infancy and
40 not quit until old age la decrepit IndMd. Yet
they an get a pretty good education, few of them
not speaking two languages, most of them three.
SBd hundreds of them four. | have met a few
who had a pretty good use of all of six or eight
tongues. They all read and know something of
the world and its ways. M”roind turns from the
gdories of the scenery to the admirable traits” of
character that seem to be as common among the
XBOD and women as grandeur or beauty is to the
mountains and vales, the valleys and woodlands
qf fair Switzerland.

What do they all do? Ask-rather. What do they
not do? They do their own work and a good d”|
tor other nations. Lying in the center of Europe,
with railroad lines going out in all directions,
with three great tunnels through the Alps through
which trains pass from the farthest limits of Italy.
.from all the seaports of tluit country, to the Baltic
and eastward to Russia. Switzerland has become
a great distributing point for goods from all over
the world. It has amazed me to note the amount
of wine credited to this country from Spain and
Ttalyi so of olive oil and of oranges and lemons,
tftaly-a portion is used here. But-all Europe
,is made to paj tribute for these products of the

° flouth. Think of the commerce of this small ter-
ritory of Ice and rocks, amounting to $561,548,047
a year. The imports show to the extent of $70,-
774.7M and the ezporta to $17.083,285. "Spending
spore than they mate?

Besides doing
all the farm work. 130000
persons aiw engaged In
home Industries. Of all
who work at textiles 39
per cent, are these home
workers. So of all other
injdustrles from 10 to 40
pOr cent, are those who
do their work at home,
w”en the weather is too
severe to permit them to
work In the fields, or at
night when it is dark out
of doors. Ten per cent,
of all the work done in all
industries Is performed
by these tollers. There
are 75.000 of them produc-
ing textiles and-13.000 at watchmaking. The
SSwiss pay $34,516,646 for cotton and manufactures
thereof'and re-export these at nearly 100 per cent,
profit. They pay about an equal amount for silk
‘and manufactures of that fiber, and export the

products of both at nearly as great a gain. The
watches sold abroad bring in $28,374,291 In 7
single year, and that Is almost all profit The

people of the United States pay the Swiss $1.-
320,025 foB silks, $14,505,420. for embroideries. $1.-
896,814 for watches, and $2,674,880 for cheese. In
1K)1 we paid the Swiss a total of $16,741,677 for
work they did for us, and in 1909 we i>ald them
$27,658,978. .»

Zurich, a place of about 200,000 population, has
elghty-eix mills working on silk and cotton goods.
In all Switzerland there are 14,000 looms, and 75.-
000 persons are engaged In weaving. They are
mostly women, and they earn three to six francs
a day—pretty good wages as things go in Europe.
St. Gall is as famous for embroideries as Zurich
for weaving or Geneva for watches. Sixty-three
mills spin cotton, with 1.498.609 spindles, and
twenty-three mills make cotton thread with 69.564
spindles. Sixty-five mills weave cotton, and these
have 19.350 looms In all.

Those who prescribe fashion In women’s dress
work great havoc at times to Swiss Industries.
The year 1910 was a bad one in this respect
Those who dictate styles decreed in favor of light
Japanese and Chinese silks, and the Swiss looms
were stopped in thousands. It was also made a
law of fashion that dresses were to be trimmed
with strips of silk and not with ribbons, and so
the ribbon factories* were obliged to curtail out-
put. With the cutting off of the embroidery ex-
ports to the United States the year was a bad
oie. But the people get along with a little closer
e<ionomy. Their garments are as decent, their
smiles as bright. If any housewife can show a
dining-room table at all cleaner than the floors
in the Swiss hotels she Is a crown of glory to
her husband and worth the good old English epl-
ttiet of *tQOtable.™ Not a speck of dirt can be
feiund in any nook or corner of a Swiss bedroom
at even a hotel or a pension.

jSo there is no fault to be found with Switzer-
Isnd and none with its people? Alas, there Is
nothing perfect. The Swis”™ are a truly peculiar
people, and although as a rale peculiarly admir-
al” there are flies in their-ototmm”t, too. Swilt-
zdrlafld to the oldest repeb”ie in the world.

America a "mob democracy.*’ except that the peo-
ple never conduct themselves in the manner of
mobs. But they have never surrendered many of
their natural rights formally to the government.
Almost all questions large and small are settled
by popular vote. The initiative and the referen-
dum have long been in full force here. So*theoret-
ically thfi* is the most purely democratic people
In the world. <'Theoretically,” mind you. As

matter of fact, the people who might decide every
question tlo not exercise their rights. It Is at this
time as badly rmden by politicians as any counter,
in the world. TM people do not vote In sufflbient
numbers to make a popular choice for office. The
“machine” does it all, and the people stand by
and let the lawless win, until theybecome
aroused, which is usually about some minor mat-
ter. . The success of foreigners in getting trade
it creating bitter 6pposltion to them. Germans
are particularly hateful. So when a person of for-
eign birth is brought up before a socialistic judge
by a socialistic policeman, and as half the fine
goes where it does the “cause** the most good. It
goes bard with the foreigner. The people are be-
ginning to feel the effects of raising the wages of
unskilled workmen to the level of those with skill.

Will the people shake themselves out of their

sleep? | think so. They get excited sometimes.
Automobiles are things to the Swiss like the
“abomination of desolation” to the Jews. In some

cantons these vehicles are absolutely fobidden. It
happens that these are the places particularly
dear to the tourist host because of their beauty
Attempt gfter attempt has been made to modify
the law, but the people always vote "No” in the
majority. The hotel men and others feel this,
but the peasant is obdurate. They may get awake
some time and do more Important things at the
polls. They may see to it that the policeman and
his chum from the socialist camp do not impose
fines on innocent persons in order that the po-
liceman. the judge and the “machine” may all
have money In pocket.

The canton prohibiting automobiles is that
where the Engadine country is. and the roads are
steep and narrow and the mat“nes dangerous.
But besides that !t is the place most sought by
tourists, and the Swiss make all their living oul
of these in that part of the country. Much money
comes from the rent of 'the coadies with four or
six horaes carrying tourists, and the tariff to $5 s
day each, or $40 for the coadi. No wonder the-
aatoraoUie to not a pleasant to the people!

A fertilizer may be defined as any
tnaterial, whlch, when added to the
tolL will fumlah some form of plant
food (nitrogen, pboepboric acid, or
potaah) to the growing plant, or wm
materially increase the supply of these
In the soU.

A high grade fertilizer la one Fhich
coxftaina the plant food in a ‘fairly
concentrated and readily >eallable
form. Nitrate of soda, bone meal, mu-
nate and sulfate of potash may be
mentioned as examples of high grade
fertiilzIDg materials.

A low grade fertilizer la one which
contains the plant food lo small
amounts or in slowly or difflcalty
available forms. As examples of this
class, the following may be mention-

ed; Garbage, tankage, ground leath-
er. dried peat, untreated phosphate
rock. etc.

When these materials are sold sepa-
rately.it is ruifta dInicult matter to de-
termine what they are nor bow much
and how available is the plant lood,
for .they are usually known and sold
under distinctive 'names.

Exhaustive experiments have been
made as to availability of the plant-
food In practically all of the pertfliz-
Ing materials found on the market to-
day. and such information will be
gladly funilshed by the state expert-
gtest station. East Lansing, Mich.
Vheo these materials are mixed to-
gether to form the nrixed fertilizer of
commeroo it becomes a much more
dUBcttlt matter to decide as to the
avaUahiUty of the plant-food for mpst
of them completely lose their
tity. In such cases It Is impossible
for the ordlnaty person to tell with
the «ye what materisls wer®e used in
compounding the fertilizer.

In respect to the phosphoric add and

»potash, however, we may have no mls-

glriDgs, for almost Invariably the
phosphoric acid is obtained from acid-
ulated rock phosphate or bone meal,
and tn either case la readily available.

\ Practically all of the potash' used In

\w>mmerdal fertilisers Is in the form
of marlate or sulphate of potash, -and
as both these compounds are soluble
In water there need be no fear,of ob-
taining unkvallable potaah. AVA
AThe materials furnishing notrogen,
on the other hand, are many and .Var-
ied. and they differ greatly in nitrogen
avallabiltty. There have been several
methods proposed for detennining the
ayailabillty of the nitrogen In such or-
ganic materials, bat none of them have
beefi generally accepted, so that we
are still somewhat at the mercy of the.
zaanuTacturer In regard to the quality’
of -the nitrogenous materials used In
the commercial fertilizera

PEST COMMON ON LOWUNOS

Begesr-ticks an Especial Nuisance in
Pastures Lying Along Ditches
or Bordering Swamps.

On
nock lands it produces a rank, dense
growth often so high as to hide ani-
mals.

It would
pot be possible to make such a mix-
ture as number one out of low grade
material, and neither would It be pos-
sible to maice such a mixture as num-
ber two. using high grade materials,
without using a considerable quantity
of filler.

it Is invariably true that the plant-
food costs more per pound in the low
grade fetllizer than in tbe high grade
fertilizer. In other words, the plant-
food In a fertilizer retailing for 823 per
ton costs more per pound than in a
fertilizer retailing at 840 per ton. The
plant-food In the high grade fertilizer
is more cenc”trated and less of It
will be required than of the low grade
to produce the same effect.

Treatment for Insects in
Stored Grains and Seeds

By R. H. PETTIT, Etooioloftst of Micfaigio
ExperiBent Station

*The treatment for dried grains con-
taining insects is comparatively easy,
providing the grain or seed ts In tight
bins or barrels, capable of being
tightly and quickly closed. Old car-
pets, blankets, etc., often will be
found useful in helping to make the
bins tight.

Measure the inside of the blIn, count-
ing In the air space above the grain,
if the bln is not enprely full, and
place some old pans or plates on top
of tbe grain. Then for every cubic
foot of spa‘ce In the bin. put a dram
of liquid carbon bisulphide In the
pens add quickly olose the biln. Thus
a pound of the liquid will suffice for
about one hundred' cubic feet of
space or a little more, or tor about
one hundred buffels of grain. This
treatment is far more effective during
warm weather than In cold. During
severe cold weather the Insects are
dormant and resist tbe action of the
fames quite snccessfolly.

If the seed or grain Is more than
two or three feet deep la the bin.
the Hgnld should be' poured' Into It
at tome d s” In ordler to intnre Its

evenly and fllHng aH the
tPeatM. This ts easily done

with a piece of gas-pfpe fitted ‘wtth a
wooden stick tor Its entire length.
The pipe with the stick In place fa
thnidt down half w” to the bottom
of the bin. the stlok withdrawn and
the liquid poured down througb the
pipe. The stick merely prevents the
nlpe from becoming filled when thrust
Into place The bin should remain
tightly closed for from tweuty-fonr to
forty-eight hours, a longer exposure
la llk?y to tni” the germlnatlve
power in some seeds.

Large business organizations have
come to stay. We cannot go back to
old conditions. We must meet world
competition. Large concerns can pro-
duce goods at lower cost than small
ones.

The method of the present na-
tional administration Is to dissolve
the great organizations and make
them smaller, which is a'lbackward
step. There should be no wnlt to a
corporation doing a large apd Inti-
mate business, such as would be pos-
sible under the licensing plan which
| favor, writes W. L. Douglas, former

governor of Massachusetts, tn the
Boston Herald.
Prejudices against corporations

merely because they are big, perhaps,
must be done away with. They give
labor better returns. They cheapen
product and thus benefit the consum-
er. They give opportunities to small
investors who get returns otherwise
unattainable. They employ able
young men who have no capital at
all, but who receive handsome sal-
aries for their ability and service.

In place of the Sherman law it Is
my opinion there should be a depart-
ment at Washington to grant licenses
to all manufacturers and corporatlbns
in this country who do an Interstate
commerce business.'

Thbe law should be made so clear,
plain and definite that It could not be
misunderstood. It should require all
capital to be paid In full. Seml-yearly
statements should be given to' the
public and certified by a public ac-
countant There should be p board
of examiners in each state to look
after these corporations just as our
national banks are watched bV tbe na-
tional government They should have
tbe right to enter the offices and ex-
amine the records of all the direc-
torates of these companies.
