T h e  M ichigan farm er 1b confronted 
*>7 a  serious situa tion  as  regards the  
w in te rin g  of his ca ttle . U nder the 
te rm  farm er in th is  connection we in* 
e lu d e  m ore particu larly  those engaged 
in  g enera l fann ing  ra th e r  than  the 
d a i ry  o r beef producing specialist. 
T h e  genera l farm er Is n o t so apt to 
'^ e p a r e  for em ergencies as  the  spe* 
d a l i s t  Follow ing the  severe drought 
o f  th e  past season there  is a  m arked 
o h o rtage  of farm  feeds accom panied 
b y  unusually  high prices fo r tho same. 
U n d e r t&ese conditions it is a  com­
m on p ractice for th e  farm er to  d is­
p o se  of m ost of his ca ttle  a t  a  sacri­
fic e  ra th e r th a n  purchase the  neces­
s a ry  high-priced com m ercial feeds. 
W h e re  th is  is done a  long period us­
u a lly  elapses before th e  farm  is re ­
stocked^

A g rea t deal can  be accom plished 
tn  the  economic w intering  'o f  dry 
cow s. Stockers, and even young grow ­
in g  anim als if th e  coarser, less val­
u ab le  farm  crops a re  properly pre­
p a red  and utilized. There Is much 
feed ing  value in the straw  of such 
c ro p s  as oats, w heat, beard less and 
b u lie ss  barley, cornstalks, corn fod­
d e r ,  etc.. If properly utilized. But 
■very undesirable resu lts  have oc­
c u rred  in cases w here some one or 
tw o  of these feeds alone have been 
u sed  throughout the  en tire  season 
w ithou t special p repara tion  or com­
b in a tion  w ith other, feeds as in the 
c a s e  of rye straw’ and corn stalks. 
A  woody, difficultly - digestible cqm- 
b in a tio n  such as  these  tw o feeds ca n / 
ta in s  too g rea t an excess of dry w oo<^ 
fib e r  which a fte r  long continued use' 
I s  ap t to lead to  serious digestive 
troub les. On the  o ther hand, how­
e v e r , if these feeds a re  made more 
p a la ta b le  and supplem ented by small 
H^aantitles of o ther feeds good results 
m a y  be secured. English and Scotch 
feed e rs  use s traw  w ith roots and some 
m e a l fo r dairy  cows and beef ca ttle .

Much can  be done to  m ake coarse 
feeds  m ore palatable, bu t the  Amer­
ican  farm er objects to  the expense of 

.p o tt in g  hay. straw , com  stalks, e tc .

The following plan was employed 
one w in te r on our home farm  when 
feeds w’ere  scarce and high priced. 
T he feeds available w ere limited 
quantities of w heat, oat, barley and 
pea straw , a  goodly quantity  of corn 
fodder and roots and a  very lim ited 
am ount of grain. AH coarse fodder 
was run  th rough the cu tting  box 
dropping in to  a  feed room 18 feet 
square and n ine fee t high, as follows: 
A sm all loa$ of com  fodder would he 
c u t first and spread  on th e  floor fol­
lowed by a  th in  layer of pulped roots 
followed by a  sm all load of cu t 
straw  and then  a  th in  layer of meal 
on which was put a  layer of bay. 
These layers w ere then  m oistened 
w ith 'v^ate^ supplied by a  hose from 
th e  barn tank. Succeeding layers 
w ere placed upon these in o rder till 
th e  feed room w as filled. T his feed 
w as consum ed w ith g rea t relish and 
even m ore so a f te r  it had begun to 
b ea t a  little. There w as absolutely 
no w aste of feed and the  ca ttle , num ­
bering abou t 60 head old and young, 
cam e out in good shape in the  spring. 
It required tw o half-days per week to 
p repare the  feed, th e  pow er being 
procured from an  old-fashioned sweep 
power, now replaced by the m ore con­
venient steam  o r gas engines. The 
l i t te r  used w as saw dust procured from 
a  near-by mill. The ex tra  labor in­
volved in thus  preparing  the  feed was 
justified in utilizing every available 
rough scrap  as m arket quotations 
W’e re  ranging  about the  prices here­
tofore given.

O rdinarily the  farm er does not have 
the  variety  of rough feeds used In the 
Illustration. E very farm er w ith live 
stock  to  w inter over should have sil­
age or roots, or. even both. There 
a re  very few farm ers who do not have 
tim e In w inter to p repare the  coarse 
crop products and render them  more 
palatab le  and nourish ing  for their 
stock. Those caugh t by the  serious 
situa tion  of the  p resen t season should 
not In th e  fu ture neglect to  provide 
succulence to  be fed w ith the  straw  
and corn s ta lks as  an em ergency ra- 
tloi^.

I t  is  th e  aim  of every  good house­
wife to  have h e r  house cleaning  all 
completed and her house in  apple pie 
order fo r Thanksgiving day. I t  is n o t 
every laundress who should be en ­
trusted  w ith tho  ‘‘doing up" of th e  lace 
curtains, for in m any cases strong  
acids a re  used to re^move the  d irt and 
lu s t  quickly and tbe  cu rta in s  a re  thus 
injured beyond repair. W ith  a  little  
ex tra  w ork and a  good deal of com­
mon sense th is  w ork m ay be done 
at home in. quite a s  satisfacto ry  a  m an­
ner as  w hen i t  Is given out, even to  
the m ost efficient w orkers.

P u t tbe  cu rtains, one a t  a  tim e in  
warm, n o t hot w a te r; rub them  very 
lightly w ith some good naph tha  soap 
and le t them  rem ain  In th e  suds for 
20 m inutes to  half an  hour. Remove 
from th is  w ater, w hich w ill be as 
black as coal d u st; w rlnse In fresh  wa- 
:er of tb e  sam e tem p era tu re ; rub  m ore 
soap on tbe  cu rta in  and rub  and 
squeeze gently  betw een your hands. 
Again take fresh  w ate r and so con­
tinue to  do un til th e  cu rta in s  a re  per­
fectly clean.

W ith sash  cu rta in s  the  w ork la com­
paratively  easy, b u t w ith  the  longer 
curtains su itab le  fo r a  full-length w in­
dow. th e  cu rta ins a re  m ore difficult 
to handle. If these a re  In the  le as t 
tender, they should be placed In an  
old pillow case and patted  and press- 
ad un til you can judge by th e  color of 
the w ate r th a t all the d ir t has been 
removed. H ang the  pillow case or bag 
on th e  fine w ith th e  cu rta ins In i t  un­
til th e  cu rta ins a re  dry. Make a  very 
thin starch , boiling it until it  is clear 
ind  runs from  tbe  spoon like molten 
silver. S tarch  the  cu rta in s  and le t 
them  rem ain  on tho p la tte r  fo r half an  
hour o r  longer, covered w ith  a  dry 
cloth. *

If  you a re  n o t a lready  th e  ow ner of 
% se t of cu rta in  s tre tchers , purchase 
i  se t; and In pu tting  them  up  be 
careful th a t you get them  .perfec tly  
straight. S tre tch  firmly enough to  re­
move all w rinkles, b u t n o t hard 
enough to  te a r  them ; le t them  rem ain  
an th e  s tre tch e rs  for 24 hou rs or 
longer. If necessary , un til they  a re  per­
fectly dry, even in th e  th ick est parts. 
In placing thefli in the  stre tch ers  
place each pa ir together, w ith the  bor- 
ie rs  face to  face. Be carefu l to  have 
;ach  scallop poin t to  point, so th a t 
:hey will be perfec tly  s tra ig h t when 
3ung. You can  p u t four cu rta in s  In 
he fram e o r s tre tch ers  a t one tim e, so 
:bat the  w ork does no t requ ire  tim e 
;o do. W hen you rem ove them , lay 
)De pair on th e  floor, a fte r  spreading  
i sheet and  p inning It tigh tly  dow n: 
;hen m easure th e  exact heigh t of tbe 
vindow  from  tb e  pole to the  floor. Al­
ow tw o Inches in  leng th  for th e  tu rn  
^  B aste in  the  fold: then tu rn  the 
w e r  cu rta in  in  exactly  th e  sam e w ay 
ind  by the  sam e m easurem ent.

If they  are  sash  curtains, run  In a  
louble row  of sewing, th ree-quarters  
)f an  inch ap a rt. Into w hich yon can 
*UQ sm all b rass rods.

If  fo r long windows, cu rta in  pins 
should be placed about th re e  inches 
ipa rt, so  th a t they m ay be hung on 
be rings, or, If preferred , they  can be 
*un on rods also, especially  if th e re  
8 a  heavy cu rta in  to  go over them .

A fter you have done th e  first pair 
)r tw o you w ill not mind In tbe  least 
loing th e  w ork, and  you w ill be  m any 
io llars  In pocket a t  tb e  end of tb e  
m rta in  w ashing  season.

C harlo tte  of ice Cream.
G arn ish  tb e  botton and sides of a  

pint and  a  ha lf cylindrical mold w ith 
lady finger biscuits, and  w hen to  be 
served fill w ith  th e  following Ice 
cream  and tu rn  o u t on a  dish covered 
r l t h  a  folded napkin . Boll one pin t 
)f cream , add one cupful of powdered 
sugar and s t i r  constan tly  un til th e  su- 

-gar Is dissolved, b a t no longer than  
five m inutes. T ake frem  th e  fire, tu rn  
into a  tu reen  and cool. W hen cold 
add half a  p in t of cream  and the  w hite 
of tw o  eggs whipped to  a  stiff fro th  
and a  spoonful of vanila. F reeze and 
use.

Apple F ritte rs .
O ne cup flonr, one teaspoon baking 

powder, little  sa lt, and yolks of tw o 
eggs bea ten  ligh t, w ith  cup of milk. 
G rate In  th re e  m edium-sized apples, 
bea t Weil and fold In stifSy beaten  
w hites of tw o eggs. D rop by spoon­
fu l in to  h o t fa t  and fry  u n til nicely 
browned. D rain on  brow n paper and 
serve w ith  m aple syrup.

Celefy Root.
P eel a  dozen ce lery  roots and soak 

them  in  cold w a te r fo r a  half hour. 
P lace th e  ro o ts  in  a  pan pf boiling 
w ater, season w ith  a  teaspoonful of 
sa lt aftid boll fo r a  ha lf hour o r  until 
tender. D rain, slice, cover w ith 
cream  sauce and serve.

Cream ed Lobster.
C ut m ea t ot lobste r in  H-incfa 

cubes. T h ree  t^ le s p o o c fu ls  butter, 
fou r of flour. Oook th re e : m inutes, 
add tw o cups scalded milk, sa lt, pep­
per. F ill th e  body sheila, cover w ith 
bu ttered  crum bs.

H ard G ingerbread.
P oo r and one-half cups of flour, one 

and <m«-half cupe tu g a r, two<Chlr48 
cup bu tte r, tw o  eggi^ one teaapoM) 
glYLgor, one teaspoon  a o d a ; diasolred 
iB a iltU o milk.

For two weeks prior to the  daw ning of C hrist­
m as da^' the  W ashington m arkets are  filled with 
holly and m istletoe. I t is believed th a t before 
long th e  le g is la ^ 'e s  of M aryland and Virginia 
will be forced to pass laws p ro tecting  th e  beau­
tifu l boliy tre e  from the  bands of the  despoller. 
T he dem and for ChrlBtmas g reens yearly  kills 
hundreds if not thousands of holly trees. The 
troub le la th a t th e  men who cut the  branches for 
th e  m arket use little  o r no d iscretion la  securing 
th e ir  spoils. HolIV branches can  be cut w ithout 
In jury  to th e  tree  if the sim plest precautions are  
taken, b u t In ;their greed to secure quanU tlea of 
the  beautiful boughs w ith tbplr shin ing  green 
leaves and bbllshed red berries, the  gatherers 
back  g rea t lim bs from th e  tree . Injuring it so tha t 
In m any ca sea  it cannot surv ive the  wound.

T he m istletoe, ..wUch is found in g rea t quanti­
ties in  th e  m a rk e ts ^ f  W ashington a t  the  Christ­
m as tim e, is a  pa ras ite  which fas tens  Itself upon 
th e  branches |Of m any species of trees. Its  re­
moval does  th e  tre e  good, provided th e  lim bs from 
which i t  springs a re  not in jured  In the  cutting. 
T he m istletoe of th e  IH)tomac river country is 
very m uch like th e  m istletoe of Elngland. I t Is 
supposed th a t th is  paras ite  grow th w as used by 
th e  anc ien t D ruids In th e ir  religious cerem onies 
am ong the  anc ien t B ritons. All kinds of super- 
'.titiona a re  connected w ith th e  m istletoe, and 
m any of them  a re  traced  back to  the  days before 
th e  Saxon ocenpation of John Bull's island. These 
superstitions were brought across the  w ater by 
the  early  English se ttle rs , and they a re  found In 
some p arts  of A m erica in  th e  saxne form in  which 
they  baye existed in England fo r cen tu ry  on cen­
tury.

T he W hite House in a holiday season literally  
is  tu rned  into  ̂ a  conservatory. W ashington loves 
I flowers and etrery m an and woman who com es 
here  toi live finds th a t th e  flower affection speed­
i ly  takes its  hold. The W hite Hou$e is  supplied 
-w ith flowers from  a  g rea t conservatory carefully  
tended by m en tra ined  to  floriculture. T here a re  
probably m ore flower shops In th e  capital in  pro­
portion to th e  4K>pulatlon th a n  in  any o th e r city  
In th e  U nltedl.'States. A lm ost litera lly  they a re  
oo eve i7  oornw . The dem and fo r flowers hern  at 
Um Ofistpresisaason is soeh that aoiwtthatandlns

Columbia. M aryland and 
V irginia a re  flooded w ith 
conservatories, the Phil­
adelphia and*-New York 
m arkets a re  called upon 
to  help out in the  work 
of supplying the  enor­
mous.

The C entral and South 
A m ericans who. come to 
W ashington in official ca­
pacities are  accustom ed 
to outdoor flowers every 
day in the  year in the ir 
own lands, and they sim­
ply will not consent to 
ge t along w ithout flow­
ers  in  th is  northern  ell- 
mafe. T he ir houses re­
sem ble conservatories all 
through th e  w i n t e r  
m onths, but a t  the 
Christm as season the 
Spanlsh-.^m erloan litera l­
ly banks him self and bis 
fam ily w ith blossoms.

P residen t T aft attends 
Christm as service a t All 
Souls U nitarian  church. 
Mrs. T aft is an Episco­
palian. and with her chil­
dren  she a ttends  St. 
John ’s church on LaFa.v- 
e ite  square, known half 
hum orously In W ashing­
ton as  the  Church of 
S tate . I t  is so called be­
cause so m any of the 
p residents of the U nited 
S ta tes have w orshiped 
regularly  w ithin its 
walls. St. John’s Is a 
sm all church, but It has 

fine music, and the C hristm as service and its en­
vironm ents are  made as  beautiful as It is possible 
to  m ake them.

IB the  official foreign colony In W ashington the  
C hristm as holidays a re  an especially lively and Joy* 
ous season. T he 'm anagers  of th e ’A m erican branch 
offices of th e  governm ents of the  world a re  ever 
eager to  show th e ir  patriotism  and loyalty b y  ob  ̂
serv ing  all holidays or cerem onial occasions ju s t 
as  they would be observed if they w ere a t home in 
the ir own countries. Consequently C hristm as is 
the occasion for m any  ̂ d iverse and picturesque 
ce lebrations In the  homes of the  official foreign 
colony. T here is scarce a household in the  cos­
m opolitan com m unity th a t has not Its quota of 
children. Many of th e  young people in these  for­
eign households are , for the  tim e being, a ttending  
A m erican schools and have become Imbued wUh 
som e of th e  tra d itio n s  of the  Yankee Christm as. 
T hus the  ytslertlde program s in  m any a  diplom atic

“The In juries to the bottom  of the 

M aine w ere caused  by th e  explosion 
of a charge of a low fgrra of ex­
plosive ex terio r to th e  ship betw een 
fram es 2S and 31, s tia k e  B, port side. 
This resulted  In igniting  and explod­
ing  th e  'to n te n ts  of th e  sl.vinch re ­
serve m agazine, A-14-M, said con ten ts 
inchnliffg a la rge  quantify  of black 
pow der. T he m ore or le ss  com plete 
explosion of the con ten ts of th e  re ­
m aining  forw ard m agazine followed. 
The m agazine explosion.*; resulted  In 
th e  d e s tn ’ctlon of th e  vessel."

Tbo shock was felt th roughpu t tb'o 
country, when, on the  m orning of Feb, 
I"*, 1S9S. the  new s w as flashed th a t the  
battle sh ip  M aine had been blown up 
ami sunk in the  harbor of H avana.
