R a th er I have in mind 
lands w here are  few B ritish men 
and women, some traders, some 
m issionaries, but all cu t off by 
enorm ous d istances from - what  is 
called th e  civilized w'orld, whom it 
takes six w eeks oft tw o m onths for 
a  le tte r  to  reach , and  whose C hrist­
m as day is inclined to b ring  sad 
thoughts, not only because of the 
lonely lives they  a re  leading, but 
by reason of the recollection of the 
o th e r and m ore happy Christm as 
days they  spen t before they  left 
th e  home-land.

D otted about th e  world, in Af­
rica, in lonely Indian stations, in  
th e  fa r  no rthw est of Canada, out 
o h  the  deserts  of A ustralia, these 
people will be ea ting  th e ir  C hrist­
m as d inners on the sam e day as 
ourselves. So. In th e  flush of hap-, 
piness which com es to m ost of us. 
It is  not a  bad th ing  to  le t the 
though ts w ander to fellow Britons 
so fa r  off th a t som etim es they  a re  
inclined to  be forgotten.

Also th e re  are  o thers. I rem em ­
ber a  C hristm as day I spen t on a

__  _ commodious, roomy old boat, but
siow 'ln^pace , plowing her way through a  storm  In 
th e  Bay a t  Biscay. ,W e ought to  have been home 
before C hristm as, b u t the  w eather had buffeted ua 
and we w ere n ^ r l y  a  w eek behind our time. C hrist­
m as m orning cam e drearily  as the  old vessel 
bum ped her way over th e  angry  w aters. W e had 
no C hristm as cheer, no turkey , no plum pudding, 
no wine, b u t we had tinned  rab b it and some bottles 
of s tou t on board. W hile th e  ship pitched and 
rolled th e  cap tain  and his m en and m yself gulped 
our poor C hristm as cheer and toasted  each o ther 
In stout. T hen  the  m en w en t o u t to  the ir w ork In 
the  gale. I stood on tbe  bridge tog e th er w ith the 
officer in charge w hile th e  wind howled and the  
sleet slashed and we pressed on slow ly Into tbe 
gloom. N ot a  very m erry  C hristm as! But still 
the kind of C hristm as th a t w ill be spen t by m any 
thousands of good B ritish  sailors in fa r  seas. '

For a  co n tras t w here b e tte r  could you go to  spend 
C hristm as day than  in Jeru sa lem  and attend  serv ­
ice a t  the  Church of th e  Holi- Sepulchre. Je ru sa ­
lem is not quite th e  sam e a s  It w as in Biblical 
tim es, though a  good deal of i t  h as  n o t altered  
through m any generations. I t seem s out of place 
to  go to  Jerusalem  by railw ay and, outside tbe 
station , t o  be m et by a  horde of. shrieking  ciab driv­
e rs  seeking  th e  job of conveying you to one of t h e . 
big hotels.

C hristm as day  th is yea r 1s on a  S aturday, the  
Jew ish Sabbath , w hen thousands of Jew s, con­
scious of w b st tb e  day m eans to  C hristians, wfll 
lam ent th a t th e  M essiah they expect has n o t  cotz(S.

C hristians. Jew s, M ohamm edans, all jo stle  In the  
narrow  s tree ts  of Jenish lem . On C hristm as Eve 
th e  M oham m edans who. curiously enough, have 
charge of th e  Church of the  Holy Ssoulehre, to 
p reven t quarrelsom e C hristians dbTtTg^lhjury to one 
another, will be keeping  the  M ohamm edan Sab­

T hey a re  full of ligbt-heartedness 
a s  t b ^  scam per along the  rugged paths beyond 
th e  gates of Jerusalem . They a re  off to  Bethlehem  
to  v isit th e  Church of ^  N ativity—dark  and  sol­
em n and  ra th e r  ee rie  w tm  m any subdued lights.

B at its  carvhiga etH l prewerve 
som etblag o f th e ir  aac ien t beauty , and 
the s t h i c ^ e ,  a ta ttd lp g -th e re  In the  
h^-^rt of an  alien  'c |ty  an d  cfvUlsation 
during  a ll th ese  centuries, speaks o f  
the pow er and p restige  o f the  days 
of the  Caesars.

And som ething w orse would 
happen to them . If we are  to establish 
a  school of medicine, if we are to  as­
se r t th a t the  governm ent of the  U nit­
ed S ta tes  favors one variety, of prac­
tice m ore than  o thers, why not estab­
lish also a  sec t ot religion and be­
stow special au thorities upon Bap­
tis ts , M ethodists and Episcopalians? 
An established school of reilgloiis 
conjecture seem s som ew hat i less* ob­
jectionable than  an  estab lished  sec t 
of pseudo-scientific conjecturle.

Those who suppose th a t ^ federal 
board of health  would have no concern 
w ith Individual righ ts  are  ilikely to 
find them selves u n d e c e iv e d .I t  Is for 
the purpose of In terfering  ’ttlth  indi­
vidual righ ts  th a t th e  proposal h a s  
been made. W e need noi special 
knowledge of conditions to  be aw are 

-tha t w hat may be called unorthodox 
m ethods of healing have made sad In­
roads in to  the orthodox. Hom eopathy 
claim s a  vast num ber of aidberents 
who a re  Just as well educated! and Just 
as Incelligent as  those who adhere to 
th e  older school. O steopathy, ec lecti­
cism. and half a  dozen o th e r m ethods 
of p ractice -are <^rtkinly not losing 
ground. Beyond m em  is the  vast and 
Increasing arm y of those wbd may be 
classed under the  general a^d vague 
nam e of m ental healers. Those who 
a re  addicted to any  of these  jforms of 
im ortbodoxy need have no doubt as  
to  th e  purposes of tb e  federal health  
board.

F ire  b lig h t on e ith e r apple* o r pear 
usually s ta r ts  In th e  blossoms. ^  
can also s ta r t  In gfow lng tw igs—wa­
te r shoots ("su ck ers”) especially, and 
it h as  been shown th a t  th e  fru it bark 
borer is very ac tive in cpreirdlng the 
b lig h t O nce Inside th e  tw ig, the  ad ­
vance o f the  d isease Is rapid. The 
tw ig is killed, the bark  I'ecom es wa­
ter-soaked and finally olack. The 
leaves, dead and curled, cling to  the  
tips. In  the  apple, th is  tw ig  blight, 
is th e  m ost com mon form, but in  the

pear, in  addition to  th e  killing of the  
tw igs, limb and tru n k  b light occurs.

T he canker of fire blight is nothing 
m ore nor less than the  dead spot ;or 
s trip . T hese cankeps usually can be 
traced  to  the  dead tw ig o r an insect 
puncture—the en trance  point. '

As soon a s  the  bark  and grow ing 
layers a re  killed, the  dead parts  dry 
ou t and take on a  sunken appearance. 
If one digs in to  one of' these spots, 
b e  finds the  tissue  d ry  and brown 
w hile healthy  tissue  is fu ll 'o f  sap a^nd 
green. T he surrounding bark  grows 
and pulls aw ay from these  canker 
areas. Thus th e . canker becomes 
m arked out b t  a .s h a rp  line.

W ere these canker a rea s  sm all and 
if they did n o t increase In size, the 
lops would n o t be so g rea t, but m any 
tim es ' these cankers inc rease in size,

s e ra ra l  f a e t  T he g rea t m ajo rity  ol 
th e se  q m k ers. In  th e  ead<^«osu>tetelj 
g lr t ie  the  lim b. This lim b m ay be 
one o f th e  la rg es t on  the  tre e  . u d  at 
once th e  b ea rin g  pow er of t ^  tree  
is cu t in two.

From  th e  la rg er lim bs and from 
the w ate r shoots ("suckers” ) the  
bHght cankers on th e  trunk  m ay  s ta r t  
—cm nqpn ly  called  body b lig h t This 
bo>ly b ligh t frequently  killp the  whole 
tree.

The Cause.
F ire  b light is caused by bacteria . 

I t la therefo re a  d isease com parable 
to tuberculosis, th e  one being a  dis­
ease of p lan ts  and th e  o th e r a  disease 
of anim als, bu t each caused by a  defi­
n ite  organism  o r  germ , belongtog to 
the  group called bacteria .

The b ac teria  which cause fire b light 
lives over in m any of the  old cank­
ers. In the  spring, from these  old 
cankers, the  germ s ooze o u i-in  gum ­
my, sticky  drops and each drop con­
ta in s  millions of the  organism s. Bees 
and o ther Insects v isit these drops and 
thus ca rry  th e  germ s to  th e  flowers. 
In th e  nec tar of the flowers the  germ s 
multiply enorm ously and bees passing 
from flower to  flower, dipping in to  the  
nectar, spread  tbe  germ s throughout 
the  trees  In the dTchard.

T he Cure.
Success in ccntro lling  fire b'.ight de­

pends on th ree  things. F irs t, recog­
n ition  of the  sym ptom s of tbe  d is­
ease; second, constan t v igilance:
th ird , frequen t inspection of th e  apple 
and pear orchard. The w oik neces­
sary  can be done m ost quickly and 
profitably with the  tools and soTuttonf 
shown in th e  cut. T he plan Is as  fol­
lows: W ith a  ca rpen te r 's  gouge, 
c lean  ou t all cankered  l ^ t s  on limbs 
and trunk, cu tting  out th e  diseased

COLONY H O U S E S  P R O V E B E S T

H ave Many A dvantagea Because They 
Can Be Moved l^rom Place to 

Place W ith L ittle  Trouble.

I  like colony houses because they 
can be moved easily  from place to 
place and thus insure clean surround­
ings for the  chicks. They also  enable 
one to take  tbe  broods from au unde­
sirab le  p lace such as  the  dooryard o r

Uasue and eSpOsihg the healthy  wood. 
D isinfect the cu t surface w ith c o r  |» 
rosive sublim ate, one tab le t to a  pint 
of -water. C arry  th is  solution In a  pall 
and  soak a  sponge w ith it aod  swab 
thie wound out. This wounded su r­
face should be p a in ted -^v e r w ith a 
good lead pain t o r ta r. I t will then 
heal in tbe  course of a  few years. Do 
th is  in th e  fail or w inter. In tbe 
spring, when the  blossom s begin to 
fall. Inspect tb e  orchard frequently. 
Clip out all cases of tw ig b lig h t A 
sponge a ttached  to the p runer should 
be wet w ith the d isinfectant, and tbe 
tw ig which Is cu t off should be touch­
ed with th e  w et sporge. B^eak ofl 
all w a te r sprouts from tbe  roots and 
trunk, th u s ' getting  rid of the  chief 
source of lim b and trn n k  cankers.

A tw ig w ith  black leaves d ing ing  
to  it should be a banner of th e  enemy, 
inviting a ttack .

Each canker on the  tree  is a men­
ace to th e  res t of th e  tree .

Tbe control of fire blight Is a busi­
n g s  propogitioD. Each large limb of 
tbe  tree* will bear a  ce rta in  am ount 
of fru it—a bushel, tw o bushels—not 
fo r one year alone but for many 
years. To save a  lim b will take  ten 
o r fifteen minutes* tim e—tw enty to 
fifty bushels of pea-'s for ten  minutes* 
work is good pay. >

The departm en t of botany will ex­
am ine specim ens Of diseased plants 
free  of charge, and give such advice 
as is necessary  f^r the  control of 
these  diseases.

Iron roofing or building paper 
may be used, both on the  top and o a  
the sides. For floors, one-inch m atch­
ed stuff is best.

This 
ivas particu larly  the  case w here wid­
ows w ith  several children w ere unable 
to  w ork because of the  necessity  for 
rem aining  a t  home to care fo r the 
sm all children.

A t the  suggestion of Judge McCune. 
then  presid ing  over the  juvenile court, 
philan thropic persons form ed a  volun­
ta ry  association and boys of school 
age  compelled to  w ork w ere paid a 
ce rta in  am ount of money, according to  
th e  needs of the  fam ily, in place of

the  money they  'were earning, on con­
dition th a t th e y  attended  school regu­
larly.

Many sensitive women hesita ted  to  
accept th is  form  of charity , and a t  first 
the re  w ere few applications for such 
pensions. L a st w inter, however, a  law  
w as passed by th e  leg islature provid­
ing th a t th e  county clerk  establish  a 
pension bureau, the  'pensions to  be 
paid from  county funds In such 
am ount a ^  th e  juvenile court found 
necessary.

T he law  provides th a t a  widow may 
be paid n o t to  exceed $10 a-m onth  for 
one child to  enab le  that-^chlld to  a t ­
tend school; If she has  m ore th a n  one 
child, n o t to  exceed $5 a  m onth for 
each  additional cbild. The yearly  ex­
pend itu re m ust n o t exceed $12,000. 
T he ld«a- of th e  law  Is to  keep the  
fam ily toge ther under borne Influ­
ence. ~

Each app lican t m ust answ er ques­
tions p repared  by the  juvenile  co u rt 
T he lis t is m ade o u t in  th e  form of a 
petition  to  th e  court and  is  qonsTd- 
ered  a t  a  form al hearing, a fte r  ®a full 
investigation  by a  probation  officer.

To be eligible to  a  pension, a  wom­
an  m ust have been a  res iden t of the 
county tw o years. T he pension sy s  
tern Is costing th e  county abou t $500 
a  month.

dore to  stow aw ay in  hatch  No. 3. He 
said  he chose th e  hatch  because it  
contained potatoes, and he believed 
the  sh ip 's cook 'would release him  the 
first day o r two a t sea. B ut Captain 
Go'wan procured his "spuds” som e­
w here else, and the  cook cam e. not. 
H our by h o u r,'P u rd in g  said, h is  hun­
ger and th irs t  becam e g reater. He 
began to  e a t potatoes, b u t in  tw o days 
the se  palled on him  and he could e a t 
no more. T h irs t then  a ttacked  him. 
Seeking to relieve his agony be 
sucked the  stee l s ides of 'th e  ship, 
which reeked w ith m oisture, but w ith 
the drops of filthy w ater came the 
lead pain t and added to  his suffer­
ings.

W hen hunger began to  w eaken him
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the  w eather H-came rough. Purdlbg 
says he w-js tossed abou t the  hold like 
the  potatoes until every fiber achc‘1. 
The ship ran  Into the  vicinity  of Ice 
bergs. H ail fell on the  ^ d e s  of the 
sh ip  arrd.' co n te rted  th ^ to w a w a y ’s 
q uarters  in to  a 'v eritab le  refrige rato r. 
The p risoner said th a t the  ra ts  in the 
hold nestled  on his b rea s t and he did 
n o t fight them  because they kep t him 
w arm , fl'hey  sought no blood o r  bone, 
b u t only th e  w arm th of his body.

Third E ng ineer P o tte r  en tered  the  
hatchw ay to  bo su rprised  by a  figure's 
hu rtling  by him tow ard  the  sl(fe of the 
ship. D ropping his lan tern  he wrap­
ped both  arm s around the  nfkn and 
b rough t him  up. A fter he w as re ­
leased  I t w as w ith difficulty he was 
k ep t from  jum ping Into th e  sea  to 
slake h is  fiery th irst.
