SETS OUT DEFINITE DAMAGE 
SCHEDULE.

O peration to  Be O ptional; Common 
Law Defenses of Em ployers De­

stroyed ; To Reduce Litigation.

T he report- of tb e  em ployers ' liabil­
ity  and workingm en’s com pensation 
com m ission, toge ther w ith a  d ra ft of 
the  bill p repared  by tbe  com m ission 
fo r subm ission to  the  nex t leg islature, 
w as presented  to  Gov. O sborn a t  Lan­
sing. I t Is ?. volum inous docum ent 
and Includes all th e  d a ta  re la ling  to 
industria l accidents gathered  by- the  
com mission.

T here are  250,000 w age e a rn e rs  in 
th e  s ta te  and in 1910 ih e re  w ere 220 
fa ta lities  and  12,000 accidents of all 
k inds, whi^b- th e  m em bers of the  com­
m ission unanim ously agree furnisbev 
am ple grounds fo r th e  enac tm en t of a 
com pensation law. T he conclusion 
is reached th a t anY com pensation law 
should be optional and th a t in tbe  op­
e ra tion  o f such a  law  all in ju red  em ­
ployes, except those in ju red  th rough 
th e ir  own w ilful uegligence, should be 
com pensated, w ith  the  exception of 
persona engaged in  dom estic service 
and ag ricu ltu ra l industries, wbo are  
excluded from  the provtoions of th e  
bill.

Mich.—Confronted by th e  
body of A lvin Fogarty , w ashed live 
m iles across Bay de N oequef from  the  
spo t w here m urder w as done to  the  
very  door of th e  slayer, A rth u r Llhd- 
qulst, a  fisherm an, confessed to  th e  
m urder and  asked to  be ta k en  a ^ y  
from  th e  glazed eyes th a t seem ed' to 
be h aun ting  h is  hearth s to n e  and 
would not be rem oved.

I t  seem ed th e  hand of fa te  herself 
th a t  unraveled  th e  m urder m ystery . 
F ogarty  h as  been m issing  fo r a  m’onth. 
H e had  been seen  one evening d r^ k -  
Ing heavily, and John Lindquist and 
Daniel M cCarthy, who had been  in  
F ogarty ’s com pany, w ere a rre s te d  and 
h ave  been in  ja il charged w ith jthe. 
crim e. A fter A rth u r L indquist's  ten - 
fessloD th ese  tw'o m en w ere released  
from  custody.

A rthu r L indquist lived In a  Usher- 
m an 's  h u t on th e  S tonington side of 
th e  bay. Since F ogarty  d isappeared  
he has  k ep t m uch to  h is  h u t and has 
qu it his old haun ts, the  barroom s 
along the  bay shore in  Escanaba.- J. 
C. F ielding, as s is tan t superin tenden t 
of th e  P inkerton  N ational D etedtive 
A gency in  St. Paul, has be.en w orking 
on th e  F ogarty  case, b u t has been 
u tte rly  a t  sea un til th e  lake gave up 
its  dead and forced a 'con fess ion  from  
th e  m urderer.

L indqu ist had  been fishing, as usual, 
and po ttering  abou t his h u t u n til th e

low cost.

A t the  ou tse t U Is assum ed th a t a  
c lear space in the  building unobstruct­
ed by posts and beam s would be espe­
cially desirab le  for th e  purpose in 
view. M any of the' m achines and im ­
plem ents Id u se on tb e  farm , iH ^le 
com paratively light, occupy - a  g rea t 
deal o f space and can be sto red  m ost 
econom ically by crow ding tobe ther 
those likely to  be in use a t  tb e  sam e 
tim e. This can be done w hen the  In- 
te iio r  is open and free,-w hich  allows 
them  to  be moved In any direction to 
the  best advantage. A nother th ing  to 
be considered in th is connection Is the 
dim ensions of doors and openings. It 
i£ n o t considered  advisable to  m ake 
Che doors le ss  than  tw elve feet wide 
a&'i ten  high. P erhaps th e  ideal con­
struction  would be doors a rra n g e d  te  
be continuous o r so th a t they  m ight 
be opened a t  any convenient point for 
pu tting  In and tak ing  o u t m achinery.

In tb e  m a tte r of c o n s tru c t^ n  th e  
pieces used a re  fram ed in  such  a  .way 
th a t  little  exact w prk o r carefu l fit­
ting  Is required to obta in  a reasona­
bly good job.

No tre a tm e n t is possible 
D estruction  of th e  en tire  flock and dis­
infection followed by a  ce rta in  period 
before tb e  in troduction  of m ore birds 
is the  proper m ethod to  follow. Ib 
o rder to  have a  positive diagnosis 
m ade a  live b u t badly diseased bird 
should be shipped, exp ress  prepaid, to  
tbe “BaUteriologleal L aboratory , E ast 
Lansing, M icb."
