MANY M1 s

44 PRISONERS ARE ENJOYI|"G
THEIR LIBERTY AND REPORT-
ING REGULARLY.

BOARD SATISFIED WITH WORK

k Few Changes Are Recommended In
the Laws, but the Main Parole
System Is Declared to Have
Brought Good Results.

1,AU8Ing.—According to the biennial
report of the state parole board sub-
mitted to Governor Warner, 1,802
cases were Investigated by the.board
during the last two years." >At the
present .time there are 444 convicts
enjoying their liberty under the parole
system and reporting regularly. Of
the total number released during tbhe
biennial period 79 have violated pa-

role and 60 of these have been re-
turned 'to prison. In-oil 492 paroles
were granted in 1910' as compared

with 582 in 1909, and of this number
10 were females.

The board expresses its satisfaction
over the year's work. A few changes
are recommended in the laws, but in
ihe main the parole system |Is de-
clared to have brought good results.
Regarding the Indeterminate* sentence
law. the report says: "lIA'e frankly say
that we regard it as one of the sanest
criminal laws ever placed on the
statute books of the state."

The board' says th:st it has taken ad-
vantage of federal laws to deport
alien criminal.s and that by this ~an
has rid the state of a considerable
number of undesirable citizens.

It is recommended that one or more
parole agents be employed by the
state to keep watch over paroled con-
victs; also that the parole system be
extended to those .who have twice
previously been convicted of felonies,
so that they may be paroled when
deemed advisable. It is also recom-
mended that county agents be author-
ized and required to act as first friend
of paroled prisoners.

Would Have Bara Only In Hotels.

That the hotel proprietors of the
estate may soon enter the field as pos-
sible adjusters of the liquor and local
option problems, is the belief of J. J.
Graham. Lapeer hotel owner. He has
a plan by which he hopes to obtain
legislation whereby only licensed, le-
gitimate hotels, under the strict su-
pervision of a state official hired for
the purpose, will be allowed o sell
liquor. Though this course would
mean the abolishment of the saloon
proper and the saloonists would be
opposed to tbhe move, Mr. Graham be
ileves it could be carried through with
the proper organization of landlords.

According to the Lapeer man's plan
only legitimate hotels, established
and maintained for tbe accommoda-
lion of travelers and visitors to me
towns, and u”er the direction of a
slate' Inspectijr would have the llgyor
privileges. Each hotel is to be
ceused by the state, and two convic-
tions .of violation of the liquor laws
or other regulations made for their
conduct, will bring the life disbarment
of tho proprietor of the place. Tbe
liquor license Is to he raised to $1,000
or $2,000 per year, and the number o
bars limited to one for each 1T)00 or
2.000 Inhabitants. The salary of tbe
state Inspector and other expenses in-
curred are to be paid from tbe In-
creased license fees.

Detroit Free Press: Fred M. Warner
closed his last term as governor of the
state of Michigan on Saturday last, and
NigirftiiMid his last dayfin office by open*
ing the doocs of the state prison to six
murderers, one burglar and two perjur-

‘ers. In hot oneof’these seven cases
was there the slightest doubt raised by
any extraneous testimony in the hands
oi the governor that the crime bad been
comm‘atted or that the pardoned convict
was guilty. In five tf the murders, the
ciiciMnstances were of unusijal atrocity
and the mothro of the crime was the
basest, that of robb”g” In none of
tiiese five crimes was tfafee the slightest
.excuse of anger or N
real or supposed wrong, which so often
~peals to the sympathy of jurors or the
mercy of executives. In the sixth alone
that element entered, that of a young
married man who killed his wife in a fit
of jealousy. The five were cold-blood
ed murders committed without provoca-
tion, real or imagrined, and while the
perpetrator was attempting or actually
engaged in the act of robbery, which
removed all doubtof criminal intent,
and ought to remov*e all considerations
of pity or mercy onathe part of courts,
juries, pardoning boards or governors.

We have no comment to make here bn
the specific reasons the governor offered
for his extraordinarj* course in closing
his official and, v;e doubt not, hiS polit-
ical <'areer, by turning loose upon the
community, five atrocious criminals, of
whom the law in ilg just operaU”n had
finally di.sposed. These reasons are now
being discussed in-ssverj’ household in
the state where law-abiding people live,
and look on with terrififd indignation
while thy chief execativy of the law
makes a pitiful farce of it. Them s
out one opinion throughout Michigan.

But there are circumstances connect
ed with the pardon of the convict Asch-
er, which if they could be re”~rded as
precedent for future, gov mors, would
make the act of pardon mom dangerous

mkxthe at large than the murder
iriiich it dealt with and condoned. The
public have already been made familiar
with the inducements, arguments and
motives, which were the real inspiration
of the pardon of Ascher, as well as the
fictitious ones which Warner gives out.
That a bargain was struck between
Aicher's friends and the governor, or
his friends, to sell the executive clem
cDoy for political assistance, there can
DOWbe scarcely a doubt. The circum-
etances of tiiis deal are so squalid and
vulgar as to bring a blush to the face of
ever)' citizen who loves his state.

The whole thing hardly needs com-
ment; The decencies of the English
language asd the conventional respect
for the highest office in the state make
adequate expression diffioult.

You Want, Says Expert.

Compare the rifle and the shotgun
and you will almost invariably find
the rifle has much less drop of stock
th~ has the gun. This is, of course,
due to the rifle makers not wanting
to carry a'large assortment of rifles
fitted with stocks of different shapes,
perhaps following the idea that most
people have that a shotgun must fit.
but any old rifle is good enough. And
that Is what most of them get. ' Also,
if youll watch the owner handle the
gun and the rifle you'll find there is
a big difference. With the gun built
for him he keeps his bead up and
his eye on the target. With the rifle
he puts his head dow-n and hnnts for
the sights—and even then complains
of over-shooting. It doesn’t occur to
him that this is due to the too high
modern front sight and the too
straight stock.

There is only one way to remedy
this latter difficulty without giving up
your last cent to have a special sfock
built for you. Simply have the tangs

It was a house that had long been
(KiDsidered undesirable, and located
upon a fashionable street, that was
thus brought to my attention.

It was soon
learned that this house was occupied
by an elderly gentleman, annarently a
Russian or German, a tall young man
.of twenty-five or thereabouts, and a

On
looking inside we discovered that a
considerable'amount of paper bad been
recently burned. A systematic seandi
of the piern'ises wws now began. Every
nook and comer of the bouse wte ex-
amined. We tore up the carpet and
pried up the weak places In the floor.

The confederate Is better
booked and more fully equipped to un-
dertake the unearthing of a gang of
counterfeiters than the best trained

m CONVTCTS ARE FREED

State Pardon Board- Has Paroled 502
During 1910.

There are 444 conricts now enjoy-
ing their liberty from the prisons of
this-state under the parole system,
who are living up fo the conditions
under wMch they were released, ac-
conling to the annual report of the
state board of pardons and paroles.
The board- has released a total of 502
convicts on parole during the fiscal
year, as compared with 593 the pre-
vious year.

‘i‘here were 10 women convicts pa-
roled this year and H last year. Par-
ticularly Interesting are figures which
the board prepared, showing the earn-
ings of these paroled prisoners. Dur-
ing November of this year the total
earnings of the 444 were 11G.-359.33.
or an average monthly wage of $36.84.
ai*d when it is taken into account
that women, young men, old men and
cripples, are included in the number,
the bbard declares that this shows
they are paying attention to their va-
rious employments and acting like
goo<l citizens. It is salil that the
daily wages of these people run from
30 cents a day up to $5

The board is exceedingly well satis-
fied with the year's work. A few
changes in the laws are deemed nec-
esgary by the board members, but in
the meia, it Is declared the jiarole
system has worked very well and
good results have been obtained. The
percentage of violators to the total
number released is 2G.S2 and it is con-
sidered a very good showing.
