Leaders Believe That the Country Is
Almost Unanimous in Favor
of the Ret*ubliean
MovemenLA.

The republigan government is as-
suming a very strong position and
now considers that the future of Chi-
na is entirely in its hands.

The leaders believe that the coun-
try is alnmst unanlmouslv in favor
of the republican movement and that
the regular trained army will come'
over to their side almost to a man.

The cabinet formed by Dr. Sun Yat
Sen announced'the terms it will offer
to the Manchus on their submission.
These are much more generous than
was at first believed w-ou'd. be the
case. They include the free grant oi
the I-'orbidden City and the summer
palace in Peking, which are worth
hundreds of njillllons of dollars. In
addition they wHI be accorded life
I>en8ions and other concessions, to-
gether with eqdallty in citizenship
and In the holding of offices under th”
state.

The good faith of the republicans
Is shown by the fact that the Man-
chus in the southern provinces are
now being supported fed and clothed
by the revolutionaries, and any abuse
of them is severely punished by the
republican government.

SENTENCED TO DIE

FORMER PREACHER IN JAIL IN
BOSTON ADMITS HIS GUILT AS
POISONER OF MISS LINNELL.

HOPES TO ESCAPE DEATH
THE ELECTRIC CHAIR.

IN

Prosecutor Declares He Has No ldea
of-Allowing Him to Dodge Trial
for Climax of His Cruel
Deeds.

Clarence Valentine Thompson Rich-
eson, former Baptist pnacher. In jail
in Boston, confessed giving poison to
Miss Avis Linncll, of Hyannlsporl,
causing her death on the night of Oc-
tober 14, 1911. The confession was
made public by Kicheson’s lawyers.

The confession was phrased- and
penned by R'chc.son. U gives no de-
tails. It states jlo motive for the
crime. It is an admission of guilt
and an aliegation of remorse, a reve-
lation of fear of the electric chair,
desire to escape It, and an appeal for
life in prison walls. U closes with ex-
pressions calculated to indicate reli-
gious sentiment and feeling in. the
man who heartlessly poisoned the
young choir s'inger whom he h?d
wronged, whose condition threatened
revelations which might jeopard his

proposed marriage to a young and
wealthy society woman.

Violet Edmands, to whom RIcheson
was engaged, opened his purse for
Ricboson's defense. Richesou's aged
father came on from Virginia. Doug-
las Rlcheson, a brother, came from
Chicago. Members of Immanual Bap-
tist church, Cambridge, of which
Rlcheson was pastor when arrested,
prayect for Rlcheson and refused for
“ome time to accent his resignation,
even when urged ttfido go by Riche-
son himspif. -MI these repeatedly
publicly affirmed the belief in his in-
nocence. They are stunned by his
confession of bloodgniltiness.

John Bigelow, a Famous Diplo-
! matist and Author.

Fame Won as Editor and Represents*
live of America In' France Dur-
ing Civil War—His Life's
Span 94 Years. .

New York.—John Bigelow, Sr.. dii>
lomatist and author, died at his home
In this city, aged ninety-four years.

4at. Bigelow, sometimes termed the
“first gentleman of New York," i%as
almost the last connecting link be-
tween the great men of the firat half
of the nineteenth century , arid the
present day. Born at Malden. Ulster
county, N. Y. in 1817, of a well-known
family, he was prominently associated
with the great men and the determip-
ing movements, of the country during
his entire life.

In 1849, at the Invitation of William
Cullen Bryant, Mr. Bigelow became
an editor of the New York Evening
Post, in which position he continued
until 18G0. Under bis ec”lorship the
paper came to a great influence.

Sainte Beuve’s critical letters were
published under bis supervision. Walt
Whitman was a reporter and later a
war correspondent under Mr. Bigelow.
Artemus Ward worked for the paper
at the time; ahd it was at this period
that' "Bret Harte' was remarkably
regular at the office on pay’days."

Mr. Bigelow’s series of articles on
the effects of slavery In the West In-
dies worked up some of the feeling
which made Lincoln™ election pos-
sible in 1860, and at the emancipator’s
urging the editor went as minister to
France during the trubulous times of
the civil war.
min I<YaDce Mr. Bigelow succeeded to
much the same power .and positlo'n
that Benjamin Franklin and Thomas
Jefferson had hold moreithan 50 years
previously.

It was at this time th.nt Mr. Bige-
low* discovered Franklin’s "Autoblng-
raphy.” of which he edited the author-
itative edition. L"er a “‘Life of Peri-

jamin Franklin® wase written and
edited.
Mr. Bigelow was appointed an ex-

ecutor of the estate of Samuel J. Til-
den, and in addition to Ms ordinary

duties as an executor be ufidertook
those of the literacy’ administrator.
Tllden’s "Wrtings" were published
and later a “Life of Samuel J. Tllden”
was 'written.

During all this time a constant
stream of magazine article, pamphlets
and books were coming from the am-
bassador-editor. His literary activi-
ties were frequently interrupted by
other political appointments and hon-
orary positions given', him, but since
1867 his main thought was given to
his writings.

His "Life of William jCullen Bry-'
ant,” with whom he was associated so.
many years, was published In 1892,
and in 1908. at the age cf nirfety-one

years, his greatest' work "Retrospec-
tions of an Active Life,” was publish-
ed in three volumes. Blgel”’s

“retrospections” covered more tlhan
half of the life of the ndtlou. *

To tfae very last Mr. Bigelow kept
a clear head and an active ibInd for
all the problems of Ae nation, “writ-
ing with the ease and the elegance of
the older school and with an eccuragy
~1 his own on every subject that in-
terests him.”

Two sons of the aged author. Major
John Bigelow. Jr.,, of the Ignited
States army, and Poultney Bigelow,
the writer, have, attained dlIsllcctioh
In their respective fields. Mr. Blg®
low waa.a trustee of tho New York
public library, of the Metropolitan Mu-
seum of Art and a member of many
learned and honorary societies In this
country and abroad. »

Tliere will be four eclipses, two of the
sun and two of the moon, one of each
being visible in Michigan. - On April 12
a partial eclipse of the moan occurs and
on October 15 total eclipse of the sun,
both invisiole h~e. On April 17a cen-
tral eclipse of the sun will occur, visible
here from sunrise to 7a.m. On Sep-
tember 26 a partial eclipse of the moon
will occur, visible here about 5 a. m.

Spring will begin on March 2J, sum-
mer on June 21, autumn on iSeptember
23 and winter on Qecembec 21.

The 'feast of the Epiphany falls on
Saturday, January 6, and Ash Wednes-
day on February 21, or the firstday of
Lent, St. Patrick’s day falls on Sunday,
March 17, Palm Sunday on March 31,
Good Friday O April 5, and Easter
Sunday on April 7.

Erected ~eny Yearo Ago by an
Eccentric En~iehman.

Port Townsend, Wash.-—On the
summit of a high hill ba<-U of Port
Townsend, the state's port of entry,
iand overlooking the town, stands a
unique building, much resembling a
casile. In the early days, when there
were no neighboring residences, the
structure often underwent searching
scrutiny by eyes aboard ship peer*

Denver, CoU)—The Grand Canyon
of the Arkansas is -one of the most
spectacular gorges In the Rocky
mountains. It Is ten miles long and
the railroad—the Denver and Rio
Grande—by a marvel of engineering
skill has made it a thoroughfare to
Ahe west.

The narrowest part of the canyon
is known as the Royal Gorge. The
red granite and gneiss walls, spark-
ling -Mth mica, tower aloft on either
hand 2,627 feet; the sky is a -thread,
almost obliterated by the jagged ram-
parts, and the stars may be seen at
mmidday.

FREE PROTECTION

Very often when spring approaches
iud the snow,goes away, fruit grow-
>rs find many of their young trees
have been eerlously injured, the bark
has been gnawed off the trunk, half,
two-thirds or entirely around. This
may have been done by mice, rabbits,
muskrats or some other rodents. Such
injuries usually occur during long
hard winters when the snow is un-
usually deep and the animals have
difficulty ip finding plenty of food
and they fall upon the bark of these
trees as a last resort to satisfy their
appetites.

A great many young orchards have
been planted in the last few years ad-
jacehj to wood lots or cut-over lands
where rabbits abound; others have
been allowed to grow up to grass and
weeds where mice may have become
numerous, and others have been
planted near swamps or marshes
where muskrats are plentiful. If the
coming winter should be. long and se-
vere and the snow deep, hundreds, of
these trees are liable to be partially
or wholly girdled before spring. If

this injury is to be avoided, now is
the time to do it. There are several
different kinds of material used to

protect the bark of young trees from
such creatures, such as tar paper,
wire mosquito netting,
galvanized wire netting (four meshes
to the ii“h). wire coils and iileces of
cornstalks. All have their merits and
defects.

The wood veneer or tar paper pro-
tectors can be secured in large quan-
tities at about three-quarters to a cent
apiece and they are very good. They
not only protect the trees from the
mice, rabbits, etc., .but they also pro-
tect the trunks of the trees from sun

and cold and this is a serious trouble
on south or southwestern slopes.” es-
pecially m northern Michigan. These
should be removed in the spring, how-
ever, as they often harbor Insects and
fungi which may do harm to the bark.
If loft on all summer they may also
shade the trtfnk enough to make the
bark tender add mol-e liable to winter
freezing or attacks of fungous dis-
eases. The wire mosquito netting, or
galvanived wire netting protqctorc ore
more expensive, costing about three
cents apiece when bought by the roll
and cut up at home. They can be se-
cured in various widths from a foot
and a half up. to suit conditions. The
only strong objection to-them is their
expense, but this is largely overcome
by their durability and effectiveness.
They have all of the merits of the
wood veneer or tar paper and do not
make the bark tender or harbor the
injurious insects and fungi. It would
hardly seem possible for them to pre-
vent aun scald but they seem -to dif-
fuse the sun's rays so that they do no
harm on warm January and February
days. * - -

The butts of cornstalks may be
U8~ if DO other material can be se-
cur”. but they do not last long and
are difficult to bind on.

In xmtting on the tar paper or ve-
neer, fine wire or strong, durable
string should be used—one near the
bottom and one noar the top—so tied
that they run though a notch or hole
so that.they will not slip down and
the protector fail over and blow away.
Wood veneer protectors must also be
soaked in watdr to prevent their
cracking when being put on. The
wire netting protection may be put
on with wire bands or wire hooks
such sis bog's nose rings or something
similar, and tb”n they can be easily
put on and taken off. In many cases
it would be well to mound up the
ground slightly around the trees and
then push the tree protiector into this
mound a little to H|*p b|)Id it firmly in
place.

Many orebardists may think tree
protectors are a nuisance and un-
necessary expense, but often they
save- trees worth many times the ex-
pense.

WET OR DRY MASH
FOR POULTRY

By J. 0. LINTON, Instructor in Poaltiy Hu”
bsndry, Agricattonl CoHege

Much has been talked and written
abour the advisability of'feeding wet
or dry mash. A great deal depends
upon the purpose of the feed, whether
for fattening, growing chicks or for
egg production, and ™ great deal de-
pends upon the feeder and bis facili-
ties. Either method Is good under
certain conditions.

For producing fine soft quality of
meat soft wet foods may be used to
best advantage. By vret foods are not
meant sloppy foods, which arc to be
avoided in feeding chickens, but moist,
soft, as in fattening fpods. or crumbly
as in others. A veryTmportant “don't”
Is “Don't feed sloppy foods.”

In case of the growing chicks it is
ofien noted that during the hot sum-
mer months an afternoon feed of
crumbly mash is better relished than
the dry mash. However, It is a very
easy method of feeding to place dry
mash hoppers in or about the houses
on range and allow* the birds freedom
of access. Birds brought up by either
system may produce very favorable
refults, but it should be observed and
remembered that chickens should
never be changed suddenly from a
wet mash to a dry mash diet, or vice
versa, as this is apt to cause a severe
setback. «

Wet mash mixed with cooked Vege-
tables and served warm Is ccuduclve
to excellent results with some feed-
ers, but to offer such a feed requires
equipment for preparation which is
not always possessed, and also takes
considerable time each day.

When the flock is small and there
is plenty of table scraps, those fed
with mash, together of course with the
necessary grit, oyster shell and fresh
water, should make the bens lay, pro-
vided their other care is good. In
general, the keeper of the small flock
who administers this kind of treat-
ment can show better egg records in
percentage than the feeder of the
large flocks, due to the ration and the
care.

In cold weather if wet mash is fed
and not eaten at once the remaining
parts are apt to become Icy and fro-
zen and considerable attention must
be given the troughs or feeding uten-
sils.

For convenience the dry mash sys-
tem is probably best. Separate hoi>-
pers are often used for each kind of
food, though the chicks roust be edu-
cated to this system from the start to
insure best results. A mixture is
many times made of the different
food” and this placed in large hoppers
for use, ,or as is a common custom
with many, the mash is fed at a reg-'
ular period each day. Bran, mid-
dlings, corn meal, ground cats or'bar-
iey, alfalfa meal, and meat in some
form, as green cut bone or commer-
cial beef scrap, are among the most
common of these foods.

Hens learn to relish the dry foods
and cannot gorge themselves when
eating, but gaiu a certain amount of
exercise and keep busy longer, which
in itself is an Important factor in egg
production.

A system of feeding which Is prac-
ticed- with much ~tlsfaction is that
ot feeding a light grain ration, if any,
in the morning. A noon feed, which
may be given between 10:00 and 12;00
a. m., consisting of a mash of equal
pans by weight of bran, middlings,
corn meal and beef scrap with a little
charcoal added for toning the system,
and at night (about 3:00 p. ro. these
cold, dark, winter days) all the grain
mixture, corn (cracked or whole) and
wheat, that will be eaten. Birds sent
10 bed with full crops generally have
plenty of body warmth and nourish-
ment and get up ready for business.
Tlierc should ai-*-ays be on hand a
supply of green food such as cabbage,
beets, or sprouted oats. Clean, fresh
waicr should be supplied, and the
hoppers should contain gritand oyster
shell at all times.

The question of wet or dry mash
may be determined greatly by the
feeder and his conditions, but either
should be done consistently.

Good Hena to Keep.

Hens that are more than two years
old would better be selected from the
rest of the flock and be fed into mar-
ket condition and sold. All hens
whica were pullets last year, and
which you know have laid well during
the entire year, should be kept
throughout the second winter. Pul-
lets that were batched early In the
season and which will be old enough
and sufficiently well matured to lay
this winter, should be, kept also. It
will be well to keep the latter by
themselves, if possible, and feed them
for continued growth and for future
egg prodttetioo. Cockerels that will
not be needed, and which are not val-
uable for sale aa breeding birds,
should be fed Into good market con-
dition and sold as soon as they are
large enough and fit for market pur-
