Bblogjcal Survey Should Not Be
Hamperedifor Foods.

ITS SERVICES POINTED OUT

Stockmen Especially Are Interested
In the Matter—Every Dollar Spent
Returned Ten Fold to the
People of the Country.

By GEOROE CLINTON.

Washington.—Congress being - eco-
nomically Inclined this year there is
some fear among the government
scientists of tbe biological survey,
the men who work a large part of tbe
time on behalf of the a”culturtsts
of the country, that tbe appropriation
for the survey may not be Increased
so that.it can keep up with its in-
creasing work. Tho truth is that'if
~e appropriation Is not cut tbe mem-
bers of tbe survey probably will be
happy.

Some years ago members of tbe
house committee on agriculture
seemed inclined to cut out entirely

appropriation for the biological
survey. Thieodore Roosevelt was pres-
ident at that time, and his Interest in
the survey was well known, and it
was hinted that It was a desire of the
majority of tbe members of the agri-
cultural committee to slap Mr. Roose-
velt that led them to consider cutting
out tlje appropriation entirely.

When it was feared that no appro-
priation at all was to he made for the
survey by the memters of the Fifty-
ninth congress, rew’s of the fact that
the department might pass from ito
sphere of usefulness was sent through
tbe country by tbe Wasljington cor-
respdbdents. The response was ,In-
stant. The malls were loaded with
letters and protests from every state
and territory. The chief of the sur-
vey had letters of supﬁort, and th”
members of congress heard In pro-
test frour hxmdreds of people whom
no one supposed from their vocation®
In life would take any interest In
natural history research.

AH Classes Interested.

There were letters by tbe thou-
Ehnds also from the farmers apd the
stock reisers and from'the students
of ornithology and mammalogy who
bad benefited by the painstaking “ork
of tbe naturaltsts whose headquarters
are in Washington, but whose homes,
when It Is possible, are in the fields
and tbe wnods. The weight of pub-
lic opinion was felt'by congress, and
an Interest was aroused among mem-
bers who barely knew that there was
such .an institution as the biological
survey.

It might be asked what the biolog-

ical survey does to benefit the coun-
try. Instances of Its service are not
difficult to find. The stock-raising in-
terests of tbe western states suffer
losses—or rather have suffered until,
recently—to the amount of about 812.-
000 00® yearly through tbe depreda-
tions of wild afifniala—wolves, coyotes
and cougars.
. lhsison was tbs’ Instrument em-
ployed to kill the predatory animals.
Rtrychnine was the means of death,
and while It coats thousands of dol-
lars a year, It was by no means effica-
cious. The stockman complained that
tke wolves bred in the forest reserves
and that the government's policy of
reserves was In a targe measure re-
sponsible for tke increase In the
numbers .of the ravening packs.

This ai"Tument was used to com-
bat lhe forest reserve plan of the
govemmenL  Vernon W. Bailey of
the biological survey went west and
studied'the wolf question. He found
that the'wolves,did not breed in tke

reaervea'ln large numbers. He
located tbeir breeding places, and In
bis report told Ike stockmen how to
rid themselves *of tbe pests without
Uie necessity of resorting to the cost-
ly strychnine poisoning process.

In the maoemn of Conieto (which was
the snrlent Tarquinli, the coital of
the Btruaoan federatlra) may be seen
a number of marwlous specimens of
dental woric of the sixth and seventh
onturies before Christ. They consist
mainly of bridge-work done by riveted
bafds of ‘metal. One of them support-
ed three artificial teeth, two of these
artificial teeth being zimde out of a
single” ox tooth grooved to imitate
rather closely two human teeth. In
the laws of the Twelve Tables, writ-
ten in Rome 4&80 B. C., while it is ex-
pressly forbidden to bury gold orna-
ments with bodies, a special excep-
tion is made for gold with which the
teeth may perchance be bound to-
gether. The museum of Pope Julius
at Rome contains a gc4d cap made of
two small plates of gold stamped oat
to represent rather closely a middle
lower Incisor and these two pieces
soldered™ together to form the crown'
of a tooth.

The satiric poets of Rome, especial-
ly Martial, referred frequently to aHi-
flcial teeth. Martial speaks of an old
woman who was so soared that as
she ran away her .teeth fell out.
