Washington.—Oc(»sionally In con­

gress echoes are beard coming from 
Civil war d&ya. Once on a time trou­
bles growing out of the war between 
the states were a  (in s ta n t theme of 
oratory in congresd. Those were what 
are known as the ’’bloody shirt" days, 
and old timers here say that it took 
only the mention of the previous sec­
tional strife to s tir things up and to 
put Northern Republicans and South­
ern  Democrats into the ring to fight 
It out with b itter speeches as weap­
ons. Now everything is changed, and 
i t  .Is not once In two years that any­
thing approaching bitterness growing 
out of the Civil war Is ahowm either in 
the bouse or in the sefiate.

During the war days there were 
Northern charges of extreme cruelty 
^  Federal captives In Southern pris­
ons. There was retort from the South 
tha t In a good many cases tbe North 
did Dot trea t Confederate prisoners ta 
accordance with tbe dictates of hu­
manity and in th e  spirit of civilized 
warfare.

A day or. two ago Senator Swanson 
of Virginia introduced a  hill which. If 
it bad been brought to public atten­
tion thirty years ago. would have 
raised a  row. Tbe Swanson measure 
was read twice and referred to the 
committee on claims, and its reading 
caused barely a  ripple, although it 
had in it subject m atter which years 
ago would have started tbe Northern 
and Southern brigadiers In congress 
on oratorical warfare.

Senator Swanson’s bill asks that 
there be paid to certain surviving offi­
cers of the Confederate service the 
sum of $5,000 each as "damages and 
reparation." Tbe Swanson bill sets 
forth that when Major General J. G. 
Foster of the Union forces heard that 
some Federal officers held as prison­
ers of war in tbe city of Charleston 
wei^ 80 placed in prison th a t they 
were in danger of being killed by 
Shells fired from the .batteries, he for 
the purpose of retaliation was I n s ^ -  
m ental.Jn causing some six hundred 
Confederate officers who were prison­
ers to be placed where they would be 
in danger of death from shot and 
xhell.

Charges of Harsh Treatment.
The Swanson measure goes a great 

deal farther than this in its charges 
when i t  says that the six bundried of­
ficers for forty-two days were given 
no daily rations except fo^l  ̂ hardtack 
crackers, "frequently wormy.” one 
ounce of fa t pickled iwrk and half a 
pint of bean soup, alternated a t times 
with half a pint of mush made from 
meal that was old and wormy; while 
the only drinking water was impure.

Of course no one 
knows what change of mind may come 
to the army and to President TafL 
but Mr. Hay and -his colleagues in the 
house, in order to g ive the bill an ud* 
ditional chance (or i»assage and signa­
ture, ̂ a v e  attached it as a  "rider" to 
the army appropriation bill.

This means that if It passes, tbe 
president in signing the appropriation 
bill m ust sign the other bill also. He 
cannot separate the two, and If be 
wishes to veto tbe Hay bill as "ricio^is 
legistatlon" he must also veto tbe 
measure which provides sustenance 
and pay for officers and enlisted men 
of the army.

Way back in tbe tim e of President 
Hares, congress passed an. army ap­
propriation bill with a  "rider” attach­
ed which was objectionable to tbe Re­
publican party and the Republican ad­
ministration. ’The’president did pot 
hesitate a  minute to veto the bill, and 
as a sequence the army found Itself 
without pay for a  considerable period 
of time. Warren Leland. one of the 
hotel keeping brothers, who were in 
their day as good hosts and providers, 
had been given a good share of army 
patronage, officers seeking out tbe Le­
land hotels In whatever cities they 
could be found. The old Sturtevant 
bouse in New York, which stood at 
Broadway and Twenty-eighth street, 
and which long ago disappeared, was 
one of the Leland bostelries. Tbere 
was another In Chicago, and some oth­
ers elsewhere.

Warren Leland’s  Big Offer.
When President Hayes vetoed tbe 

army appropriation bill In order to get 
rid of Its "rider.” W arren Leland wrote 
a personal letter to every army and 
navy officer in ,the United States and 
to tbe members of the furlough and 
graduating classes a t W est Point and 
Annapol^. In the letter he said that 
his hotels, and all that was in them, 
were a t  tbe command of tbe officers 
of the army and navy and that he was 
perfectly willing to wait till dooms­
day for his pay,' knowing that if at 
any period this side of that day con­
gress should pass the army bill, the 
money recompense for board aud lodg­
ing furnished would be forthcoming. 
Mr. Leland lost nothing by this word 
of welcome to officers of the service, 
who faced temporary conditions of 
pauperism.

Mr. Merriam’s New Position.
Dr. C. H art Merriam. who un­

til recently was the chief of the 
government's biological survey, which 
is a bureau of the department ot 
agriculture, is now the heed of what 
is known as the Harriman .Zoological 
Foundation with headquarters in this 
city. Dr. Merriam is perhaps the high­
est authority in America on subjects 
pertaining to the life of mammals and 
birds, and be is one of the chief au­
thorities on American Indian history, 
tradition and folk lore.

Tbe Harriman Zoological Founc^a- 
tion was provided for in the will of 
Edward-H. Harriman, the railroad 
magnate, who died less than two years 
ago. The headquarters of research 
now have been established in Wash­
ington. and here Mr. Merriam, in ac­
cordance with the wishes of Mr. Har­
dman, as expressed in his wili. is to 
carry forward the 'work of extending 
knowledge of natural-history.

Few people knew that Edward H. 
Hkrriman, one of the richest men in 
the United States, and one w'bose time 
seemingly was almost wholly given 
over to the extension of railroad lines 
and the securing of railroad holdings, 
had any other heart interest than that 
of business.

Discovering His Other Side.
If one may be forgiven for speaking 

personally, tbe story of how l found 
out that Mr. Harriman cared for other 
things than his family, and .stocks and 
bonds, may not be uninteresting. Not 
long before Mr. Harrlman's death, 
newspaper business called me to 
Augusta, Ga. My companion on the 
trip knew Edward H. Harriman per­
sonally. Just as the train was leaving 
W'asbington. Mr. Harriman's private 
car was attached to it, for th e ‘railroad 
man was going on a visit to his broth­
er in the south.

My companion was invited to dine 
with Mr. Harriman In his private car, 
and I was Included In the Invitation 
out of politeness. I never bad seen 
Mr. Harriman before. 1 sat in the 
first seat a t bis left a t  the dinner ta­
ble. Tbe other guests were three men 
of huge business affairs, one of them 
tbe hdhd of the greatest railroad or­
ganization in the United States and 
the others proportionately great in tbe 
world of business. Nothing but busi­
ness was talked a t the dinner table; 
the extension of this line and that 
line; suad stocks and bonds and other 
things floated arcrand until I felt ut­
terly shut out because of these things 
X did not know much, and cared less.

Finally, in order to let my host know 
I was alive, 1  turned to him and said: 
"I- have all th e journals of the Rsrri- 
man A laq b ^  expedition thus far is­
sued, and, what is  more, I have read 
theoL*' ^

His Interest in Natural History.
Mr. Harrlinan's eye lighted. He 

turned to me with a sort of surprised 
entbusiaem, and he said in a voice that 
was alm ost an exclamation: "l seldom  
find anyone outside of the circles ofi 
the strict scientists who have more

Over 60 Indictmenta Will Be Returned 
In Dynamite Cases.

Jury Acts Secretly—Men to Be 
Clutches of Law Before 

N^rnea Are Made 
Public.

Thlrty-lhree secret imlictraenls, 
most of them’ thought to be -against 
labor union leaders, were returned by 
the federal grand jury in Indianapolis 
in tbe giant dynamite conspiracy in­
vestigation carried on after the Mc­
Namara outrages.

An arrest or arrests will follow in 
D etr^ t. ,

Former associates of J. J. McNam­
ara in the office, of the International 
Association of Bridge and Structural 
Iron Workers, received the news of 
the  indictments without surprise.

Both Frank M. Ryan, the president, 
and Herbert S. Hockin, formerly of 
Detroit, the secfetary-la-easurer, said 
*:hey knew thft direction of the inves­
tigation, because the association’s 
records were evidence before the 
grand jury.

P art of the Indictments are known 
to be against men w'ho mot Ortie Me- 
Manigal in Detroit in June. 1907, and. 
induced him. because of his familiar­
ity with explosives, gained while 
working in a  stone quarry, to become 
a  regular member of McNaihara's 
"dynamiting crew.”

Other indictments are lieUeved to 
be against men who met.McMaiiigal 
In Boston and showed him where to 
put the explosives which blew’ up part 
of an  opera house there March 27. 
1900, and who afterwards went with 
liim to Springfield, Mass., and showed 
him where to blow up part' of a muni­
cipal building.

District Attorney Miller announced 
that onl.v 32 of the indictments per­
tained to tbe dynamiting conspiracy, 
one true bill being in another case 
not made know’n.

The federal grand jury, which hM  
been Investigating tbe dynamitifit; 
con^iracy  a t Indianapolis has ad­
journed. I t is  expected all the indict­
ments will be ready for the foreman’s 
signature and will be returned to 
court. ’The four day adjournment was 
it is understood to enable the district 
attorney to have all the indictments. 
Dot yet prepared, in readiness, and it 
he fs up with the work, final adjourn­
ment win follow. It is believed that 
65 indictmenta will be returned and 
possibly 30 or more arrests.

revealed recently, has been start­
ed among the girls in Erasmus Hall 
High school, Brooklyn, as a  part of 
the hygiene and gymnasium courses. 
I t was originated by Catherine Tur­

ner, assistant principal, as a means of 
teaching the girls to take greater 
pride in their personal appearance 
and of Impressing on them the fact 
that a  girl who has plain features 
may make herself unusually attrac­
tive by displaying taste  in dress, care 
of her teeth and hair, ber complexion, 
carriage of shoulders, and the like. 
The pupils are urged to give heed to 
ail those things, and they are exam­
ined in them just as they take exami­
nations in algebra, arithmetic and 
English.

Miss Turner, who is active in evolv­
ing the new course, is a stanch be­
liever in simple gowns. She insists 
that girls may be just as attractive in 
simple frocks as in silks, provided 
they pay attention to many other 
things and make it a  point to appear

n e a t To the girls she has made it a 
point to explain the many things that 
a re  required to  look fetching. She 
has given lectures on the  care of the 
person, on harmony in dress, taste 
In the selection of materials, and on 
many other things.

The opporttmity for giving m ore at­
tention to those thingd has come be­
cause of i the inability of all the 
classes to  get as many hours, as set 
in the schedule. In the gymnasium 
every week. As the exercises are In­
tended primarily to aid girls In Im­
proving their appearance. It was de­
cided to devote an hour to the vanity 
class. The girls are gathered in the 
auditorium. Five of the most a ttrac­
tive girls are selected and sent on 
the  stage in the full glare of the foot­
lights. They are  lined ^up and the 
students in the auditorium are asked 
to  sfody the appearance of each of 
the girls, her t ^ h ,  her complexion, 
her figure, h e r ^ a i r ,  her feet, her 
dress, her method of standing and 
other details.

Aid is given to the observation pow­
ers of the girls by the teachers, who 
call attention to various parts of the 
girls’ drees. After th a t has been 
done the pupils are required to vole 
on the appearance of the girls.

Different girls 
are inspected every week.

To Prevent Drafts.
A simple and practical way to pre­

vent drafts entering under a door that 
bas, through shrinkage, a  wide crack 
under it, is to fold three thicimeaees 
of paper together Just the width of 
the door and two incnes deep and 
cover It with serge or cloth as near 
the color of the door as  possible.

Sew to this three, small brass rings, 
one a  quarter of an Inch from eiudk' 
end and one in the middle. Fasten 
into the bottom of the door three 
small screw-hooks and bangl the rings 
to them. You will have a  perfect 
protection from cold air coming under 
the door and one that is easily, re­
moved and kept dusted.

Fisher on the telephone and a general 
fire alarm was given. When the fire 
boys reached the p1r?e it was fddnd the 
hydrant looR tf-d ir.-tly  in front of the 
house ' frozen. Had water been 
availa'oie just then the blaze would have 
been confined to,a small portion of the 
basement with a loss probably not to 
exceed $100. As it was, before proper 
hose connection could be made, the 
fire bad gained a  headway reaching to 
the roof and the . interior of the house 
was practically ruined by both the fire 
water. Contractor Patterson estimates 
the damage at over $4,000, on which 
there will be some insurance returnable.

One of the most interesting of the relics iden­
tified with the life of Lincoln before he entered 
the White House is the family Blbie-^onsider- 
ably more than one hundred years old—which 
contains the family chronicle usually recorded in 
the spaces provided in such a  book. From this 
well-worn volume Lincoln's mother read tbe Scrip­
tures to him when be was a  boy and on the In­
side cover is the autograph of Lincoln written 
when he was nine years of age. The cook stove.

h id e  represents Lincoln’s own handiwork, having 
been laboriously fashioned w’hile b« was a young 
lawyer waiting for clients in nilaois. Another 
model of a Lincoln Invention—a steamboat—was de­
posited in the patent office and is 'now the posses­
sion of the.Vnited States government 

The life and death masks of Abraham Lincoln 
are, of course, tremendously Important as convey­
ing to the present and future generations the 
exact appearance of this famous man in life and in 
deatli. A mask, it will be understood. Is a plaster 
cast of a countenance which reproddees faithfully 
Its every detail. One of the life masks of Lincoln 
that has been preserved was made In 18C0. Just after 
Lincoln's first nomination for president, the work 
being done by a sculptor who accompanied tbe noti­
fication comniiUee to Springfield. Anjother life mask 
was made about a month before Lincoln's death. 
The death mask Is perhaps the representation which 
shows the martyr president as he is best known to 
the public through pictures and statuary.

Among the relics that have been carefully pre­
served by the government and by private Indl- 

' vlduals such as Mr. Oldroyd are many bearing 
upon the great tragedy which ended Lincoln’s ca­
reer. One of these relics Is the flag which was 
draped In front of the president’s  box a t Ford’s 
theater, tho night when Lincoln was sho t The 
flag shows plainly the rent made by Booth’s spur 
when It caught in tbe folds as he leaped from 
the box to the stage. Another interesting relic 
is the spur Itself, which made trouble for tbe 
assassin by causing him to fall heevlly. breaking 
his leg and. In consequence, seriously hampered 
bis flight.

IN THE WILDS OF CANADA
"The interior of the provinces of Quebec and 

Ontario is  nothing but a  continuous stretch of 
dense forest, much of which has been burned over 
in days gone by. so that the deadfall was consid­
erable." writes Frederick A. Talbot, telling of the 
surreys for the Grand Trunk Pacific railroad in 
tbe Engineering Magazine. “Tbe forest w as for 
the most part trackless, tbe Indians and trappers 
moving through this inhospitable country along 
tb e obviously easy channels—tbe waterways.

COOKiNG THE LORDLY TURKEY.

The lord of the winter party or 

wedding anniversary feast- is. of 
course, the turkey—and know ye, 
good housewives, one and all, that be 
can be cooked to a delicious turn by 
M. Soyer’s method of paper bag cook­
ery! In fact, the entire dinner can 
be prepared and cooked to perfection 
in paper bags, and after it has been 
eaten to the last turkey bone and 
last slice of pumpkin pie. the good 
housewife will not be confronted 
by a  great pile of pots and pans to 
be cleaned—a task th a t has taken 
the edge off the happiness of many a 
housewife who has served one of her 
old-time famous meals for her guests, 
or her children back home to  help the 
oW folks celebrate their aamiversary.

Grape fruit, with rum. Is. to my 
mind, the ideal appetizer, but if oys­
te rs  are insisted upon, put three ama!l 
raw’ ones in the middle u£ the pre­
pared fruit and season with salt, pep­
per, W orcester sauce and tobasco. 
Keep the oysters-very cold, and add 
them to the fruit very' shortly be­
fore serving, thus the two llavors le- 
main distinct to accent rather than 
to  muddle each other.

Salted Nuts.—I made two bags— 
almonds and pecans—and hereafter 
shall never buy them ready pre{)ared. 
The almonds w-ere blanched and 
dried, the pecans, bought ready 
hulled, picked over, scalded by pour­
ing boiling water through them in a 
colander, and instantly dried. Then 
both were put In thickly-buttered 
bags, set in a  very hot oven for half 
a  minute, then the heat was reduced 
three-quarters, and the nuts left to 
brown for ten minutes. They came 
out crisp and beautiful, needing only 
a sprinkling of salt.

The Toasted Crackers I prepared 
were tiny oyster crackers, as fresh as 
possible. They were put in buttered 
bag, lightly sprinkled after they were 
in, with melted bu tte r skimmed clean 
of froth, then given a  tablespoonful 
of grated Parmesan, which was shak­
en well through them before sealing 
the bag. Sealed, it went into a very 
hot oven, which after two minutes 
had the heat turned as low as pos­
sible. Eight minutes of it made tbejn 
not quite brown enough—a peep-hole 
In the bag top assured me of that— 
so 1 left them in three minutes longer. 
A few of them stuck together, but in 
the main, they looked as good as they 
tasted.
• The Turkey.—Choose him as young, 
as tender, as fresh as you can. But 
if by ill chance you must take an old 
bird, therefore s  tough, one. then, 
indeed, you wiU find in paper bag 
cookery, surcease from the sorrow 
of toughness. A tough bird will re­
quire a  lot of grease in the bag with 
it. also long and slow cooking. But 
the end will crown the means—he 
will come forth tender and delicious, 
Also well browned, but not too iK’Own. 
and simply bursting with Juice. Ex­
tr a  care must be taken in trussing 
him—tie down legs and wings beyond 
any possibility of springing. Tough 
fowls have a way of stretching out 
their joints under the Influence of 
heaL that, without this precaution, 
may make the legs and wings dan­
gerous to the integrity of the bag.

Get the bird In hand early—the 
night before if possible. If h e  comes 
drawn, so much the better; if in 
a  state of nature; pick, draw and singe 
a t  once, taking pains to  get off all 
pinfeathers, and cutting out the oil- 
bag upon the “parson's nose”—other­
wise known as the root of the Ull 
feathers. Wash., the bird thoroughly 
In Tory cold water- If there is ' the 
least sour smelL scald out by pouring 
through boiling ajoda water, followed 
by a  cold rlnsej ^water. Drain well, 
‘wipe dry. Insidd and out, salt very 
lightly, and hank up in a cold place

iBC o8- 'Get the  stnfiliBg ready heCora 
in the bird. Dash cold v a te r  

OTet and through i t  before putting to 
the stniBng, wipe inside and out with 
a soft, damp cloth, then resalt but 
very lightly outside and In.

Since the  turkey is apt to require 
the whole oven and long, slow cook­
ing. better put him on early, and take 
him up before beginning the other 
things.

Sweet Potatoes in 8ynip.—Choose 
smooth, even potatoes m ^ iu m  size, 
boll twenty -Akuites, drop in cold 
water, peel, d lp .-^ melted butter, roll 
in sugar* put) into a  buttered bag, with 
sugar, ba tte r and lemon juice enough 
to make a  fairly rich  syrup. Seal 
bag. and cook for twelve minutes In 
a  fairly hot oven. Pour the syrup 
from the bag around them into a  ho t 
dish.

Spanish Onions.—Parboil for fifteen 
minutes Spanish or Bermuda onions, 
chill them In cold water, then cut a 
V out of the hearts. Fill the space 
with butter, after dusting it well with 
salt and pepper, put the onions in a 
bag with a lump of butter and a  very 
little water, • seal and cook twenty 
minutes In a hot oven, or thirty min­
utes in a very moderate one.

Baked Pears.—Ripe, well-flavored 
pears are best for baking, but the 
ordinary cooking pear will answer 
if baked with sugar, lemon juice and 
spices. Peel the pears, cu t off the 
stems and take out the core, but only 
a  little way beyond the blossom end. 
Stick' a clove, a shred of mace or bit 
of cinnamon in the core-space, fill in 
around it with sugar and roll the 
fruit In dry sugar before putting it 
in a  buttered bag. Put in half a gilt 
of water also to the' half dozen, s ^ l  
bag. and eook a t slow heat fifty min­
utes to an hour.

Creamed Salsify.—Boil tender, drop 
Into cold water, peel and cut in.two- 
inch length strips, steep in a dress­
ing of butter and cream, lightly sea­
soned with pepper and salt. Put in 
well-greased bag. seal and leave is 
the oven a few minutes only.

Smothered Chicken.—Have a  good- 
sized broiler cut Into joints, taking 
care not to  leave sharp, bones to the 
joints. Salt and pepper them lightly.' 
dredge with flour and lay in a w’eJl- 
greased bag upon thin slices of ba­
con. Cover with more bacon slices, 
taking care to keep the chicken 
spread ra ther flat. Add a tenspooBfui 
of water, or a couple of peeled and 
sliced tomatoes. Shreds of green 
pepper add somewhat of flavor to the 
tomatoes. Seal in bag ami cook for 
forty mimites. slacking hhat aknoet 
half after the first five mjilutey'M ake 
a peep-hole in the upper s id eW  the 
bag near the middle, and if the>bacon 
and chicken are not as brown as you 
like, cook five to ten minutes longer. 
Servo on a hot dish with gravy fj-om 
the bag.

Good pies demand good crust— 
s'horter than any temj)er, easier brok­
en than promises. Make it by .M. 
Soyor's recipe, then surely it will be 
up to grade. Here is the recipe: 
Take one pound of flour, three-quar­
ters of a pound of butter. Mix the 
flour with water and sat lightly until 
the consistency of butter. I.eave this 
dough for half an hour, then flatten 
with your hand and lay your butter 
OR the top of the paste. Then fold 
four-corner way, and give it two rolls, 
as usual. Leave your paste in a cool 
place for forty-flve minutes, and then 
roll twice more. I.^ave it , for forty- 
five minutes and then roll twice again.

Bake all your pies in bags; it may 
seem extravagant, but the gas-saving 
more than pays for the bags. Use 
thin pie tins. Roll out and till as 
usual. Set pans inside bags and set 
the bags on trivets. Cook two pies 
a t once, but shift them midway the 
cooking, from upper to lower shelf, 
and vice versa. Thus the£ will brown 
top and bottom. Grease the fbags 
but lightly underneath; even though 
they crisp there it does no harm. 
The essential thing Is to keep the 
upper surface covered and maintain 
steady heat. Have the oven hot at 
first, but slack beat after a  little—as 
soon as the bag comers show rather 
brow’D. Average pies, with average 
heat, require twenty-five to thirty 
mlputes. Make peei>-holes on top in 
the bfigs when you think they are 
done; if not brown etvouga. raise the 
beat a wee bit and cook five minutes 
longer.

To make the cider-cup, cut thinly 
the yellow pepl from six oranges and 
six lemons, squeeze out the juloe and 
put In with the peel an<T three cups 
of sugar. Make a gallon of sweet 
cider very hot. but do not let It boll, 
pour It upon the peels and juice, and 
let ,tand  In a cold place for twentj’- 
four hours, stirring it several times. 
The peel can be strained out, but It 
looks ra ther pretty in glasses.

For. tea lemonade, take the ^ ic e  
of a  dozen well-washed lemons and 
three sA’eet oranges, cut the squieexed 
frqlt in rings, and add It to the juice. 
Put in five caps of sugar and strain 
over the whole a  gallon and a  quarter 
of weak tea. boiling hot, then add a 
cupful of rum. This also Is better 
for standing—it keeps several days 
in a coo! place?- The rum can be 
omitted if there are scruples regard­
ing it. In th s t case the  strained 
juice of a  pineapple that bas' been 
shredded and allowed to stand twen­
ty-four hours in sugar can take its 
place. Dilute this one-fourth with 
mineral water in the glasses.
