For the remedy the .jdoctor advises,
first of all, rest. In a few days® ex-
cepting In serious cases, the trouble
will tranisb. When the pains are acute
a drop of oil containing cocaine will
give immediate, relief. As measures of
prevention, he advises the use of caps
with ear flaps.—Dundee Advertiser.

MMGHU ROLE ENDS

PROCLAIM THEY ARE OUT OF THE
BUSINESS OF CONDUCTING
ORIENTAL REALM.

FINAL FALL IS HARD ONE

Extent of Yielding In Edicts Published
at Peking Surprises Even the Most
Sanguine of the Reformers—
Princes Demand Yuan Be Chief.

Pekin, China, Feb. 13—After three
centuries of absoli” rule the Manchu
dynasty yielded up Its power and abdi-

.cated the throne of China in favor of

a representative form of government
This was proclaimed in three almul-
taneous edicts, the first announcing
abdication, the second declaring that
the throne accepted the republic,
while the third approved all the condi-
tions agreed upon by Premier Yuan
Shih-kal and the repuhlicans.
Surrender Is Unconditional.
Mt has been expected that the Man-
chus would demand conditions which
would safeguard many of the privi-
leges. but, according to the proclama-
tion, the surrender is unconditional.
The third edict Informed the viceroys
and provincial governors of the retire-
ment of the throne from political pow-
er and instructed them to continue do-
ing their duty and to preserve order
ihroughont the land. It declared that
the step taken by the throne wes to
meet the widt"es of the people.
Ask Yuan Be Made President.

London. England. Feb. 13—Mongol-
ian princes who have been leaders in
the anti-abdication, agitation at the
Chinese court have cabled to Dr. Sun
Yat Sen insisting that unless Yuan
Shib-kai gets the presidency thei will
consider themselves entitled to take
further measures against the estab-
lishment of the republic.

Yuan In Accord With Republfeans.

Shanghai. China, Feb. 13—Assur-
ances are given here that Yuw Shih-
kal, the Imperial preimier, is®now In
full accord with the republicans and Is
actually advising with respect to fu-
ture plans for the eftoetlve coalition of
all the provinces and Ifaetlona and the
arrangement of the iB"achinery of the
republican govemmenL

Nanking. China, Feb. 13—Gen.
Homer Leo, an American oflicer, who
came here with Dr. Sun Yat Sen. the
provisional president of the republic,
for the purpose of acting in an advis-
ory capacity, is sertopsly IU.

Pekin. China. Feb. 13—A Tientsin
dispatch says three - bomba were
thrown at Qen. Chao Erb Hsun. vice-
roy of Manchuria, at Mukden. The
viceroy was not Injure® and his as-
sailants escaped.

Dynasty on Throne 268 Years.

Abdication of the Chinese throne by
Pu-Yi, the child empercH’, brings to an
end the powerful .Manchu dynasty,
which has reigned In China since
1644. The boy rater has been on the
throne since Nov. 14. 1908, when the
emperor. Kwang-Su. his uncle, died.
His father. Prince Chon, was appoint-
ed regent and was the chief figure in
China for three years.

Surrounded by a large number'of
princes of the Imperial clan and
Manchu\ officials with reactionary
ideas, the regent was brought face to
face with a revolutionary movement
in favor of modern reforms. He en-
daavbred to placate both pantos, hot
ended by caustog general dissattefac-
Jon. which led to his resignation Dec.
6. 191L

MORGAN’S INVESTMENTS
IN ART ARE $100,000,000

Vast Outlsy Represented In the Col-
lections of the New York
Finsneier.

New York, Feb. 13.—The recent an-
nouncement that J. Plerpottt Morgan
would bring a pan of his an collec-
tion from London to New York has
le4 to the discovery that the financier
has invested a sum estimated at more
than $100,000,000 in art treasures.

These are said to consist not only
of paintings, statuary and Jewels, but
of collections of wide range and enor-
mous vafoe of ceramics, porcelain,
bronzes, reliquaries and antiquities of
almost every form and conception of
every age of barbarism and civiliza-
tion.

Mr. Morgan’s London collections
are estimated at more than $20,000.(100
In value: his New York art treasures
fully twice as high. Paintings and art
objects lent to museums swell the es-
timated fund by $10,000,000, while an
equal sum. It Is believed, is not an
excessive estimate of the value of art
objects he has given away.

Many hundreds of minor objects,
each costing from hundreds to tens
ofiTtbousands of dollars, are said to
compose the bulk of the collection’s
value.

REPORT ON SENATOR DEUYED

Committee Minority Will Not Act Un-
til Return of Senator Kem Late
This Week.

Washington, Feb. 13—The minority
report for the senate committee on
privileges and elections adverse to
Senator Isaac Stephenson of Wiscon-
sin probably will not be filed in the
senate until Senator Kern returns'to
the city late In the.week. This re-
port, signed by Senators Kenyon, Lea,
Jones. CHapp and Kern, will bold that
the senate has a right to inquire into
senatorial primaries as well as the
election Itself.

It is asserted that the $107,000 put
out by Senator Stephenson was prac-
tically all spent at the primaries, and
that the real contest for the senate
seat was fought there. If corrupt
practices marked the primaries, the
minority report will aver that tbe
election Itself must have been se-
cured by corrupt means.

The report will urge tbe senate to
assume Jurisdiction over primaries
and thus "take a stand against tbe
male of seats In the United States sen-
ate.” It also will be held that the
enormous primary expenditures have
not been satisfactorily explained.

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MANCHU DYNASTY COMES TO AN
END AFTER CENTURIES
RULE OF CHINA.

REBELS AND ROYALISTS REACH
AN AGREEMENT.

Trouble Expected to Terminate
Quickly and Chinese Will
Once More Govern
China.

After three centuries of absolute
rule the Manchu dynasty yielded up
its power and .abdicated the throne
of China in favbr of a representative
form of government.

This was proclaimed in three si-
multaneous edits, the first announce-
inlg abdication; the second declar-
ii™ that the throne accepted the re-
{)ublic, while the third approved all
he conditi®s’ agreed upon by Pre-
mier YuaA-Shl-Kai and the republi-
cans..

This edict approving of all the con-
ditions agreed upon between Tuan*
Shl-Kai and the'republican represen-
tatives created even much astonish-
ment. It has been expected that
the Manchus «*ould demand condi-
tions which would sKfeguard many
of their privileges, but according to
the proclamation, the surrender is
uncondiional.

The third edict informed the vlcc-
Toys and provincial governors of
the retirement of the throne from
political power and' instructed them
to continue doing their duty and to
preserve peace, throughout the land.

It declared that' the step taken
by the throne was in order to meet
the wishes of the people. *

The Mongolian princes who have
been leaders in the anti-abdication
agitation at the court have cabled
to Dr. Sun, Yat Sen, insisting that
unle'ss Yuan-Shi-Kai gets the presi-
denc?/,they will consider themselves
entitled to take further measures
against the establishment of the re-
public.

Yuan, known, as the "strong man
of China,” who was once dismissed
by the throne® was frantically ap-
pealed to to take the premiership
when the revolution against the
thron'e was started by Dr. Sun and
his followers.

He has stood between the throne
and the*#«tipls In the present crisis
as_a_bukfrr-and has succeeded in
bringing th6 tWo sides togther after
months of dickering. By the terms
the Manchus are to retain'their emp-
ty titles and may be voted heavy pen-
sions, but the government is to be in
the hands of the people, the major-

General Wash-
ington even plan-
ned the walks
which are a con-
spicuous feature
of the landscape
work at Mount
Vernon.
About five miles
from Mount
Vernon Is Wood-
lawn, a charming
Colonial mansion which stands to this day in an
excellent state of preservation and Is generally
accounted, next to Mount Vernon, the most sig-
nificant of all the buildings that bear the Impress
bf Washington's individuality. General Wash-
ington built Woodlawn as a wedding gift for his
favorite, Nelly Custls, the adopted daughter upon
whom centered the affections of his later life.
The main building at Woodlawn, which is of pure
Colonial design, is forty by sixty feet in size. As
In all such structures there are wings connected
by corridors with the main structure and these
wings are little more than one story in neight,
while the central portion has a height of two
stories.

Likewise located at no great distance from
Mount Vernon la Arlington Mansion, whlcn is. in
almost the same degree as the manor nouse Just
-mentioned, a monument to the architectural abil-
ity of George Washington. The mansion at Arl-
ington. tP be sure, was not erected until after
the death of Washington, but the balkier was
Washington Parke Chistis, the adopted son of
George WashlIngtoo, who had lived lor years at
Mount Vernon and who was not only thboroughiy
familiar with Washington’s architectural ideas,
but had talked over with him the requirements of
the site at Arlington. Yet other bouses for the
design and construction of which George Wash-
ington was responsible are located in the pic-
turesque Shenandoah Valley—a region with which
be was particularly familiar by reason of the fact
that as a young man he made the original sur-
veys of all this land for Lord Fairfax.

George Washington induced bis three brothers
to select this promising region for their homes
and he personally built, for'his eldest brother,
Samuel, the famous Harewood Mansion o0& a com-
mandlmi site facing the Blue JUdge Mountains.
Two miles from Harewood Is Claymoont, which M
generally accounted George Washhigton’a archi-
tectural masterpiece. Be drew the plan Cor this
mansion, but did not supecrise its eoBrstmetlon,
which was carried on by a retattve. Tlte manor

Perhaps the most
Interesting and certain-
ly the most historic in
this category is “Oc-
tagon House,” which is
located only a few
blocks from the White
House and is today one
of the show places of

the capital, having
served In later years as
tbe permanent head-

quarters of the Ameri-
can Institute of Arcbltects. The nations first
chief magistrate laid off the ground in this vicin-
ity and prepared the original plans for the man-
sion, although, as In the case of two of the man-
slons above mentioned. It vras left to others sto
carry out the plans thus formutated.

Octagon House, which Is of added Interest be-
cause It was temporarily used as the Presidential
Mansion after the British soldiers burned the
White House in 3814, derives Its name from its
octagonal form. Indeed, buildings of unusual out-
line seem to have been something of a fad with
Architect George Washington, lie built a six-
teen-sldecl barn at Mount Vernon ?ind the mill he
constructed on that estate was likewise many-
sided. Almost under the shadow* of the capltol
at Washington Is a substantial brick building
which George Washington btilK just before his
last Illness overtook him and which he .had de-
signed as a winter residence, indeed, owing to
delays the last details of construction were not
completed until after Washingtons death and
none of his family ever occupied the structure.

Washington’s Coj"t-of-Arms

Regarding the Washington coat-of-Srms some
edd discoveries have come to light. Quite con-
trary to our American belief the Washington
shield does not contain “stars and stripes,” not-
withstanding that more thag a thousand books
and as many more published articles so proclaim
It. The facts are that the Washington shield
contain “bars and mullets (“urs of the knight’s
boots.)” The earliest reference which | have
been able to find which annouDces the Washing-
ton shield blazoned with stars and stripes, relates,
to a public banquet at Baltimore, Md.. in 1861.
where th”™ Ideas of an English poet—Martin Tap-
per by name—were “lced. proclaiming that the
American flag, with 1U heraldic notions, was bor-
rowed from the Washington shield, which possess-
ed stars and strlpea Ever since this banquet
American authors and orators have, without fur-
ther investigation, accepted the sUtement as
correct The ElIngllsh poet was misled by his
fervid famey. for the Heralds' college at London,
the highest authority on Brttlsh heraldry, writes
as follows:

“A Washington shield with stars and stripes
<pales),has never been of record.*”

It Is altogether probable that Tapper, as well
as others, was' decelved by the shape of the
“maU~.” These spars, as worn by the knights
of old, were roond In form. resembUng modem
cog-wheels somewhat, and their bristihig points
possibly BUggeeted the “stais** of which TonMr
spoke.
