Mileage Paid to Members of the House
Was >3,206.30 While the M lig”
Paid to the Senators To-
uted $877S0.

Lansing.—The extra session of the
Michigan legislature will cost the state
[25J)00, but poaslbly the expense will
not reach this amount as an effort has
been made both In the house and sen-
ate to economize by not recalling the
committee clerks and eliminating a
large number of the stenographers,
pages and other employes from the
payroll.

During the last regular session of
the lawmakers, expenses were cut
down aa much as possible, yet figures
compiled by Auditor General Fuller
show that It cost more to maintain
the legislature of 1>11 which was in
session but 119 days, than It did to
pay the expenses of the legislatures
of 1903 and 1905 which were in ses-
sion 163 days and 165 days, respec-
tively.

In 1911 the total expense of the
legislature for the 119 days that It
was in session, amounted to [162.-
620.12, while In 1903 the cost was
1146,762.17. and in 1905 It was $146.-
663.63. The statistics compiled by
Auditor General Fuller show that the
per diem of the members was the
largest item of expense, while the per
diem of the employes was second.

Last year the per diem of the bouse
members amounted to $80,050, while
the senate received $25,600. The
mileage paid to members of the house
was $3,205.30, ‘while the mileage paid
to senators totaled $877.80. The mile-
age and per diem of house employes
in 1911 was $19,947.10, while In the
senate similar bills were paid to the
extent of $22,779.70. The postage
bills In the two houses during the last
regular session amounted to $2,772.40.

H”w to Improve Soil Discussed.

The last day of -the round-up farm-
zfs' institute was a winner !n every
way, both In the matter of attendance
and the class of talks given by the
speakers. Dr. Otto Rahn of the bac-
teriological department took Dr. C. E.
Marshall’s place and told the audi-
ence the relation 6t bacteria in re-
gard to the nitrogen of soil. Soil bac-
teriology is the special work of which
Doctor Rahn Is concerned, and he put
the matter to the farmers in an ex-
t-eedingly comprehensive manner.

Dr. C. G. Hopkins continued his
talk In regard to soil fertility and the
means of ke-"ing it up. The econom-
ic side of the question and the ways
in which to get the nitrogen, phos-
phates and limestone were the sub-
Jects of discussion. Doctor Hopkins
advocated the use of raw phoephate
rock with barnyard manures, thus
putting the rock 1b an available form
for food and al® making the manure
to the same effect.

Will Confiscate Frosted Oranges.

Frosted oranges found in stock or
offered for sale by fruit dealers will
hereafter be promptly confiscated by
State Dairy and Food Commissioner
Gilman M. Dame. For some time
complaints have been received at the
department that certain Lansing fruit
dealerc were offering frozen fruit to
their customem, and by xnaking a per-
sonal Investigation, Commissioner
Dame exj>erlenced no difficult® in se-
curing the necessary evidence. It is
known that Florida experienced a
frost that damaged the fruit, and the
commission has reason to believe that
some of the frozen fruit is being sent
to Michigan.

Commissioner Dame has wired the
Florida citrus exchange that ship-
ments will be confiscated if continued
into Michigan and that every dealer
is to be held responsible, and if no
effort Is made to remedy conditions an
appeal may be taken to tbe Interstate
commerce commission.

Threshers Favor State Reward Roads.

It is claimed by members of the
Michigan Threshermen's association,
that the boiler inspection law Intro-
duced by Representative Gansser, Bay
City, at the last session of the legisla-
ture, failed in every way to protect
tke public, and was framed for tbe
purpose of creating good jobs for a
number of stationary engineers in the
state. The bill did not become a law
mainly through the efforts of tbe dele-
gation of tbe Threshermen's associa-
tion, who worked against it, but they
claim they will present a measure at
the next regular session that will pos-
sess some merit

During the coming year the
threshers will make a determined ef-
fort in every county to secure better
roada The state reward road system
is heartily approved by the associa-
tion. 71$e members say that in some
sections of the state the roads are in
such condition that It is impossible to
travel more than a mile in three
hours, causing a loss of time and
money.

The threshers will bold their annu-
al business meeting and the election
of officers. An attempt will be made
to secure the appointment of a state
organizer for the purpose of Increas-
ing the membership. The convention
Is the largest in .history of the
association, n”iiy thyee hundred del-
egatee having re”~tered so far.

Plckford.—Because of the small
hay crop in znanjf' districts of
Michigan and other states last season
Chippewa county farmers this winter
are In clover to a greater extent than
ever before. Chippewa last yeajr har-
vested approximately 30,000. tems of
bay. Five thousand tons of this ara
being retained for home consumption
and the remainder is shipped to out-
side markets. The farmers are re-
ceiving $15 a ton for the product, de-
livered ab the railroad stations. Or-
ders from as far east as Boston are
being filled, and it is estimated that
the aggregate value of the shipments
witi approximate  $400,000.  Many
growers raised from 100 to 200 tons
aqd the hay is retailed in city mar-
kets at $25 a ton.

Seven Campaign Headquartess
in Washington.

EXPENSIVE FOR CANDIDATES

Rent Is High and Great Quantities of
Publicity Matter Are Being Issued
—Legislation Almost Ignored
ing the Excitement of
Polltioe.

By GEORGE CLINTON.

Washington.—Somebody has par-
aphrased tbe poem “We Are Seven"
and applied it to the seven headquar-
ters of the candidates for the president
tial nomination. Democrat and Repub-
lican. which have been established la-
the City of Washington, thereby break-
ing the record for headquarters and
campaign activities at least so far as
the capital Is concerned.’ There are
Taft, Clark, Harmon, RooseVelt, Wil-
son, Underwood and Ltt 'Fbllette bu-
reaus In this city, each one ol them
running day and night with alert en-
gineers and firemen In charge. The
firemen are the publicity agents who
provide the fuel for the campaign aud
the engineers are those who see to it
that it is applied where the.most pow-
er can be generated, power being In-
fluence in this case.

When it was first decided to open
campaign offices In this city on behalf
of the first candidate who thought that
It would be wise, his representatives
looked about for office rooms. They
found that they were expensive, espe-
cially in the hotels, and one of them
after negotiating here, there and ev-
erywhere else said, "Apparently |
have got to buy a whole building in
order to use five or six rooms for four
months." If this is a true statement
of the case seven buildings have been
bought for use during four months, but
truth compels tbe statement that It is
understood the landlords came down
off their higfa-price horses and rented
their rooms at what they think, pro-
sumably, a fairly reasonable price.

Few Attacks on Opponents.

It is estimated that fifty typewriters
in Washington are daily clipping out
messagec to the people on behalf of
seven candidates for the presidential
nomination. The product of the type-
writers and of the brains of the men
who use them or who dictate to them
is prodigious. The po6tofflC3 depart-
ment may be able to make good in its
endeavor to have a surplus next year,
because of this extreme letter writing
activity in tbe candidates' headquar-
ters, There is one curious feature of
the campaigning thus far, a feature
that has been absent from most pre-
vious campaigns for the nomination.
There Is very little said in attack on
rival candidates, the advocates of this
man or that contenting th”selves
with saying nice things about their
own chieftain and being willing to let
it go at that. To put it on no high-
er ground, tbe idea seems to be that
If one candidate is attacked, such dele-
gates, as'he may get may take of-
fense and refuse to transfer their
votes at a crucial time.

It must be said, however, that little
by little it is expected personalities
will creep Into the campaign. One lit-
tle thing leads to another and only re-
cently when something which perhaps
was misconstrued was taken as an of-
fensive remark by the champions of
one candidate, It was retorted to iu
kind, but a halt was called as soon aa
the tendency to assault rivals was not-
ed by some of the chiefs of the cam-
paign.

Newspaper Men Chief Boomers.

In the chief publicity posiilon”~in
each campaign beadquartors there is a
tried newspaper man, always one who
is known to be heart and soul In fa-
vor of the candidate whom he Is now
booming. Politicians have learned one
thing and that !s that it is not as easy
nowadays to get newspaper men to
write against conviction as It is said
that it was a good many years ago.
Moreover, the campaigners have learn-
ed that tbe man who is writing what
be believes In always turns out better
articles than one who Is writing for-
cibly and rather against bis wllL So
it is that there la absolutely honesty
ctf endeavor in all tbe headquartcra
and the men wht are forwarding the
ambitions of their chief have the good
of the c«ase jast as much at heart as
have the tolefs themselves.

From all over the country Demo-
crats and Repnblicans are coming to
Washington and where they uyed to
go straight to congress to talk over
campaign matters with senators and
representatives, now they go straight
to beadqvarters In qflice
buildings or in hotels and there Impart
what they have to tell and glean what
they wish to know.

Viscount C.. Chinda, tbe newly
appointed amba”ador from Japan
to the United States, has reached
Washington, where be Is by no
means a stranger, although he has
been in Washington heretofore only
as a visitor. The Japuiese govern-
ment. like other governments,-in se-
lecting Its American a“bastodor takes
one who has had some American ex-
perience or selects a man of the
diplomatic service who has an Amer-
ican wife, a'fact which has been com-
ments on In the press.

The new Japanese ambassador was
educated In the United States. He Irf.
a graduate of De Pauw university,
Indiana, where he was a claesmate of
former Senator Albert J. Beveridge.
For one year, nearly a score of years
ago. the viscount' waa his govern*’
ment’s consul at San Francisco. He
has had long experience In the,diplo-
matic service.

The foreigners who come to Wash-
ington to represent their governments
are diplomats in more senses than
one. Americans and fordignera par
ticularly have complained because of
the more than occasional discourtesy
with which they are treated by under-
lings of municipal, state and federal
service In this country.

At the foreign embassies in Wash-
ington every person who goes to
make an Inquiry is treated as though
he were In no whit lower In station
than tbe president of tbe United
States. Urbanity and polltetness and
a desire to go to any trouble to be
useful mark the manners of tbe diplo-
mats, their clerks, their porters and
their hall boys.

How to Oust Judge.

The recent pronouncement of Theo-
dore Roosevelt In favor of at least an
approach to the recall of judges and
the fact that President Taft and many
other men disagreed entirely with the
colonel's views have led champions of
each side of the controversy to study
the manner of getting rid of judges at
the present time.

There Is some: interesting material
in the records of the country which
opponents pnd proponents of the re-
call of judges may use if they think
that it will benefit their causes, cither
for or against the recall. It does not
seem to be the -present feeling that
the recall, If it Is finally adopted, will
be extended to the federal judiciary
for a long time to come, because It
will take constitutional changes to
put such a reckll into effect

At present federal judges must be
impeached and the “impeachment
trial” must be held In tbe senate of
the United Stat». The last case of
an attempted impeachment of a fed-
eral judge wais that of Charles
Swayne. a district judge of Florida.
Frei' inary proceedings were begun

thé bouM where the chwg
agamst the Judge were prepared. They
were adopted in a Republican house
and were sent over to a Republican
senate.
Swayhe Trial Was Solemn. -

When tbe senate sat in the
Swayne case thh solemnity of the
case was such ithat it seemed the
judge was being tried for bis life.
The senate resplved Itself Into a
court with Senator Platt of Connecti-
cut, now dead, as the presiding offi-
cer. Prior to the beginning of the
trial the Connecticut senator told bis
co«.eagues that it was their bounden
duty not to lose lone word of the tes-
timony lest they might bring in an un-
just verdict

The result of (bis appeal was that
during tbe long hours of the trial the
senators sat in their seats and refused
to leave tbe room even for luncheon.
Some of them we”e old men. and their
devoltlon to duty in this case told bard
on them physically. In this trial it
was absolutely Impossible to icil from
a single juror's face whether or not
be was friendly or hostile to the judge
on trial.

Judge Swayne was tried on many
counts. He was ably defended and
ably prosecuted. He was found not
guilty and was restored to the bench.
He died not long after his acquittal,
and his case was the lest one of im-
peachment to go before the United
States senate. This represents the
present method of getting rid of fed-
eral Judges when the people do noi
think they do their duty.

Revenue Cutter Bervice Safe,

When the commission which was
appointed to study questions of econ-
omy and efficiency reported it suggest-
ed—only suggested—that 1.000.000 a
year could be saved if the revenue
cutter servito were Bone away with.
President Taft,did pot recommend the
abolition of the revenue cutter serv-
ice, but It was understood that he had
done so, and when the president found
out that this was the Impression he
made haste to say that he had made
no recommendation of the kind, and
(Hd not want It so nnderstood. in
fact, tbe preateent rather sharp
in Us denlaL
