blocks around  w hen a  b ig  passenger 
e n ^ e  in  the* South Pacific shops 
blew up in San A ntonio, Tex. T he 
engine s t o ^  in a  ,sQuare formed' by 
th e 'c o p p e r  house, b lacksm ith  shop 
a n d  roundhouse, a ll of^ w hich  w ere 
w recked. A portion  o f  th e  locomo­
tiv e  crash ed  In to  a  house several 
blocks aw ay an d  se riously  h u r t  a 
wom an.

Besides tb e  32 believed to  have been 
k illed  50 persons w ere  Injtired. T hese

I T he arm y appropriation  bill carries 
legislation reducing the  cavalriM?^ 
arm y from  15 regim ents to  10. and  U 
contains som e o ther leg islation  which 
the  R epublicans say  is “extraneous.” 
~ 'be senate  Is Republican and i t  seem s 

be opposed to  the  action  of th e  Dem- 
ts  in  attach ing  leg islation  to  the  

supply m easure. T here a re  argum ents 
to r  and aga in st th e  , course w hich the 
D em ocratic m ajo rity  in th e  house has 
followed, b u t the  r ig h t or th e  w rong 
of (he th ing  asl?e, th e  fac t rem ains 
th a t  the  sen a te  Is likely to  g et a t  log­
gerheads w ith  the  house over these  
m atte rs  and a s  a  resu lt i t  may. be th a t 
congress will s i t  un til a  tim e long 
afte r  the. national conventions have 
been held.

Produces New Situation.
If. e ith e r house w ishes to  do It, It 

c a n ^ f ld  up appropriation  bills and by 
refusing  to  sanction  them  can leave de­
partm en ts and  b ranches of govern­
m ent w ithout visible m eans of support, 
provided, of course, th a t ad journm ent 
cornel before the  supply bills have 
been sanctioned. If  th e  senate  shall 
ag ree  w ith  the  house and pass th e  ap­
propria tion  m easures w ith th e ir  ride rs 
It is possible, perhaps even probable, 
in one o r  tw o Instances th a t th e  presi­
den t w|U veto th e  bills w hich he does 
n o t like. If  be should veto th e  arm y 
bill, fo r instance, because o f a ttached  
leg islation  of which he disapproves, 
the  arm y  officers and the  60,1)00 o r 70,- 
000 en listed  m en would bo le ft w ithout 
a  cen t of pay, and  m ore th a n  this, 
the re  would be no money fo r the p u r­
chase, of supi^ies. T h is th ing  did hap­
pen once aw ay -back In tbe  tim e of 
P res iden t H ayes. He vetoed an  arm y 
appropriation  bill because It had  a 
ride r on i t  to  which n either th e  presi­
dent nor h is  pa rty  could subscribe. Tbe 
m a tte r which w as put onto th e  bill 
a t  th a t tim e, how ever, w as to  som e ex­
te n t political and  con troversial in  its  
nature. N othing  h as  been p u t onto 
th e  appropriation  bills th is  yea r which 
Is n o t e ith e r d irectly  o r indirectly  coo- 
oected w ith the  serv ice for w hich the 
money supplied by th e  bill is voted. It 
is said th a t th e re  has  been no situa tion  
ju s t like th is w ithin the  m em ory of 
the  oldest member.

T here bad been a  tigh t a t  
W onnded K nee, w here n ine ty  of tho  
Seventh cavalry  w ere killed and 
wounded, and w here Big Foot’s bah'd 
of Sioux v irtually  had been wiped out 

-o f existence. T he au tho rities  did not 
w ant any m ore of it. i t  th ey  could 
bring th e  th ing  to  an  eoa  peaceably. 
Red Cloud ‘wMit o u t on h is  m ission 
^nd when he cam e back be said th a t 
bis a p p a ls  had been of no avail.

A fter tb e  su rren d er one of th e  Sioi 

w arrio rs w as asked w hat Red 
said  to  them  when be waa d ^ v e r -  
tng  the  so ld iers' m essage asking  for 
peace. Did be deliver i t?  Jwot If the  
youths of h is  tribe  teU /^lhe tru th . 
T hey saldf th a t tb e  c h le y ^ m e  to  them  
and th a t his bleary i$ld eyes lighted  
and his voice w as yc^ng w hen be told 
them  th a t -w a r  was^ fo r meo, and 
peace w aa fo r cowards.

An a ttem p t w as m ade a fte r  tb e  su r­
render to  g e t Red Cloud to  te ll th e  
sto ry  of th e  F e tte rm an  fight. In w hich 
h e  led th e  Sioux. Jack  Red Cloud 
b rought to  Ms fa th e r  a  g randdaugh ter 
who spoke English, and  sh e  w as 
asked to  ac t u  in te rp re te r, b u t th e  
old m an  refused  to te ll tb e  story, uay* 
le g  th a t i t  w as n o t fo r a  w arrio r to  
boast, and then  he added th a t som e 
w bltp m an m ight te ll th e  story.

It w as n o t long a fte r  the  Civil w ar 
th a t Red Cloud m e t in ba ttle  tb e  field- 
tr ied  so ld ie rs of th a t conflict and they 
found him  w orthy to  m eet them . Min­
e ra l w ealth  bad been discovered to 
^fOntana and tbe  rush  of p rospectors 
and se ttle rs  m ade i t  necessary  for th e  
governm ent to e rec t *a m ilitary  post 
along tbe  \ r a l l  leading  over th e  
m a lrie s  to  tbe  m ines. On th e  tra il 
to  the  Pow der R lyer w as built F o rt 
Pliil K earney. W hile tb e  troops or­
dered to  th e  new  post w ere on the 
m arch  a  scout cam e rid ing  Into the  
column w ith h is  horse  under spur. 
L a te r Red Cloud w ith  h is  braves m e t 
F etterm an  in  ba ttle  and  killed him 
and fifty followers.

In  th e  case  of hyacin ths a  kindly provision of n a ­
tu re  has m ade th e  propaigatlon of bulbs In large 
num bers an  extrem ely  sim ple m atte r. E ach sea­
son tb e  grow er selects  a  num ber of h is  la rgest 
hyacin th  bulbs and se ts  these  aside for th e  pur­
pose of inc reas ing 'h ia  stock. T h e  bulbs a re  tech ­
nically  known as m others and  In dealing  with 
them  one of the  tw o m ethods is adopted—cross­
ing and  scooping. In  th e  case of the fo rm er the  
base  of the bulb is cu t ac ross In four o r five dif­
fe ren t sections w ith a  sharp  knife . In  th e  la tte r  
in s tan ce  tb e  whole*or th e  roo t end of the bulb is 
scooped aw ay thus leaving  a  c ircu lar cavity. 
W hichever process m ay be adopted th e  m other 
bulbs a re  carefully  stored  aw ay In a  perfec tly  dry 
place. W hen m ost of tb e  m oisture has passed 
aw ay from  tbe  bulb a  s tran g e  th in g  happens. At 
th e  base of each m other bulb a  num ber of tiny 
bulbils begin to  p u t in  an  appearance; as  the  
w eeks go by th e se  inc rease very  rapid ly  both in 
size and!num ber. W ith th e  adven t of the  fitent- 
ing  season each m other, w ith her offsprings a t­
tached, la placed out Into the  ground and as soon 
a s  the  warm w eather se ts  In the  bulbils com mence 
to  grow on th e ir  own account, every one s l id in g  
up a  loi^g green  shoot. W'hen the  usual tim e for 
harvesting  th e  bulbs arrives  i t  will be found th a t 
tbe  m others have w ell nigh ro tted  away, but in 
th e ir  p lace a re  to  be found several dozen little  
hyacin th  bulbs. T hese are  dried off and stored 
aw ay to  aw ait the  autum n planting, when they  will 
take  th e ir  place a t  th e  bottom  of the  long row to 
be moved up In to  a fresh  section every yea r until 
they  a re  fully m atu red  bulbs.

T he desire  for novelties In tbe  horticu ltu ral 
world has of course a f f e c t^  th e  Dutch bulb grow­
ers. In  all la rge estab lishm en ts a  ce rta in  portion 
o f  th e  ground is devoted to  experim ents Incident 
'to  tbe  search  of new  varieties. A part from  the 
fac t th a t all th e  bulbs w ill a t  tim es produce off­
shoots which exhib it a  ce rta in  difference from  tbe 
paren t, th e  only way In which new varie ties may 
be obtained is th rough th e  agency of seed. The 
in teres ting  process of artificial cross fertilization  
Is reso rted  to, but from  th e  beginning  to  the  end 
the  w hole process of ra ising  bulbs from seed is 
one requiring  an  im m ense am ount of patience. 
By tb e  tran sference  of th e  pollen from one blos­
som to ano ther tb e  experim en ter hopes to  influ­
ence the  resu lting  seeds in a  ce rta in  m anner. But 
be can be by no m eans su re  of this.

The prices fo r novel varie ties change, b u t to r 
new  specim ens cf narcissi from  ISO to  $ 2 ^  per 
bulb have been obtained and the fac t i^-.reinark- 
nTife th a t m any of th e  varie ties have com manded 
th e se  high prices fo r several years and' s till show 
but sm all signs of reduction.

Such sum s as a re  m entioned above a re  sinall 
In com parison w ith prices which w ere paid! for 
'tulip bulbs during  th e  h istoric "tu llpom anla” which 
^w ep t over the  D utch people In th e  ea rly  part of 
the seven teen th  century. A single bulb of a 
varie ty  known as. Sem per .\ugustus realized the 
im m ense sum  of 12.500. All kinds of bulb p lants 
a re  la rgely  grow n, the  sm aller, bulbs, such as 
snow'drops, crocuses and scillas are  produced in 
.huge quan tities. w;hile la te r  on in th e  year the 
landscape In the  bulb country la b rilllao t w ith 
ranunculi, irises, and gladioli. On som^ of the 
la rg er estab lishm ents a  g rea t variety  , of green­
house roo ts and bulbs a re  under glass. '

The grow ing of tulips is a  splendid exam ple of' 
an  industry  no t devoid of es the tic  charm .
