T he raunicip^il elections throughout 
the  s ta te  Monday w ere m arked  by 
m any b itte r  figh ts  in a num ber of 
cities, in  F lint, th e  Republicans and 
Dem’oerats . com bining in an inde­
penden t ticket, succeeded in gaining 
a  com plete victory over th e  Social­
ists. Charles S. M ott, head of the  
W eston-M ott factory, w as elected 
m ayor over Jo h n  Menton, and all the 
Socialist alderm en w ere defeated.

The .S ocia lists  proved strong  con­
tenders  a t  K alamazoo, w here Charles 
H ayes, D em ocratic candidate , won 
o u t by a m ajo rity  of 15(5 
th e  S ocia list candidate, 
lis ts  succee4ing in elec 
derm en.

T he Socialists w ere defeated 
G reenville, w here they have been 
pow er for th e  la s t year.

George E llis w as r e tu rn e ^ w in n e r  
a t  Grand Rapids for th e  fotrfth time. 
F r. D unnlgan. as  th e  Republican: can­
didate. was elected  m ayor of Lapeer.

T h e  good roads proposition carried  
in  b u t few counties.

T he n e t re su lt of the liquor elec­
tions by the  option law is a victory 
fo r the saloon in te res ts  over the .Anti- 
Saloon league.

E lections w ere held in 23 counties, 
and  o f these 14 counties w ent dry 
and  11 Avei. but w hereas the  drys lost 
six dry coun ties to  the  w ets the  w ets 
lo s t only two w et counties to  the 
drys.

The m ost im portant liquor victory 
w as in , Ingham , the  chief city  of 
which is Lansing, the s ta te  capital. 
T h is county vf’as  turned  from  dry to 
w et by 509 m ajority.

A nother im portan t victory for the 
w ets w as In Oakland, th e  county sea t 
of which is P ontiac. T h is  county 
stayed wet by  a  m ajority  of over 600.

l>apeer county is  tu rn ed  from  dry 
to  wet. a s  w ere also A renac, Oge­
maw. O tsego and  P resque Isle, the 
county sea t of which is Rogers, and 
th e  only cUy in which is Onaway.

On th e  o th e r hand, th e  d rys cen­
te red  th e ir  fight la rgely  in th e  coun­
ty  of W exford, and won i t  aw ay from 
th e  wet colum n by a m ajo rity  of 300. 
w iping ou t 19 saloons and one brew- 

*%ry. T h e . county sea t is  Cadillac.
T h e  drys also  won M ecosta county 

away from  the  w ets, b lo tting  out 18 
m ore saloons.

By a  strenuous fight and w ith m a­
jo ritie s  averag ing  w ith the  last elec­
tions, th e  d ry s  w ere ab le  to  keep in 
th e  dry colum n the  following coun­
ites : Alcona. -Antrim, B ranch, Cass.

N othing 
definite was done relative to th e  field 
serv ice cam p of th is  year.

W ashington, A pril 4.—T he recom- 
m endailons of th e  com m ission on e f­
ficiency and econom y w ere given tbe  
stam p of approval in a m essage tra n s ­
m itted  to- congress today. Changes 
in the  law s which would bring  about 
a  la rge  sav ing  to  the  governm ent are  
urged. T he presiden t says:

"1 have several tim es called a tten ­
tion to  the  advantages to be derived 
from placing in tbe  classified serv ice 
th e  local officers under tbe  d ep a rt­
m ents of the  treasury , of the  post- 
office, of ju s tice , of the  in terio r, and 
of com m erce and labor. In my mes­
sage  subm itted to  the  congress on 
January  IT 1 referred  to the  loss oc­
casioned to  the  governm ent because 
of the  fact th a t in m any cases two 
persons are  paid for doing work th a t 
could easily  be done by one. In tbe  
m eantim e I have caused an inquiry to 
be made as  to  the  am ount in money 
of th is loss. T he resu lts  of th is  in ­
quiry a re  th a t tbe  loss am ounts to 
a t le as t $10,(100.000 annually . F or ex ­
am ple. i t  appears th a t a  very substan­
tia l economy would resu lt from put­
ting  experienced and tra ined  officers 
in charge of the  first and second class 
posiofflces instead  of selecting tbe 
postm asters in accordance w ith tbe 
p resen t practice. As th e  annual op­
e ra tin g  exi>enses of the  first aud sec­
ond ‘class offices aggrega te  the  enor­
mous sum  of m ore than $8 0 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 . 
undoubtedly if the  postm asters of 
the se  o.ffices Were em braced in the  
classified service. an«l required to  de­
vote all th e ir  tim e to  the  public ser\’- 
ice, the  annual savings would even­
tually  rep resen t m any millions of dol­
lars. T be saving  in sa la ries  alone, 
not tak ing  in to  account any saving 
due to  increased efficiency of opera­
tion. would am ount to  abou t $4,500,- 
000."

Enlarge Classified Service.
T he p residen t points out the  large 

saving  th a t could be effected by plac­
ing  in the  classified serv ice pension 
argents, in ternal revenue and custom s 
officers and heads of bureaus In the 
departm en tal service. T he recom- 
niendatioDs of tbe  com m ission In th is  
connection a re  ajifiroved. ('onlinuing. 
he says:

"In the in te re s t of efficient and 
economical adm in istra tion  of the vast 
business of th e  governm ent, 1 urge 
th e  necessity  for the  inauguration  of 
th is  im portant, reform , and . recom ­
m end th a t tbe  necessary  am endm ents 
be m ade to tbe  law s governing such 
api>ointments. such amon(lmea$s to  
take  effect not la te r  than  Ju ly  1. 1913.

A saving  of $100,000 a  year, accord­
ing to the  president, could be made 
by placing the  m aintenance and oper­
ation of the  life-saving sta tions of 
the  country In the hands of th e  bu­
reau of lighthouses. The enactm ent 
of legislation to  carry  th is  in to  ef­
fect is urge«l.

T he president recommendR th a t the 
vessels and equipm ent of the revenue 
c u tle r  service, w ith the  exception of 
such vessels as  m ight be m efu l as 
na\-al auxilia ries, be u m ied  over to 
th e 'l ig h th o u s e  establishnient.

JOLONEL PUTS IN 12 STRENUOUS 
HOURS IN STATE.

G reeted Along the  Line of His Rush 
Across th e  S ta te  by Big 

Crowds Anxious to  See 
and H ear Hinn.

Col. Roo^cyelr addressed a g reat 
crow d In the  Light Guard arm ory. De- 
Iroit. Saturday n ig lu . He spoke for 
ju s t an  hour and while th e re  w ere 
num erous flashes of enthuskusra. for 
the  m ost p a n  he was lisien t-l lo  w ith 
re.spectful a tten tion .

Probably the  m ost pointed s ta tem ent 
he m.'tde was h is  adm ission th a t while 
p resident he had seized th e  Panam a 
<-anal s tr ip  instead  of w ailing  for cou- 
g ressiocal action. It was expected 
tiia t he would! have som eth ing  to  say 
about the  recall of judicia l decisions 
and lie did at som e length , but instead  
of re ite ra tin g  ins Columbus u tterances 
he sim ply advocated a referendum  on 
s ta te  court in te rp re ta tio n s  of s ta te  con­
s titu tions  in cases w here i t  is found 
th a t they p reven t the ca rry ing  out of 
laws in the  in te res ts  of social justice.

Tho colonel lauded the  progressive 
m em bers of congress for passing  the  
ra te  bill and scored th e  com m erce 
court as  a  m ischievous institu tion . He 
also  took occasion to say a  good word 
for City C lerk Nichols, of D etro it.. In 
th is  connection he declared  th a t he 
had n o t afiked a  hum an being to  sup­
po rt him , fo r the  re'ason th a t he knew 
they would be th rea tened  w ith  poliii- 
Cal ex tinction , and for th a t reason 
w as proud of the support of such a 
m an as Nichols.

N or did the  colonel forget to  m en­
tion th e  fact th a t the  leg isla tu re  had 
failed to  provide a political presiden­
tia l prim ary, but he w as mixed* on his 
data, as be insisted  on s ta tin g  th a t 
seven senato rs had prevented the  peo­
ple from having th e ir  prim ary  and 
was carefu l not to m ention the  con­
stitu tio n a l prohibitfon on which tha t 
ac tion  w as based.

F or the  re s t of liis address he p a ra ­
phrased  the  ten com m andm ents, urging 
the  contro l of big business In one 
b reath  and adding  th a t -corporations 
m ust be given, a square deal or they  
won'c continue to  do th e ir  work. He 
derided the  f ^ t  th a t Senaton- Loriruer 
had been allowed to re ta in  h is .s e a t  
by a  m ajority  vote of the senate  com­
m ittee.

The audience packed th e  arm ory 
and about a tliousand people w aited 
on L am ed  s'treei, w-hich furn ished the  
opportunity  fo r a  vociferous announce^ 
m en t from  the  s tage  th a t the  d is tin ­
guished v isito r would address an over­
flow m eeting  from  the  balcony of the 
H otel Cadillac.

The crowd arrived  ea rly  and the 
arm ory  was filled an hour before the  
tim e se t for th e  colonel to  arrive , b u t 
they  w ere en te rta in ed  by tw o bands 
and H arold Ja rv is , who sang two pop­
u lar songs. W hen the  colonel did a r­
rive he w as given a  hea rty  b u t brief 
cheer. H e w as accom panied by T ru ­
man H. N ew berry, who served in his 
cabinet as secre tary  of th e  navy: 
P oetm aster H om er W arren , City 
C lerk Charles N ichols, in charge of 
th e  local headquarters  and Commis­
sioner of Public W orks J laa rer.

B I G  R E F O R M  I N  C O M IN G .

Express Com panies Are About to  In­
augu ra te  Zone Syetem s of Charges.
T he in te rs ta te  com m erce com m is­

sion and the  expre'ss com panies of 
the  country h ave  p ractica lly  reached 
an  agreem ent « s  lo  reform s to be  in ­
s titu ted  in th e  express business. 
These refo rm s will, it  is predicted, 
revolutionize tb e  exp ress business.

T he refo rm s Include a  sim plified 
form  of receip t, a  sy stem  th a t  w ill 
p reven t express com panies from  
charg ing  a t  both ends, the  extension  
of delivery lim its in m any tow ns and 
cities, and  severa l o tiie r suggestions 
of relief advanced by com m ercial o:'- 
ganizations and  shippers.

More im portan t th a n  even these 
refo rm s w ill be a  system  of zone 
exp ress chargee w hich  th e  in te rs ta te  
com m erce com m ission is  now w ork­
ing  out w hich, it  is  said, will approx­
im ate  th e  charges under a  parce ls 
post service.

A d a iry ,co w  is one of th e  specific 
da iry  type  and breed capable of m ak­
ing  a  la rge and econom ical production 
of m ilk and b u tte r  fat. A carefu l s tudy 
and analysis  of th is  definition and Its 
application  to  cows w henever one has 
opportunity  to  apply It w ill g rea tly  aid 
in  g e ttin g , in mind th e  co rrec t ideal 
of th e  dairy  cow and in  judging and 
buying cows.

"Type” re fe rs  to  th e  conform ation 
of an  anim al and Is Indicative of u til­
ity. “Specific da iry  type” refers  to  an 
anln ik l -haxjpg a  large, deep b a r re l  a 
prom inent, w ell developed udder, and 
sharp , clean cu t fea tu res about the 
head, neck, shoulders, back, hips and 
rum p, due to  th e  absence of th ick  
flesh. Such a  type indicates da iry  u til­
ity  and th a t she is of little  value ex­
cep t for m ilk production.

The dairy cow m ust be .of d is tin c t 
da iry  breed a s  w ell as  of da iry  tj 'p e : 
o therw ise  she  m ay  convert h e r  feed 
In to  flesh ra th e r  th a n  m ilk and thus 
re su lt in a beef anim al. T he N ational 
and In te rn a tio n a l dairy  shows of th is  
country  recognize th e  H olstein, G uern­
sey, Jersey . A yrshire. Brown Swiss, 
and  Dutch Belted breeds of ca ttle  as 
d is tin c t da iry  breeds. H igh grade and 
pure  b red  anim als of these  b reeds a re  
found in  th is  s ta te  and ran k  in  num ­
b e r  in  th e  o rder nam ed. P u re  bred 
anim als possess 100 per cent, of the  
blood of th e ir  respective breeds w hile 
th e  grade aulraals have a  predom in­
ance of th e  blood of a  given breed bu t 
le ss  than  100 p e r  cen t. G rade cows 
a re  genera lly  by pure  bred  s ires  and 
o u t of native or g rade  flams.

A large production of m ilk and b u t­
te r  fa t  is  a  necessary  re q u is ite ’for a 
dairy  cow. T he production fo r a t  le a s t 
a  yea r should be ta k en  into considera­
tion  because som e cows m ake a  large 
production during  th e  ea rly  p a r t of 
th e ir  lactation  and th e n  d ry  off soon. 
I t  is  ch a racte ris tic  of beef cows and 
of m any poor cows of the  dairy  breeds 
to  d ry  off soon. A s tr ic tly  da iry  cow^ 
tends  to m ake a  la rge and economical 
production of b u tte r  -fa t th roughou t 
h e r life tim e  which m eans th a t  sh& 
converts  a  com paratively large 
am ount of th e  feed th a t she  e a ts  into 
m ilk and  b u tte r  fat. and  only a  sm all 
portion of i t  Into build ing  up th e  tissues 
of he r body. A dairy  cow show's m arks 
of da iry  breeding  and constitu tion : 
and n o t only produces m ilk and b u tte r  
fa t  in la rge and econom ical quan tities 
b u t also  a t  regu la r in tervals  progeny 
w hich tends  to  be sa tisfac to ry  for 
dairy  purposes.
Essential F ea tu res  of th e  Dairy Cow.

T be dairy  cow is a  liv ing  m achine 
which, when in  perfec t hea lth  and 
form , has four prom inen t featu res. 
These a re : a  body Indicating  a  la rge , 
s trong  d igestive capacity , a  da iry  tem ­
peram ent which is nervous and resu lts  
In  m ilk production ra th e r  th a n  flesh 
production, a  la rg e  w ell developed ud­
d e r  of h ea lthy  g land  tissue , and  a 
strong  c ircu la to ry  system  th a t  d is ­
tr ib u te s  th e  blood ac tively  to  a ll p arts  
of th e  body and  g ives vigor, health , 
and  activity . A cow usually  fails  In 
tb e  production of m ilk  a s  sh e  falls  In 
one o r  m ore o f these essen tia l fea­
tu re s . E ach p a r t of th e  body bea rs  
som e relationsh ip  to  one o r m ore of 
th e se  essen tia l fea tu re s  and enables 
one to  judge of th e ir  prom inence. 
W here one Is ab le  to  consider all th e  
parts  of th e  body and judge th e se  e s ­
sen tia l fea tu res  he  is  n o t likely  to  e r r  
serionsly in h is  judgm ent.

D igestive Capacity.—.A la rge  body, 
m ore especially  th e  b arre l In propor­
tion to th e  size of th e  anim al, is  in­
d icative of capacity . T he body of the  
dairy  cow should be wedge shaped as 
viewed from  fron t, s ide  and  top. T h a t 
is. w ider a t  the  hip; poin ts  and  b e ­
tw een th e  fore legs th a n  a t  tbe  w ith­
e rs . and  deep er from  the  hip points 
to  th e  low er line of the  re a r  flank 
th a n  a t  the  fore q uarters. T h is char­
a c te r  of th e  body h as  led to  the  term , 
triple-w edge-shaped conform ation, and 
In giving consideration  to  th e  d i­
gestive  capacity  th e  cow one should 
*%member th a t  i t  is th e  base ends of 
th e  w edges, ra th e r  th a n  tb e  sharp  
ends which indicate h e r  capacity. 
Long, well sp rung  ribs, openness of 
chine, w idth o f back  over loins, sise  
of h a rre l , depth  and w idth  betw een 
tb e  hips, and  fu llness of r e a r  flanks 
ail com bine to  indicate la rg e  d igestive 
capacity . A w ide forehead and  a  com- 
p a r ^ v e l j^  long face  a re  Indicative of 
'BCrafse I M  feed  capacity  o f tb e  body 
ta d  I f te v le e  th e  b road  m n i ^  j n o d  

1 !tib aaid a t r i w  a f a d w y ^ w .

The ta il is  often m easured  in Judging 
th e  cow and should reac h  to  o r below 
th e  bocks and ca rry  a  good switch. 
This ren d e rs  i t  m ost usefu l In  b rush­
ing  flies, w hich ap p e ars  to  b e  i t s  chief 
purpose.

In  judging th e  quality  and condition 
of th e  m uscular tissu e  o f tbe  body one 
should rem em ber to  ta k e  in to  consid­
e ra tio n  th e  size, age, an d  s tage  of 
la c ta tion  of tb e  anim al. T be bone 
and  m uscu lar tissu es  In a  la rg e  cow 
a re  natu ra lly  heav ier th a n  in  a  sm all 
one and  th e re  Is n o t th e  ap p a re n t re ­
finem ent and sparenesB of form  in the  
la rge  breeds th a t  is  noted in  tb e  
sm alle r  ones. M arked coarseness, 
how ever. In any  an im al is  usually  
accom panied by a  sluggish d isposi­
tion  w hich in  a  dairy  cow p reven ts  
he r from  perform ing satisfactorily . 
Young heifers  w ith f irs t ca lf usually  
ca rry  m ore flesh th a n  cows of m atu re  
form . A ll propeH y fed cows usually  
s h #  a  h igher condition o f flesh d e ­
velopm ent tow ard  th e  close of- th e ir  
lac ta tion  and p rio r to  freshen ing  than  
th e y  do when four o r five m onths ad­
vanced in lactation.

T he Udder.—Tbe udder is th e  milk 
secre ting  organ and its  p roper devel­
opm ent Is. therefore, essen tial. In 
m any in stances cows of la rge  digestive 
capacity  and of d a iry  b reed ing  have 
failed in production  appa ren tly  on ac­
coun t of poorly developed udders. The 
udder consis ts  of tw o la rg e  glands, 
each of w hich is  m ore o r  less d is tinc t­
ly  divided to  co rrespond  w ith  each ol 
th e  four te a ts  and  form  th e  quarters  
T he duct of each  te a t  en te rs  a  small 
cav ity  te rm e d  th e  m Ilk - '6 H tern ^ T h «  
m ilk c is te rn  o f each  q u a rte r  is mor« 
o r  le ss  su rro u n d ed  by lobes of gland 
tissu e  held  in  p osition  and closely to  
g e th e r by connec tin g  tissue, Thes< 
lobes m ay  be lik en ed  to  th ick  bunchei 
of g rap es  s ince  each  lobe has several 
lobules co rrespo tjd lng  to  th e  grapes 
The lobules a re  m ade of sm all divisioni 
called alveoli w hich  correspond to  the 
seeds of g rap es . T hese  alveoli are 
construc ted  of sm all cells surrounded 
by a  fine n e tw ork  of blood vessels  and 
nerv es  and It is by th e se  ce lls th a t  the  
m ilk  is secreted .

T he b e s t cows have com paratively  
la rge  ud d ers  w ith  equally  developed 
qu arte rs  ex tend ing  w ell forw ard un ­
dernea th  th e  body and a  good d istance 
up behind and betw een th e  th ighs. 

.P oor a ttachm en t g iving a  sw inging  or 
pendan t type of udder and deficiency 
and Irregu la rity  in  th e  developm ent of 
tbe  q u a rte rs  a re  criticism s- to  be of­
fered  on m any  cows. T h e  quality  of 
th e  udder w hen exam ined by hanflUng 
should reveal gland tissu e  of fli^ . 
p lastic  tex tu re  ra th e r  th a n  fa tty  t i s ^ e  
o r  a  tex tu re  th a t  is coa rse  and ^ r d .

T he C irculatory  System .—rXWs sysr 
tern  determ ines th e  ac tiv ity  of th e  
cow w ith resp ec t to  all p a r ts  o f th e  
body. Only w hen in p erfec t hea lth  
and all p a r ts  of th e  body a re  ac tively  
perform ing th e ir  respective functions 
can  tb e  da iry  cow be expected to  yield 
a  la rg e  flow of m ilk. W hen th e  cow 
is sick  o r by v irtue o f  h e r  poor indi­
viduality  is  dull and morbid th e re  is 
an  inactiv ity  of all th e  glands of th e  
body re su lting  in a  dry , h arsh  condi­
tion  of tbe  skin, a  s ta rin g  coat, and  •  
low production of m ilk. T be circula­
tory  system  includes tb e  h ea rt. lungs, 
a rte rie s  and veins since th e se  organs 
respectively  forcp. purify and  ca rry

Members of British Party Had 
Many Escape From Death.

FACE STORM ON ICE FLOE

Crevasaec Open in Sea Ice to Swallow 
Ponies and Dogs*—Hurricanes Add 

to Danger—Explorer Pushes 
on In Search of the South 

Pole.

When la s t heard from he was 
making a final effort to reach the 

' pole. The whole party was reported 
In excellent condition. Lieutenant 
Hennell. commander of the Terra 
Nova, expresses confidence In the suc­
cess of tbe expedition.

(,'ailtaln Scott will remain another 
. year in tb*e antarctic to complete bis 

liuportant scientific expedition and 
with tbe hope of attaining the pole.

rap tain  Scott relates a story of 
frightful experiences in which he and [ 
most of bis party itarrowly escaped 
death: the story Is plainly told, but 
pictures to men's minds adventures 
such as few have passed through. At 
one time Captain Scott fomvl his camp 
floating away, the plaything of the 
moving broken fioes.

This striking story begins wltb tbe 
expedition tn winter quarters a t Me- 
Murdo sound In October. 19U. They 
returned there on October 30 and rest­
ed. after a most unlucky start south-

crevasse on which we w*ere traveling. 
The two dog teams hung by the har­
ness and were extricated wltb difficul­
ty. Some were badly Injured.

"After our arrival a t the camp the 
storm raged for three days. The 
enormous accumitlatlon of snow, car­
ried here and there by the wind, baf­
fled all efforts that we made to shel­
ter ^  ponies by building walls of 
snow. So we decided to return to 
Hut Point, seven miles away. 1 re­
mained behind with two others to 
s^ve one pony which was suffering 
from the blizzard. On nearing Hut 
Point the others of tbe party encoun­
tered cracks In tbe Ice which were 
working and enlarging. Hastily they 
marched south four miles. At half 
past four in tbe morning tbey found 
that tbe sea Ice had broken alt around 
and that tbe camp was moving under 

j a heavy sea swell. One pony vanished 
in a crack from the*-line where they 
had been picketed. With Intlnite diffi­
culty we dragged the ponies, jumping 
from floe to floe towards the barrier, 
but found that it was impossible to 
climb that ice wall.

■'The swell was churning up the ice 
and crushing tbe heaviest floes against 
the face of the barriers. One of the 
party eventually hoisted himself up 
the barrier's surface by wedging bis 
ski ')uick In a crack. '

Ponies Are Lost.
After relating this remarkable ad­

venture Captain Scott goes on to de­
scribe how be joined tbe party when 
the drifting packs stopped temporar­
ily and the men on ft were rescued 
without difficulty by means of Alpine 
ropes. But three of the strongest sur­
viving ponies were lost before the 
party was finally boused a t Hut Point 
He goes on:

"On March ir> the geological party 
returned, bringing our number up to 
16. The western party had passed six

•ward, la.wbtch tbey lost most of their
dogs and Manchurian ponies, upon 
which, next to bis- motor sledges, 
Scott had placed most dependence. 
Scott says:

“Shortly after the departure from 
Cape Evans of tbe party who were es- 
plhUshfng depots for the journey 
south the Ice broke south of tb^ cape, 
aeverlng communication. Because of 
the heavy weight which bad to be 
transported to the depots, tbe party 
consisting of tm’elve men. eight ponies 
and two dog teams, occupied until 
January 30 In establishing the base 
camp on tbe ice harriers near Hut 
Point.

Has Narrow Escape.
"Tbe surface of the snow was s<Nt. 

The work was terribly hard for the 
ponies and a berry  blizzard, which 
lasted three days, was a  further se­
vere trial for ^he animals, which were 
not in good condition.

“On February 8 we proceeded south, 
marching a t night and resting in the 
di^tim e. The weather was exception­
ally bad. but the surface the Ice 
Improved. NeverthelAs three of our 
pbnles which were caught la  a  bliz­
zard succumbed. On February 16 we 
reached 79 H degrees of latitude, 
south, and there we determined to 
make a depot, to leave a  ton of stores 
and return to the base camp, and we 
did so with the dog teiuns.

“But on the way th« entire party 
Ipto a  creTsase except ile a rs  and

male that were left to us. However.
1 organized a series of lectures. To 
divert ourselves we played football, 
a rather frigid sp o rt The remaining 
animals improved In condition stead­
ily. In June, which is mid-winter, 
several of us started on a eledge 
Journey to Cape Crozier to observe 
tbe incubation of the emperor pen­
guins a t their rookery. The tempera­
ture was then minus 70. The p v ty  
spent three days in a snow hut behind 
a land ridge on tbe slopes of Mount 
Terror to avoid a storm and expert-* 
enced great difficulty In reaching the 
rookery as the twilight was very'dim. 
Few birds were found there but thjey 
had begun to lay eggs, which should 
give considerable information about 
the azobryology of blkds.

Engines Got Too Hot.
“We left Hut Point on November 2. 

marched the night, resting In the day- 
timq and gave the t>ODles tbe benefit 
of tbe warmer day temperature. We 
followed tbe tra c k 'o f the motors 60 
miles, then found the machines aban­
doned on account of tbe heavy aur- 
faces. I decided to march 15 miles 
only every night and maintained this 
pace for eight nights, when we found 
the motor party which bad gone be­
fore waiting for us in latitude 80. 
They disabused my mind as to tbe 

I cause of abandoning the motors. Tbe 
only cause was tbe overheating of 
the air cooled engines.

"The machines dragged heavy loads 
over the worst part of the barriers’ 
surfaces and crossed several crev­
asses. Considering the inadequate 
trial given to them tbelr success has 
been remarkable. With the experi­
ence we have gained reliable traction 
cars could be constructed which could 
travel anywhere in this region and 
thus save tbe sacrifice of so many 
animals.

"On December 10 we were in lati­
tude 83.87 south. As we proceeded 
the weather grew worse. The snow 
storms were frequent. Land was rare­
ly visible. It was difficult to keep 
a straight course and maintain steady 
marches. We came within twenty 
miles of Mount Hope on December 4. 
then- we were delayed for four days 
by a gale during which we were oc­
cupied continually In digging the 
ponies out of the snow. To my knowl­
edge DO such long storm has ever 
been recorded In December I t  these 
regions. We could not have advanced 
at all had not tbe leading pony worn 
snow shoes and been hauled along by 
men ou skis. It took 14 hours for 
us to do eight miles.

“On December 21 in latitude 8S.7 
we were four mifes west of Mount 
Darwin. It was very difficult to pro­
ceed because of the soft snow. The 
runner surface of tbe sledges was in­
adequate. Ofter they sank to tbe 
cross bars. For four days we strug­
gled th o u g h  this Icy morass a t tb e  
rate-efjflve mllea. a  day. I t was dif­
ficult even to pitch a  camp or to lead 
tW  sledges on such a  surface. This 
plW on of tbe glacier contains more 

’asses than any other.
