The laburnum, /or instance, which
the poets have loyed to compare to a
fountain of gold playing in the sun-
light, la one of the most p<”onous
flowers Imaginable. There Is poison
In every bit of it—flower, leaf, and
eeed. Even grass growing beneath It
la rendered poisonous by reason of its
proximity to the beautifult innocent-
looking blossoms overhead.

Such dainty and lovely blooms as
the narcissus, hyacinth, Jonquil and
snowdrop secrete the most deadly poi-

«ons, while, the oxalls, the monk’s-
hood, and the foxglove conceal nox-
ious liquors powerful enough to de-

stroy life In a short time.

The list might be further extended
by the addition of certain of the cro-
cttses, the beautiful lady’s-eUpper, the
quaint old ™Jack-in-the-pulpit,” and the
prim little buttercup. The ~tter.
deaplte Its innocent appearki® is
really one of the worst of the i"son-
ous blooms. Even the cow is aware
of this and carefully avoids it The
eoostns of the buttercup, the peonies,
the larkspurs, and the rest all contain
toxic liquids.

Another source of deadly poison is
the oleander tree, while the bark of
the superb catalpa tree contains any
quantity of' deadly doses.—Harper’s
Weekly.

Harrowing Experience of Colonel
De Cotircy, Just Dead.

INCIDENT OF INDIAN VMRS

President Taft’s Map by Which He
keeps Track of the Daily Proa-
ress of the Present Rebel-
lion in Mexico.

By GEORGE CLINTON.

Waahingtnn.,—Lieutenant Colonel
Ferdinand E. De Courcy, a Unlt®
States army officer who h” been on

the retired list for twenty-one years,
has just died. CtMonei De Courcy 'was
one of the last survivors of the Irish
soldiery who came to this country
just prior to the Civil war and who
rose to high rank in the Union army.
Among other Irishmen who distin-
guished themselves in the war be-
tween the states as northern soldiers
were General Copplnger, a son-In<lsw
of James G. Blaine, and Col. R. E. A.
Crofton, who for a long time com-
manded the Fifteenth infantry.

Colonel De Courcy in 1868 bad one
of the most harrowing experien<jps
which .any commanding officer of an
army garrison ever was called upon
to endure. At that time be was a cap-
tain and was In command of two or
three companies of infantry stationed
at a post in the northwest. One after-
noon 2500 Sioux and Crow Indiana
attacked the post, completely sur-
rounding it and making assault after
assault for half a day. It was only
by the hardest kind of fighting that
the Indians finally were repulsed.

There were In the garrison defend-
ed by the troops the wives of several
officers and enlisted men. When it
was thought probable that the Indians
would succeed in capturing the post
because of their overwhelming num-
bers, tbe women of the garrison by
common consent went Igfto the maga-
zine. which was filled with powder.
\n agreemenl was made that if the
Indians succeeded In capturing the
post the magazine was to be fired and
the women killed to prevent their
falling into the hands of the savages.
Old army officers in Washington say
that there were two or three other
instances like this in the history of
frontier warfare.

Taft’s Mexican War Map.

President Taft has a map of Me.xico
dotted over with red. yellow and
green beaded lacks. This is the pres-
ident’s war map and it stands in his
office close to his desk. Every time
a telegram of 'moment comes from,
Mexico the president changes the po-
sition of the tacks. Some of the
tacks have little pennants attached
to them which show the camps of the
federal and insurgent troops In Mex-
ico. It is by means of this map and
the constant changing of the marks of
identification that the president keeps
in touch with tbo Mexican situation up
to the last instant.
~ Since conditions have become -so
critical in Mexico, the acting secretary
of state, Huntington Wilson, who is re-
sponsible for tbe map, has placed one
man at the map who gives his entire
Gme to keeping It corrected up to the
minute. Many tiipes a day the tele-
graph keys at the state department,
just across vhe street, click oft a doz-
en code words, which an operator
slowly unsnarls to form a message,
the dally report, perhaps, of the con-
sul at Durango, Mexico, announcing
the advance of the federal forces
towards Velardena, where one hun-
dred Americans ‘were penned up
awaiting relief. In a little while the
-man in charge of the map crosses
over from the state department to
tbe White House, enters the cabinet
room, and advances one of the green-
headed tacks oft the map.

Kept Well Informed.

At the war department, the depart-
ment of justice, and tbe war college,
other code messagee are clicking off
the keys® A secret agent reports to
the department of justice a border
raid or threatened gathering of troops
south of Juarez. To the war depart-
ment C(donel Steever reports the
sending of American cavalry to some
troublous border point.

His Debate with Burroughs.

When the western prairie was
reached the "Wilderness Hunter” and
MThe Sage of Slabsldes” left the train,
went into tbe field and settled the
mooted matter of the meadow lark's
song. It is said that Mr. Burroughs
after listening to the bird ,a while will.
Ingly admitted that it was a more ac-
complished musician than'its eastern
brother.

Crane Now Helping Taft.

Winthrop Murray Crane, junior sen-
ator from Massachusetts, fs In a
quiet way one of Mr. Tafts cam-
paign managers, and he seems to
worry very little over the almost
dally remark that It is queer to
see a roan, who four years ago was
fighting Mr. Taft’s nomination, today
working hard, if quietly, to win the
president a second-time honor. Four
years ago Mr. Crane was one of the
quiet managers—he is always a quiet

and to encompass that of one of their
own members. Which one it was to
be was, not said, foe all were to work
together hoping to defeat the chief
aspirant, and each one hoping that
eventually be would be the favored
one.

CAN BE COOKED 5ELI-
CIOUSLY.

By Martha McCulloch Williams.

A French woxnan, a student of medi-
cine, has Just won her doctor’s de-
gree with a paper on scientific cook-
ery, In it she Impresses forcibly the
fact that good feeing is not merely
necessary to good health, but essen-
tial to its restoration. Further, she
sets forth that the slops and messes
to which invalids are commonly con-
demned not merely have no reason of

being, but that they -are positively
hurtful. They overwork stomachs al-
ready weak. In sympathy with debili-

tated bodies; worse still there Is no
commensurate return for the work in
the way of nourishment. Yet, it is
manifestly impossible for sick or weak
or ailing folk, old people and little
children, to feed upon the "hearty”
things, or those highly spiced and
sauced, which suit healthy persons of
strong appetites ahd stronger diges-
tions.

Right here comes in the paper hag
cookery. By help of it, food is made
tender, easily digested and flavored as
nature wills, with only the added sav-
ors JLbat fire brings out. Not only
meat and vegetables, but fruit as well.
The French lady lays stress upon ihe
fact that fruit Is almost curative for
many things if properly prepared.

Frqlt cooked in a paper bag Is whol-
ly sanitary. There is, further, no
trouble of watching, of stirring, no
apprehension of scorching.

Peaches should be scalded in boil-
ing water for a mlnuto and a half,
then the skins removed, and the fruit,
on the seed, put to stew in a lightly
buttered bag. Add a tablespoonful of
water for a dozen large poaches—less
If they are very juicy. C<”k for 20
minutes in a fairly hot ovc(”, slacking
heat a third after five mintHessfrom
the putting in. Tho seed giv”" an
adorable bitter-almond flavor, /~dd
sugar to taste, while the fruit la very

hot. and let stand several hours be-
fore using. For an invalid, clioose
sweet, very juicy peaches, cook In

small quantity—say half a dozen At

a time—without adding water, and
buttering the bag well. Serve un-
sweetened with thick cream.

Wash gage plums very well, put

them in a buttered bag with a-very
little water, and cook twelv4 to twen-
ty-five minutes, depending on the
quantity, m a fairly hot oven. Sweeten
while very hot. or add soda if sweet-
ening Is forbidden.

Baked pears are relished by almost
everybody. Ripe, full flavored fruit of
medium size and even is the ba
Cot off the Btal® close, snip out che
blossom end, and stick in a clove
there. Pare thinly, pack in a buttered
bag with a little water and-eook ~f-
teen to thirty minutes is » fairly hot
oven. n.

Log at IAmb, with Tumlpo!-t?et a
fat leg of lamb, have the butcher take
off carefully the outside membrane—
In that most of the "sheep-y" taote ro-
sides. Scrape well.- wipe over with a
damp soft cloth, and If necessmT,
wash Quickly in cold wateo, but avoid
washing If possible, ahd popper
moderately, then grease well-
either butter 0% clarified drippln”i—
dredge very lightly with flbur and put
Into a rooaay, thlcky greased bag with
a pint of sliced tamips, two
thinly sliced onions, a smoil sprig of
mint, and a half cup of tomato pulp
catsup. potatoes can be ado”
at will—te that case use fewer tur-
nips. Be'sure there are ne»sharp endh
of bone psudecting—they should oe cut

off rather ntder the flesh., flsasoh ttis
vegetables lightly with salt before pub
ting them In the bag, but take care
not to put In too much. Add half a
tumbler of oold water, seal, put in a
hot oven, slack hbat after five minutes
and cook until well done. TImo de-
pends on weight.

ITS MANY ECONOMIES.

A dollar’s worth of paper becLgs will
be ample to cook for any average
family throughout a month. , Add a
box of clips at ten cents—theys£lU-be
good for another month, and still ah
other in careful hands—and thexQpt-
lay is stUl inconsiderable. Add still
further fifty cents for g”slng—a
pound of lard, half a pound of butter,
half a pound of drippings—and the
total i still more than moderate. Not-
withstanding, it is -uore than plenty
of UB would care to spend monthly
merely in the latereB| of flavor or
eve. of ease. Plenty more of us like
to take duties laboriously, feeling that
thus we In to thNj kingdom of thnit.
So if there were Po' economic offset,
paper ba; cooking would have to be
reckoned either a fsfl or a luxury. It
is neither—it has cot\e to stay.

Say you pay three to four dollars
a month for gas—wtlich is about a
fair average. |If the p«per bag cook-
ing cuts this a third, U has almost
paid for Itself at one fell ewoop. .

Next comes the saving in quantity
of food cooked. Paper bag cooking is
one-fifth to one-fourth ab«ad there.
In pot cook#H?~ttre scales -how a
shrinkage treble that of bag cooking.
This is a saving well worth while, ret
far from telling the whole story.
Things bag-cooked nourish better be-
cause they are more readily digested.

Se.t thr extra nourishment at one-
tenth of the food cQ8" and the food
cost for a family tej [olltrs a week,
Right there you h: more the price
of bags, grease, clips, etc.—almost too
cost of the gas.

. But even then the sum In domestic
ecofiomy la just falrl/ begun. Prrer
bag cooking not only saves thus nega-
tively by preventing loss and insur-
ing full edibility, but poslUvely—and
in many, many ways, as, for example,
in the food bought. Round steak Is
more nourishing than any other—but
the fact has been held to be offset bv
the extra dentist's bill the eating of n
necessitated. Paper bag cooking mak”
it as tender as porterhouse itself-»
moreover, there is no bone to be throw:
aw'ay—nothing but clear meat. And
the favorable difference In price runs
from eight to tea cents the pound.

Living is dearer In every way—the
one possible alleviation of this in-
creasing ebst, without skimping of ap-
petites, is in buying things less costly
and cooking them as to mako the
difference ail in their favor.

Paper bag cooking will do ft; it has
done it for me. [I%et’s recapitulate.
Say one uses one hundred and fifty
bags in the month, and then allow sev-
enty-five cents for clips, lard, butter,
and dripping. This gives an initial
debit of two dollars beginning Lhe- ac-
count thus:

vegetables or grain. For this reason,
in part, the use of commercial fertiliz-
ers In this state has been very lim-
ited. Moreover, the agricultural press
of the state and the teaching of the
Agricultural college has been opposed
to the use of commercial fertilizers
largely because the emphasis was
placed on the advantages of dairying
in the conservation of soil fertility.
The time has come, however, when it
is not profitable for farmers of the
state to longer overlook the advan-
tages which may come from the prop-
er use of commercial fertilizers. There
is much land in the state not adapted
to dairying, such as large areas of
sandy and marsh soil, and some sec-
tions of clay loam where the topogra-
phy is so rough that the necessary
amount of com for silage cannot be
grow’n to advantage. On lands of this
class, other products must be grown
for the market and it is in the grow-
ing of such crops as cabbage, potatoes,
sugar beets, peas and corn for canning
purposes, and other special crops that
the use of commercial fertilizers is
needed.

The large yields of practically all
farm crops produced in such European
countries as England, Germany and
France, are frequently mentioned in
agricultural papers as an evidence of
the possibilities of intensive cultiva-
tion. By far the most important fac-
tor making possible such increases is
the use of commercial fertilizers. It
would be a difficult matter to find a
farm of any importance in any of
these countries on which a consider-
able amount of commercial fertilizers
is not used. Nearly one-half of the im-
mense output of our own phos”ate
mines is shipped abroad and in addi-
tion to that, enormous quantities of
phosphate are mined in Europe and
produced in the form of Thomas slag
in the reduction of British iron ore
which runs high in that element. Ger-
many possesses practically the w oit”
supply of iMtash fertilizer and th>8 id
drawn on heavily by that and adjacent
countries.

W ithout desiring in the least to un-
derestimate the Importance of dairy
or other stock farming in its effect on
the fertility of the soil, we feel that
we can no longen”afford to neglect the
use of commercial fertilizers w'bere
they are called for.

Contrary to a rather common opin-
ion, the kind of commercial fertilizers
called for depends more on the char-
acter of the soil to be treated than on
the crops to be grown. The amount
to be used will depend to some extent
on the kind of crop grown since some
crops remove much larger quantities
of the mineral elements from the soil
than do others, hut the particular kind
of fertilizer needed is determined al-
Bhost exclusively by the character of
the BoiL Much can be learned regard-
ing the feeding of crops from experi-
ence gained in the feeding of antics.
Just as it is well known that a certain
balance among the ingredients of feed
for stock should be maintained, so
should there be a balance in theAfter-
ent elements' of fertility avail®le to
growing crops. When crops are to be
grown on marsh land which Is
tremely high in nitrogen but ~ t
extremely low In. phosphoru”
often in potash, these defld
must be made good in some' way.
Sandy soils, on account of their coarse
texture and generally low content of
all the eaaentlal elements, must fre-
quently be supplied witb practically
all the essential elements for plant
growth. The nitrogen may be added
either directly in artificial fertilizers
or indirectly through the growth of
I"umiaous plants which\ have the
power of fixing that element”fr~ the
atmosphere. The nitn®ien can be
gathered In this way much more
cheaply than it can be pnrebased and
moreover, when added In the form of

The ne” form of codgi?:®
oven makes possible thfi laving of
practically all of the nitrogen in coal
undergoing the cokeing process and
this by-product is being put on the
market in increasingly large amounts.
The manufacture of nitrogen-contaifi-
ing salts by electrolytic methods is
also increasing. A number of iMa&fs
for/this purpose have been installed
recently in European countries and
one or two in this ccuntry.

Clay soils are ordinarily abundantly
supplied with potassium and on ac-
count of their good water-holding ca-
pacity, grasses and other plants which
will add organic matter can be grown
for supplying this substance and con-
sequently nitrogen, and the only direct
fertilizing element usually needed is
phosphorus, but probably more than
half of the clay loam soils of this
country under crop could be fertilized
w-ith phosphate fertlilizers profitably
under present conditions. Heavy clay
soils in the northern part of Wiscon-
sin which have been under crop buta
few years have shown increases In
yield running from 15 per cent, to 60
per cent, as a result of supplementing
barnyard manure with rock phosphate.

This ap-
plies particularly to the sandy soils,
but Is also true in the case of the cUy
loam soils. Sandy soils frequently
show good producing power for the
first two or three years and no special
care la given to maintain the fertility
until the farmer suddenly finds that
his crops have become very much less
and it is then very much more dIffi
cult to r~pic”uce the fertility than it
wb6uld haveit®n toadopt proper metfi®
ods at the start.
