A t first th e re  w as hope th a t any 
m om ent m ight bring  word of cheer. 
B ut anxiety  deepened and  m any 
fr ie n d ^  and re la tives of thosei who 
s a i l e ( ^ n  the  T itan ic  began to despair 
as hour a fte r  hour iiassed w ithout 
word from  eithbr of the  Allan liners, 
P arisian  o r  V irginian, believed to be.

Buried Two Miles Under Sea.

midway between. Sable Island and 
Cape Race. H er position when she 
stru ck  the  iceberg  w as given as la ti­
tude 41.46 noiHh. longitude 50.14 west.

Conatltute the Greatest Menace to 
' Navigation—Fog and Derelicts 

Also Feared.

New York, A pril 17.—Icebergs, such 
as th e  one th a t b rough t d isas te r  to the  
T itanic, constitu te  one of th ree  
sources of g rea te s t peril to  vessels 
navigating  the  north  A tlantic. The 
o ther tw o a re  fog and derellcfs. The 
iceberg m enace has been g rea te r th is 
spring  than  in any recen t year.

In th e  la st 60 yea rs  th e re  have 
been a  dozen d isas te rs  to big liners 
for w hich icebergs w ere responsible. 
A m ajority  of th e se  occurred, off New­
foundland a n d - th e  Grand Banks, in
the  general vicinity o f the T itanic 's 
grave.

The d rif t of Ice th is  spring  h as  been 
fa r th e r  eouth ^ a n  fo r yeare. Ve»- 
i d s  mrriTing h e m  and  abroad have re ­

ported fields extending far down Into 
the  southern  track  and sk ippers have 
told of being shu t in by ice as far 
as they  could o& every side of the  
horizon. T h e fs ize  of the bergs en­
countered £ece)^tly j ^aj^les greatly , but 
according  ro-TPllffSle reports, some 
reach ing  from CO to 100 feet to the 
lops of th e ir  w alls,.w ith pinnacles and 
sp ires ex tending to  a heigh t .of 250 
fee t o r more, have noT”ijeen  unusual. 
Below the  w ate r some of these g iant 
bergs extend to a  depth of 800 to  1,000 
feet.

For many years steam ship  men 
have asserted  th a t the  safest place to 
be is on a well equipped ocean liner. 
In proportion to the num ber carried  
tbe  s ta tis tic s  show th e re  is less loss 
of life and less chance of .n jury  on a 
modern liner than the re  is in any 
o ther m eans of transportation . F lee ts 
come and go from New Y'ork and o th ­
er ports  w ith the  regu larity  of the 
tides, and those ca rry ing  m alls m ain­
ta in  a  schedule which alm ost equals in 
punctuality  th a t of railw ay mail 
tra ins.

T ransatlan tic  steam ers  travel in 
well defined routes, known as "steam ­
sh ip  lanes,” w estbound and the east- 
bound.- This reduces to a  minimum 
tbe  chances of collision. ' But Ice­
bergs and derelicts  have no respect 
for these ru les and float into thekpaths 
or wallow across them , to be a dire 
m enace in tim e of fog o r th ick  w eath­
er. There is no way to give w arn­
ing until too late. O ut of the  sm other 
of a  fog a  pallid shape may be seen 
over the  bows, to be followed by a 
crash  of the  bows against tbe  m ass of 
ice.

“In ordinary circum stances these 
w ate rtigh t compartn^jents will preserve 
a  sh ip  from  sinking,” said A. L. Hop­
kins, v ice-president of the  Newport 
News Shipbuilding and Dry Dock Com­
pany in New Y'ork, “b u t sm ashing ibto 
an  iceberg could produce shattering  
effects th a t 'would render a  ship help- 
les beyond the protection of any de­
sign yet known. In fore ^and after 
collisions, w here tbe com partm ents 
are  punctured, the  low ering of e ith e r 
end of the ship produces an increased 
s tra in  on the o ther com parlm ents."

G ranting th a t only the ,fo rw ard  bulk­
head of the  T itanic had been crum pled 
by the im pact w ith the iceberg. Mr. 
H opkins was inclined to believe tha t 
the re la tive  buoyancy of the rem aining 
com partm ents would have been sufll- 
c ien t to savg' the  vessel. As he was 
not fam iliar w ith the  relative division 
of the  T itanic 's com partm ents, he 
could not estim ate how. many com­
partm en ts  m ust have given away un­
der the im iiact of the collision.

icebtn,': sidewise, cu tting  open its sidy

A . is. Brown, of our village, has 
sailed the deep for many years and is 
lamih'ar with the  conditions as they 

' e ^ t  in ■ tbc northern  ocean. ' Mr. 
Brown disagrees with o ther theorists 
and believes the boat struck  head-on, 
Che im pact being so strong, and with 
its  own g rea t weight behind it, th a t the 
vessel simply telescoped itself, in a  way, 
sp litting  open its plates and le tting  the 
w ater in a t all points. The theory looks 
very .plausible, as may be im agined. 
M r. Bruwit also believes th a t the  boat 
was going a t  too g rea t a  speed in  th a t 
la titude, the captain certainly being 
aware of the close proxim ity of 
ice and icebergs barom etric and 
tnem ionjetric in d ic a tio ^ , of which he 
must have had knowledge. A desire, 
aqd probably under orders to m ^ e  a 
redord voyage, was more or less the 
cause of the fearful loss of life. And 
also, had m e steam er been supplied 
with enough life boats to take off all its 
passengers and crew, there would have 
been no loss of life. There were boats 
only for less than half of its human 
freight. The accident is so terrible, 
tha t rigid investigations will be ^made 
by governm ents on both sides o f the 
A tlan tic  and measures taken to pro­
tec t the lives of passengers in a  more 
adequate w*ay in the fu tnm .

T bo 
m an led th e  com m and s tra ig h t to  a a  
am  bosh, w hich w as discovered fo rtu ­
nately  Just in  tim e to  oave D ade and  
h is  men from  annlhUstlon.

T here w as a  drum head qpurt-aiar- 
tial, and tb e  guide w as sentenced to  
be. sh o t a t  sunrise. H is lost req u est 

g ran ted . H e rem oved from  h is 
person th e  uniform  of th e  U nited 
S ^ t e i  arm y and  p u t on leggings and 
hun ting  sh irt of deer sk in . H e paint­
ed bis face and  said th a t be w as ready  
to  die. and as th e  sho ts of th e  execu­
tion squad w ere fired his voice rang  
w ith  th e  death  song of th e  Semlnoles. 

M asw ere of D ade's Command. 
M ajor D ade and bis com m and es­

caped death  on the  day of th e  guide’s 
treachery  only to  m eet i t  la te r  In th e  
fas tne ss  of tb e  Everglades. W ith one 
com pany of the  fam ous old F ou rth  in ­
fan try , and  w ith the  m en of th e  two 
light b a tteries  of artille ry , Dade 
m arched into a  p a r t of th e  Everglades 
w here the  country  w as com parative­
ly open, to  give ba ttle  to  a Seminole 
chief, nam e Micanopy. T be guide of 
th is  expedition w as a  negro  nam ed 
L«wis, and, like the  form er guide, he 
w|as a  tra ito r. Lewis bad sen t word 
to M icanopy, te lling the  Sem inole the 
tra il .by which be was to  lead tbe  
whites.

M ajor Dade and bis com mand 
reached a  glade sk irted  by palm ettos. 
T he troops w ere in open order, m arch­
ing  care lessly  along. Behind every 
p a lm etto 'lay  a  Seminole. The* In d ian s ' 
outnum bered the  so ld iers th re e  to  one. 
The firing d istance w as less th a n  for­
ty  yards w hen Micanopy shouted a  
6lgnal..and every  Indian rifle spoke. 
Qne-faalyof tbe  unsuspecting  troopers 
f^ll a t ^ e  first discharge. D ade was 
k i l l e d . ' '- - /

T be soldiers had a  light field piece 
with them , and by the  use of can- 
n ls te r  they  sca tte red  th e  savages and 
afterw ard  they  m anaged to  build a  
barricade  of logs. The Sem inoles cir­
cled to  the  rea r  and  picked off tbe 
w hites one by one. W hen th e  last 
man had fallen tb e  Indians closed in 
and despoiled the  dead. One man. 
sorely wounded, aw oke to conscious­
ness a fte r  the Sem lnoles had left and 
found him self the  sole surv ivor of 
th ree  com panies of regulars. He m an­
aged to  reach  F o rt K ing w ith  the  
story  of the  Everglade tight th a t has 
passed Into history as “Dade's Mas­
sacre.”

Was Jones a Patriot or Hero?
In a few days th e re  will be 

dedicated  in th is  cap ita l city  a  mon­
um ent to the  m em ory o f ,J o h n  Paul 
Jones, s ea  fighter. Recently  in  these 
artic les  som ething h as  been told of 
tbe troub le over the  m a tte r  of se­
curing  a  proper inscription for the  
base of th e  sta tue . I t was also  told 
bow John  P aul Jones’ body is w ait­
ing final in term en t in a  cryp t in the 
Annapolis naval academ y cbapel. The 
p residen t of the  U nited S ta tes  w ill 
dellved an address when the  monu­
m ent b f Jones is unveiled In Potom ac 
F'ark, and thousands of sailors and 
soldiers will be p resen t when th e  com­
mander-in-chief of th e  arm y and-navy 
speaks bis words of praise of him 
whom some h isto rians call "tbe g rea t­
e s t sea fighter of them  all.”

Some day It may be known definite­
ly w hether A m erica's first adm iral 
fought for the  in fan t republic from 
m otives of pure patrio tism  o r  from  the 
spu r of am bition. He fought w ith 
nothing less than  d espera te  courage 
for the  cause which he had espoused, 
bu t the re  are  those things in John 
^ a u l  Jones’ life  which m ake It seem 
th a t be may have fought because*>of 
sheer love for fighting and because 
tbe  Im m ediate need of the  struggling 
colonies gave opportunity  fo r th e  ac­
quiring (rf th a t need of Individual 
glory which some men claim  the  soul 
o f John ^ a u l Jones craved.

Cooper's View of His Motives. 
Jamehv Fentm ore Cooper served In 

th e  U n)lM  S ta tes  navy. In  common 
w ith  his ^ llo w  sailors of th e  old oak­
en  friga tes he held in  first place of 
honor th e  alien adm iral who com- 
inanded the  first vessel flying the 
American flag which com pelled a  ship 
of tb e  supposedly invincible BiiMsh 
navy to s tr ik e  colors. Yet Jam es Fen- 
im ore Ccoper in  th a t g rea tes t of sea 
tales, “The Pilot,” points John Paul 
Jones as  a  hero  ra th e r than  a s  a  pa­
t r i o t  A t the close of tb e  story  Coop­
e r  puts in to  th e  m outh of one of his 
chief characte rs, a  naval officer, these 
words touching tb e  life and m otives 
of John P aul Jones:

"H is devotion to  A m erica proceed­
ed from a  desire  for d istinction, his 
ru ling  passion. H is love for liberty  
may be tb e  m ost questionable, fo r If 
he com m enced his deeds In t i e  cause 
of these  free sta tes , they  Jerm lcated  
in th e  services of a  d e sp o t 
. Is now dead, but had. he lived 

In lim es and under circum stances 
when his consum m ate know ledge of 
his profession, his cool, deliberate  and 
even d espera te  courage could have 
been exercised In a  regu lar and well 
supported navy, and had  th e  hab its  of 
his youth b e tte r  qualified him to  have 
borne m eekly th e  honors be acquired 
In b S r ^ e ,  he would have left-behind  
him  no  nam e in  its  lis ts  th a t  would 
have descended to  th e  la tes t posterity  
of hip adopted  countrym en w ith g rea t­
e r  renow n.”

A horse’s heigh t Is m easured  In 
*handB” (4 inches) from  tl |e  sum m it 
of th e  w ithers to  the  ground. A typl* 
cal, ideal d ra f t horse stands over 16 
hands (5 fee t 4 Inches) and  under 18 
bands high. Tall, leggy horses. If de* 
Dcient In w eight, w idth and quality, 
a re  undesirable. Such horses ' often 
a re  found affected w ith  St. V itus’ 
dance. Exceptionally  ta li horses (over 
17.2 hands) a re  difficult to  m atch  in 
pairs  and  the refo re  may n o t me^et 
w ith ready  sa le  on th e  nsarket. Such 
horses a re  chiefly used fo r single w ork 
o r as  th e  m iddle horses of th ree  b c ^ e  
team s.

A d ra ft horse  should w eigh 1,'$00 
pounds, o r  m ore. In ord inary  flesh. 
W eight in  a  d ra f t  ho'rse is  absolutely 
necessary  fo r th e  haulflig of heavy 
leads. I t enables th e  horse to  derive 
fu ll benefit from  th e  s treng th  of h is  
m uscles, adds to  the  effect of h is  mo* 
tions and  gives him  a ,firm  grip  ni>on 
th e  ground. H eavy w eight is a  use­
less burden when n o t associa ted 'v rlth  
adequately  developed fram e and m us­
cle. I t  should be accom panied by 
vigor and energy.

T he form  of th e  d ra f t horse should 
be broad, deep, m assive, evenly pro­
portioned and sym m etrical, th e  en tire  
m ^ e u p  suggesting  g re a t s treng th  and 
w eight. T he body should be blocky, 
n nd com pact, w ith abort, broad, clean, 
w ell s e t legs showing fine sk in , large 
jo in ts  and prom inent tendons.

T he en tire  appearance of th e  d raft 
horse should be indicative of s treng th  
fo r heavy hauling. A m assive body, 
se t squarely  on stu rdy  legs is re­
quired.

Good quality  is  shown by fine, 
brigh t, s ilky  ha ir; soft, p liable sk in ; 
clean, w ell defined tendons; sm ooth 
w ell developed m uscles; s trong, 
sm ooth bones. I t usually Is assoclajted 

' w ith  sty le , sp irit and in telligence in­
d icative of “breeding.”

A d ra ft horse does m ost of h is  bard  
w ork a t  th e  w alking gait. It is  th e re ­
fo re  im portan t th a t be should be able 
to  w alk fa s t w ithout tiring . H e should 
be able to  w alk four m iles an  hour 
w ith  a  load. To do th is  th e  action 
m ust be perfec tly  regular, s tra ig h t 
and  level. Jo in ts  m usC be quickly and 
fu lly  flexed; fee t tnust be advanced 
and se t down w itbotit deviation  from  
a  s tra ig h t line. Soles of the  feet 
should  tu rn  up and show th e  shoes 
p la in ly  as  th e  horse moves aw ay 
from  th e  observer, a t  both  w alk  and 
t r o t  T he fee t should be lifted  quick­
ly, evenly and be  « e t down squarely 
an d  firmly.

T he re  should be no  “paddling,” 
“ dishing,” o r  “w inging” In o r but, cut­
t in g  o r  In terfering , n o r should tlie  fore 
legs sw ing o n t o r  “roll,’* o r  th e  hind 
legs be ca rried  too  close toge ther or 
to o  fa r  ap a rt. In  judg ing  of th e  ac­
tion  th e  observer m ust ^ o te  th e  m ove­
m en ts  of each  leg  and foot, th e  
hand ling  of each  jo in t and  th e  c a r­
riag e  of th e  e n t ire  body, a s  th e  horse 
w alks and tro ts . W atch  closely fo r 
lam eness. T he hocks should be ca r­
ried  w ell to ge ther when In motion. 
Rolling, o r  w addling In 'f rb n t Is due  to  
too  g fe a t w idth oT chest. K nee and 
hock ac tion  should both be free  and 
com paratively high. Perfection  of ac­
tion  a t  th e  w alk  is  of h ighest im por­
ta n ce  In Ih e  d r^ ft horse.

T h e  d ra f t  ho rse should show  a  vig­
orous, lively, energe tic  disposition, 
y e t b e  docile, tra c tab le  and intelli­
gen t. H e should be n e ith e r sluggish^ 
no r irrltable» nor excessively nervous.'

N oticeable vices, as  cribbing, wind 
sucking, w eaving, ta il sw itching, shy­
ing. b iting, kicklzig, head s h a k l^ .  
etc ., a re  undesirable. SluggishnW s 
associa ted  w ith  fa t should  be avoided, 
a s  i t  induces disease. S tupidity , .clum­
s in e s s  m eanness o r excessive nerv ­
o u sn ess  a re  objectionable and  should 
<ll8COnnt th e  aTilmal

T he head should be large, propoi^

b toperly  upon th e  neck.
T h e  shoulder of a  d ra ft h o rs t  

should be m oderately  sloping, sm ooth 
and extending  w ell back. A m ajority  
of poorly form ed d ra f t horses have 
shoulders w hich a re  too steep. Occa­
sionally th e  shou lders are  too sloping. 
E ith er ex trem e In a  d ra f t horse is  ob­
jectionable. T rouble w ith  collars 
com es from  these  causes when the 
horse  Is do ing  heavy pulling. The cor­
rec tly  laid shoulder should form  a  
sm ooth, com fortable bed for th e  col­
lar. S tra igh t o r up righ t shoulders de­
tr a c t  from  easy, free  ac tion  of the  
forelegs and genera lly  a re  found asso ­
ciated  w ith up righ t paste rns. The 
shoulders should be ' sm oothly and 
deeply covered w ith  m uscles and be 
free  from  coarseness, roughness, sores 
and tum ors. T he w ithers should be 
w ell covered and m oderately  high.

The forearm , extending  from  th e  el­
bow to  th e  knee, should be long, w'lde, 
heavily  m uscled and free  from  coarse­
ness. T his portion o f th e  body of the 
d ra ft horse, toge ther w ith  th e  lower 
th ig h  (gaskin) of the  b ind  leg, cannot 
be fattened , b u t is composed chiefly of 
lean  m uscle and bone. T he m uscles 
should be prom inent In fron t and 
above and th e  en tire  p a r t clean and 
free  from  puffiness and  coarseness.

The knees should be stra igh t, wide, 
deep , s trongly  form ed and smooth.

So long as these  and o ther Joints 
a re  free  from  puffs, bony grovrths 
and m eatiness, they cannot well be 
too  la rge  o r too strongly  developed. 
K nees should be s tra ig h t and so set 
as  to  perfec tly  ca rry  the  w eight of the 
body. S prung knees, o r  “buck knees, ” 
ben t in  th e  forw ard d irection  a re  as 
objectionable a s  those of the  reverse 
type which a re  known as  “calf 
knees.” Exam ine the  knees fo r blem­
ishes and th e  cannons for splints 
close up to  th e  knees. Splints w ill be

CURA BARTON IS DEAD
Founder of Red Croee Society
Dies a t  H er. Home in Glen Echo, Md.

M iss C lara Barton, founder o f th e  
A m erican R ed C ross society, d ied  a t  
h e r  hom e in  Glen Echo, £>d.

T he cause  of he r dea th  w as chronic 
pneum onia, w ith w hich  she w as 
striolEeB a lw n t a .y e a r  ago. H e r  bro th­
er, S tephen  Barton, of Boston, was 
Vrith. h e r  w hen she died.

C la ra  B arton  w as bom  a t Oxford, 
M ass., in 1821. E a rly  in th e  civil w ar 
she' w as a  c le rk  In th e  p a te n t office 
a t  W ashington. Day a fte r  day  she 
read accounts of th e  suffering of sol­
d ie rs  in  cam p and in  h osp ita l until 
she could endure no longer th e  h e a rt­
ache it gave her. T he national mili­
ta ry  hosp ita l departm ent, w as a t first 
quite  u n p re p a r^  fo r th e  ta sk  sud­
denly throw n upon it. A t length Miss 
B arton  resigned  her c lerkship  to  go 
as  a  volun ter unpaid arm y n u rse  in  
hosp ita l and on the  battlefield. Sbe 
likew ise called on generous civilians 
to  con tribu te to  th e  re lief of th e  sol­
diers.

So m uch good did .she and  h e r  help ­
e rs  do th a t in 1S64 she was appointed 
to  take  charge of the  hospital of th e  
array  in fron t of Richmond. S h ^  was 
on the  field in several battle s.

A narrow  ch est and 
high knee ac tion  often g o ' together. 
An am ple, w ide, deep chest denotes 
vigor, power, ptroi^g constitu tion  and 
easy  keeping  qualities.
■ P oor bocks a re^ a  common fau lt in 
d ra f t borsgs. I t  Is imi>ortant to  im­
prove th is  deflcieficy. To th a t end 
breeding  anim als should have good 
hocks and  fo r w ork horses thlp alsc 
is  im perative. T he bock (n o t “hind 
knee”) is com monly th e  sea t of som« 
one of such d iseases a s  bone and bog 
(n o t “blood”) spavin, thoronghpln and 
curb. T hese  should be avoided. The
jo in t should look and feel firm ,-bard 

tio n a te  in size to  th e  body and  w ell and  w ith  M ch  bone w ell defined, free
