M ost of th e  200 m em bers of the  crew  who escaped w ere e ith e r firem en 
or stew ards, who had leaped from  the  sink ing  vessel and  w ere picked up 
by th e  boats. F ive  o u t of six  of the  persons picked up from  the  w ate r 
w ere such.

Second Officer Lightholder, in charge of the  filling of th e  boats, testifies 
th a t few  w omen w ere in  the  first boats  p u t off because m any refused  to  
e n te r  them . H e him self did n o t recognize the  seriousness of th e  situa tion  
until tw o boats had  been low ered and th e se  firs t tw o w e r e ^ o t  filled to  
capacity . A fter the  first tw o boats as  m any w ere  pu t in tb  a  b o & ^ s  possible.

F ive hundred,, persons a re  now esti 
m ated to have been drow ned a n d '300 
tow ns and ham lets  have been inun­
dated  and partly  destroyed by the  
floods now sw eeping th e  M ississippi 
valley. T hese es tim ates  a re  m ade 
from  repo rts  received a t  the  offices 
of the  U nited S ta tes  arm y engineers 
in  Memphis, Tenn.. w ho a re  in charge 
of the  levees along th e  banks of the 
M ississippi river.

The heaviest loss of life occurred in 
th e  M ississippi d e lta  d is tric t. H ere 
hundreds of persons refused  to  leave 
th e ir  hom es-w hen w arned of th e  im­
pending danger of floods. Many ot 
them  could not escape when th e  
levees gave way and  the  w ater, -10 to 
15 fe e t  deep, sw ept over the de lta  
country. A large per ce n t of those 
drow ned w ere negroes. The loss of 
life th roughout the  M ississippi and 
Ix)uitiiana flood d is tr ic ts  has been 
heavy. Many w hites a re  am ong those 
who perished.

York J. B ruce Ism av rep lies to  vari­

nently  figured.

H e denies th a t he hud any th ing  to  
do w ith th e  navigation of the  vessel, 
and declares tha t he did not -consult 
w ith the  captain  regarding  her con­
duct a t sea, and m ade no suggestion 
as to the course o r ’o th e r handling  of 
the  shin. He exercised no privileges 
th a t did n o t belong to any o th e r first 
cabin passenger, he declares, did not 
s it a t the  raputip-s tab le  and did not 
dining w ith hfrfl'^.at the tim e when 
the  collision occurred. He had no 
idea of re tu rn ing  to E urope quickly 
to  avoid appearing  a t  the* senato ria l 
investiga tion .'he  adds., and onlv knew 
th a t the  investigation  w as pending 
when inform ed of i t  a t th e  p ie r bn 
th e  C arpa th ia’s arrival.

"W hen I appeared before th e  sen- 
a re  commk-tee I supposed the  purpose 
of the inqjiiry -was to  ascerta in  the 
cause of the  sinking of the  T itanic, 
with a  view to determ ining  w hether 
additional legislation w as required to 
preven t the  recu rrence  of so horrible 
a  d isaste r.

"I welcomed such an inquiry and 
appeared  voluntarily , w ithout a sub- 
pena and answ ered a ll questions put 
to m e by the  m em bers of the com ­
m ittee  to  the  best of my ability, w ith  
com plete frankness and w ithout re ­
serve. 1 did not suppose the  question 
of my personal conduct w as the  sub­
je c t of the  inquiry; although I was 
ready  to  te ll every th ing  1 did ou the  
n igh t of the  collision."

W hat Senator Sm ith Says.
’ T h e  investigaliOB of the  T itanic 

d isas te r as  fa r  as it has gone, reveals 
th e  m ost trag ic  story  it has eve r been 
my fortune to  lis ten  to. And tbe m ost 
d ram atic  period in it occurred when 
the  surviving w ireless open ito r of the 
T itan ic  cam e down lo th e  description 
of the la st seven m inutes on tbe  ship 
before she sank .”

Sea Will Claim All Victims.
“T he bodies of the  v ictim s of the 

T itanic are  a t 'th e  bottom  of the deep, 
never to  leave it,” declared P ro f, 
HkJbert NV. [Wood, of the  cha ir of ex­
perim ental physics of Johns H opkfes 
university . ' "It is a ltogether im proba­
ble th a t any of th e  corpses will ever 
re tu ra  the  surface, as  is th e  case 
v(ith btfdU's'dro'wned In shallow  w ater. 
Af, th e  depth of two m iles the pree- 
sutB o f the  swater is som ething  like 
G.OOO hounds to  tbe  square hich. which 
is fa r  too g re a t to  be overcom e by 
buoyancy ord inarily  given drow ned 
bodies by the  gasep-genetated  in tim e.

work. N ot only  Is th is  tru e  In th e  
com m ercial w orld, b u t It tr ill hold 
tru e  in  ru ra l pursu its . T h e  fa rm er Is 
exerting  every  effort In  obta in ing  
m ore efflclency from  h ls ac tiv ities and  
to do th is  be is  g a thering  abou t him  
every kind of m odem  m achine o r  con* 
venlence th a t  is  obtainable.

Concrete on the  fa rm  Is becom ing 
an Im portan t fac to r add w ith  th e  ad­
vent of th is  new  m edium  o f construc­
tion. feeding floors, troughs, racks, 
fence po s ts .. silos, farm  buildings and 
m any useful necessities a re  being add­
ed to  th e  farm  equipm ent. M any of 
these useful th ings m ay be construct­
ed by th e  farm er him self o r bis regu­
la r help: All th a t is necessary  is a  
w orking know ledge of concretoA.and 
Its reinforcem ents. In  the  construc­
tion of la rge  buildings a  know ledge of 
the  reinforcem ent of beam s and gird­
e rs  is  required  and such construction  
should be subm itted  to  a n  a rch itec t 
o r a  bridge engineer w ho is  acquaint­
ed w ith  these  problem s.

M aterials used in  th e  construction  
of concre te w ork a re  usually  propor­
tioned 1-2-4 o r  l-2%-5, 1-2-6, 1-4-8, de­
pending upon th e ir  characte r. T h a t is, 
1 p a r t cem ent. 2V  ̂ p arts  sand and  &

if  a  layer of m ud o r  clay  ̂ t ^ l e s  wvcr 
th e  sand, do n o t uae it.

G ravel o r s tone  should be free  from

Philippine Forces Would Give Ja­
pan Hard Fight.

THEY’RE BRXVE AND LOYAL

Excellent Record Made by the Consta­
bulary and Scouts of th e  is lands— 

Held In High Esteem  by 
A m erican Officers. ^

By GEORGE CLINTON.
W ashington.—R ecently  th e re  h as  

been a  flurry In th e  country  over th e  
in tim ation  m ade on th e  floor of the  
U nited S ta tes  senate  th a t Jap an  was 
looking fo r a  naval base on th e  coast 
of Mexico w ith th e  in ten tion  of knock­
ing  th e  M onroe doctrine Into b its. It 
i s  sa id  th a t If we ever have w ar w ith 
Jap an  th e  is landers  w ill a t  once seize 
th e  Philippines, and  It generally  is be­
lieved ‘th a t they will have no trouble 
in  g e tting  a  foothold th e re  and In hau l­
ing dow n th e  A m erican flag.

I t m ay be th a t the  Japanese  could 
gcL in to  th e  Philippines w ithout very 
m uch trouble, b u t It I s ' ce rta in  th a t 
they  would have a  fight and  a  bard  
one  before they  could control all the 
Islands. T he re  a re  abou t 12.000 A m eri­
can  troops in  th e  Philippines and as 
usual the  A m ericans probably would 
give a  good account of them selves. If 
an  invasion of th e  islands should come 
the  enem y also would m eet w lth \a  re­
sistance  n o t a ltogether due to the  
force of A m erican arm s.

T he Filipino constabulary  and the 
Filipino scouts, arm ed organizations, 
one serv ing  under th e  civil govern­
m en t and the  o th e r under th e  m ilita ry  
an tbority  of the islands, have done 
field serv ice of w hich th e  Sbldiers of 
any  arm y m ight be proud, and have 

.show n a  loyalty  w hich m eans th a t no 
flag except th a t of th e  U nited S ta tes  
can com mand, th e ir  courage and th e ir  
devotion.

Ten Thousand F ighting Filippinos.
T he officers who have served In the  

P hilippines say th a t the  constabulary , 
ha lf poltd^ half soldier, has in its  
ranks  nlteri who w ill give account of 
them selves on any field aga in st any  
foe, and th a t w hat is said  of th e  con­
s tabu lary  Is tru e  of the  scouts, whose 
w ork is en tire ly  m ilita ry  and w*ho a re  
a ttached  to th e  arm y fo r the  particu ­
la r  service which th e ir  naihes suggest.

Philippine constabulary  and scouts 
to ge ther form  a  fo rce of nearly  10,000 
m en and officers. Tho officers in the 
m ain a re  A m ericans, b u t som e of the 
jun io rs bearing  com m issions in the 
i*onstabulary are  F ilipinos tra ined  for 
th e  work. In  tim e these  juniors w ill 
fill th e  places of h igher rank  and g rea t­
e r  responsibility.

Brig. Gen. C larence ^R. Edw ards, 
ch ief of th e  bureau  of in su la r affairs, 
who has known th e  Philippine consta­
bulary and  scouts in tow n, cam p and 
field, says they a re  a  force upon which 
dependence can be placed to  the  very 
last. An officer of genera l ran k  who 
has seen  both the  constabulary  and 
th e  scouts in action  aga inst the  w orst 
kind of an  enem y, a  h idden enemy, 
to ld  m e recen tly  th a t he would ask  for 
no b e tte r  com m and than  an arm y of 
100.900 so ld iers of such courage with 
w hich to  m eet an  enem y of equal num ­
bers. and he said th a t he would not 
ca re  m uch if the  color of the, skin, of 
th e  enem y was th e  w hite  of the  Cau­
casian .

' T hese figurea bear eloquent w itness 
tc  the  usefu lness to  which the  con­
s tabu lary  has been put,” and  then  add­
ed: ‘Tn the  year 1907 th e re  w ere  but 
tw en ty  desertions, which o u t of a  force 
o f $.000 men, may be taken  as negligi­
ble-*

U n til recen tly  th e  constabulary, a 
n a a e  suggestive of police duty  only, 
w as arm ed  w ith  the  old Springfield 
stnglef^re w ithout b ay o n e t The 
field du ty  o f  th e  constabulary  h a s  been 
con stan t ^ n c e  the  o rgah tsa ticn  w as 
form ed. As th e  figures given go to 
show, th e  engagem ents w ith  outlaw  
la n d s  have been m ore than  1.509 tn 
bom ber.

T he en listed  m en. being w ltbont 
bayonets, have been rushed by the  
enem y tim e a fte r  tim e a f te r  they  had 

• fired once, b u t they  have stood th e ir  
ground w ith  clubbed m uskets aga inst 
seem ingly overw helm ing num bers o t 
th e  foe VfllBed w ith  spears and boloa. 
N o m em ber of th e  constabulary  hais 
show n th f  w hite  fea thw .

One f lf^ t  w hich thie' constabulary  
had w ith  a  la rg e  forcb o f  P u la janes 
In S am ar becam e a  band-to-hand com­
b a t  w ith th e  enem y outnum bering  th e  
constabu lary  five to  one. T h e  casu­
a ltie s  am ong the  eottstabqlary w ere 
89 per M nt. of th e  force engaged, yet 
th e  re m n a n t w ith  their- wounded 
A m erican officers. C aptain  Jones and  
L ieu tenan t Bowers, a s  leaders, final 
ly  routed  th e ir  savage a s n ila n ts . It 
w as th is  f igh t whlqh p resen ted  the  
S trongest a rgum en t tx> th e  governm ent 
fo r arm ing  th e  constabn iary  w ith 
Krag-JOigenaen rifies and  beyoneu .
