IS MOST HYBRID OF WORDS

Rem acadam izing Comes From Latin, 
Gaelic, Hebrew, Greek and 

Finally  English.

T he m ost hybrid word in the  Eng- 
Hah language, according to  Prof. A.
P. Cham berlain of C larko uniTeraity, 
Is “ remacadamizlng.*’ Prof. C larke 
points out thAt th is  word la derived 
from five languages—L atin . Gaelic. 
Hebrew, G reek and English. H e re­
solves It Into five fac to ra  a s  follows:

L re, a  L a tin  prefix, signifying a 
repetition  or doing over again.

2. m ac. a  Gaelic word for son, in 
common use as a  prefix fo r genealog­
ical purposes.
. 3. Adam, th e  rep resen ta tive  lu many 
European languages of the  Hebrew 
nam e of th e  first man, according to  
the M osaic account of the  crea tion  as 
given In the  book of Genesis.

4. iz (o r Ize). the  m odem  Ekigllsb 
rep resen tative, through th e  F rench. 
Iser, of th e  G reek verbal term inal 
Izeltt.

5. Ing, tho  English suffix of the  par­
ticiple present, verbal noun. etc.

The roo t of the  word "m acadam " 
Illustrates In ano ther way the v itality  
of o u r English speech and Its ab ility  
to d raw  new words Into Its vacabulary 
w henever th e  need arises. T he term  
"m acadam " Is really  th e  fam ily nam e 
of th e  m an, John M acadam, who In 
4.819 d e v l^ d  th e  now common m eth­
od of paving roads w ith sm all broken 
stones, etc.

Celtic and Sem itic bad already com­
bined to  produce M acadam, m eaning 
"son of Adam," which the  English 
language „tben took up and fu rther 
molded to  su it its genius. There are  
m u iy  such hybrids, b u t th is  Is prob- 
»bly the w orst.—Popular Science 
Monthly.*

Rem iniscences of His Feud W ith Ros-
coe Conkling and His Final Vic­

to ry—Plan to  Establish Amer­
ican Hospital in Paris.

W ashington.—In th e  d ifferent de­

p artm en t buildings of the  governm ent 
th e re  a re  h a i l in g  on th e  w alls pic­
tu re s  of form er officials w hose work 
was done in  the  room s which the ir 
po rtra its  adorn. In th e  w ar d ep a rt­
m ent p ic tu res of th e  form er sec re ta ­
ries of w ar hang  on the  walls of the 
rooms used d irectly  by th e  p resen t 
secretary , H enry L. S tlm son ., They 
are  fine old po rtra its , m ost of them , 
and they rep resen t a  line of men 
from  the  days of the  foundation of the  
governm ent until th e  p resen t hour.

By general adm ission, the  finest 
work of a r t  In th e  collection is  the  
po rtra it of Jefferson Davis, who was 
p residen t of the Confederacy and  who 
a t one tim e held the  cabinet position 
of secre tary  of war. In the  treasury  
departm en t th e re  a re  po rtra its  not 
Only of form er secre tarie s  of the 
treasu ry , b u t also  of form er com ptrol­
le rs  of the  ctirrency and form er tre as ­
u re rs  of th e  U nited S U tes  and of o th­
e r  men in high official position.

U ntil a  few yea rs  ago Ellis H. Rob­
erta  of U tica, N. Y.. w as tre a su re r  of 
the  U nited S tates. Mr. R oberts is 
s till living and enjoying a  v irile  old 
age. H e w as a  keen politic ian and 
w as known as  one of the  scholars in 
politics. H e is approaching ninety 
y ea rs  of ag e  and y et be is s till m ak­
ing addresses upon governm ental sub­
jec ts  and upon subjec t^  of historical 
in terest. I t used to  b e -sa id  of Mr. 
R oberts In W ashington th a t be had a 
luck stone In bis pocket and ability  In 
hla bead all th rough  bis public career. 
Feud Between Roberts and Conkling.

Roscoe Conkling. one of tbe  fam ous 
senato rs o f the  U nited S tates, was 
from U tica, and  Conkling and R oberts, 
although both Republicans, w ere very 
much a t  outs. F or yea rs  and years 
Conkling tried  to  p u t R oberts , down 
and out, bu t a t  th e  end. It is said, 
R oberts had as  m uch to do w ith put­
ting  Conkling down and out as any 
o th e r m an In public life, unless P resi­
den t Garfield be excepted.

E arly  in life R oberts and Conkling. 
as the  W ashington story  goes, were 
th e  b est possible friends. Roberts 
was the editor of a new spaper now no 
longer In existence, b u t In Its day one 
of the  ab les t jou rnals  in  New York 
state . Conkling and R oberts fell out. 
T h e  Conkling Influence defeated Rob­
e r ts  for. Congress. He was Imme­
diately appointed ass is tan t tre a su re r 
of th e  U nited S ta tes  a t New York 
city. A lm ost as  soon as th is  appoint­
m ent w as made Roscco Conkling and 
Thom as C. P la tt resigned from  the 
senate of the  U nited S ta tes  because 
they  resen ted  ano ther appoin tm ent 
made by P res iden t Garfield. They

iked the  leg islature of New York to  
fvftidlcate them  by retu rn ing  them  to 
the  senate. The influence of R oberts 
and his paper helped to  kill Conkling 
politically  for all tim e and to kill 
K a t t  for a  season.

L a ter when--Conkling had been out 
of tb e  political a ren a  for som e time, 
R oberts, who had held a good office 
all the tim e, was m ade tre a su re r of 
tbe  U nited S tates. P la tt cam e back 
Into political life and becam e for a 
tim e chief of tbe  Republican party  in 
New York s ta te . Conkllr.g and P la tt 
a re  both dead, b u t E llis H. R oberts is 
alive and vlgor*bus and apparen tly  It 
docs not need his p ic tu re In the tre as ­
ury departm en t to  recall to W ashing­
ton men some of tbe  stories of his life 
while he w as in tbe  m idst of public 
affairs.

Sherm an Can’t Get Away.
T be vice p resident of the  U nit­

ed S tates, Jam es S. Sberm an. la 
perhaps in one way no t the  happ iest 
m an th is  repabllo  claim s am ong its  
citizenship. A lthough he Is th e  sec­
ond officer In th e  governm ent, his finds 
th a t he Is v irtually  chained to  his sea t 
except on those ra re  occastons x(hen 
th e  Im perative call of <hity to Bis pri­
vate  concerns o r h i t  fam ily m akes him 
a rra n g e  th ings so th a t he can  get 
aw ay.

T he senate  of th e  U nited S U tes  has 
no p residen t pro tern. S enato r WIL. 
Ham P. F rye of Maine, who w as the  
diUy elected  presid ing  officer to  ac t 
In the  absence of tbe  vice p reildenL  
died la st sum m er, and  eve r since con- 
g io ss  came* toge ther th e  senate  has 
been ' try ing  w j^ o u t  success to  e lect 
Mr. Frys*^ successor. T he progressive 
R epublicans w an t on^ sen a to r nam ed 
for th e  plaoe and th e  conservative Re­
publicans w ant another, w hile tbe  
D em ocrats s tand  by a  th ird  candidate . 
T he resu lt has been a  deadlock which 
has prevented th e  electi<Hi of any m an 
to  ta k e  S enato r F rye’s place. T here 
Is no im m ediate prospect th a t an elec­
tion  can  be forced, for ne ither side to  
th e  controversy  seem s to  be w illing to 
y le l^

His Vote M ight B« Needed.

Jokes of the  Senators.
T be senate  of tb e  U nited S ta tes 

is reported  genera lly  as tb e  staidest 
kind of a body. It is seldom tha t 
any jokes a re  cracked on the  floor 
of the  upper bouse, b u t occasion­
ally  th e re  is an approach to  hu­
mor, or an  a ttem p t a t  hum or on the 
p art of som e senato r In a  speech, and 
then  the.re are  likely to  be sm iles, but 
th e re  is never anyth ing  approaching 
even tb e  giggle w hich precedes laugh­
ter.

In the  quiet of th e ir  com m ittee 
rooms senato rs occasionally te ll sto­
ries and a  good m any of tl^em have to 
do w ith  m en whom they  have known 
in public life bu t who a re  dead and 
gone. O ther sto ries have to  do w ith 
th e ir  experiences as senato rs In the ir 
dealings w ith th e ir  constltuenU . espe­
cially such dealings as  are  bad through 
correspondence.

Senators and rep resenU tIves both 
a re  a  w illing lot. but occasionally th e re  
Is a  l im it A senato r from  M ichigan 
told some of his com m ittee room com­
rades tbe  o th e r day th a t be bad re ­
ceived a  le tte r  which be though t ap ­
proached the  extrem e of assurance. 
This le tte r , be said, was from  a  clerk 
In one of tb e  departm en ts and i t  v ir­
tually  ordered tbe senato r—the order 
being based on tb e  grpuod th a t the 
m an who Issued It hailed from  the 
s ta te  of M ichigan—to  call upon the  
superin tenden t th e  division In which 
the  le tte r  w rite r was a  clerk, and tell 
him to have th e  c lerk 's  desk moved so 
th a t be could spend the  tim e w hen be 
was not a t work in  looking out of the 
window Tbe senato r vouched for the 
tru th fu lness of th is  story.

P la tt’s  Modesty Shocked.
The o ther day a  m em ber of tb e  up  

per house told a story  of S enator For 
ake r of Ohio and ex-Senator P la t t  of 
s’'onnecticu t who died some years ago 
Mr. P la t t w as known as the  m ost mod 
es t man who ever had a  sea t in con­
gress. He w as m odest to  tbe  shrink­
ing point. Tbe story  ran  like th is:

"W hen S enato r F o raker w as m aking 
his speech aga inst the  proposal to  ad­
mit Arizona and New Mexico as one 
s ta te  be quoted from argum ents made 
by S enato r P la tt, who years ago on tbe 
floor of the senate  declared th a t Da­
kota was too large to  be adm itted  as 
m e com m onw ealth an<  ̂ th a t i t  should 
be sp lit in twain. The Ohio senator 
sta rted  In thus: 'T he senior senator 
from Connecticut, Mr. P la t t  —’

"A t th is  in s ta n t the main door of 
the senate cham ber opened and Sena 
tor P la tt appeared and s ta rted  slowly 
down the  cen ter aisle  He had not 
heard  bis nam e as  it fell from tbe  lips: 
of Senator F oraker. S enator Foraker 
continued: ‘One of tb e  m ost v irile  
minded, one of the  ablest senato rs who 
ever held m em bership in th is  body—

"S enator P la t t bad advanced ten 
feet. Every eye w as upon blm. Sen­
a to r F oraker continued: 'A m as 
know n to  th e  country  for his d istin­
guished serv ices—a man known for the 
fine quality  of hie mind—'

"S enato r P la tt w as now w ithin ten 
feet of tbe fron t row of senato rial 
desks. Tbe eyes w ere still upon him, 
and In them  and below them  w as si­
len t laugfiter.

"S enato r F oraker w ent on: 'A man 
whose opinion upon questions of mo­
m ent ca rries  w eight always and convic­
tion Doprly always. I go n o t astray  
when 1 seek  the  w ords of tbe em inent 
senior senato r from C onnecticut —’

“S enato r P l ^ t  had been listening 
w ithout suspicion. H is nam e beard, 
be fa irly  folded his tow ering form, fell 
into a  sea t and th e re  sa t shivering 
from  tb e  shock to his Connecticut mod­
esty." ' \

One hundred  and ninety bodies a n ^  
im ong them  those of Col. John .lacob 
Astor and Isidor S traus, were brought 
to Halifax, on the  cable ship Mackay- 
Bennett, which had been searching  an 
area of m ore than  30 square miles in 
the vicinity w here th e  g reat W hile 
S ta r line T itanic sank a fte r  strik ing  
an iceberg.

Church bells to iled  and flags flut­
tered a t half-m ast as  the  funeral ship 
docked.

Geo. B. W ldener's body, although 
previously reported  as recovered, was 
not am ong those on the  ship, and  her 
com m ander explained th a t a body at 
first thought to have been th a t ot 
Mr. W idener was buried as  th a t of 
his valet. All told, 306 dead were 
found and 116 w ere consigned again 
to the  sea. Not one nam e of prom i­
nen t persons m issing was added to 
tbe list of recovered dead by the  .Mack- 
ay-Bennett'fi arrival. Sailors worked 
four hours unloading h e r  and the  dead 
w ere taken to  an  im provised morgue 
in a  curling rink, w here relatives will 
have opportunity  to claim  them .

Tbe to tal num ber of bodies found 
was 30C. Of the se  116. m ost of them  
m em bers of the  T itan ic 's  crew and 
unidentlfiied. w ere consigned to  the 
sea. and the  rem aining 190 brought to 
H alifax. Only 10 bodies pf women 
were found afloat,-

Relics of the  great T itan ic  dotted 
the sea over an area  of 30 miles 
square, the captain  said. Doors, win­
dows, and cha irs  by the  score were 
found floating, but to none of tbera 
w ere bodies lashed. In several in* 
Btancefi th e re  w ere Ixxlles num bering 
50 o r more, but none w ere lashed to ­
gether.

E th an  L. L e Munyon of th e  China- 
A m erican T rad ing  com pany a t T ien t­
sin , who delivered th e  lim ouaiae a t  
L^rga, h as  arrived  h ere  on  th e  Nippon 
M ara. .

T he ca r w as taken by ra il to  the  
edge of th e  Gobi desert. I t ihade too 
big a  package to stow aboard a  camel 
ca rt , so L e  M u n y ^  filled up the  gas­
o lin e 'ta n k  and made th e  lim ousine do 
its  own w ork for the  r e s t  of the trip . 
This involved a journey of 680 miles 
ac ross th e  Gobi desert. As th e  con­
tra c t requ ired  th e  ca r's  delivery  in 
good condition, and as th e  roade were 
rough, Le Munyon bad to  proceed w ith 
caution. He m ade th e  journey In ten  

' days, which w as th ree  w eeks fas te r 
than  th e  speediest cam el tra in  had

ever m ade It. so th e  natives say.
A lthough th e  lam a owns two pal­

aces—one for sum m er and the  o ther 
fo r w inter—he lives % ta n t in the  
yard  of bts w in te r palace. From  the 
crad le  to  the  grave a  M<»goUan o f the 
Buddhist fa ith  never takes a  bath. He 
believes th a t if he  did he would be 
turned  Into a  fish. Le Munyon was 
received by th e  lam a in bis ten t. He 
describes the  political head of Mongo­
lia  as  th e  d irtie s t hum an being be 
ever saw. and th is  in a  land whose peo­
ple a re  notorious as the  m ost unw ash­
ed in a ll the world.

“ It was a  g rea t trip ," said Le Mun- 
yon yesterday. “I do qot w ant to  de­
liver any m ore packages in Mongolia. 
T he natives a re  friendly and the ir hos­
p ita lity  Is som ething th e  victim  never 
forgets.

“Each one carries a  shallow  wood­
en dlsn inside the  bosoin of his sh irt. 
If he takes  a  fancy to  you, and he usu­
ally does, he digs out th is  dish, licks 
It o u t w ith his tongue, fills it w ith te a  
and Invites you to drink. If you ob­
je c t to  the  licking process, as som e 
foreigners do, he will c lean  it out w ith 
the sleeve of his coat. They make te a  
by boiling te a  leaves and m utton fa t 
together, and as  th e  m utton Is usually 
rancid, the  com bination is calculated 
to  m ake a  lasting  Im pression on th e  oc­
c iden ta l palate."

No one 
knows w hether Faw kes w as to re­
ceive money for h is  deed or w hether 
he consented to  do U th ro u g h  hatred  
fo r K ing Jam es.

In  th e  early  autum n of 1604 th e  
consp ira to rs bjfean to  cu t a  hole 
th rough th e  nine-foot w all betw een 
P lercy 's house and th e  P arliam ent 
cellars. Then, hearing  the  cellars 
w ere fo r ren t, F aw kes h ired them . 
A fter th a t th e  Tjork w ent on easily 
and safely enough. Tblrty-six  barrels  
of gunpow der w ere rolled into th e  cel- 

! ^ r a  and w ere covered w ith m asses of 
wood. A tra in  of pow der was laid. 
Every th ing  w as ready.’

P arliam en t w as to  m eet on N ovem­
ber 5, 1604. T he k ing  and m ost of 
the  royal fam ily w ere to  be the re . A t 
a  signal Faw kes w as to  light th e  pow­
der tra in  and w as then  to  escape by

sh ip  to  F landers. T he o th e r co n ip irir  
to rs  w ere to  kill or ca p tn ie  any menk 
bers  of th e  royal fam ily who did not 
chance to  be a t P arliam ent's  opening.
I No one betrayed th is  plot, which 
t t ig h t have changed tbe  h isto ry  of 
th e  world. Yet i t  w as discovered. 
T he discovery cam e abou t In an  odd 
way.

One of the  consp ira to rs—which one 
w as never known—was a  frldnd of 
Ix)rd M onteagle, a  noted E ng lish  
statesm an . H e sen t M onteagle an 
anonym ous le tte r, begging him to  
keep away from  the  opening of P a r­
liam ent. M onteagle, not su re  w 'hether 
o r not th e  w arning w as a  joke, ^how’- 
ed It to  th e  secre tary  of s ta te . Tbe 
secre tary  laughed a t  it  as a  hoax, but' 
w as Induced to  show It to  the king. 
Jam es (w ho was so cow ardly th a t 
tile s igh t of a  sword used to  m ake 
him ill) fell Into a  frenzy of fear. On 
th e  n igh t of .Nov. 4 he ordered P ar­
liam ent house s e a r c ^ d .  As the 
searchers  neared  the  ce llars  they  m et 
Guy Faw kes com ing [ out. H e w as 
seized before he cbulp d a r t back and 
th e  p lace w-as ransacked.

T he sigh t of so large a  pile of 
wood roused suspicion. The wood 
w as cleared aw ay and the  gunpow der 
barre ls  w ere discovered. Faw kes, 
rav ing  w ith helpless fury, strove>.ln 
vain to  se t fire to  the  gunpow der and 
to die w ith  bis enem ies. H e ■ was 
overpow ered and dragged before the 
king. There he m ade surly , con­
tem ptuous answ ers to  all questions 
and refused  to  betray  his accom ­
plices. B u t to rtu re  a t  la s t made hln^ 
speak. The conspira tors w ere seized 
and m ost of them  w ere executed— 
Faw kes la s t  of all. An old chronicle 
gives th e  following account of his 
farew ell to  the  ivorld:

“This very ta ll and d e s p e m e  fel­
low . . . m ade no long speech, but 
(a fte r  a so rt) , seem ing s o rr iy io r  hlB 
offense, asked a  kind of forgiveness 
of th e  k ing  and th e  s ta te  fo r bis 
bloody In tent.”

AH E urope shuddered over E ng­
land 's narrow  escape. T he fifth of 
N ovem ber w as ordained by King 
Jam es “ to be observed fo rever as  a 
day of thanksgiv ing ." F o r cen tu ries 
the reafte r  Nov. 5 was celebrated 
throughout England m uch as  w*e cele­
b ra te  Ju ly  4. Amid bonfires and nolso 
Guy Faw kes w as burned in effigy.

So, for m ore than  . th re e  h u n d r ^  
years a fte r  his death, Guy Faw kes 
has had the  honor of an  annual “Day” 
—a privilege denied to m ost heroes 
and accorded perhaps tp  no o ther 
blackguard.

(“My N am e W as C aptain Kidd, as  I 
Sailed") and  th e  foolish belief th a t he 
buried v a s t tre a su re s  som ew here near 
New York a re  tb e  tw o  th ings th a t 
have m ade K idd Imm ortaL

In tbe  la tte r  p a r t of th e  seven­
te en th  cen tu ry  th e  A m erican coasts 
sw arm ed w ith  p ira tes who spoiled sea 
com m erce and blocked travel. K ing 
W illiam  ni. of England sen t Lord 
Bellom ont to  New York as  governor, 
w ith  orders to  stam p o u t piracy. 
Bellom ont liked th e  Idea of combin- 
tn e  fiuty w ith  profit. So, w ith R obert 
LlTlngston and  o th e r rich ,, shrew d 
New Y orkers, he form ed a  com pany 
to  m ake m oney o u t of crush ing  th e  
p ira tes . A pow erful w arahip w as tp  
be fitted ou t and se n t aga in st the 
freebooters. They and th e ir  pliinder 
w ere to  be seized, and the  profits of 
to e  en terp rise  divided betw een the  
com pany and  th e  king.

Next,. Bellom ont and L ivingston 
looked abou t fo r th e  r ig h t so rt of man 
to  captain  th e ir  w arahip. U vingaton  
suggested a  " rig h t w orthy  and  honest 
m ariner,"  “W illiam Kidd by nam e. 
K idd w as th e  son of a  Scotch clergy­
m an who Is said  to  have suffered m ar­
tyrdom . T he “rig h t w orthy and hon­
es t m ariner"  bad  for m ore than  th ir ty  
years  followed the  sea. fighting 
ag a in s t England’s  F ren ch  foes, th ra sh ­
ing  p ira tes  and  in  m any ways prov­
ing  of u se  to  th e  colohles. A t th a t 
tim e  (1696) he bad re tired  and w as 
living quietly  in  New York.

Kidd w as m ade a  shareho lder in  
Bellom ont’s company, took com mand 
of toff th irty-gun galley  A dventure 
and  s e t fo rth  on h is  p irate-chasing 
t« ,k . H o bore w ith  him  a  commiasioQ 
from  th e  k ing , m ade ont to  “our well 
beloved And tru s ty  W illiam  Kidd.** 
A fter a n  u n im portan t cap tu re  o r  two, 
h e  Tanlabed. F o r a  tim e noth ing  w as 
heard , d irectly , from  him. T hen cam e 
Oi^y rum ors shaped  them selyes 
In to  facts .

I t  seem ed th a t  th e  “w ell beloved 
and tru s ty  W lStsm ^K ldd" w as doing 
,to t a ls  th a t  to n tM  to  m k s  him  aMtb* 
^  tm a te d  a n r  beloTied. p i  shoct^ ta i.

and his crew, who had been sen t tu  
destroy  piracy, had them selves be­
com e p ira tes and w ere holding up and 
robbing m e rch an t' ships. This news 
aroused trem endous excitem en 
He feeling ran  dangerou^
Many i)eople even h in ted  to a t Bello- 
raont, Livingston and th e  re s t had se­
cretly  form ed a  p ira tical com pany and 
w ere only w aiting to  ga th er the  
spoils. Bellomont. th o ro u g h ly  scared, 
reported the  bad tidings to  the  king.

B u t be  w as found gu ilty  of haying 
killed a  m utinous sailor nam ed W ill­
iam Moon by h ittin g  him  over the  
head w itb a  b a c k e t F o r  th is  crim e 
Kidd w as condem ned to .’death . H e 
w as hanged on M ay 24, JTOl, w ith 
n ine of h is  crew , a t  Execution Dock, 
London.

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COOKING CHILDREN'S GOODIES.

By Martha MeCudoch WIMIamt.
Lives there & child with appetite 00 

dead that hla month never waters 
when the word “Goody” is mentioned?

Goodies of all eorts are the especial 
eastronomic delight of all children, 
and let me add that goodies of all 
eorts can be made more digestible 
and more delicious by being cooked 
In paper bags.

It was an acute social observer who 
wrote: “Housekeepers instinctively 
add grease and sweetening when cook­
ing  for company.” v̂̂ The same rule 
ought to prevail ^  cooking for chil­
dren. Food cannot be too rich for 
young, thriving creatures, provided I t  
Is properly proportioned. Perfect 
pound cake is a meal in Itself, ginger­
bread as perfect, but little le ts satis- 
tying, w'hile as for tea cakes of the 
Tight sort, crisp, sugary, melting, an 
active healthy child may eat all i t  
chooses of them, and be better for 
the  eating. .

Make all these not m erely good, but 
attractive to the eye. Make also 
sponge cake, raisin cake and many 
manners of fancy tartlets. Make them 
individual—in that will -lie the su­
preme charm.

Begin by cutting a big bag length­
wise into strips two inches wide. 
Grease each strip half an inch from 
one edge, and cut blunt notches into 
the  crease, three-quarters of an inch 
apart. Prom another bag, split open, 
cu t rounds or ovals, four to five inches 
across. Fasten the notched strips to 
these with small clips, letting the 
sotebes stand outside and clipping the 
ends where they come together. Thus 
you have a flat-bottomed individual 
mould, to be filled, after buttering, 
with anything you like. Filled, the 
moulds are slid inside a large lightly 
greaaed bag,, the bag set on. a trivet, 
and after sealing, baked In the oven.

Let the cakes cool in the moulds, 
then tear away the paper and frost 
them or decorate them with candy or 
suts.

Here I3 Mammy’s Pound Cake—and 
better never went in anybody’s mouth. 
Take ten eggs, a pound of flour, sifted 
with two teaspK>onfuls pf cream tartar 
and one of soda, a )x>und of sifted 
sugar, three-quarters of a  pound of 
beet butter, a wineglass'of brandy or 
sherry, a tablespoonful lemon extract. 
Cream the butter vpry light with half 
th e  sugar, add the other half to the 
yolks of the eggs after beating them 
loamy light, and. then beat again. Put 
dn the butter and sugar, mix well,, add 
th e  liquor next, t h ^  half the flour, 
putting in a c u p ^ l a t a time. Fold, in 
next part of the egg whites, which 
should be beaten so stiff that they 
will stick to the inverted dish. Add 
the rest of the flour, cben the last of 
the  egg-white. Stir in the temon ex­
trac t last of all. Pour into thickly 

(.buttered bags or very thin tin moulds 
I thickly buttered. Seal the loaded bags 
('and set on a trivet in the oven. Put 
I moulds Inside g reu ed  bags, seal and 
' put on the grid shelf. Have the oven 

hot enough to turn white paper yellow 
In five minutes. If the paper scorches 
4t is too hot—cool it by setting a  very 
ehallow pan of cold water upon the 
floor Just before putting in the cake.. 
.Take out the pan after a  few minutes, 
of course, first turning down the gas 
flame, or pushing In the dampers to 
Teduce heat. Cook kt moderate heat 
until done through. It will take an 
hour to an hour and a  half, accord­
ing to the thickness of the cakes. 
Midway the baking they should %e 
uUfted—those from the grid shelf set 
low  on the broiler, those from the 
broiler put high, so that they will cook 
evenly. Make holes In the bag tops

and test the cakes before taking th e n  
up by thrustiag in a clean straw or 
tU n knife blade. J f  the thing thrust 
In rames out with no stickiness cling­
ing to it, the cake is done. Bag cook­
ing prevents crusting over, and there­
by facilitates rising. I t also saves 
from burning and avoids the risk of 
Jarring by too much opening of the 
oven door. Baking, .powder can .’.be  
used in place of soda and cream ' of 
ta ltar, but to my thinking the old way 
is the best

Raisin cake Is made almost the same 
as pound cake, but takes a little longer 
and slower baking.

Every household alokost has Its own 
favorite gingerbread and tearcake. 
Make them In your own way, but re­
member to make them festive. -You 
can do this easily by cutting ihem 
out in all manner of fancy shapes be­
sides those already suggested, from 
frosting them in many colors—white, 
pink, green, yellow and brown, and 
sprinkling them before the frosting 
hardens, with tiny colored candies, or 
chopped nuts, or candled peel, or 
citron very finely shredded.

Pound cake and raisin cake baked in 
paper bags can be cut In cubes, rounds, 
fingers, or any shape desired, f r ^ t ^  
all over, and be more tban'ornam ept^I 
A centerpie€e fot^a chij|d’a party, can 
be built In the s h u ^ ^ f  &'.log cabin, 
using alternately I ^ g  strips ^osted,<' 
white and other ^H p^ of^ chocolate 
brown. Or' H may be pink,
or all wbHe. with a  ro ^ f ^ t  frosting 
snow and candy-icicles hanging along 
the eaves. Vegetable coIorlng^.whlch 
Is cheap and perfectly w h6lesoihe,^n  
be .bought frpm any first ^ocer.

NpUBISHING B^EF DISHES.'

I wonder ^ow>ilLany careful house­
mothers kna^-stuffed roast beef? To 
make it' get two flank steaks of gener­
ous size. sew them together with clean 
sfcq^g^..-cotton and stuff bag thus 
formpfl' it^any way you like. Tie up 
the steak*- Butter them well over the 
outside. Blip into a  well buttered 
paper bag plenty large enough to hold 
them, add^a tablespoonful of water, 
cook In a hot oven three minutes, then 
turn off the beat more than hall and 
cook for forty minutes more. "Very 
heavy steaks may take longer, and 
light ones a shorter time. Sli.c^ 
onions laid around'the steak will flavor 
the meat and the gravy. This dish 
can be left standing In the bag quite 
a while after cooking. Heating it up 
makes It as good as ever.

Take four pounds of round beef—the 
best cut. Rub over liberally with but­
ter or clarified drippings, but do not 
salt, and put into a  bag. which has 
been thickly buttered, along with half 
a can of tomatoes or three large fresh 
ones, peeled and chopped, one minced 
onion, one small red pepper, three 
cloves and six grains of alspice. Score- 
the beef lightly on top so as to press 
the spices into it. Cover It with the 
tomatoes, onion, etc., and lay on them 
a  lump of butter or dripping rolled in 
salted flour. Add a thblespoonful of 
vinegar and water mixed. Seal bag 
tight, and cook very slowly for three 
hours. A gas Jet turned half down 
gives about the right heat. Take from 
the ..bag, pour out the gravy—in a 
saucepan if you want it thickened 
with browned flour; otherwise. In the 
boat. The meat will be very tender 
and delicious.

Yorkshire pudding does not abso­
lutely demand cocking underneath a 
roast. To go with this round roast, 
you can make it thus. Beat two eggs 
separately very light, then add to 
them alternately a cup of sweet milk 
and two cups of flour, sifted with half 
a teaspoonful salt, and a teaspoonful 
baking powder. Mix smoothly, pour 
into a very well greased bag. seal, al­
lowing room for rising, lay flat on a 
wire mat and cook for twenty-five 
minutes in a fairly hot oven.

Meat roll is a good end for cold lean 
roast beef. Mince or grind it fine, sea? 
son with salt, pepper, tiny bits of but-' 
ter, a  little lemon Juice and a  pinch of 
pow’dered herbs. Roll out puff paste 
to less than a quarter inch thickness. 
Make It in long strips. Spread the 
meat thinly upon them, roll up, pinch 
the ends together tight, put In a but­
tered bag with a little stock or water 
or left over gravy, also a  small lump 
of b itte r, seal and cook till the pastry 
Is brown—the time depending some­
what on the size and number of the 
rolls. , * '
