An a t­
tempt was made to cross the flood, but 
about hall-way the track gave way 
and tbe caboose and three cars toppled 
over. Occupants of the derailed cars 
were thrown Into the water, but es­
caped.

Baltimore, Md.. May 7.—On the 
face of the returns, [ Colonel Roose­
velt will get M a ry ^ d 's  16 votes 
in tbe Republican national convention 
at Chicago. With tbe state and city 
organizations against him, he defeat­
ed them both by a close margin.

Speaker Champ Clark of the Na­
tional house of representatives will 
have a majority of the Democratic 
delegates to the Maryland- state con­
vention and the delegation of 15 to 
the Democratic national, convention 
will be instructed to vote for the 
speaker for the Democratic nomina­
tion for president.

Colonel Roosevelt wll have 66 votes 
in the state convention, just a bare 
one over the 65 which constitutes a 
majority of the 129 votes in the state 
convention. President Taft wiu nave 
63 votes and a further analysis of tbe 
retuims may show that be may have 
sufficient friends among the delegates 
to control the personnel of the Mary­
land delegation. This will be impor­
tant if Roosevelt cannot be nominated

S])eaker Champ Clark was backed 
in his fight by the entire city Demo­
cratic organization and he swept Bal­
timore and gets its 24 votes in the 
state convention. Clark was also sup­
ported by the state organization and 
W’as an easy winner over Wilson and 
Harmon, and will have 80 votes in the 
state convention. Wilson, "Tils strong­
est opponent, captured 45, while Har­
mon received the, four votes of Wor­
cester county, the home of Cnlted 
States Senator John W’alter Smith, 
who is a staunch supporter of tbe 
Ohio governor.

The total Democratic vote In Baitl- 
more city was 29,302. Clark received 
19,277, Wilson 6,573 and Harmon 3.- 
293. There were polled 154 voles for 
an uninstructed delegation. Roose­
velt's greatest strength wqs shown iu 
Baltimore city, his vote being 12.695 
to 7,283 for Taft.

Jackson, Miss., May 7.—With the 
names of Congressman Oscar Under­
wood and Woodrow Wilson on the bal­
lots, a preferential primary is being 
held throughout this state today to 
determine the choice of the Democrat­
ic electorate. Owing to general apathy 
and the fact that planters are very 
busy a t this time, being far behind In 
their operations, a small vote was 
looked for.

Result of Co-operative Union 
ropean Countries.

W'aahington, May 7.—Accompanied 
by a letter from Acting Secretary of 
State Wilson, President Taft Monday 
sent to congress a second installment 
of the consular reports, which includ­
ed those from France, Belgium, the 
Netherlands and Denmark, on co- 
c^eratioD-and the cost of living in 
those countries. These reports are 
the result of Investigations made by 
tbe consuls some time ago by request 
of the stale department.

It appears from the information col­
lected, the acting secretary says, that 
the rising cost of living has directed 
attention to  and augmented the mem­
bership of tbe co-operative societies, 
more especially in France and Bel­
gium.

OFFICIALS ALONG LEVIES FEAR 
GREAT LOSS OF LIFE IN 

LOUISIANA.

GREAT SUFFERING AMONG MANY 
REFUGEES.

Employers’ Liability Bill Passed by 
the Senate Provides Exclusive 

Remedy for Accidents.

Unless boats are hurried to remote 
sections of tbe flood-inundated country 
In Pointe Coupee parish. Louisiana, it 
Is feared hundreds of persons will per­
ish. Word waa received in Morganza 
that great numbers still are marooned 
In the country south of the levee 
breach a t Torras. The lack of boats 
is a distressing handicap.

Citizens in tbe flood-menaced dis­
tricts of New Orleans were cheered by 
a bulletin Issued by the weather bu­
reau which lowered Its previous esti­
mate oLthe maximum flood stage that

"  :Qi -  - ■ -the CreWent^City must fight. The army 
of men ^ 'o rk ln g , to strengthen tbe 
dikes win not cease their vigilance, 
however. The maximum stage fore­
cast for Baton Rouge and the Inter­
vening cities was raised in the bul­
letin. The fight to hold tbe mid-state 
levees cannot be delaj’ed.

Stories of awful suffering among
flood refugees reached New Orleans. 

Hundreds living in the "bacK coun­
try" of Louisiana received no warning 
of the flood until the angry torrent 
swept upon them. They took refuge 
on housetops and in trees and on 
rafts, and now for several days they 
have been without adequate food and 
shelter from the heavy rains.

Scores of such refugees who were 
brought to . Morganza in the relief 
boats early today say there are hun­
dreds more to be taken from their 
flood prisons.

Liability Bill Passed Senate.
Tho workmen's compensation bill 

passed the senate, 04 to 13, substan­
tially as framed by the 'em ployers' 
commission, and amended only to in­
crease its benefits. The measure, 
sharply fought by some of the demo­
crats for several days, now goes loithe 
house. A number of amendmejnts 
were offered, but only a few! w ere‘ac­
cepted and these were with tW lac- 
quiescence^f Senator Sutherland, In 
charge of the bill. i

In general, tbe bill would^rovide 
an exclusive remedy and eompensa- 
tion for accidental disability or death 
to employes of railroads in interstate 
commerce or the District of Columbia 
on tho theory of insuring each em­
ploye against results of injury in em­
ployment without reference to con­
tributory negligence or any of the 
rules of common law limiting employ­
ers’ liability. It would provide medi­
cal service for the injured and means 
for money recovery proportioned to 
the pay of the victim. It is tbe out­
come of a Idng investigation by the 
commission and was strongly urged 
by President Taft.

TAFT AND WILSON SCORED

Methodists Severely Cririclse Presi­
dent and Secretary.

Minneapolis. Minn., May 6.—Presi­
dent Taft and Secretary of Agricnl- 
tnral Wllaon came in for' a  severe 
criticism in a  reeolntlon,, Introduced 
by delegates front Missouri, a t the 
Methodist general Conference Friday 
because of Secretary WUaon’s indorse­
ment of th e  recent Brewerb’ congreea 
held In Chicago several months ago.

Port Huron.—George Eason <rf Pe-

The Astor Millions.
Counsel for the family has made 

public the will of John Jacob'A stor, 
as drawn in New York in September 
last, only a few days after his mar­
riage to Miss Madeline Talhiage 
Force, and approximately seven 
months before he perished with the 
Titanic.

Vincent Astor, a son, who will be-* 
come of age within the year, is made 
the principal beneficiary and residuary 
legatee. No hint as to the value of 
the great estate is given and by the 
creation of trust funds tbe testator 
has followed, as far aa, possible, the 
custom of his forbears in keeping the 
vast Astor real estate holdings intact. 
Valuations of the estate run anywhere 
from $75,000,000 to $150,000,000. , A 
clo se‘friend of the family said that 
the smaller figure in his opinion, is' 
nearer the correct estimate. •

Says Teachers Are Badly Underpaid.
Higher paid and more thoroughly 

equipped teachers are urged for the 
public schools of the country by Dr. 
P. P. Claxton. United States coro- 
missioner of education. In his annual 
review of educational conditions.

The report, which deals with ■ tbe 
first 10 years of the present century, 
shows that, though the 'average 
monthly salary of male teachers in­
creased 38 per cent, and the  salary of 
female teachers 27 per cent, tbe aver- 
age annual pay of teachers. Including 
those in the big cities and high schools 
is less than. $500.

Troops Ordered to Be Ready for Ser­
vice.

Col. Granger B. Adams, command­
ing officer of Fort Silt, received in­
structions from the war department 
to have all troops ready to move to 
the Texas b o ile r on short notice. 
About'1,000 men are stationed a t  Fort 
Sill. Orders also were given Col. 
Adams to renew efforts to secure en- 
liatmefits.

The essays will 
be written in competition as valuable 
prizes are to be awarded to thb sev- 
tra l winners. The committee In 
charge will go over these essays very 
carefully and decide upon the winner, 
who will receive $1150 credit upon the- 
purchase price .of an R-C-H automo­
bile which he may purchase immedi­
ately shoiild be desire by paying the 
$350 difference or be may allow his 
credit to stand and’ attempt to win 
the car finally by a victory in his 
second year In the Boys State Fair 
School. A double victory will give 
him the car outright. This magnifi­
cent gift is made by Mr. Geo. C. Hupp. 
Michigan distributor of the R-C-H 
Corporation of Detroit who is also 
offering to the pupils two pure bred 
Berkshire hogs as a prize. Mr. Hupp 
is a. brother.of Mr. R. C. Hupp of the 
R-C-H Corporation and also of L. C. 
Hupp and in addition to his interest 
in tbe automobile business also takes 
the liveliest possible interest in agri­
culture, being owner with his brothers 
of a 200-acre farm near Birmingham. 
The Messrs. Hupp make a specialty 
of dairying and the raising of Berk­
shire hogs and of Guernsey cattle 
and for manv vears have been ex­
hibitors all over the'V nlted States at 
State Fairs, having won a room full 
of trophies within ten years for both 
cattle and bogs. The Messrs. Hupp 
have ranked as state champions in 
tbe exhibition of cattle fol- years and 
have gained championship honors at 
all State Fairs throughout the mid­
dle W’est. The interest ot_J1r. George 
C. Hupp is therefore quite natural and 
that interest will lead him Into tbe 
channels of education when the boys 
come to the school and will prove 
very beneficial to tbe youngsters In 
an educational way. Tbe car which is 
offered to the boy who wins in the 
essay contest twice is .well known the 
world over and so much in demand 
that fully 15,001) will be made next 
year. Mr. Hupp wants to be generous 
in every way and even though the boy 
does not win the second year he will 
still have to his credit the $350 and 
may purchase the car then or allow 
the credit to stand still another year 
and try again. The victory one year 
will not allow the boy to transfer his 
equity in the car however to anyone 
else.

Treasurer of the 
State Grange, and will be conducted 
through the fair diUly by the .Assla- 
tan t Secretaries of th e  Y. M. C. A. 
who will show to thsm  the best 
method of stock raising, dairying, 
farming and who will also place them 
in charge of the judges of live stock 
who will seek their ssslstance in 
awarding the prises In that depart­
ment and who will also explaip the 
good points of the many animals 
shown for prizes.

Two prominent and well-to-do citi­
zens of Milford were killed in Plym­
outh Wednesday moroing by being run 
over by: the cars, one of them dying 
instantly, the other a  leW hours'later. 
Daniel Taylor, e^ed 60, and Jacob 
Stevfii.s, aged 48, live stock shippers 
of.thi' town named, loaded up ten cars 
otsiock Tuesday, intending to accom­
pany che same to the Buffalo .market, 
expecting to meet tbrnr train a t Plym­
outh Wed-nesday nqorning. They c i^ e  
down on the passenger reaching here 
ac 6:1:10, and at once proceeded to look 
up their stock cars in the yards.

A freight train passed them as they 
walked beside the tracks and to escape 
the dirt and cinders, they stepped be­
tween the rails of an adjoining track' 
just as an engine and caboose, eoming 

'from their rear, was backing down this 
track a t a goc^ rate of speed. The 
nois* of t'he freight train 'drowned~the 
noise of the en^ne  and e^^oose, so that 
the men neither saw or heard its 
approach.

A brakeman standing on the rear of 
the caboose said the men stepped onto 
the track' when they were not more 
than ten or fifteen feet'aw ay and that 
he yelled at them at the top of his lungs 

'Hrey heard him, but it was too  late. 
Taylor waf< caughtr-under thie" wheels 
and ground to pieces. Stevens was 
ouroped hard and thrown Across the 
rail, the wheels passing over one leg 
above the knee and an arm below the 
elbow. He was otherwise ba(^- bruised. 
He was conscious when assistance a r­
rived, Dr. Patterson accompanying him 
on a  special train to Detroit The 
shock, however, was too great and be 
died shortly after.

U n d ert^e r Shrader was called and 
he gathered up the remains^ of Taylor 
and conveyed - them to his moigue, 
where a coroner’s jury, empanelled by 

• Justice Campbell, viewed them and ad­
journed for an inquest until Tuesday 
morning. Relatives of the dead man 
were notified and Jbey. arrived here on 
the 10:26 train. Taylor’s body was 
taken ;o his home in Milford on the 
afternoon train in c h a i^  ^  Under­
taker Shradgr.

The tragedy is a very unfortunate 
one, but on the face of things it appears 
no one can be blamed except the men 
themselves, whose bus ness and habit 
brought them in touch with railroad 
trains and yards so that constant prac­
tice made them somewhat careless as to 
their own safety.

Name D e p o ^ ry

School O istriets Now Ablo to Oeoig- 
nate Banka for Their F und.

The school electors a t the annual 
school meeting to be held Monday, 
July 8, in the various districts of the 
s ^ te ,  under a new law passed a t the 
most recent regular session of the leg­
islature, may designate a  depository for. 
the  funds of the district. When the 
bank designated files a bond with the 
district to.cover loss in case of a bank 
tailure, the treasurer of the district 
must deposit the district funds in the 
hAntr under the school board and the 
account is open to public inspection at 
all tames. In case the bank fails, the
i n s u r e r  and his personal 'bondsmen ,at 7 a ’ekx^.
are released from their liability.

This law safeguards both tha  treasur­
er and the district. In a  nnmber of 
recent bank failnres, school tceacurers 
have been among the unfortonaie de­
positors. They, and not the distijeta, 
suffered the loss as they %rere. held 
personally responsible. The law also 
proteets the district as i t  insures safeity 
of the fun is  and also the payment of 
interest to the general land of the dis- 
triet.

BAG DIFNERS FOR THE 
INQMAN.

By M. %eyer, CHef of Brooks’ Ciu'j, 
London.

The era of paper bag cooking, which 
I have had the honor of recently per­
fecting. opens up a happier prospect 
to the wife of the worUngman, the 
clerk or other employe on a  smell 
salary, not only in the quantity of the 
dishes she may prepare, but in more 
leisure for herself.

Lest any frugal house mother may 
be appalled a t the prospect of having 
to use some two or three bags before 
she can produce a dinner, let me state 
te a t all the following recipes, each of 
which I have tested personally, can be 
cooked in one bag, leaving only the 
pudding, pie or ta rt to be considered.

In drawing up these dinners for a 
week I have had In mind a  household 
consisting of mother, father and three 
or four children, ranging from twelve 
to five years of age.

It must be borne in mind that meat 
wastes practically not a t all during the 
cooking process in the bag; therefore, 
if you put four pounds into the bag, 
four pounds will come out.

Sunday.
Allow a quarter of a pound oC meat 

per head for-each Childs, and a half a 
pound per head for the two adults, and 
you will have two pounds left over, 
efther for Sunday night's supper or for 
next day's dinner. As to vegetables, 
get some ca rr^ s , oniens and turnips, 
mixed, and two pounds of potatoes.

Peel the potatoes, slice them very 
tbiniy, and leave in water till needed. 
Peel and slice the onions and turnips 
and scrape the .carrots. Cut all into 
small squares. Wash well; leave on a 
plate till needed. Take a-little  suet 
or two good tablespoonfuls of drip­
ping. Rub this into half a pound of 
flour, and salt to taste, being careful 
not to overdo this and a little pepper. 
Mix to the ordinary dumpling consis­
tency with cold water, and shape into 
dumplings about the size of a  big 
Brazil nut.

Wash the beef well, but do not dry 
it. SprinKle It with seasoned flour— 
that is. flour to which a little pepper 
and salt have been added—on both 
sides. Now grease the large bag thick­
ly with beef dripping. Take the pota­
toes out of their bowl. Do not dry 
them, but sprinkle them lightly with 
tae seasoned flour. Then take the 
potatoes, carrots, turnips and o:.'ons. 
and m^x them all well together, sprinx- 
ling them with a very little salt. Take 
a handful of this mixture and some 
dumplings, and put them into the bot­
tom of the bag. Then put in the flank 
of beef. Press It in as tightly and as 
closely to the vegetables as possible.

Light the oven gas beforehand, 1st it 
get as hot a^ It can for eight minutes. 
Then place the pai>er bag on the ’'roll­
er, put the broiler on the shelf of 
the oven, and close the door. Turn 
the gas down half way, and leave 
the bag iq from an hour and g half 
to two liours.

Monday.
What Is left W er from Sunday will 

make dinner foK^Ionday.
Grease a bag befoflfc. Cut

up the remains of the stewed beef into 
small square pieces. Dust these with 
fresh seasoned flour. Put two pounds 
of potatoes, cut small and dusted with 
salt. Into a  greased hag as before. 
Sprinkle the meat with a- little pow­
dered sweet herbs put In the bag, and 
add to it a  handfnl of either rice, bar­
ley or oatmeal, which has been soak­
ing all night In cold water. If the 
water has not been quite cH absorbed, 
add this also. Now add the remains 
of any gravy which may be over from 
the previous day. Close the bag. place 
It on broiler aa before, and cook for 60 
ininutes.

A jam turnover will be Jnst the 
right sort of substantial dish to follow 
tee beef. For this you miffit have a 
bag.

Rnb fgur ouncee of lard or good 
dripping Into half pound of flour salted 
to taste  till It crumbles well. Add 
sufficient cold water to make to a  stlfl 
paste; roll out twice. Mark out a 
square and spread this thickly with 
any kind of jam liked. Fold over the 
two sides first and pinch well together.1 
Now fold over the two sides in the 
sanM way. Brush over with w ater or 
milk, and sprinkle well with brown 
sugar, put into the greased bag and 
bake for forty-five minutes.

Toeeday.
Take two pounds of cold boiled po­

tatoes. pour (Ml to te e n  two wloeglass- 
tnla of hot milk or water, add a  good 
big lump -of dripping or coU bacon fat. 
and mash to pulp, teen beat up with a  
fork till quite U te t  Take one and a 
halt pounds of either sauaagee or sau­
sage meat (If the former squeeze the 
meht out of the skins) and make Into 
gwayw cakes eack sausage two
cakes. Bprinkle a  little  finely chopped 
onion on top of. each qake. Make tee  
potato pulp Into thick round cakhs, 
and ptot a  sausage c a te  on top  of eadL 
Plaoo l a  a  well greasefi teg . Clow tt, 

cook la* a  hoc o v a  to r flfteeo

n l ^ t  In eoM water. At the 
soak four ounceo of well washed cur* 
rants In another dish. QrtM e a  bag 
well, drain the currants, ad^ them to 
tee  oatmeal together with a  bH of bat­
te r  the  else of a  wataint Mix, place la 
tee bag. close, and cook for fifty min­
utes in a  moderatsly hot oveiu.

Wednesday.
Let the dinner he roast and stuffed 

breast of mutton.
Take a  lean breast of m utton four 

pounds weight, getGng the butcher to 
bone It tor you. M ate  a . stuffing with 
two ounces of stale bread crumbs, s  
dust of salt and pepper, a  finely 
chopped onion, and a  heaped dessert­
spoonful oC minced parsley, or. If 
pressed for time, a  little fln^y  pow­
dered mixed sweet herbs. Add a good' 
lump o f  dripping or cut a  little fat 
from tee  thick p a rt of the breaaL chop 
this finely, and use instead of dripping 
Bind If possible with, an egg, or. fall­
ing this, use a  little cold milk. Lay 
this mixture on the inside of the meat. 
Roll aa tightly aa possible, tie into 
place with clean tape or string. Grease 
the bag well. Put In one pound of 
peeled and halved potatoes, choosing 
these all as nearly of a  size as poe- 
Bible. Then put in the meat. Add the 
other and put in the rest of the po­
tatoes. Put In bag In aivery hot oven. 
Lower the gaa half way (or push in 
the dampers), and cook for an hour 
and a  quarter or an hour and a  half, 
according as the meat is liked well, 
over or underdone. Turn out, serve 
with a little red currant jam. if jelly 
is not possible.

Baked bread pudding will be found 
very acceptable after this.

To make it, soak half a pound or 
more of stale bread over night in cold 
water. Then beat up with a  fork till 
qult?^light. Now add to It an ounce 
of bi^own sugar, two ounces of wdll- 
washed currants, two ounces, ditto dit­
to raisins, one ounce of candied peel, 
and a good lump of dripping. Beat up 
tee mixture thoroughly. Sprinkle It 
thickly on top with-' brown sugar. 
Grease a bag thickly, put In the mix­
ture. and bake for forty minutes. Open 
the bag. slip out gently, dust with 
sifted sugar and serve.

Thuraday.
Chop the cold mutton left over from 

Wednesday finely. Dust It with pepper, 
salt, a  little powdered sweet herbs, 
and add to  it a large finely chopped 
onion. Sprinkle the whole well with 
seasoned flour. Add any cold gravy 
which may be over from the day be­
fore. and a couple of slices of lean 
flank of bacon and a  tablespoonful of 
W orcester sauce, with the same 
amount of water. Grease the bag. 
Put in the mince. Cook gently for 
half an hour, turn out, and serve with 
baked potatoes.

A jam roly-poly pudding win be a 
nice finish to this dinner. It is too 
well known to need a recipe.

Friday.
A little fish once a week not only 

makes a nice change in the monotony 
of the midday meal, but is often a dis­
tinct saving both In health and pocket. 
Stuffed and baked haddocks are de­
licious.

Make a stuffing In exactly the same 
way as described for stuffed breast of 
mutton. Wash the fish well and cut 
off the head; then put In the stufliitg. 
Sew up the fish or secure tightly with 
white cotton. Grease the outside of the 
fish slightly, this to take the place of 
the “bits of butter” put on fish when 
the latter is cooked in the oven in Che 
old way. Grease the bag well. Put in 
the fish and bake for from 20 to 30 
minutes, according to whether two 
small fish or one large one is used. 
Slip out gently and serve with baked 
potatoes. I

Dressed macaroni will serve for a 
pudding.

Take half pound of cooked macaroni. 
Add to it a little white pepper, from 
two ounces to four ounces of grated 
cheese, and a liberal two ounces of 
nut margarine, which is quite equal to 
butter in every respect, and contains 
no animal fa t whatever. Grease the 
bag well with the nut margarine. Mix 
the macaroni well up with the cheese 
and nut butter, slip into the bagr and 
cook In a hot oven for ten minutes. 
Slip out onto a  hot dish and serve 
a t once.

Saturday.
On Saturday the housewife usually 

has a  good deal of cleaning up and 
mending to do for the morrow, so she 
will need something whiclr does not 

.require much preparation beforehand.
Liver and bacon, always a  highly ap­

preciated dish, will meet the difficulty, 
and there Is no tear of it “catching" 
In the bag If she should chance to be 
called away for a  minute or two.

Slice one pound of very fresh Uver. 
dip each piece Into flour nicely season­
ed with salt and pepper. Put a  piece 
of Uver on top of each rasher o f baoon. 
Grease the bag slightly. Put In tea  
rashers and llvar. Cook tor twenty- 
five minutes. Open the tag , and slip 
out the meat gently ra te  a  very hot 
dish.

The Youngster Is Swept Out Into 
the Ocean, Where the Body 

Disappeared.

COULD NOT BE SAVED

Victim of Tragedy Waa Doing Balann 
ing Stunts en  the  Tops of the 

PiUngs When He Toppled 
Into the  Water.

New York.— B̂y tumbling Into 
street excavation opposite 313 East 
Seventy-first stree't the other day, Wil­
liam Boberley. about four years of 
age, plunged into the uncovered sewer 
12 feet below and was swept out into 
the East river, three blocks ^ a y .  
where the body sank and waa whirled 
south with the  tide.

For a  distance of almost fifty feet 
a half score workmen saw the body 
carried in the thick, murky waters of 
the  sewer and then vanish where the 
excavation ended, a  hundred feet or 
BO west of F irst avenue.

Tbe excavation is the width of tbe 
sewer main and shored up with heavy 
planks on each side. The top was re­
moved for repairs and for a  distance 
of 50 feet is uncovered. The shoring 
planks rise above the street level in 
irregular pilings for the purpose of 
fencing the excavation and preventing 
unwary pedestrians from tumbling In.

But there aro breaks here and there 
In the shoring and the boys that 
swarm the neighborhood have persist­
ed in  wriggling through and walking 
along the edge of the exc^avation or 
doing balancing stunts on the tops of 
the piUngs.

The victim of the tragedy was do­
ing one of these balancing stunts 
when he suddenly toppled over and 
went headlong down into the rushing 
w ater below.

There were no ^workmen within
twenty feet of where tbe boj: splashed

in, and there  was no possibility of 
saving him. Tbe tide in the sewer 
washes swiftly toward tbe river and 
the small body was borne along as if 
It had been a  chip. To thoae who 
looked on and were unable to  act it 
seemed only a  m atter of seconds be­
fore the boy's body vanished. ~

Several wortunen and a  troop of 
boya sprinted down the  s treet for the 
Blast river, but It was n o t likely te a t 
they went as fast aa^tbe body of the 
boy was whirled along. When they 
reached tbe pier th a t looks down on 
tee m ra th  of tee  sewer they provided 
them adves with boat hooks and rapes 
and watched for about half an  hour.

They watched In vain. In te r  ex- 
pmlmeats were m a ^  by tossing 
pieces of timber into th e  excavatl(m 
snd tiy lng  to keep pace with their 
pn « ress  down tbe sewer, but the 
fleetest runners among the  boys in 
tee  distri(;t were unable to  keep paee 
with tbe p re^ eas  of the  rushing wa- 
tera.

Tbe tide was riumlng out a t  the  
tim e tee  boy was lOlt^-abont 2:11 
o’clock.

SMITH MAKES FUNNY BREAKS

Chairman Amuses Spectators by Lack

quiry Into the causes of the w rec£ 
hfr. Smith is from Michigan aad  he-ls- 
a  newspaper proprietor and a  lawyer. 
When asked about the  newapaper buM* 
nesa the senator always says that he 
went Into it when he was a mere 
child, and so he did.

When th.3 Michigan senator was a 
little  boy his father-died, leaving the 
widow and son virtually without any 
means of support. William Aiden 
Smith, a  mere boy, went to work Xo 
support bis mother. In those daya 
transportation was not as rapid as It 
la today and the news dealers of 
young Smith's town vied with each 
other to get the first copies of the 
Chicago morning papers. The pres­
ent senator a t the age of e le x ^  used 
to wait a t the railroad station a t an 
early hour in the mornlhg the
chance that the Chicago papers would 
come In on a train  on which they oc­
casionally came In advance .of the 
usual hour of their arrival. Sometimes 
the boy would get the papers earlier 
than anybo<fy else and consequently 
he would sell a good many of them be­
fore others got started. He made 
quite a little money In this way.

Bourne Knows the Sea.
Senator Jonathan Bourne. Jr., who 

Is also a member of the Titanic dis­
aster Investigating committee, recent­
ly was defeated for the senate In the 
primaries of his ntate, Oregon. Mr. 
Bourne for years has been an advocate 
of the primary system, and his defeat 
a t home was unexpected In Washing­
ton. It is said here that he ovfes It 
to over-confidence in the result, for he 
did not go to Oregon to plead his own 
cause.

Senator Bourne has not taken an ac­
tive questioning part In the Investi­
gation, because that work is left al­
most entirely to the committee’s chair­
man. Senator Smith. There are men 
in .Washington who wish that Mr. 
Bourne would ask more questions, for 
he Is eminently qualified to deal with 
questions of the sea. His father was 
one of the great whalers of New Eng­
land, a man wbp knew ships from 
stem to stern and from topmast to 
k ^ l .  and he imparted bis knowledge 
to his son. not only In lessons, but by 
s ^ d i ^  blm to sea. Senator Bourne 
once^  was shipwrecked and went 
through many dangers like those 
which attended the rescue of the pas­
sengers of the Titanic. *

Perkins Was a Seaman.
Senator Perkins of California, who 

also is on the Titanic Investigating 
committee, spent several years as an 
able seaman. He knows tbe sea and 
ships, and while he has not asked, 
many questions during tbe course ofê  
the investigation, be made many 
notes, and his Judgment will be ren­
dered on the case a t its end.

The sailors who have testified In the 
Titanic case have shown something 
very much like amusement, and possl-i 
bly savoring of contempt, of the lack 
of seamanship linowledgc ns shown .by 
some of tbe questions which they are 
asked. It is needless to say that 
none drxjjese questions were asked by 
the two members of the committee 
who were formerly sailors. Senatcr 
Smith had an idea that the water­
tight compartments were places of 
refuge for women and children, not 
knowing that ^ e y  were depended up­
on to keep tbe ship afloat, and if the 
4oora had been opened to', admit any­
body or anything the . water would 
have rushed In and everybody would 
have gone to the bottom: Tbe ship's 
officer who was asked If any women 

. and children were put into the w ater 
tight compartment was completely 
“flabbergaated" by tbe question. He, 
of course, was aware of tbe dignity of 
the  oceasloD, but he bad to g a ^  and 
then smile a t tbe comers of his iliouth 
wb«D the quMtlon was put ^  him.

. '^ l e  audience was not as aeif-contained 
as the  tailor witness. Its aniiie de­
veloped Into a laugh. I t probably was 
a  slip of Senator SmlUi’a tongue, but 
the  question proved ttax- he la very 
much of a  landsman. ’

It should be said that there Is a law— 
possibly au unwritten law—wnicn 
makes It Impossible for the govern­
ment to erect a monumeut over their 
graves in Arlington. Tbe general’s 
family is prevented from doing it by 
tbe, terms of bis will.

Fish Bill Arouses Congress.
It was a "fish bill" which 

caused congress to pass a joint 
resolution to direct the president to 
an endeavor to bring about au under­
standing among the great powers 
which would result in itneor^orating in 
the permanent law the principles of 
exemption of all private property at 
sea from capture unless it were 
known to be contrabanjd of war.

Nowadays with The Hague tribunal 
In occasional operation and with a t­
tempts being made for general arbi­
tration treaties the efforts of tbe 
government are toward eliminating 
from the field of spoliation private 
property whether a t sea or on land. Un­
der an agreement which it is thought 
has been given the effect of interna­
tional law unfortlfled cjities on the sea 
coasts hereafter are to be Immune 
from bombardment. NArlous other ar­
rangements have been made lucking 
to the introduction of “tbe humanities 
Into warfare."

It has been said that It Vas a fish 
bill which led to agitatkon of the ques­
tion of the exemption Ifrom seizure of 
private properly a t sea in time of 
war. Doubtless it was a pure accident 
in the m atter of date line circum­
stance. but It was on the last day of 
one Lenten season that tbe attorney 
general.sent to congress a huge fresh 
fish bill which was promptly referred 
to the committee on appropriations. 
This fish bill or rather collection of 
fish Mila was simply a  Hst of judg­
ments rendered agaiaat the United 
States by tlie Sapreme court 

Paid by Uncle Sam.
Uncle Rs,m paid for eleven boatloads 

of fres|i fish, simply because the huge 
navy which he collected In the West 
Indian waters tb o u ^ t  >-for the first 
ifionth or tw o that the chief end and 
aim of Us gune was t)o seise Spanish 
fishing smacks and their loads of 
smells and other th in ^  finny. If tbe 
fish had been p ick l^ . smoked or 
■sited it would not have been so bad 
for Uncle Sam, or so good for the 
Spaniard, but on the day of their 
capture tbe fish were very fresh. Tbe 
day thereafter they were less so. the 
third day tbe Ajpeiipan sailors con­
voying the  prises had! strong smelling 
suspiclona, the fourth day the stboU 
needed another word beginning with 
an "s'* to do It joat^oe, and on the 
fifth day the fish weht overboard.

Tbe Spaniards w ^ e  good fishermen. 
Julian Bengochea and Francisco Goo- 
sales. in a  10' by 12 ^ a c k ,  the Poder 
de Dios, had 2 ,̂426.'7i4 worth of fish, 
for which Uncle Sam paid, besides giv­
ing M.OOO for Injury . t<» the olfactory 
nerves and to tbe feelings of Jaltsn 
and Francisco. Every one of the dev- 
en smacks when captnred was loaded 
to the ^n w a les  with fish.
