NotwithsUnding Note of Assurance
Preparatlone Looking to Occupa 

tion of Island Are Actively 
Going Forward.

Washington, May 29.—Despite the 
message of assurance that the United 
States does not Intend to intervene In 
Cuba, sent by President Taft to Presi­
dent Qomez, on Monday, active prep­
arations for an indefinite occupation 
of the Island are going forward rap­
idly.

A striking evidence of the purpose of 
the United States to take action was 
shown when Acting Secretary of the 
Navy Beekman Wintbrop ordered four 
colliers and supply ships of the navy 
to load and proceed to join the second 
squadron of the Atlantic fleet now 
steaming with all haste to Key West.

Sunday President Taft received 
through the state department a protest 
from President Gomez against the as- 
semhUng of a large force of warships 
in Cuban waters or any action by the 
United States which would lead the 
world to understand that the American 
government was going to intervene. 
In reply to that message the president 
'sent to President Gomes the follow­
ing:

"I am sincerely gratified to learn of 
your government’s energetic measures 
to put down the disturbance and to 
know that you are confident of being 
successful. As- was fully explained to 
the Cuban charge d’affaires here, this 
government’s  motive in sending ships 
to Key West, just as In sending the 
Prairie to Guantanamo naval station, 
was merely to be able to act promptly 
In case It should unfortunately become 
necessary to protect’American life and 
property by rendering moral support 
or assistance to the Cuban govern­
m ent As was made quite clear at the 
time, these messages of precaution 
were entirely disassociated from any 
question of intervention.” ^

Despite the note to President Go­
mez. officials of the administration 
here assert th a t the United States will 
have troops in Cuba within the week. 
They base their opinion on dispatches 
coming to the government hourly 
from the Island republic. The last dis­
patch to be received came to the 
state department from Arthur Beau- 
pre. United States minister of Cuba. 
Of that dispatch the state department 
makes known thjB following:

"It is reported that in the districts 
of I^amayo, GuanTaffsmo and Songo a 
few unimportant clashes between the 
rebels and government troops have oc­
curred. Estenot, the rebel leader, has 
demanded of the managers of various 
enterprises in the Guantanamo district 
contributions and has threatened to 
bum  their plants unless payments are 
made. Large bands of negroes are re­
ported to have been roaming along the 
line of the Guantanamo and Western 
railroad from Bolona to Biguabos and 
pillaging a t will. In Santiago, over 
200 citizens have volunteered for the 
defense of the city. Citizens of £1 
Caney have done likewise. A small 
guard has been secured for the Amer­
ican colony at Dayate In the disturbed 
d is tric t Traflac continues os the Gu­
antanamo and Western railway though 
constantly harrassed from Saiftre to 
Lamsya by armed bands."

JOHN D. SOUGHT CONTROL.

UNITED KINGDOM FACES
A GENERAL WALKOUT

One Hundred Thousand Workmen
Parade Streets of London, Making 

Rocord Labor Demonstration.

London, M a/ 28.—The greatest la­
bor demonstration that London ever 
ezpeileDced took place here on Sun­
day when ISO.OOO strikers paraded the 
streets of the city without coming In- 
tq  confilct with the police.

The parade of the men was their 
way of announcing that they will 
carry the fight of transports workers 
and dockers for better conditions to 
the bitter end and to try to blockade 
all the ports of England. Immense 
crowds lined the streets through 
which the long procession passed.

The Amalgamated Society of W ater­
men, Lightermen and Bargemen, 
joined by the Amalgamated Trades 
Labor unions and 'Labor Protection 
League, held the largest demonstra­
tion ever seen in Trafalgar square, 
and passed resolutions In favor of a 
national stoppage of work.

Those in touch with the strike lead­
ers expect that unless a settlement be 
reached In the interim Wednesday 
will see the order issued for a  general 
strike throughout the United King­
dom.

The leaders expect they will be 
able to call out 245,000 trade unionists 
without difficulty and expect to secure 
the support of 200,000 nonunionists.

The imrest among the railroad men 
Is such that it is thought they could 
easily be induced to participate in the 
dispute.

The glut of ships In the Thames Is 
constantly Increasing. Tbelr cargoes, 
which are mostly foodstuffs, much of 
which is perishable, remain un­
touched.

Secretary Knox Chief Speaker a t Pan- 
American Society Meeting.

New York, May 29.—The first dinner 
of the Pan-American Society of the 
United States took place a t the Wal­
dorf Astoria on Monday evening. 
This society was reeently organized 
for the development of more friendly 
relations between the United States 
and the other American republics. 
The dinner was given In honor of the 
secretary of state of the United States 
and the ambaesadors and ministers of 
the countries which comprise the Pan- 
American Union. All of the 21 inde­
pendent American nations were rep­
resented at the table by their highest 
diplomatic officers in Washington.

The addresses were of iDternational 
In terest Secretary Knox took ad­
vantage of the opportunity to outline 
bis ideas as to the Pan-American pol­
icy of the United States, following his 
recent visit to many of the countries 
of Central and South America.

30.000 IN RIOT TO kEAR 
PRESIDEUT TAFT SPEAK

Police Use Clubc at Atlantic City and 

Drive Crowd From Million- 
Dollar Pier.

Atlantic City, N. J., May 29.—There 
was a near panic and riot outside of 
the millloD-doIlar pier Monday night 
when Presldeht Taft arrived ^ e re  te 
make an. address.

Wth 10,000 people crowded upon tbe 
pier In ad ^ n ce  of his arrival, about
20.000 moi^' who followed the proces­
sions through the streets tried to 
force their way through the gates 
after the presidential party had en­
tered.

Unable to cope with tbe mob, the 
police drew tbelr clubs and began 
beating them back. Men and women 
were knocked down, many fainted, tbe 
glass doors were smashed In tbe a t­
tempt to rush the gate, and more than 
a score of men were beaten by tbe 
officers before the gates were finally 
closed against tbe howling mass.

Repeatedly thereafter attempts 
were made to beat in the doora In­
side, conditions were little . better. 
Tl^rougbout tbe presideot’s address 
tbe crowd surged back and forth 
Handsomely dressed vromen bad theli 
gowns ripped, and torn, several were 
carried out, but in a fainting condi­
tion, and the roay of the excited peo­
ple drowned' practically everything 

that President Taft said.
With the meeting a t am end the ri­

otous scenes were repeated when an 
atteihpt was made to open tbe gate 
and make a  path for tbe president to 
get to bis'automobile. It was the most 
exciting night Atlantic Cltj'' has bad 
in many years.

INVENTOR AND WIFE SLAIN.

ST. LOUIS LOSES LAHM CUP.

Balloon Flies 950 Miles and Descends 
in Storm.

St. Louis, May 29.—Telegrams re­
ceived here from Albert Von Hoffman 
and Capt. John Berry, who left San 
Antonio, Tex.. In the balloon St. Louis 
of the Ad Men's league in an effort to 
capture the Lahm cup. announced they 
bad descended near Roseville. 111., on 
Monday. 950 miles In a  straight line 
from the starting point. They were 
compelled to come down by a violent 
storm. Tbe descent was made in safe­
ty. This is tbe longest trip in any 
effort to capture tbe Lahm cup since 
Allan Hawley of New York captured 
the cup through his record-breaking 
race from St. Louis Into the wilds of 
Canada In the international race two 
years ago. Hawley coyered 1,173 
miles.

Former Secretary of C. H. Toliver Is

San Diego, Cal., May 27.—C. H. 
Toliver, airship Inventor and presi­
dent of tbe Toliver Airship company, 
and his wife were shot to death Sun­
day and Bert G. Lewis, formerly sec­
retary of the airship company, was 
arrested on the charge of murder. Ac­
cording to the police Lewis has con­
fessed tbe crime.

Lewis and Toliver severed business 
relations last fall, a t which- time Lew­
is brought suit against the Inventor 
and Mrs. Toliver, accusing them of 
having alienated tbe affections of his 
wife. He’lost a suit for damages and 
was sued In turn by Toliver for the 
return of certain suras of money, 
which suit Toliver won.

Toliver was the Inventor of the 
largest airship ever built on the Pa­
cific coast.

CANADA’S PROSPERITY.

The New York Times of March 23, 
1912, in an article dealing with Cana^ 
da's progress, says:

‘At the present moment eight sh ip­
loads of European Immigrants are 
afloat for Canada, while there are 
signs tha t tbe outward movement 
which Is customary with us during:^ 
labor troubles will be marked thls-'^ 
year. There is no such startling rec­
ord of our loss to Canada. Our citi­
zens quietly slip over the border in 
groups or trainloads, but their going 
Is not advertised.

"There Is no mystery why Canada 
is the ’good thing’ the United Stales 
used to be. It Is because Canada la 
following In Us neighbor’s footsteps 
that it Is repeating, tbe fortunate ex­
perience which Us neighbor is envy­
ing. even while deliberately turn ip^ 
its back on the teachings o t the past." 
A fortnight ago tbe Dominion budget ^ 
speech reported the unprecedented 
surplus of $39,000,000, and on Thurs^' 
day the Government passed through 
the Committee on Supply credits of 
$38,000,000 for railways and canals. 
With this asslstahce the railways 
themselves are both enabled and com­
pelled to increase their facilities. Ac­
cordingly we find a  single road alloL 
ting ten millions 1?or work of its own. 
Naturally tbe Canadian newspapers 
contain announcements calling for 
fifty thousand men for construction 
work. This influx is apart from those 
Americans who go with money in their 
popketd obtained by cashing in tbelr 
high-priced American lands.

"A St. Paul dispatch says that with­
in a fortnight two thousand carloads 

■ of farm animals and machinery have 
passed toward Canada, the property 
of men who expect to pay for their 
farms with the first crop.”

LORIMER WILL NOT RESIGN.

Vice-President Sherman Returns to 
Capital After Visit to Chicago.

Washington, May 28.—Vice-Presi­
dent Sherman returned here Sunday 
from a trip to Chicago bearing with 
him Senator Lorlmer’s refusal to ten­
der his resignation from the senate 
before the coming vote to unseat him.

WHITE PMGUE l e s s  DEADLY

Decrease in Death Rate From Tuber* 
culosia Means Saving of 27JQ00 

Lives in Ten Years.

In tbe decade from 1901 to 1910, the 
death rate from tuberculosis In the 
United States declined from 190.9 lor 
each 100,000 persons living to 160.3, a 
decrease of 18.7 per cent, while the 
general death rate, including all 
causes o^ death, declined only one- 
half as fast, or at the rate of 9.7 per 

'cent, from 1655.0 to 1495.8, according 
to figures given out by tbe National 
Association for tbe Study and Preven­
tion of Tuberculosis. The figures are* 
based pn data abstracted from the re­
ports of the United States Bureau of 
the Census, and cover tbe registration 
area in this country. According ta  
the statement, the tuberculosis death 

. rate has declined steadily since 1904, 
when It was 201.6. On the other haod. 
tbe general death rate shows a, Hoc- 
tualion downward In general trend, 
but not as steady as the tuberculosis 
rate. Tbe decline In the tubercuiosla 
death rate in the last ten years means 
a saving of 27.000 lives a l tbe present 
lime. :

Representfitlve Simm ons of New 

York on behalf of th s  com m ittee 
on agricu ltu re  has reported  favor­
ably a  bill to enable th e  secre­
ta ry  of ag ricu ltu re to  establish  quar­
an tin e  d is tr ic ts  for p lan t d iseases and 
Insect pests and to  regu late  tb e  Im­
porta tion  of nursery  stock  and o ther 
p lan t products.

WHITE STAR LINER'S COMMAND- 

ER RESPONSIBLE FOR RECK­
LESS SPEED.

S. S. CALtFORNtAN COULD HAVE 
PREVENTED LOSS OF LIFE.

O ver-Cenfldsnee Largely to  Blame for 
F ata l C onditlens; P unishm ent 

to  be L eft to  English 
Courts.

O ne o f th e  decade’s m ost eloquent 
speeches in  th e  U nited S ta tes  sqpate 
w as th a t by S enato r W illiam  Alden 
S m ith  of H tchigan  today subm itting  
tb e  rep o rt of the  sen a te  inquiry in to  
the  w reck of th e  T itanic.

The speaker, who w as chairm an  of 
th e  sen a te  com m ittee, held th e  s tr ic t­
e s t  a tten tion  of th a t body while he 
placed th e  blam e fo r the  g rea tes t 
m arine d isa s te r  of all time.

Blame for the  T itan ic  d isas te r  is 
chargeable d irectly  to  the  failure of 
th e  dead Capt. Sm ith to heed repeated 
w arnings of Icebergs ahead, but re­
sponsibility  for unnecessary  loss of 
life m ust be shared  by Capt. Lord of 
the  steam ship  Californian, through hls 
d isregard  of d is tre ss  signals. T h is is 
the  finding of th e  senate  com m ittee 
w hich investigated  th e  s inking  o t the 
T itanic , a s  p repared  in a  com prehen­
sive speech delivered by W illiam Al­
den Sm ith, of M ichigan, chairm an of 
tbe  com m ittee.

S enato r Sm ith declared  th a t respon­
sib ility  also re s ts  upon tb e  B ritish  
Board of T rade, “to  whose laxity  of 
regulation, and  h asty  inspection, tbe  
world is largely  Indebted for the  aw­
ful fatality ." In denouncing Capt. 
Lord, of the  Californian, the  senato r 
said Che T itan ic 's  d is tre ss  signals were 
plainly seen from the  deck of hls ves­
sel. a  sh o rt d istance away.

A m erica w ill leave to  England the 
chastisem ent of those guilty , asserted  
th e  senator, and be quoted B ritish  
law  to show th a t Capt. Lord m ight 
be prosecuted for a m isdem eanor.

Before the  T itan ic  departed  on her 
m aiden voyage th e re  w ere no suf­
ficient te s ts  of boilers, bulkheads, 
equipm ent or s l ^ a l  devices.

Officers and  crew  w ere stranger;s to 
each o ther and not fam iliar w ith the 
sh ip 's  im plem ents or tools, and no 
d rill or s ta tion  prac tice  took place 
and no helpful d iscipline prevailed.

The speed of the  T itan ic  was 24V  ̂
m iles an  hour a t the  tim e of the  acci­
dent, although officers of th e  T itan ic  
had been advised of the  p resence of 
icebergs by the^ steam sh ips Baltic, 
A raeflka and Californian.

P assengers w ere not advised of dan­
ger, although P res iden t Ism ay of the 
\ \ 'b ite  S ta r  line, who was tak ing  the 
vessel’s  m aiden voyage, was inform ed. 
No g en e ra l a larm  w as. given nor any 
organized system  of safety  under­
taken.

Of tbe  1.324 passengers and 899 
m em bers of the  crew  on board, the re  
was room in the  lifeboats for only 
1,176 persons and because of lack of 
orderly  discipline the  boats took off 
only 704 persons. 12 being 'rescued 
from  the  w ater.

Officers of th e  W hite S ta r  line ’ ba t­
tled with tbe tru th "  a fte r  receiving 
Inform ation from th e ir  M ontreal office 
following tbe  accident.

Condemns Shipping Laws.
S enato r Sm ith condemned "an ti­

quated shipping laws and overripe ad ­
m in istrative boards." and asked tha t 
all nations ac t toge ther in shipping 
reforms.

"New law s.” he said, "will best te s­
tify our affection for tbe dead."

Capt. Rostron, of tbe  rescue ship 
C arpatb ia, was praised by Senator 
Sm ith, and be urged th a t congress 
recognize his valor.

A t tb e  ou tse t S enato r Sm ith de­
fended tbe cours of his com m ittee in 
holding B ritish sub jec ts  to  secure 
th e ir  testim ony w ithout delay. &nd 
briefly answ ered' critic ism  of his lack 
of nau tical knowledge.

“Our course w as sim ple and plain-— 
to ga th er th e  fac ts  re la ting  to th is 
d isas te r w hile they w ere still vivid 
rea lities ."  be said  ' "Q uestions of 
d iverse c itizenship  gave way (o the  
universal desire  fo r tbe  -simple tru th . 
I t  was of param otin t im portance th a t 
we thould  ac t quickly to  avoid Juris- 
d ic tio sa l confusion and  organised op­
position '^at hom e o r abroad. We. of

for W hite H ouse plum  cake, tb e  ver­
itab le  artic le  provided fo r th e  laat 
th ree  incum bents of the  W hite  House, 
t am  Bare th e  Inventor and com pound­
e r  of I t  th e  excellent Mrs^ W. H. Wil­
son of N ashville, Tenn., w ill not m ere­
ly forgive but applaud th is  infringe­
m ent nx>on her co p y rig h t since sh e  is 
the soul of generosity , no less t^ian 
tbe. queen of cooks, and high p r te t -  
eas In th e  fine a r t  of cake  m a k in g

H ere  is, verbatim , h e r  rece ip t for:
P rM lden t'a  F ru it c a k e .—One -pound 

bu tter, one pound sugar, tw elve eggs, 
beafon separately , one pound flour, 
broWned and sifteci, four and a  half 
pounds seeded ra isin s, one and a  half 
pounds hom em ade citron, one glass 
grape jelly , tw o teaspoonfuls m elted 
chocolate, one i>ound crysta llized  
oherrles, one pound crysta llized  pine­
apple, one pound blanched almonda 
cu t fine, one pound shelled pecans, 
cu t sm all, one tablespoon cinnam on, 
one tablespoon nutm eg, one-half 
tablesp(X}nful alsplca, ono-half tea- 
spoonful cloves, one-half g lass cordial 
mixed w ltb spices, one glass grape 
Juice o r w hiskey. Soak alm onds over 
n igh t in tw o teaspoons rosew ater. 
Soak fru it over n igh t in  grape ju ice 
or w hiskey. Cream  b a t te r  and  sugar 
ligh t; add well bea ien  yolks, then  
cordial and spices. Jelly and cbocc^ 
late. Next, add bea ten  w hites and 
then  fru it rolled in som e of tbe flour. 
Add n u ts  last. B ake o r steam  four 
to  six  hours. Use e ith e r la rge  or 
•Dxall molds. If steam ed, dry off in 
alow oven one hour.

In s tead  of steam ing, cook e ith e r in 
tin  m olds, lined w ith  paper, obtained 
by cu tting  up a  pap e r cooking bag. 
and sealed inalde o th e r bags, or> else 
In ca ses  m ade from  th e  bags, o r  in 
im all bags very  w ell buttered .

I w onder w as it the heady appe tite  
of youth  w hich m ade spice cake my 
special deligh t? C ream  a-b ig  cup of 
bu tter, bea ting  Into it, one a fte r  an ­
other. seven yolks of eggs. W hen very 
light, add tw o full cups of light 
brown sugar, a  cup  of black m olasses, 
the b es t obtainable, a  sm all tum bler 
of b lackberry  cordial, a  tablespoon- 
ful of pow dered alsplce, half as much 
pow dered ginger, a teaspoonful pow­
dered cloves, th ree  g ra ted  nutm egs, a  
senerous pinch of pow dered cinna­
mon. half a  saltspoonful of fresh- 
ground black pepper, and the  m erest 
dusting  of cayenne. W hen a l l these 
are beaten  in sm ooth, add four cups 
of flour lightly  brow ned and sifted 
tw ice w ith half a  teaspoonfu! of bak­
ing soda. P u tting  tbe  flemr in warm 
m ade the  <\ake lighter. If the  b a tte r  
seem ed too stiff—it ough t ttf s tir  
freely, b u t n o t run  very  read ily—a 
little  cream  waa added, mixed w ith a 
heaping tablespoonful of g rated  
chocolate. T he cake  was allow ed to  
rise  fifteen m inutes, then  baked in 
quick heat. In a paper bag. th e  sam e 
end would be gained by se ttin g  It on 
the  grid  s b ^ f  inside a  sealed bag, 
Just as  tb e  gas waa lighted, tu rn ipg  It 
on only half a t  first, then Increasing 
th e  hea t w hen the  cake  bad had tim e 
to  rise.

Spice cak e  m ean t a l to  aflver cake— 
notw ithstand ing  eggs w ere so plenty, 
we w ere never perm itted  to  w aste 
w hites. F or tbe  allver cake, cream  a 
large cup of b u tte r  very light, adding 
to  It th ree  generous cups of w arm  
sifted  sugar and half a  cup of th ick  
cream . B eat hard  five m inutes, then  
add tbe  s tra in ed  ju ice  4>f a  la rge 
loaion an d  fo n r ra th e r  a c ^ t  cups  4>t 
iPOfM t a c  o i l e d  tw tee  Hrith-hiaXL^a
teospoonfal oJ soda.

IMPROVES ALL KINDS OF PIES-

H om e w ithout a  m other Is hard ly  
sadder than  a  home w ithout p i e -  
m ince. apple, peach, pumpkin, cus­
ta rds, plain and gorgeous—every so rt 
o f pie, indeed th a t It has en tered  in to  
tbe  hum an mind to concoct and ttie  
s to re  room to fu rn ish  forth. Bach anld 
several, these can  be baked in paper 
bags to th e ir  g rea t im provem ent. The 
Im provem ent is particu larly  m arked 
In the  cose of ta r tle ts  and turnover, 
of w hich th e  paste  is so essen tial a 
part; Doubt it w ho will, th e  fac t re ­
m ains th a t pie c ru s t is be tter, fishier, 
of r ich er flavor and m ore d igestib le 
w hen cooked in a  bag than  when 
cooked naked.

A long w ltb  the  pies do n o t forget 
dum plings. The open-faced so rt—my 
special delight—for a  w hile seem ed to  
me taboo paper bag cooked. B ut love 
finds , a  way In cookery as  In o th e r 
things. I have found th a t by cu tting  
rounds of paper out of a  paper bag, 
six Inches across, folding them  V- 
fashlon a ro u n d ' the  edges, and clip­
ping tbe  folds, I have cup-shaped pap­
e r  molds to line w ith my paste , fill 
w ith fru it, ^ugar and seasoning, ami 
cook Inside ano ther bag. Both tbe 
molds and the  contain ing  bag m ust be 
well greased.

M. Soyer’s paste , which I have de­
scribed several tim es In th is series <qf 
artic les, is very fine, bu t he re  la one 
th a t will answ er as  well for m any 
th ings, and It Is less trouble to  m ake 
and also less expensive. S ift a quart 
of flour, add a pinch-of salt, th en  cu t 
into the  flour w ith a very sharp  knife 
a  lump of very cold lard  as big aa 
the fist. W et w ith Ice w ate r—barely 
enough to m ake i t  s tick  together. 
Roll out, spread  over the  top half a 
cup  m ore of lard  sliced very  thin, fold 
over a  square and ro ll ou t again. 
Spread  w ith half as  m uch lard  as was 
used the  first time, fold, ro ll out and 
dredge lightly  over tbe  top  w ith flour. 
Begin a t  one edge and ro ll up tbe  
paste . lay it in a  clean pan and se t on 
ice an  hour a t le as t—m uch longer 
will not h u r t  In pie m aking, cu t off 
across the rolled dough an  Inch or 
half-inch section, according to the  size 
of c ru s t required.

Use tin  o r aga te  pie pans for paper 
bag baking.

To m ake pie dum plings cut rounds 
of c ru s t about five Inches across, lay 
an apple or any o th e r fru it upon one 
w ith ^ugar, bu tter, spices, etc., then 
cover w ith ano ther, n d  pinch the 
w etted edges very  tig h t together.

Make m ince and pum pkin pies after 
th e  d irections given for an  anniver­
sary  d inner. In addition, try  sweet 
pota to  custards. If they a re  new  to 
you.-- you a r e  on the threshold of 
an experience. To m ake them , take 
half a  pound of bu tter, cream  It well, 
add five cups  of sugar, and a s  tbe 
m ixture grow s too stiff, b reak  into It 
whole eggs, one a t  a  tim e. U se six 
eggs in. all, th en  add  a  scan t quart 
of sw eet p o ta ^  pulp, boiled, mashed 
fine, and free  of lum ps and otrlngs.

Apple Scab, Advanced Stage.

A pple Bcab Is a  d isease found on a ll 
va rie ties ' of apples, w hich Is caused 
by a  p a lm itic  fUngus. A p aras itic  
fungus is a  p lan t w hich lives on vx -  
o th e r p lant, tak in g  Us food from  the  
host. Fungi a re  no t able to m ake 
th e ir  own food a s  th e  ord inary  green 
p la n ts  can. but live en tire ly  on food 
p repared  by o thers. Slome fnngl are  
found only o n  dead m aterial. These 
a re  useful in n a tu re  In decomposition* 
processes. O ther fungi, such as apple 
■cab, a re  parasitic , a ttack ing  living 
p lan ts  and  producing serious dlrturb- 
anoes in th e  host. F ungi a re  spread 
by m eans o f sBtall fru iting  bodies 
c ^ le d  spores. These serve th e  sam e 
purposes as seeds of o th e r-p lan ts , but 
spores a re  a  g re a t deal sm aller and 
m uch m ore sim ple than  seeds.

The sym ptom s-of apple scab are  
show n fairly  w ell In th e  accom panying 
cut, , This, how ever, show s th e  effect 
only on the  f ru it and  m any fru it 
grow ers believe th a t apple scab oc­
cu rs  only on th e  fru it. |  I t  Is tru e  th a t 
i t  is  m ost conspicuous h e re  and fo r a  
given year produces loss on th a t  pa rt 
of th e  p lant. Apple scab, how ever, is 
also found upon the  leaves, and here 
g rea t dam age, althougbl fo r th e  larger 
p a r t unnoticed—is done. If you will 
exam ine carefu lly  thel leaves of the  
tre e s  th a t have n o t bean  sprayed, you 
w ill find th a t th e  leaves a re  blotched 
w ith  sooty, velvety  spots both on the 
upper and low er surface. Som etim es 
th e se  b lo tches a re  extensive enough 
to  cause th e  curling  of th e  leaves 
since th e  scab fungus [kills th e  tissue 
a t  th a t  poin t and th e  grow th  of the  
leaf causes the  blade to  curl around 
th e  ,dead spots. V ery frequen tly  du r­
ing  th e  .rainy season apple scab Is so 
severe on th e  leaves as  to  cause com­
ple te  defoliation. I t  la under such 
conditions as  th is  th a t  heavy loss oc­
curs and a g re a t drain; on the  v itality

of th e  frult-produclng pow er takes 
place. Since th e 'g re a t  part of the 
dry m atter th a t goes to  make up the 
fruit of the apple is manufactured 
from carbon dioxide of the a ir and 
water, by the leaves, [anything which 
Interferes with the proper working of 
the leaves ehdangere the fruit crop of 
the following year. Therefore, an a t­
ta ck  of scab not only produces unsale­
able f ru it du ring  tb e  y ea r of the  a t­
tack , b u t It w eakens th e  tre e  and cuts 
down the crop the n ex t year.

Apple scab lives ovek winter on the 
old fruits and tbe leaves, very largely, 
and It is probable that from this 
source, tbe spring attacks of the 
disease start. Whenever a  spore 
which, has lived over winter is blown 
upon the leaf, blossom or a  young 
frait; and Is given t l^  right condi- 
'ions for germination, i t  is able to 
>roduce a  scab spot. Each scab spot 
on the apple or on the leaf started 
from tbe single spore and when one 
consider! that each scab spot started 
from this single spore ks able to pro­
duce millions of si>oc4s, each one 
capable of starting a  Qew acab spot, 
It Is easy to see how , the disease 
•iweads through the  orchard and bow 
no fruits on unsjc^ed l trees escape. 
I t Is also easy to see  tlimt if one con­
trols or prevents ^ e  | earlier infec­
tions, be lessens the chance for an ex- 
ilH le e  a ttack  of scab. 1 

Losses caused by.thia fungus, taken 
for the entire United Statea, a re  enor- 
qioaa. So fa r as tbe fruit itself is con­
cerned, apple scab is tbe worst dis­
ease of the applet Some years this 
fungus Is not Important in any given 
oteimunlty. due to  peculiarly favor­
able weather condltlooa Last year 
was such a  season and In all, the loss 
by sbab. although the disease was 
fairly emnmon, w as smaller than usual. 
Therje have been yM rs In W ^ lg a n  In 
whicb tbe entire crop baa been lo s t 
bu t Ibeee days w are before the wUe- 
spread use oC sprays.

On leaves and 
fru it pro tected  in  such a  m anner, the  
fungus spores a re  e ith e r killed d irect­
ly, or, if  they  do  germ inate, th e  te n ­
der germ  sprou ts a re  killed and en­
tra n c e  to  th e  tisues is  th u s  prevented. 
T h is po in t explains a  g rea t deal about 
spraying, i t  explains why frequen t 
s p r ^ in g s  th roughout th e  grow ing sea­
son a re  required  since tb e  leaves ex ­
pand and p u t o p t new  grow th and tbe 
fru its  a lso  inc rease in size and fre- 
queo t sp rayings keep all tb e  new  and 
tmide r  grow th  covered. T h is principle 
also’ explains w hy so m uch em phasis 
Is p u t on thorough sp ray ing—spraying 
w ith  a  m ist and  n o t w ith spattering  
drops, since th e  pores a re  sm all and 
a  very  sm all am ount of th e  chem ical 
is needed a t  one place, b u t a  g rea t 
a re a  m u s t be covered. F arm ers  can  
follow no b e tte r  ro le  th a n  th a t given 
in  th e  sp ray ing  bulletin  recen tly  pub­
lished by the  college, w hich reads  as 
follows:

J u s t befo re th e  buds open, if tbe 
scale  be present, spray  w ith strong 
lim e-sulphur.

J u s t before th e  blossom s open, or 
w hen they a re  "in  the  pink,” a  spray­
ing m ust be m ade to  p reven t scab 
and o ther fungus diseases. U se dilute 
lim e-sulphur or Bordeaux m ixture.

A fter th e  blossom s fall and  the 
stam ens w ither and  before the calyx 
closes, ano ther spraying  m ust be 
m ade Jnst like the  one before.

About tw o w eeks la ter, a fte r  the  
above spraying, m ake another. Use 
sam e m ixture and poison as  in pre­
vious spraying.

L a te  in  Ju ly  or ea rly  in August 
th e re  w ill be  a  second genera tion  of 
.codling m oths.

e rs  to  beautify  th e  li ttle  farm s. The 
lads w ho w ill ta k e  charge , each of an  
individual farm , w ill com e from  the . 
Boy Scouts and  from  th e  F ord  Rep­
ublic and  o th e r organizations. T hese 
fifty lads w ill be under th e  genera l 
charge of a  m an w ho w ill give them  
in s truc tions  in  th e  fundam ental p rin­
ciples of ag ricu ltu re  aqd who will also 
provide them  tvith th e  necessary  
seeds. Tbe crops w ill be so p lanted  
th a t they  w ill be a t  th e  harvesting  per­
iod a t  th e  tim e of the  opening of th e  
F a ir  and  on th e  genera l resu lts  and 
appearance  of each  farm  th e  prizes 
w'lll be aw arded. T he S ta te  F a ir  
M anagem ent h as  offered $100 in  five 
b righ t $20 gold pieces to  tbe  boy 
w'hose produce and th e  genera l ap­
pearance of h is  farm  gives him  the  
lead and  th e  second boy w ill receive 
$50 and th ird  boy $25 w hile o ther 
p rizes of seeds and  ag ricu ltu ra l im­
plem ents w ill be offered by th e  m er­
chan ts  of D etro it and  exhib itors whose 
seed and tools m ay be used. The 
lads who will ran g e  In age  from  four­
teen  to  six teen  years, w ill also be al­
lowed to  dispose of th e ir  produce to 
th e  b es t advan tage and In th is  way 
every  boy w ill secure  adequate re tu rn s  
for h is  labor. T he S ta te  F a ir  Man­
agem ent w ill p repare  th e  ground for 
th e  boys and the  first crops w ill be in 
th e  ground w ith in  a  few days now. 
T he idea of th e  Model F arm s for boys 
w as th a t  of S ecre tary  and M anager 
H annon and  it  w as im m ediately taken  
in hand by th e  D irectors who gave it 
th e ir  h ea rty  support and by the  m an­
agem ent of th e  Boy Scouts and o ther 
organizations, who carefully  selected 
the  boys. T he S ta te  F a ir  m anagem ent 
m ade but one restric tion , th a t tw enty- 
five farm s in ac tual operation  a t  
tbe tim e of the  S ta te  Fair.

In a rrang ing  for th e  farm ing en te r­
p rise  for th e  city boys and for the  
Boys S ta te  F a ir  school from  th e  boys 
all over the  S tate , the  M ichigan S ta te  
A gricultural Society provides the  
m eans fo r the  boys of tb e  city  and of 
the country  to  get to ge ther for the  
w eek and the  m eeting  will prove bene­
ficial to  all concerned and very in te r­
esting  to  th e ir  e lders

GROW  FODDER CORN TO 
SUPPLEMENT U G H T  

HAY CROP
BrR.3.

T he past w in te r has w itnessed a 
shortage of hay  w ith  m ark e t prices a t  
an  exoeedingly high level and  the  
prospects fo r a  la rge  crop during  the  
p resen t season a re  n o t good. Because 
of the  unusual severity  of th e  drouth  
one yea r ago ca tches of g rass and 
clover seed e ith e r  failed o r suffered 
m ore o r  less Injury. D uring th e  w in­
te r  ju s t  passed new  meadows w ere in ­
ju red  m ore o r less !n m any localities. 
In addition  to  th is  the  to ta l a rea  seed­
ed  has been reduced som ew hat be­
cause of th e  high prices of grass and 
clover seeds.

The probable hay shortage during 
the present season creates a serious 
situation confronting the Michigan 
fanner who keeps live stock. This 
shortage can be overcome in part by 
growing more com. We do not be­
lieve the area of com grown in hills 
for husking or* for the silo should be 
reduced but more fodder corn should' 
be grown. This class of corn does 
not rush tbe work of tbe . ordinary 
com  planting season for It can be 
sown later in the  season any time 
from May 24tb to June 16tb, depend­
ing on the location, kind of soil and 
ebaraoCo* of the season. Com of this 
kind sbonld n o t be grown for the pur­
pose of haakkig but rather for feed* 
tng In tbe bundle or shredded form. 
An endeavor abonld be made to pro­
duce in tbe crop not less than  60 per 
emit, of a  normal yield of ears. Even 
more than this would ^  desirable for 
many kinds of live sibek to which it 
might be fed.

I t  iB of course desirable In order to  
get a  good crop of fodder com th a t It 
be planted on a  fairly rich well pre- 
p a r ^  soil. I t  can he drilled la  rows 
about three feet apart with the atalks 
twelve inches apart in tbe tow. These 
distanoes .Bboald of course be varied 
•CMMwhat to  meet tbe particolar 
needs.

Com thus grown can be fed 'dnring 
the winter from the shock o r stack 
and .is well suited to tbe  needs of 
horses, cattle  and sheep when forming 
a  ^ r t  of the ration <»ly. .being snpple- 
mmtted b7 aoBa legnmlntfna roughage, 
concentrates or. succulence according 
to  t in  kind sad  condition of tiie ani­
mal and th e  porpese fo r which It is  he- 
ing fed. I t  is 0 ^ 7  when com fodder 

corn stallBB only, wHh or wlthopt 
tbe addition of straw, forms the ■-six* 
tinsivei diet throoghoot long-pertods of 
tim e riU t nrnsrisfoctory results nrtoa.
