T bese guns are  th e  sam e aa w ere  used 
by th e  U nited S ta tes  in  Cuba in  1898 
in th e  w ar w ith Spain.

TM s shipm ent of rifles and  am m uni­
tion will be all th is  governm ent will 
send. T be nex t step  taken  by the 
U nited S ta tes  w ill be in tervention . 
This is looked fo r any day by officials 
of both s ta te , w ar and  navy d ep a rt­
m ents. P repara tion  for such an  em er­
gency a re  being  rushed w ith  all pos­
sible h as te  by both branches -of the  
m ilitary  arm s of th e  governm ent. One 
step  looking to  ac tual serv ice by the 
U nited S ta tes  hospita l ship Solace w as 
ordered  from Key W est to  G uantana­
mo. H er com m ander. M edical In­
spector M anley F. G ates, has been in­
structed  to bold h is  ship In readiness 
for duty w ith landing  parties.

T he w ar depa rtm en t’s ac tiv ities con­
s is ts  of issu ing  fresh  am m unition to 
tb e  troops of th e  ‘‘em ergency force” 
consisting  of approxim ately 7,000 men.

H avana, Ju n e  4.—P residen t Gomez 
has  officially adm itted  tb e  ex istence of 
a  general revo lt aga in st hie adm inis­
tra tio n  in a  m essage to  tb e  sen a te  re­
questing au tho rity  to  suspend all con­
s titu tiona l guaran tees. This m eans 
tbe  en tire  Island w ill be under m artia l 
law w ithin a  few days.

P res iden t Gomez’ m essage to th e  
senate.

tnitior. in  excess of $2p per pupil. Taxes 
fo r a ll o ther purposes are  voted by the 
seboot board. The board i s ' t o  use its 
own judgem ent as to the am ount of 
taxes necessary fo r repairs on school 
property , new school equipm ent, fuel, 
teachers* w ages, wate^; supply , hea ting  
p lan t, appurtenances such as outhouses, 
w o o d sh ^ , fence, e te. T he electors 
^ v e  no rig h t to le t contracts f6r fuel 
o r  any th ing  else, nor to  d ictate as to 
th e  selection o f tibe teachers o r  the  
am ount of th e ir  wages. S uch business 
is le ft en tirely  to  the  board.

way M ajor G eneral Leonard Wood 
w ill cease to  be chief of th e  general 
staff o f  the  U nited S ta tes  arm y on 
M arch 4 next. I h la  a tm y  of the  possU 
blllty  or pnA abttlty  of G eneral Wood 
being deprived of th e  ch ieftainship  of 
the  genera l staff is curiously In te rest­
ing, and It Involves troub les In the  
arm y, resen tm ents -In o ther places, 
and even possibly a  desire  "to  get 
even personally."

Today G eneral Wood Is the ranking  
officer on th e  ac tive list of tb e  Ameri­
can arm y. F or years  in  th e  w ar de­
partm en t th e re  w as fric tion  betw een 
tb e  ad ju tan t genera l’s departm ent, of 
which General A insw orth w as the 
bead, and  some of the  * o ther depart­
m ents. T h e jm a tte r  w as b rought to a 
crisis w hen G eneral A insw orth was 
Bospended tem porarily  from  command 
in  o rder presum ably th a t an invest!- 
gutlon of th e  troub les m ight be made. 
A e n  G eneral A insw orth asked  to  be 
p isced  on tb e  re tired  l is t and th is  was 
d one and It w as thought th a t fu rth e r 
troub le w as to  be avoided.

M any of th e  m em bera of congress 
sMed w ith  G eneral A insw orth and they 
ssem ed to th ink  th a t G enera l Wood 
wua in a  w ay responsib le fb r the 
bringing of m a tte rs  to  a  head And the 
farc ing  of the  re tirem e n t of th e  ad­
ju ta n t general. So It w as th a t a t  the 
le s t  m om ent, w hile tbe  com m ittee of 
th e  tw o houses waa cousIdeTlng the 
arm y fell], a  provision w as Inserted  by 
one of th e  bouse m em bers th a t np 
m an, a f te r  M arck 4 next, Mkould be 
chief of the  general staff w t o  had no t 
served  ten yea rs  in  tb e  U se of the 
arm y. TM s would knock out G eneral 
Wood because he w as a  staff officer 
for a  long tim e aa a  surgeon w ith  the 
m edical corps. T he senate eoBferees 
agreed  w ith the  house conferees and 
th e  m a tte r  is now up to  tlto^senate 
and bouse for sanction. I t  aeem s 
probable th a t P res id en t T a ft would 
prefer to  veto  th is  propositloo, b u t If 
he does he w ill have to veto tiM whole 
arm y appropriation  bill of which It is 
a  part, an d  th is  be cannot w ell do.

Genvra) W ood's C areer.
I t w as G eneral Wood who w as colo­

nel of the  R oosevelt Rough R iders. 
Mr. R oosevelt him self being th e  lieu­
te n a n t colowel, a t  tb e  ou tse t of the 
Spanish w ar. L a ter, G eneral Wood 
waa m ade a  b rigad ier genera l hy P res­
ident McKinley, s a d  la te r  s tlt t  h e  was 
prom oted to  a  m ajo r genera lsh ip  by ' 
P res iden t R oo sev ^ t, and  now  he Is the  
rank ing  officer of th e  arm y. F b r years 
th e  arm y  resen ted  w hat they called 
the  "intrasloB ” of G eneral Wood Into 
th e  line, rank ing  as he did officers who 
bad seen  long serv ice in ceasm and of 
reglm eata. bu t th e  feeling aga in st 
him  In the  arm y largely has passed 
and arm y officers today say be Is a 
m ost efficient officer. T h e  a ttem p t of 
congress to  p reven t h is  continM ng in 
the  pesltloD which he bow bolds as 
chief -of staff has aroused  many aci- 
m ositiea and i t  is probable th a t th is 
one tim e surgeon w in be looked upon 
by some people as  a  m arty r Inim­
ical legislation.

It is said th a t Brig. Gen. John J. 
P ershing  is likely to  be nam ed as 
superin tenden t of the  U nited S tates 
m ilitary  academ y to  succeed M ajor 
Thom as H. B arry , who may 'take the 
post of com mand a t  New York made 
vacan t by the  dea th  of Gen.', F red­
e rick  D ent G rant.

Shade is a Necessary Part of a Pasture Plfcld.

Many farm places would be more at> 
tractive In appearance and more pleas* 
ant as homes If there were more trees 
to beautify In summer and protect In 
winter. The older settled sections of 
Michigan have long since learned, the 
Importance of tree planting and the 
homesteads there are surrounded by 
the maples, hickories, elms and ever- 
g.eene planted years ago. The lack 
Of trees Is painfully evident In the 
newer districts, especially In the re­
gions covered by the great tires of 
1871 and 1881.

A well grown, well placed wind­
break possesses g r^ t  ornamental and 
practical value and Is one of the easi­
est and best metheds of adding to 

, the number of farm trees. The val- 
. ue cf a wind-break about farm build­
ings is most evident, of course, In win. 
ter when It protects the stock and 
prcvccts drifts by causing the snow 
to laM evenly over the protected area. 
In flelda the soli Is kept more evenly 
covered, thus preventing winter kill­
ing of such^crops as wheat, alfalfa 
and clover. In summer the solFln the 
protected area retains moisture bet­
ter and the humidity of the air la 
greater in the shadow-. The region In 
the lea of the wind-break is prA ect^ 
one rod in width for each foot bf 
height of the trees. For example, a 
wind-break thirty feet high should pro­
tect a strip of' land lying next- to U. 
thirty rods wide. As a matter ot fact 
this rule bolds true for the wind-break 
on the College farm as may-readily be 
seen on a windy day of either summer 
or winter.

wlud-break affords protecUon for birds 
Ibc year around.

The cost of planting a wind-break 
need not be excessive. Three-year- 
oia, once transplanted stock with good 
thrifty roots Is the youngest stock 
that should be used. Trees of this age 
give best 'results because they with­
stand the shock of lifting, change ot 
foil and handling much better than 
older trees. Such stock should cost 
from eight to twelve dollars per thou­
sand.

The ground where tbe wind-break is 
to si\nd should be plowed and cropped 
one year before setting out the trees. 
This treatment makes regular cultiva­
tion possible untilj tbe trees are too 
large tc work. Grass should not be 
allowed to grow ab^ut the young trees 
if rapid, healthy growth is desired.

The two trees most widely used for 
this purpose are Norway Spruce and 
White Pine. The White Pine gives 
best results on the heavier aolls, both 
clay loams and peat loams, while Nor­
way Spruce Is better adapted to the 
lighter soils and aandy loams.

Ta^ White Pin© wind-break (fibown 
in tbe illustration) on the Agricultural 
College- farm Is seven-eighths of a 
utile In length with an average height 
of from 25 to 30 feet. Three-year-old 
stock was used Inj the planting, which 
was done during |the seasons of 189S 
and 1900. Seven [years after planting 
the lower Inner branches, which were 
mostly dead, were trimmed off as a 
precaution against fire. The outside 
branches extend jto tbe ground and 
since they have eufflclent light remain 
alive and green. .

So 
a proper care of the nails certainly 
means a proper care of all the hands, 
and it is eiuy enough to protect them 
when doing tome forms of coarse 
work. Thera are heavy white cotton 
gloves tor swaaxdng and dusting which 
cost only ten cents a pair. Before put- 
I ting these .on, the palms and nails 
should be greased with olive oil or 
vaseffne, eltbsr unguent rubbed well 
into the sUn ted s^ about the nail 
scarf. The glovea should also be regu­
larly washed, for when they are 
grimed iHth dirt they are certainly 
useless for bsattttfjing purposte.

With these Stoves and a mop, dlshe 
and cofOklng utensils may be waih;.-' 
wttbout Injury to the hands, or. ii' 
preferred, rubber gloves could be used 
tor the dishwashing.

Hie first care of hands injured with 
housework begins with the cleansing 
bath, with soft water barely more 
than tepid, and the soap of a VM-y 
good sort. If the water used Is. hard 
soften it with a teaspoonful of borax, 
BV'l before using the soap shave it up 
aud-boll it down to a Jelly. Get a 
cake of good old castile tor the pur­
pose, and after thb soap is dissolved 
pour In about half a cup of benzoin, 
stirring it wen into the Jelly. Begin 
the bath by wetting the hands, and 
then: rub the Jelly on "them, working 
the hands together in the usual way 
aa when using soap. Wash off in onr 
water and then rinse In another of the 
same temperature, drying the bands 
at once on a clean, soft toweL

8uoh a hand bath should -be taken 
every night before going to bed, and 
when the hands are dry some ungoent 
must be robbed at once over and 
about the nails—either olive oil or vas­
eline, as hitherto stated.

As numerous baths, even with the 
beat soap and softest water, are not

Iways p>od for sensitive nails and 
delicate skin, It Is wise to clean the 
bande several times during the day 
with olive oil or palm oil; if the hands 
are well rubbed with either of these, 
then dusted with talcum powder, and 
wiped off with a coarse and yet soft 
towel, the soil will be entirely 
move^ Coarsened nails are much im­
proved. too, by ^  wearily of loose 
old white kid gloves, both during the 
day and at n l^ t. while the regular 
iJoTbe worn should also be fairly loose 
and of a scfft leather such as chamois 
or doeskin.
