T h e  Jap an ese  have a t  presjent 687 
tra in e d  w restle rs  , in  th e  ' serv ice of 
th e  W restling  A ssociation, and  In 
Ju n e  and  Jan u ary  of every yea r th e re  
a re  g rea t d isp lays a t  th e  ball In To-*̂  
k io . B eginning a t  sunrise, the 
m a tches  continue until th e  evening, 
and  I t Is n o t necessary  for a  fall to 
ta k e  p lace before a  victory can  be 
claim ed.

On the  floor of th e  am ph itheatre  is 
a  square heap of ea rth  th re e  fee t high 
and  in  th a t square is  the  w restling  
ring , tw elve feet in  circum ference, 
sn rroanded  by tw elve s traw  bags. 
L e t a  w restle r’s knee touch the  
ground o r the  tip  of his little  finger 
go outside th a t rin g  and he .has 
th e  m atch.

T here a re  rigidly observed ranks  
am ong th e  w restlers. All o f 'th em  go 
un d er nicknam es, which a re  bestow ed 
on them  by th e ir  patrons o r chosen 
by them selves. T he h ighest class is 
w hat m ay be In te rp re ted  as t t e  “rope" 
m en. To be raised  to  th ls ^ a z z l in g  
d ign ity  is a  ra re  event. A

F o r 200 years th e re  w ere only fif­
te en  m en who enjoyed the  distinction, 
and  Hhe pow er to  confer the  ti tle  is 
held by an  old Japanese  fam ily which 
is  said to 'h a v e  been th a t w hich Ini­
tia te d  th e  art.

Thirteen States Can Defeat the Amend­
ment Which Has Been Approved- 

by Congreae—Why German 
 ̂ Fleet Caused ^nx le ty .

W ashington.—I t  Is I ev ident from 

w hat th e  leaders of the  m ovem ent in 
congress say. th a t th e  ba ttle  for the 
am endm ent of th e  Constitntion by pro­
viding for popular election  of senato rs 
la fa r  from  ended. Both bouses .o f 
congress have passed a  resolution sub­
m itting  the  question to  the  s ta tes , but 
this, it Is recognU ed In W ashington, is 
only the  beginning. ^

In order th a t th is  am endm ent to  the 
Constitution may have force and effect, 
it  m ust be ratified formially by the  leg­
isla tu res o f th ree-fourths of the 
s ta tes . T he re  a re  forty-eight s ta te s  la  
the  Union, and so ih lrty-stx  of them  
m ust ta k e  affirm ative action before the 
am endm ent becom es effective. ' T h ir­
teen  s ta te s  can defeat the  am endm ent 
e ith e r by "vetoing” It o r by declining 
to  ac t a t  all.

The friends of the  constitu tional 
am endm ent for th e  election of sena­
to rs by the  people d irec t Instead of by 
th e  s ta te  leg isla tu res w ill keep - 
organization  and use its  influenci 
get the  m a tte r  promi^tly before 
legislative bddies of the 
s ta te s  as  soon as th e y  meet, 
will hold a  leg islative session Tn th e  
fall, and th e  m ajority  of th e  sta tes  
will have sessions In Jan u a ry . Some 
of the  s ta te s  In w hich th e  leg islatu re 
m eets biennially cannot take  up the 
m a tte r  unless e x tra  sessions are  
called, until eigh teen  m onths from 
now.

T here Is some opposition to  th e  ra ti­
fication of the  constitu tional am end­
m ent, but as y e t th e  opposition h as  ta ­
ken no definite organization form. I t 
Is possible of coilrse th a t  a t  the  com­
ing national conventions of both po­
litical pa rties  p lanks w ill be adopted 
urg ing  the  ratifica tion  of th is  am end­
m ent. If th is  is done and th e  m a tte r 
becomes a  “party  m a tte r” for both of 
th e  g re a t political organizations, it 
would seem  n atu ra l th a t th e  ratifica­
tion of the  am endm ent would come.

Navy D epartm ent ^ a t  W orried.

Birds of Laysan Island.
Recently  an  expedition w as sent 

to Leysan Island in th e  Pacific 
under the  Joint d irection  of the 
U nited S ta tes depa rtm en t of ag ri­
culture and th e  U niversity  of Iowa. 
The duties of the m e m b e r s ^  the  ex­
pedition w ere to  m ake a  report on the 
island and ad jacen t sim ilar Islands 
and reefs as  places of refuge .and 
nesting  sites for the*m llllons of sea 
blrd8 th a t from  tim e im m em orial 
have reso rted  th e re  yearly  to ra ise  
th e ir  young or to re s t w hile m igrat­
ing.

R eports of the work a id  th e  find­
ings of th e  Expedition have ju s t been 
published by the  governm ent. One 
report Is by Prof. Hom er R. Dill of the 
U niversity  of Iowa and the  second Is 
by Prof: W illiam  A. B ryan of the  Col- 
lege of H aw aii. .Honolulu.

E a r ly  in  1909N Just before le a \ln g  
office, Theodore R ^ s e v e l t  established 
b^ executive o rder w hat Is known as 
the  H aw aiian islands of reservation, 
as a  p lace of refuge and assured  pro- 
tectiem Tor the  seabirds. N ot long 
a f te r  th e  o rder w aa Issued, and  before 
the  governm ent had  established  a 
patro l of the  island group, th e  chief 
one of which is  Laysan island, a party  
of fea ther hun te rs  landed on th e  place 
and killed m ore than  200.000 birds, 
m ostly albatrosses, for m illinery pur­
poses. T he U nited S ta tes and Iowa 
sc ien tis ts  found on L aysan island a 
la rge  shed packed full of a lbatross 
wings.

Thetis Will Protect Them.
Now th e  revenue 'c u tle r  T hetis  has 

been ordered to  patro l th e  coast of the 
Island of Laysan and the  adjacent 
Islands, and the  cap ta in  has  been told 
to  a r re s t  anyone caught killing  birds 
or in terfering  w ith th e ir  nesting  op­
erations. D espite th e  awful slaugh­
te r  of th e  seabirds by ' th e  feather 
hun te rs, it  is  believed th e re  are  
enough b irds le ft to  res to re  th e  feath­
ered  flocks to  som eth ing  like the ir 
ortgiiuil num bers, provided protecUoo 

be system atically  enforced. The 
government r e c ^ U y  has been very 
much In te rested  In th e  preeeH^Uon 
of bird life In all parts of its domain. 
During the Roosevelt and Taft aiflmln' 
Istrations there have been set aside 
particular reeervatioas on, the Atlan- 
dc and Paclflc coasu and In the Gulf 
of' Mexico, and there, under proper 
government esidonage, the lUecal UU* 
Ing ofi se^rda haa been stppped, and 
th e  gulls, the te rn s , th e  ibises, th e  
spoMhlUs, th e  flamingos and th e  
other birds gradually are coming 
bdek into aetr own.

It ta eetlmated .that on Laysan is­
land.and the reefs adjoining it there 
ath at present about IJMSM birds, 
ranging In species from the little mil­
ler bbd, which Is of an tnureating 
haldt of life, to the gtpat man-of-war 
Mrd. which foHows ships for hundreds 
of miles , over |he trackless waters el 
the ocean.

Roosevelt workers have agreed 
tacitly to let the national committee 
make all possible speed with tho 
southern contests, demandingl only 
that enough time be taken to admit 
of puttiug the cases on record, so 
that they may be brought before the 
credentials committee of the conven­
tion.

There is an Indication that the con­
vention may be held up until the 
credentials committee can hear all 
the cases that will.be taken to it on 
appeal.

Of course, the tactical advantage 
lies with Taft on the credentials com­
mittee since the state delegations 
that elect the members to. the creden­
tials committee will be the delega­
tions as made up by the temporary 
role of the national committee. Taft 
men declare they will dominate the 
credentials committee by at least 10 
to spare.

Buy It a  day ahead o t the  
cooking, have th e  rib-ends cu t sh o rt 
and neatly  rounded, w ash It quickly, 
sa lt i t  very, vw y  lightly, b rush  oyer 
w ith  m elted b u tte r  and  v in e g a i^ a  tea­
spoonful of each mixed—and keep In 
a  cool, a iry  place un til ready fo r cook­
ing. If It is hanging outalde. i t  should 
be w ell w rapped in dam p cheese cloth 
and hence w ill need no  m ore w ashing 
w hen b rough t In  fp r cooking. G rease 
a  bag th a t w ill be a  loose fit, very 
th ick ly , clarified ^ p p i n g s  answ ering 
fo r th is  be tte r  th a n  bu tter. Sprinkle 
fine herbs In pow der lightly  over the 
m eat, a lso  a  very li ttle  m ore aalt, red 
and black pepper, and  a  few drops of 
tobaseo, ohlll v inegar or W orcheater- 
sh ire  sauce.

Cutlets for the' Nursery
By Nicolas Soyer, Chef of Brooks’ C lub. London.

E very m other Is aw are of tbe  nour­
ish ing  properties of barley, b u t not 
every child  can  be  got to  take  the 
barley  In th e  ahape of porridge.

H undreds of i l l ^ a l  voters partic ipate  
annua lly  in  the  school d is tric t m eetings 
as  mmiy do not understand the  qualifi­
cations o f voters. There is absolutely 
no sex d istinction , a  woman having ex­
ac tly  th e  sam e p r iv i l^ e s  as a  man if 

; she is o therw ise qualified. N o person 
has a  r ig h t to  vote unless h e  or she is 
the  p aren t or guardian  of children 
whose nam es a re  on the  school census 
o r  has p roperty  assessed for sdiool 
taxes. In  addition, voters m ust be c iti-  
»6DS of the U nited S ta tes, 21 years of 
age and residents of the d istric t a t  least 

’ three- m onths preceding the election. 
Only «>lectofp having property  assessed 
for school taxes may vote taxes. If 

* property  so assessed is owned jointly  
by a  husband and wife, both are quail­
e d .  P urchasers of land on contract 
may vote if they  pay taxes on the  land 
and  live thereon. A  dog tax  does not 

. qualify  and a  soldier, exem pt from 
/paying taxes, Cannot vote a t  all unless 
otherwise qualified.

The law excludes all men and women 
who are not paren ts o r guardians of 
chHdreu on the census list o r who do 
not pay school taxes regardless of th e ir  
o ther qualifications. O bservance of the 
law win disenfranchise hundreds who 
have previously voted. Only tax -pay  
ing  «chool electors, whose nam es ap 
pear un irie assessm ent roll, may hold 
offic-L-, the only exception being tha t 
both husband and wife ow ning property 
jo in tly  may hold offic;?, w hether or not 
the nain<? appears on the  assessm ent 
roll.

A ny tw o electors of a  d istric t, w hether 
they  ai> officers or not, constitute a 
legal quosuffi^-^^Iembers of the school 
b<^rd m ust be e la te d  by w ritten ballots, 
and there is no such th ing  as an  inform ­
al or nom inating ballot. Even with 
only one nom ination, the  w ritten ballots 
are  necessary.

A p leasan t and  convenient kitchen 
Is one in which th e  w ork m ay be dune 
w ith the  le as t M sslb le  loss of tim e 
and streng th , an a  a t the  sam e tim e be 
BO light, a iry  and cheery th a t the  tim e 
spen t th e re  ma:i^ he Incloded in  the  
sum  of the  dayjs p leasures.

A k itchen shonld be planned by or 
for the  w omap who uses it. 1 am 
speaking now of th e  housew ife who 
does a  la rge  p a r t of h e r  ow n work. 
No twQ w omen iwould w an t th e  fu r­
nish ings placed in  exactly  th e  sam e 
way. If could can n o t build a  new 
kitchen and  have i t  ju s t a s  you w ant 
it, 'you can  a t  le as t s tudy th e  possi­
bilities of th e  one you have and make 
som e changes th a t will b e tte r  su it 
your convenience.

The draw ing h e re  shown is of a 
kitchen which w as planned by a  wom­
an. lived in  th rough im agination fo r a 
num ber of m ontiis before It was real­
ly built, and has now stood th e  te st 
for six yea rs  w ithout undergoing any 
changes In itselD o r io s ^ g  favor with 
its  m istress. |

The sink, shelves, tab le  and range 
a re  ail s e t ra th e r high, to su it a  ta li 
woman. The Work tab le  and two 
shelves a re  covered w ith zinc, which 
Is durable, san itary  and easy to  keep 
clean. In  w ashing dishes, the  w ork 
all proceeds n atu ra lly  from r ig h t to 
left. The soiled d ishes a re  neatly  
packed on th e  sm aller shelf in the 
corner. Two dlSb pans a re  placed In 
the  sink,—whicli affords hot and  cold 
so ft w ater and cold bard  w ate r,—the 
one a t  the  rlgbtj fo r w ashing and the 
one a t  the  left fjor rinsing ; a  draining 
baske t stands a^ th e  left on the  edge 
of the  long shelf which slan ts  slightly 
tow ard  the  sink. T he dishes are  
w iped, piled on th e  long shelf and 
then  put away,—the china In th e  large 
o r co rner cupboard in  the  pan try , and 
th e  tinw are and k e ttle s  in the  cup­
board underneath  the  long shelf. A 
BLiall cupboard Is built on the  w all be­
tw een th e  pan try  and  Iceroom. This 
Is ju s t above the  w ork tab le , the  top 
being even w ith the  top of the  doors 
on e ither s id e .' It has shelves nar­
row enough to  allow of tw o row s of 
krasB hooks on th e  inside of each 
dbor, on which are  hung knives, 
spoons, etc. In  ithls cupboard are  kept 
spices in sm all g lass cans, sugars In 
la rg er glass oaos. tea , coffee, cocoa, 
postum , b reak fast foods, bread crum bs, 
m easuring cups, te a  and coffee pots, a  
box of ca rds on which a re  w ritten  
re c lp e e jn  common use, and which can 
he taken  o u t and hung in line with 
th e  eyes w hen| needed. A t the  bot­
tom of th e  cupboard is a  deep draw er

w ith  tw o com partm entz for te a  ang 
hand tow els. In  th e  low er p a r t of 
th e  tab le  a re  recep tab les fo r flours 
and th e  tab le  draw er affords space for 
sm all u tensils  which cannot be bung 
up. On the  inside of one door of the 
tin  Clipboard referred  to  Is a  rack  for 
ke ttle  covers. On the  side of th e  s ta ir 
s teps a t  the  r ig h t of th e  range Is bang 
th e  soapstone griddle, a  piece of as­
bestos betw een It and tb e  wood. 
Above the  sm aller shelf, flush w ith the  
face of th e  w ail Is a sm all cupboard, 
th e  bottom  of which Is cem ented. In 
th is  a re  k ep t the  fla t Irons, which cam 
be p u t aw ay w hile still hot, th e  stove 
shovel and com  popper. T he room 
Is w ell lighted  with the tw o large w in­
dows on tbe  north , a  la rge g lass In 
the door of th e  Ice room, and the  w in­
dow a t tb e  ea s t in  tbe  pan try , which 
window's give light from th e  le ft and 
from  th e  back of the  w orker. T here 
Is no dark  com er. T be k itchen Is 
finished In Georgia pine, n a tu ra l color, 
w ith m aple floor. T be celling and 
sides a re  covered w ith a light canary 
colored enam el pain t. T be pan try  Is 
enam eled w hite, celling, waJls, shelves, 
cupboards inside and outside, thus  do­
ing aw ay w ith unsan itary  shelf cov­
erings. T here are  hooks on tbe  under­
side of tk e  shelves of th e  sm all cor^ 
ner cupboard In tb e  pan try  for the  
best te a  and sh erb ert cups. T his cup­
board has glass doors. T be shelves 
In both cupboards have a  narrow  c leat 
abou t an Inch from  tbe  back^ m aking 
a safe p lace to stand  p la tte rs , fancy 
p lates, etc. T he lowei* p a r t ^ f  tbe  
large cupboard Is used for sto ring  dry 
groceries, bread  and cookies. The 
wood box a t  the  back of tb e  s ta ir  
s tep s Is filled from  th e  platform  nea r 
the  outside basem ent door, and the

second step  which la hinged. Th< 
shelves In th e  iceroom a re  used . for 
th e  m any unclassified artic les, and a 
row  of hooks opposite the  Ice box re ­
ceive brooms, brushes, etc. W hile ev­
ery th ing  In tbe k itchen and pan try  
are  convenient for im m ediate use. 
w hen n o t needed they shu t in  aw'ay 
from  th e  dust. T here Is no door bo-' 
tw een th e  k itchen and pan try  no r be­
tw een the  kitchen and passfigeway 
leading  to  the  basem ent. T he plum b­
ing is cased up Just back of th e  range, 
so as to  be readily  accessible.

A detailed  descrip tion  of th e  above 
kitchen is given, because one concrete 
exam ple of a  ''tdsted-out” convenient 
kitchen will be w orth m ore to  you in 
m aking your ow*n plans, than  many 
theoretical suppositions th a t may look 
good on paper.

Plowing Under a Green Crop 
 ̂ on Sandy Soils

Sandy soils A ver by fo r tbe largest 
area In M iA l i^ .  This fact makes 
the problem ofi building up and main­
taining tbe fertility  of this kind of 
•oil Important !to moat MIAlgan far- 
mera. Some df these soils a re  lack­
ing ip fertility In tbelr virgiu aUte, 
and some have |been run down by poor 
managemeaL [Tbe most Important 
thing to do to  ^ p ro v e  tbe fertility In 
either case is [to add organic m atter 
of w m e kind I to theee soils. The 

wpest way fo do this is undoubt­
edly that of plowing under a  green 
crop.

Tbe greatest benefits to be derived 
from plowing imder a  crop such as 
clover, are Increased supply of nltro- 
g w  an4 a  better physical condition of 
t A  soH. Tber^ a ie  otbM* bsoeflts. b u t 
Aeae two a rs  t^e  most Important, and 
It is probaMs th a t the effect npen tbe[ 
physical c o n d ^ n  of the soil is th e  
one th a t prodioes the most good. If  
we plow HDderj a  crop o f clover o t two 
tons, t a  the  alcre, we add about. SO 
pounds of .n itr^ e n  te  the eelL Sodm 
of this nltrogM  was taken from tbei 
Bcdl by the  c lo ^ r  plant and some was 
tgken from the a ir through the me-! 
dlum of b a eU ^ .w h ich  grow on the, 
roots of th e  cuver. We can not de! 
termine bow njtoA nltrogsn was taken' 
from the aoO jand'bow much was t e ;  
ken from the

Eoil pu ts  i t  in  a  condition to  hold m ore 
w ater. T he g rea t absorptive pow er of 
organic m a tte r  for w a te r causes th e  
w ate r to be taken  in to  th e  partic les 
and held in th e  soil. T he soil w a te r Is 
a lso  held closer to  the  su rface by hav­
ing a  supply of organ ic m a tte r  in tbe  
upper soil layers, and  In th is  position 
th e  p lan t can get a  b e tte r  supply, 
leachings. w ashing, and blow ing of 
sandy soils a re  prevented  to  a  consid­
erab le  ex ten t by plowing under a  
green  crop. T hese a re  a  few  im por­
ta n t bmieflts to  tb e  physical condition 
of sandy soils.

One m istake which tbe farm er Is apt 
to make in  plowing under a  green crop 
Is to let the crop grow too la te  in tbe 
spring. This robs A e  soil of w ster 
which will be needed for A e  suooeed- 
ing crop a t a  critical period, and <rftra 
tbe growA is too much to be ploR'ed 
under a t one tim e and a t th a t season. 
The w riter has -seen fields w hiA  have 
been spoiled for A e  seasem In this 
way. although the danger is greater 
on heavy than on U ^ t  soils. I t Is 
better to plow under small amounts 
and do It often, especially when done 
in A e spring and whan A e  season Is 
ap t to .be dry.

The effects produced on sandy soils 
by plowing under a  green crc9  are 
n n a lly  beneficial whsn dene under 
the right conditloos. Sandy forms In 
Michigan, have been built up in this 
fosnner togsA er w lA  haniyard ma- 
nne, and many successful form tfs use 
th is means to  tncreaso the fertility of 
A e lr soils.

had ever been before.
