W ashlngton ,^A ltboa^ this country 

Initiated toe IntenmUonal movement 
for t i e  control of toe traffic tn optum, 
the United State# la today the one na­
tion which haa not been vitally affect­
ed by the movement. For. with the 
■ingle exception of the act of 1999, 
which by no means strikes a t  the 
heart of the problem, congress so far 
has failed to consider th e . necessary 
romedlal measures, and today. In the 
words of Hamilton Wright, member of 
toe American delegation to th e  Inter­
national Opium Conference, “the Unit­
ed States la in the position, after hav­
ing received the cordial co-dperatlon 
of twelve powers, of bMng far behind 
In the movement.” I t  la  a  clear case, 
say those who are urging the  snppres- 
•lon of toe opium tfade, of neglect a t 
home and charity abroad.

In bis message to congress the oth­
e r day. regarding the opium traffic, 
President Taft laid streas upon this 
"legislative Inaction" when he said: 
"I have several :tlmes called the a t­
tention of congress to the necessity 
for toe {Muisage of the proposed meas­
ures, and I now endorse the view of 
the .secretary of state ■ th a t congress 
shonld prcunptly pass these measures, 
more especially because this govern­
ment took the Initiative and has been 
generously supported by twelve other 
governments In its effort to mitigate, 
if not entirely suppress, the world’s 
opium evil."

Passed Law to Save Our Face.
The one anti-opium -law which Is 

now on the* federal s tatu te  books Is 
the so-called “oplum-excluslpn act” of 
1909. whose purpose It Is to  preveut 
the importation Into the United States 
of the vicious form of opium used for 
smoking. This law waa n o t passed. It 
Is'curious to note, until after the as­
sembling of the International Opium 
Conference, when It was discovered 
that ever since 1860 this kind of opium 
had been legally Imported -into the 
United States and th a t It had yielded 
In annual revenudsi the enormous sum 
of 927.000,000. tN  promptness with 
which congress repealed that privi­
lege was due. says Commissioner 
Wright to the fact th a t ' i t  would 
be qnlte Imfiosslble for the' American 
commissioners to sppear a t the Shang­
hai conference until tbq federal gov 
ernment bad taken some steps toward 
a houaecleaning.”

Although several of the Individual 
statea during the last few years have 
rerlaed ^nd strengthened Intrastate 
legiatatlon aimed to confine narcotics 
to legitimate uses, yet the federal gov­
ernment has done nothing. There have 
been urged npon congress, -however, 
three bills, each of which Strikes at 
some important phase of the oplom 
traffic and all of which have the gen­
eral approval of toe pharmacy boards 
of the different statea of tbw Union 
which arq ^ ito  t |e  jm f p r ^
meat, i ^ e r  the ^iTce p ^ e r  of toe 
states, of the sta.te sets for the regu­
lation of the sale of narcotics.

Washington’s Gold Epaulets.
Getting down to the things which 

actually were used by George Wash­
ington, mention should be made ̂ of a 
pair of gold wire epaulets of ancient 
design whl<di were worn by him when 
be was a colonel in the French and In­
dian wars. Washington wore these 
epaulets also throughout the entire 
campaign with Braddock.

In addition to the pair of epaulets 
there is a  single one which Washing­
ton wore a t different times during the 
Revolntion. The whereabout of the 
companion of this epaulet la not 
kpowm. A Masonic apron of the Revo­
lutionary war period with the Insignia 
in gold and which was the property of 
Col. Bnrgess Ball, la Included in the 
collection of gifts.

When Lafayette waa In this country 
in 1824 * w 'jt  presented v ’th a'hard- 
ŵ K>d snuff box, beautifullypolished 
and bearirg  the Frenchman’s p o rtra it 
I t was the gift of Amprlcan admirers 
of the foreigner who bad come to aid 
the colonies. LaiOr Lafayette present­
ed this snnff box to his godson, Fay­
ette  Ball, a  relafire of George Wash­
ington..

One of the Interesting objects in the 
collection Is an antique mourning 
brooch of gold worn by Mary Ball.
This is one of the few anthsntic relios 
of W aafa ln^n 's  mother which is ex­
tant. It must be remembered thsf 
Mary Waahington b ^o re  her m arrlags
was. Mary Ball. The articlsa have all 
been placed In one of the  cases 
Washington relics In the National mu­
seum’s hall of history.
