Oldest Highway In Maine.

The oldest public highway In Maine
is that beautiful tree-lined stretch
which the passenger on the Western
division of the Boston & Maine sees
between him and the sea as he passes
Wells Beach.

In 1653 the Massachusetts commla-
sioners receiving the submission of
Wells. “Cape Porpus” and Saco, or-
dered the inhabitants of those towns
to make the highway “from bouse to
house” and clear and fit it for foot and

cart. This was known as the “road
by the sea.”
The commissioners themselves

could not go beyond Wells for the lack
of a road. Klttery and York were also
ordered to make a “straight and con-
venlent way along East for man and
horw.”

All land travel then was afoot or on
horseback, with an occasional rude ox-
cart.« There was no such thing as a
horse and wagon in all Maine, nor was
there a stage line there till 130 yean
later.

Mr. Roosevelt urged the
men elected as delegates for him to
decUne to vote on any matter before
the convention, and practically all of
the delegates who favored his nomina-
tion foUowed his bidding.

Mr. Allen concluded his sensational
speech with the declaration, that he
and the other Rooseivelt men did not
bolt.

Says People Shall Judge.

“We merely insist,” sad he, “that
you, not we, are making the record,
and we refuse to be bound by it. We
have pleaded with you for ten days,
we have fought with'.you for five .days
for a square deal. We fight no more.
We plead no more. We shall sit in
protest, and the people who sent us
here shall judge us."

Immediately after this declaration
the committee on resolutions report-
ed, and after the Taft platform had
been read the La FoUette platform
was placed before the convention.

Candidates Are Nominated.

President Taft’s name was placed
before the convention shortly by Hard-
ing of Ohio, and the.nomination was
seconded by John Wanamaker of Pbll-
adelpbia and Nicholas Murray Butler
of New York.

Sherman was nominated by J. 'Van
Vleckter Olcott of New York and sec-
onded by an Ohio delegate in behalf
of the 14 followers of the president
from that stats.

Senator Cummins of lowa was not
placed in nomination, according to the
program, although he received 17
votes.

Michael B. Olbrich, a young lawyer
from Madison, placed the name of La
FoUette before the delegates In a
speech that was frequently interrupted
by applause, and it was seconded by-
Robert M. Pollock of Fhrgo, a mem-
ber of the North Dakota delegation.
Before La Folette was nominated,
however, W'alter L. Houser, bis cam-
paign manager, read a statement from
the senator saying be could not stand
on the; platform adopted by the con-
vention, even if selected, as it did not
embody the progressive principles for
which he stood.

Reoeevelt Men Give Up.

From the time that Chairman Root
called the last day’s session to order
at 10:43 a, m.. it was apparent that
the Roosevelt men had given up the
struggle against their opponents. They
had reached a point where they could
laugh at their own misfortunes, which
they did to the great enjoyment of the
entire “onventJoa.

All the rontested delegates were giv-
en their smts with hardly a moan from
the Rooeevelt forces. Even when the
Texas i contMta were reached and
the eonventlon, the steam
roller failed to pause.

The Texas contests were then sub-
mitted to the convention. The creden-
tials committee, recommended the
same delegates as did the national
committee. This decision gave the
final sanction to every decision which
*bad been made “y the national com-
mittee and seated all of the seventy-
two delegates, whom Colonel Rooee-
velt had charged were stolen, and be-
cause of whose seating he announced
he would no longer recognize the con-
vention.

Minority Reports* Made.

Two minority reports were present-
ed on the Texas delegate-at-large, one
by Sullivan, Ohl«i, and the other by
Cady, Wisconsin.

Cady conceded that some of the Taft
delegates should have been seated,
but expressed the opinion that there
would not be enough rightfully thus
decided to give the Taft people con-
trol of the convention.

“Neither Taft nor Roosevelt had
enough lawfully elected delegates to
obtain the nomination." read the re-
port at one point.

It further went on to say that the
Texas case was a conspicuous contest
where the majority of the credentials
committee had acted on might rather
than on right.”

The majority report stated that Re-
publican sentiment in T”xas “was
overwhelmingly In favor at President
Taft." This was greeted with groans
and guffaws by the Roosevelt adher-
entk The committee majority in favor-
ing the Taft delegates scored the so-

called “Cecil Lyon officeholders' ma-
chine" in .Texas. It also referred to
Texas as “boss ridden.”

Root Joins In Friic.

Even Chairman Root showed that he
was willing to take partin the good-
natured “last day" frolic of the con-
vention. During the mad rush of the
early morning session P. W. Howard,
a Mississippi delegate who bears the
distinction of being instructed for both
Taft and Roosevelt, arose and an-
nounced that he wished to state
point of personal privilege.

Root Retains Place.

The temporary CM-ganipatlon of. the
convention was made permanent, at
2:45 o'clock Saturday afternoon. The
organization was effected with the ut-
most ease, In marked contrast to the
fight over the temporary organization.

The committee on permanent organ-
ization, of which Senator Clarence D.
Clark of Wyoming was chairman, pre-
sented its report recommending that
all temporary officers be made perma-
nent. There was no minority report.

The report was adopted by a viva
voce vote. This' action was taken Im-
mediately after the credentials com-
mittee reports were disposed of finally.

Senator Root in assuming the duties

of permanent chairman omitted the
formality of a speech. He thanked
the convention for conferring ' the

honor upon him and then ask” that
Henry J. Allen of Kansas be given
permission to present the Roosevelt
statement urging the former presi-
dent’s delegates to take only a pas-
sive part in the proceedings of the
convention from that time on.

The most important of the offleera
of the convention besides Senator Root
were Lafayette B. Gleason of New
York, secretary, and William F. Stone
of Baltimore, sergeant-at-arms.

As the result of an agreement by
the Taft leaders, the report of tbe com-
mittee on rules and order of procedure
had been tabled on a motion by James
E. Watson, the Taft floor leader. The
report was presented by Senator Clar-
ence D. Clark, the chairman of the
committee. A minority report provid-
ing for reetrictlon of southern repre-
sentation also woe tabled.

Rules for Next Convention.

As a result of the tabling of both
reports the rules of the next conven-
tion will be tbe sameUhat have gov-
erned the present convention. Dele-
gates will be elected in tbe same man-
ner.

Root Named Chairman.

The first day’s work of the conven-
tion resulted in tbe selection of Elibu
Root of New York as temporary chair-
man amid scenes of great disorder,
thus scoring an important victory for
the Taft forces.

The Roosevelt men voted for Gov.
Francis ,E. McGovern of Waisconsin
and the final vote stood: Root, 558;
McGovern, 502,

Wheu ~“nator Root ~ k the chair
be was given an ovation In which the
Roosevelt delegates took no part In
his speech be eulogized President Taft
for the wise legislation he credited
him with; defended the tariff legisla-
tion of the party: plead for a continu-
ance of constitutional government and
the policies of the Republican party,
and attacked tbe initiative and refer-
endum and the recall of judges.

Ovation for Hadley.

The two overshadowing features
of the session of the coaventlofn
Wednesday were the big ovattoa for
Governor Hadley of Missouri, the
Roosevelt floor leader, and a second
test vote which showed that the Taft
forces were holding their own.

The demonstration for Governor
Hadley came unexpectedly and carried
the convention off its feet. Delegates
snatched up state banners and began
marching about the hall shouting:
“Hadley, Hadley, we want Hadiey.> If
the convention had* been organised fox
business it is not unlikely that his
would have carried off the noipinatlon
for president hands down.

A beautiful girl in the gallery
waved a picture of Roosevelt, wa'ving
her handkerchief and throwing kisses
to the crow’d. led the cheering- and
turned It partly for the ex-president.

Thursday and Friday little butlness
was transacted while the fight on the
contested delegates was being made
before the credentials committee. A
partial report was submitted Friday
afternoon when the delegates took up

the work of passing on the reports
submitted.
But the proceedings of Saturday

overshadowed all th&t had gone before
and when adjournment was taken at
10:30 oclock a fight that will go down
as the hardest ever fought In a Re-
publican convention passed Into' hla-
toiy.

Thereui)on McKean, of Delaware, who had voted
affirmatively, wrote a frantic letter to tbe absent
Delaware delegate. Caesar Rodney, imploring him to
come and cast bis vote, and thus turn the scale for
Delaware.

Rodney at the time was 80 miles away, at Dover,

at one or the other of bis farms, Byfleld and Poplar
Grove.
