Cucumber.,
eucamber, which is one of our 

oldest vegetables, has cultivated 
In India fo r a t least thoree thousand 
years. I t was first growjn in England 
about 157S and also byi the  etfUest 
settlers in this country, j The cucum- 
ber.^ls grown commerciidly on a  Urge 
scale and under a  largjB range of 
climatic condltiona. The various sec­
tions of the  sooth and hkmg the At­
lantic coast are favorable to the pro­
duction ot the  early croiw wMle the 
cooler summers of the nc^th a re  wril 
adapted to growing alcklea. The 
plants are qidte smrtftlve to frost as 
well as to extreme h e t^  but thrive 
under cooler conditions j than melons. 
The light sandy soils arel best for early 
crops, if earlinesa is th^ chief conrid- 
eration. however, rields are larim^ 
and the bearing period Ic^nger In heavy 
•oils. As earllness Is such an import­
ant factor in securing j remunerative' 
prices, many growers ^tart some of 
their plants under glass.! Greenhouses 
a re  most valuable for this purpose al­
though hot. beds and cold frames are 
sometimee employed. The soli should- 
receive early plowing and frequent 
harrowing before plantljng, and tor a; 
very early crop some growers prefer 
to throw up the land In I  small furrows 
thus securing better drainage and 
somewhat warmer soil conditions. Fre­
quent cultivation until the vines begin 
to run Is recommended.

The most important i type that is 
grown In this country and which Is esr 
pecUlly desirable for slicing Is th e  
'White Spine. - This is quite popuUr 
both for. cultivation In , the open and 
under glass.

The cucumber, like ;^any other of 
our vegetables, is not ijwlthout its In­
sect enemies and diseases. Among the 
most Important insect enemies may be 
mentioned the striped encumber beetle 
which is yellow above, with black 
head and wing covers! longitudinally 
striped with black, liiie beetles are 
particularly destructive to young 
plants but also feed otu the old plants 
as well aa the fru it '! Various plans 
have bemi' suggested fior the control 
of this p e s t  but a rsen tttl poisons are 
not successful and preventative meas­
ures are usually employed, such as 
p ro te c t!^  the hills with square boxes 
covered*'with cheese cloth muslin.

The most Important diseases of the 
cucumber are the downy mildew, leaf 
b ligh t and anthracnose. Bordeaux 
mixture Is the chief fungicide used In 
combatting these diseases.

MuskmelbRi-
Mnskmelon requires,; somewhat the 

same conditions recooimended tor the 
cucumber. I t  is a  native of southern 
Asia and Is one of thk most popular 
vegetables in many paris of the world. 
The msskmelon is much more suscept­
ible to the effects-of cjcld than th e  cu­
cumber. It will not ctand frorts and 
demands a  ra ther high summer tem­
perature for most satlnactory results.

A good plan, ^ p e c l ^ ^  for this sec­
tion of the country, isjjto s ta r t melons
under glass In order{|that they may 
have a  lotBgw growlni^ season so as
to  m ature their crops earlier. I t  Is 
generally conceded tljat the sowing 
should not occur more khan tour weeks 
before setting in the M d . because the 
plants may become jstunted or the 
growing may be chocked when trans­
ferred to the field. Occasionally plants 
are kept under glass [sfs weeks. P i­
per, earthen pots, bafry baskeU an^  
veneer boxes aro  usM  to s ta r t the 
Idants.

Tha hast aoB for o o n  Is a  daCfiv 
rich, sandy or silty loam. This does 
not mean, however,-that corn cannot 
be grown on axky other kind of toll, t t  
meana that the largest yields are ob­
tained. from thla kind. Profitable 
yields can be.had from many different 
klnda of soil 'iooTlding proper care la 
taken to prepare the ground before 
seeding, and proper methods of culti­
vation a re  followed.

The secret of p r^ a r ls g  a  good seed 
bed la to plow early and work often. 
One can hardly plow too early to the 
spring, providing the soil Is In the 
proper condition for plowing. If the 
corn is to follow sod, then the sod 
should not be left until it has a  crop 
of hay on 'It and the hay tumed« under 
late in the season. Many fields have 
been ruined tor the season by doing 
this. The grewlng hay takes out the 
w attf, and If the season is dry» the 
great bulk of matoriid below toe fur­
row isllee wiU cause trouble. This in­
jury to  g re a t^ t  on the heavier soils.
After ptowlng, work the soli down 
good. Harrow not once or twice, but
many times, and particularly after

every heavy rain. This throrough 
w o rl^g , together with the  rains, will 
cause a  good, firm seed bed to be es­
tablished. The continuous barrowing 
will aerate the soU and make plant 
food available for the young p lan t 
Before planting the  corn, dig down 
into toe soil to toe depth of toe fur­
row slice. If toe soil Is lom e and open 
near toe bottom of toe,,^furrow aliee 
toe seedi bed has not been prepared 
properly. If it is firm and moist be­
low, and dry. and loose near to e  suri 
face, then there is a good seed bed 
for com, which is one of the first 
requisites for growing a  profltoble 
crop. The producing of such a  seed 
bed is what the successful corn grow­
er m eant by saying that toe best 
time to cultivate corn Is before It Is 
planted.

Good seed m ust be planted on tots 
good seed bed, otherwise our careful 
wore will be somewhat wreted.

t*erbaps. for toe most of os, the 
next thing of importance will be to 
get after the weeds. Here the weed- 
er may be used to advantage on the 
lighter soils. The field Is gone over 
once or twice so aa to kill the weeds 
as soon as toey have germinated from 
the seed. The beet tim e to ktU weeds 
is when they are  smalL I t  is worth 
while to g ^  St them 'as soon as possi­
ble after they have germinated, and 
the first two o r three eultlvatlons 
count toe most in this respect. After 
the plants appear in the rows, then 
toe com  should be well eoltivated 
wito a  good eultlvstor. On the hrev-

The n ^ a s c H p ts  contained IB the  
Vatican, llbraiy number over forty 
thonsaikd and inrpan~^aOt opiy In bubs. 
ber but also in vMne and tntorest those 
of all other libraries 1b  toe world 
cmnblned because they have been ae- 
cninulated since jnmctleally the begin­
ning Christian e i^  I t  will be
necessary for FathM’ Ehrte to remain 
in  charge for a t least A tether couple 
of years In order th a t he may hand 
over to  his successor these manuscript 
treasures, which m ust be Identified 
one by one.

The p o ^  on the  suggestion of the 
retiring librarian, has availed himself 
of this detailed examination of manu- 
Bcripts,» which takes place whenever a  
new prefect is appointed, to  reform the 
methods heretofore adopted to r their 
preservation. The mannscripts a re  in­
closed jn low wooden cupboards callte  
“armadl^* about five feet high, the 
doors of which are richly decorated, 
according to toe  plan in use for '^i^^. 
turies In Rome, which was to  combine' 
a r t  galleries and libraries and thus 
five  room to  h an f pictures onvthe 
waRs over toe books.

‘V ^ Ie  every precaution 1b taken Tor 
the  preservation of the manuscripts 
from moths and dampness this old sys­
tem of keeping them  has its g r r e t  
drawbarics in case of fire, as tbe cup­
boards a re  naturally not flreiHroof. 
Father Ehrle suggested to the pope that 
every cupboard when possible should 
be converted into a  s t ^ n ^ o i  dr safe 
perfectly fireproof and that two or 
three large rooms should be specifical­
ly built with walls covered with steel 
plates o r other non-inflammablet mate­
rial, to  which the manuscripts that can 
not be kept in cupboards could be re ­
moved.

His suggestion has been fully ap­
proved by the pope, who still recalls 
the fire In the Vatican, which but for 
the interventimi of the Italian firemen 
might have had disastrous results, 
and the necessary arrangements have 
now men made to  have tbe Vatican 
manuscripts preserved in such a  way 
as to  Insure their safety and integrity.

,Old-Tlme Market Osya.
"Market-day,” for ages an institu­

tion in England, still exists In certain 
localities, and may still be studied 
with in terest by toe tourist who visits 
Halifax, Nova Scojtla, o r Charlotte- 
tower, j Prince Eldwaid Islafid, where 
large enclosures and roomy market- 
houses a r e  maintained for tbe benefit 
of toe'Country i>eople, and such citl- 
xens as  have established a  regular 
market business.

Stripped of Hie Toga Lorlmer Walks 
Out of Senato Chamber 

Alone After Fatal 
Vote.

By a  vote oi. 55 to 28 the United' 
Statae senate unerased WHUam Lori- 
mer, the -Junor'eenator Irom-IBisoto^ 
sad  declared hie title  to  hto seat to- 
vaUd.

The end of the long* light to oust, 
the senator came after &  days of 
protracted debate, in which Senator 
Lorimer himself had occupied the 
floor for ,three sessions, making an 
impaaaioned defense ot hto election.

The final vote came upon the reso­
lution offered-by Luke Lea, senator 
from Tennessee, declaring the Lori­
mer election by the Illinois legtolai- 
ture in 1909 invalid.

The adoption of the Lea resolution 
carried ^ ^ h  it the senate’s verdict 
that corrupt methods and practices 
were employed In the election ot Will­
iam Lorimer “making bis election in­
valid.”

The closing moments of t^e  trial 
were intensely dramatic. Lorimer, 
holding the floor, making a  last do> 
tense of hto seat, declared he did not 
appeal for the vote ot any senator, 
but asked tor Justice.

Senator Lorimer. when the vote 
waa announced, walked slowly toward 
the back of the room and passed 
into a cloak room, Senator Smoot, of 
Utah, throwing an arm over his shoul­
der.

The man who bad occupied a seat 
in the senate since June IS. 19fl9, by 
the vote passes out of the records 
and never officially has held a seat in 
the senate of the United States:

Tbe Lea resolution adopted by a 
^  of almost two to one was as 

followi’:
Resolved, That corrupt meth­

ods-and practices were employed 
in the election of William Lari­
mer to the senate ot the United 
States from the state of Illinois, 
and that bis election was there­
fore invalid.
In his closing sentences, Lorimer 

expressed gratitude for tributes which 
senators bad paid to his private life.

Congress May Quit Soon.
The end of the Lorimer case and 

the disposition of the senate to post­
pone until autumn the impeachment 
trial of Judge Robert W. Archbald, 
of the commerce court, torecast an 
earlier adjournment of congress than 
has before been indicated.

Pruning should b«ffia a s  soon as the 
trees have been planted by cutting 
back the young tre e  a t  the time of 
planting to the height from th e  ground 
t t  Is proiMijsed to s ta r t the branches to 
form the heed o f the  tree, w h l^  
should not be over 12 to 16 inches, as 
shown In figure A This cutting back 
will cause several of ihe upper buds 
to  break and grow, thus starting tbe 
top QT head a t the proper height. The 
starting branches should be watebed 
and only such left to  grow sa are to 
form the  main branches. The 
strongest shoots should be left a t 
equal distances apart around the stem 
and should tend obliquely outward so 
os to spread and make an  open bead. 
Tbe second year these shoots should 
be shortened back to  the  extent of 
about half of the  growth, os shown 
In figure 4. The same plan should 
be continued the  third a te  fourth 
years.

In  all pruning, to  give the  desired 
form to the head and e tp ed aO y 'w ^ e  
the  tree  to young, the orchardist 
shofold keep elearty fixed la  his mind 
tbe form of the  tre e  as t t  to to be 
when old; for what may seem to  be an 
open heed w ten  the tree  Is young may 
prove, to be too dense end crowded 
when the tree Is older. The hronchsa 
should not be too close together for 
convenience In gathering the  fruit.
