Jnst about the time of the ripening
«f ~e-fruit of plwna and cheixies,
the frnit grower noUoea that treM
have a tagged look and In many caaes,
they loae their natar™ gyeen color
and become a aickly yellow. If a
leaf la examined, U Is found that It
Is Bti*ty Pi“pered with small, round
apota or In many cases. Instead of
their being a spot or dead ana, there
la nothing left but « circular hole In
the leaf. These are the i*mptoma qf
leaf ~ot of piujna and cheniea or
aa It la sometimes called, Che
“shot4u>le” fungus disease. The cause
of this disease Is a fungus and each
spot on the leaf is a fungus colony.
A paraaltlo fungus Is a plant which
gets its food from other plants. In
other words, steSis its living. Fungi
reproduce by minute- bodies «Uled
spores .and these nerve the purpose
of spre~ng the fungus. T"ese sporn
are very small, light and are waft?
about by small currents of air. When
a spore falls upon a leaf and Is giv-
en the right condition of moisture and
temperature. It germinates, enters the
leaf and causes the dlsc”ed area.
After making extensive growth in the
leaf, the .-fungus produces fruiting
bodies—more spores to blow about
and cauaes more leaf epota.

Loss.

The mikado died at 12:40 Tuesday
mornmg July 30. after stru%ghng for
10 'days for life. The cabinet and
many of the leading nobles were in
the palace waiting for the end. which
had been expected at any moment
aince early Sunday.

Acute -nephritis’ was given a« the
cause of the mikado's death.

TI~ crown prince. Yoshibito. has
succeeded to the throne.

Mutsufaito, the one hundred and
twenty-first, emperor of Japan, was
born at Kioto. Nov. 3, 1852, and his
reign, beginning In 1867. on tbe death
of hA, father* .Kamei, baa .extended
over almost tbe whole of the awak-
ening and modernizing bf his country.
Coming to the throne when be was
but IS yen* old kts part in the
Btruggle which'took pikce during his
earlier >%ara wa? certainly small, anfl
little is knowu'of it It was nearly
over by the time he 'became of an
afge to ‘take any active part In public

fafrs, but since that time he has
accepted with _apparent entbusiasm
the place of a Con”tut”nal monarch,
and hne taken a leading part in the
development of the kingdom during
the last 35 years.

The mikado's tastes have been
larger mCntary, rather than admin-
istrative, and his part In the internal
overnment Is understood to have
een identified chifly with the devel-
opment of the magnificent army and
navy which astonished the world in
the “war with Ruslsa.

THE MURDER OF ROSENTHAL,
THE GAMBLER.

PRISONER CALLED ARCH-PLOT-
TER BY JACK ROSE.

Story of Cold-Blooded Crime Is Be-
ing Rapidly Revealed ss De-
tails Are Brought to
Light.

Lieut Charles A. Becker, whose ar-
rest came aa a dramatic climax to
the past fortnight’s luveatigAtlons.of
the Gambler Rosenthal murder, has
been a member pf the New York po-
lice force for nearly 20 years, bis a
pointment dating back to Nov. 1.189

The first serious case In which
Becker was concerned was the shoot-
mg dead of a young plumber’s help-

John Fay, wbo was killed in a
burglar chase.' Becker and another
policeman were suspended following
an iDvestigatlOD, but were later re
instated.

Becker was placed lu charge of
the so-called strong arm squad on
June 3D, 1911. Stnee that time he has
been much In tbe public eye. makin
many spectacular raids. Last Marcl
a man was killed by a bullet fired
during one of hla raids. Becker was
relieved from charge of the squad
{or ta time, but was later reassigned
o0 i

During the year he was in charge
of the strong arm squad Becker made
more than 75 raids, including the at-
tack on Rosenthal’s gambling place
on April 15, .

Herford Mwshall, counsel for "Jack
Sullivan”  (Jacob Reich), the go-
between between Lieut. Becker and
Jack Rose, now held in the Tombs
in connection with the case, an-
nounced that Sullivan was read to
tell all he knew 'on the witness
stlind and that his story would prove
more astounding th”n “any yet told.
Sullivan, be said, would not talk to
the pohce or the district anorney.

The indictment and arrest of Po-
lice Lieutenant Charles A. Becker for
the murder of the gambler, Herman
Rosenthal, soon after the confession,
of “Bald Jack" Rose. “Bridgie" Web-
ber and Harry Vallon, revealed fb
District Attorney Whitman the "po-
lice systeim” in all its hideousness.

The public prosecutor, following
the trail of the three confessions,
continued his search for evidence
that would implicate those higher up

$600,000 and the “others got the
same."

Becker's collector having handled
a good deal of tbe money himself,
does not think that Becker or any
individual gocketed $600,000 in any
one year, but that Becker and his
connections were distributing agents,
and that the $600,000 each received
was subdivided.

There is Just one chance for Beck-
er to save himself. The district at-
torney may conclude to deal IementIY
with tbe lieuUeuent if he can and will
tell tbe truth about wb
the profits of blackmail.

WORK THAT PAID

BnsHsli Gentlamwn_ Used Novel
Metliod o/ Ridding Fnrm
of InJuj-tons Potato
BeeUe.

(By J. XL HATNEa)

On a neighboring farm lived an Eng-
lish gentleman who certainly had
some novel 'method” of working.

His farm consisted of some clay
lands. In the center of this farm waa

very rich, black field that had for-
merly been a swamp.

The soil was mainly made up of de-
cayed vegetation, and when drained
was as loose as an ash heap.

In this field he annually grew po-
tatoes and watermelons. When tbe
Colorado potato bug came around be
beaded them off In this way:

He planted the potatoes la drills
and leveled the land smooth. When
the potatoes began to come up he ran
along the rows a cultivator and cov-
ered all the young shoots under.

In a week or so when they made a
second appearance he did the same
thing, using a larger shovel on the
cultivator. This was done the third
time using a single shovel plow which
left tbe rows properly hilled up.

The bugs never got a chance at the
potatoes—get disgusted and looked for
other fields to work on.

The covering of the shoots seemed
to help, for when they were left to
the light and air they grew tremen-
dously thrifty.

He raised watermelons and lofs of
them, but sot for the usual purpose
they are grown.

He.pressed the juice from the mel-
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yield Of merchantable fruit per tree,
or 37 per cent compared with un-
treated parte of the same orchards.

Not caly was tbh”actual and rela*
tive amount of merehantable fruit
materially increased, but the average
percentage of number I’a and number
3’s, which are tbe high-priced grades,
was aUo Increased by 15 per cent and
6.6 p4r cent, respectively.

The average pet profit from apray-
Ing waa ehown to be $1.62 per tree,
or $97.20 per acre when tbe fruit was
sold as “orchard -run,” i*nd to be al-
most doubled when properly graded
and mark,eted.

Prepared lime-sulphur plus arsenate
of lead has produced the best results
on an>les subject to.

CARWG FOR PIGS
DURING SUMMER

Bnatnesa Sbould he Conducted ta
Carefuland Bnelnees-Uke
W ay for Ultimate
Sncceea.

Many farmers think that they can-
not afford to feed the piga libernUy
during the summer season. Tbe pigs
are allowed to shift for themselves
in many linstances and of course do
not make much growth but one may
see a pretty good profit in feeding at
the present high prices of both feed
and pork.

The bogs will just about live on
the pasture they can gather from the
field and what grain Is given them
goes to growth and any one who has
tried It has found that only a mod-
erate ration fed to the shoats on pas-
ture will make a good growth through-
out the season.

Early spring pigs of any good breed
can be made to average n pound of
gain a day by the time they are eight
or ten months old and a large part ot
this can [be made on PMture.

The pig that la fed enough food to
keep it growing rapidly fitom the
start to finish Is usually the most
profitable porker.

In smne sectiona-wherejlhereis suf-
ficient waste crop to fatten the hogs
it may be profitable to allow ths
shoats to shift for themselves.

However, usually the that an
allowed to shift for themselrM and
get tot bn the waste are easy victimt
of cholera and swine plague.
