The Cost of Making Cement
Dnin Tile

la the*UowlIng fignTM which u«
furnished for estimating tbe cost of
making cement tile it mnit be kept In
mind that they will be affected by lo>
cal condltlona in almost every casA
Thbe cost of labor, sand and gravel,
kind of machine wused, convenience
of arrangement for manufacturing,
and numbM* to be made, will all affect
this Item. The factors which wlU af-
fect the cost to the greatest degree
are labor, and the cost ot sand laid
down at the place of maanfacture.
The element of labor required Is
often neglected in making estimations
of this kind, since it Is assumed that
at certain seasons of the year It can-
not be used for other purposes. This
should not be neglected .because the
successful farmer endeavors to use
his time In such a way as to give it
the highest worth. This wlU only
be possible when It Is considered and
its real value becomes known.

In places where sand is difficult to
obtain or where clay tile Is extensive-
ly manufactured, the making of ce-
ment tile on tbe farm may not be ad-
visable. but in sections where clay
tile are not easily obtained, and where
sand is convenient, toelr cost will
usually be found less than for the
clar product.

The following figures mn based on
some rather short tests made by the
farm mechanics department of the
Michigan agricultural college. These
tile were made on a machine adapt-
able to both hand apd power operat-
ing, the mixing being donje* by band.

could -be male per day ot ten hours
by hand power, and from 600 to 760
per day, using small gasoline engine
for power. Not more than one-half
to one horse power was required ,to
run the machine. In any case it would
be of decided advantage to use power,
and If a large number are to be made
a mixer could be devised which could
be operated by" power, and thereby
materially reduce the work connect”
with their manufacture. Making at
the rate given, above the cement and
sand has to be mixed In comparative-
ly small batches, since' no more
should be mixed than can be used In

It might be “ell to
a concise reference to the two grand
divisitms of Queen Boss's kingdom
and point out the' difference between
the Tea and Monthly Roses sad Hy-
brid Perpetuals.

The former make constant growth
and new flower bods sU through the
summer and are therefore very prop-
erly termed ever-blooming. But the
appellation of the latter Is a misnomer,
for they do not bloom perpetually, as
tbe name would Indicate, producing
only one crop of flowers in June, with
an occasional blossom to autumn.

Unfortunately, the tea-roses are not
entirely hardy in our northern climate
and. If planted at all. require winter
protection. The Hybrid Perpetuals, on
the other hand, are perfectly hardy
and vigorous, and distingulsbed by
flne foliage and magnlfloent >flowers.
both as regards size of bloom and
color, which explains why they con-
tinue to be the most popular roses.

There Is, tpr Instance, our old Hy-
brid Perpetual friend General Jacque-
minot. familiarly known as “Jack,™
which still bolds first place among
the dark red roses and Is simply a
mass of bloom when at Its best

Paul Neyron, by far the largest rose
In cultivation, and one of the most
prolific bloomers. Is of a deepw clear
pink color and very desirable as a
garden rose. It Is an exceptionally
strong grower, often making straight
shoots four to five feet high lu one
season, each shoot bearing sa im-
mense flower. No collection of isses
would be complete without It

Most rosarlans If called upon to
ignate the finest flesh-coloied Hybrid
Perpetual would unhesitatingly name
Clio. The flowers are simply perfeo>
tlon in form, and In color they aro a
delicate satin blush with a light shad-
ing of rosy pink at the center. Astbe
plant makes s vigorous growth,, pes®
sesses handsome foliage and Is a fine
bloomer. It is one of the best rases
for the urban or suburban garden
ahould not be omitted from any eeg-
lectkm.

Baroness Rothschild is another rose
ot value fbr the open ground. Owing
\o the toughness of Its large, heavy
foBag” it is especially free from mil-
dew and Insect attacks. It is perfect-
ly hardy and blooms twice and ooae-
times thrice in*a season.

Among the other Hybrid Perpetaals
that may be safely recommended to
beginners in rose culture are: Mrs.
John Lsing. delicate pink, large fine
form, very fragrant; Magna Charta,
prized on account of Us strong, up-
right growth, and bright, heathy fall-
age, as well as for Its magnificent,
fragrant, full, globular, deep pink blos-
sems; Ulrich Brunner, one of the
most abundant bloomers, with flowers
bright cherry-red and very fragrant;

Frau Kart Drua™toi. white., frqe, flow-
ering. with brl~t, heavy foliage and
strong..upright growth, and Prinos
Camille de Rohan, lar”. moderately
full and beat described aa a blackiab
crluMon to color.

The production of new varieties of
roses of merit has been particularly
rapid in the past two decades, and
many novelties of exceptional value
have been Introduced.

WASHINGTON SHOWS BUMPER
YIELD OF SPrinG WHEAT.

IS CONSIDERABLY ABOVE

Increase Made In Production of Oats,
Rye, Barley, White PoUtoes
and Hay—Michigan Oats
Encouraging.

This year’s grain crops in"*the Unit-
ed Statés will be far in excess of last
year's yield, it was estimated Sat-
urday by the department of agricul-
ture.

It will be better than the average
crop for the dhast ten years, and In
the case of a number of products will
make a ilew record, if present esti-
mates are not overthrown by unfor-
seen conditions. .

The countrys corn croF, "estimat-
ed at 2811,00(1,000 bushels, will be
the largest in the nation’s hlstogrgé
with tbe exception of the years 1
and 1910. the former being the banner

ear with 2,927.000,000 bushels. As
or the wheat crop, estimated at 680,
000,000 bushels, that will rank fifth
in size during the past 20 years.

Tbe oats crop will be the largest
the country has gathered, surpassm(?
by 21,000, bushels that of 1910,
the previous record. In barley, too,
this year will establish a new record,
the estimated yield of 202000000
bushels being 24,000,000 bushels great-
er than that of 1906, tbe previous
best year. The jeld of rye, 35,000,000
bushels, will equal that of 1910, the
former record year.

Of potatoes, which will amount this
year to 371.000,000 bushels, only 1909
with Its 389,000,000 bushels, produced
a larger yield.

Michigan Is expected to produce
7.382, bushels of winter wheat of
a quality rated at 78. The unusual
weather”in_the state _has reduced the
com crop io a condition rated at 72
as against 81 for 1911, and 79. the
average for the last ten years.

Michigan oats, however, show en-
couraging reports, this year’s crop
standing 87, compared ‘with 81 for
1911 and 8 for the ten-year average.
