HIS CAREER LIKE WESLEY’S

Aged Evengellst Has Steadily Faile®
(n Health Since the Operation on
His Eyes Last May—Was 83
Years Old.

Loudon, Aug. 22—Rev. William
Booth, general and commander-In-chief
of the Salvation Army, passed away
at 10:30 o’clock Tuesday night. The
veteran leader was.unconscious for 48
hours previous to his death. The med-
ical bulletiiiB had ; not revealed, the
Seriousness of the general’s condition,
which for a week past, it is now ad-
mitted. was hopeless.

He bad beenailing since last spring.
In May be underwent an operation
for the removal of a cataract In tbe
left eye. The operation was not suc-
cessful and since that time the aged
evangelist has been steadily falling.
General Booth was In bis eighty-
fourth year.

Think Sen Will Succeed Him.

Public interest now centers In a
successor to the late commander. Un-
der the constitution of the Salvation
Army the general nominates his suc-
cessor. That Gen. Booth did sev-
eral years ago, placing the name in
a sealed envelope, which was deposI®
ed with the Salvation Army’s law-
yers, with instructions -that It shall
not be opened until after bis death.

While nobody knows what name
the envelope incloses, the general bV
lief in the Salvation Army is that It
will be that of Bramwell Booth, who
for thirty years has been Its chief of
taff.

Was Son of a Carpenter.

Gen. William Booth, who developed
tbe greatest organized movement
since the beginning of Christianity,
for the saving of human souls, was a
son of a Nottingham (Eng.) carpen-
ter. He was born in that city on
April 10. 1828.

He chose preaching for a profes-
sion and studied theology under a
private tutor for the Mdthodist New
Connection church. In 1852 ho en-
tered the ministry but was not for-
mally ordained until six years later.

In the meantime he was appointed
to do circuit work but he had re-
ceived a taste of evangelism and it
appealed to him.

Founded Army In 1865.

On July S. 1865, General Booth took
the first step w;hich led afterwards to
the founding of the Salvation Army.

~om an humble beginning in Lon-
don this great organization has grown
until It hals 8972 corps, circles and so-
cieties established In 56 countries
and colonies with about 2[,203 offi-
cers and employes. In almost every
city of consequence there is a branch
with barracks where beds are main-
tained and food is dispensed at &
very cheap rate.

As a concrete example of the mate-
rial benefits of the army 6,327,349
persons are supplied with beds In a
single year while in the same length
of time nearly 12,000.000 are fed.

Hugh Shepherd, at present prosecut-
ing attorney of Wayne county, was ap-
pointed to that office on October 3rid,
1911, by the Circuit Judges to fill the
vacancy caused by the resignation of
former prosecuting attorney, Philip T.

The dairyxx® who Is looking for
results will not allow the dog or the
small boy to worry his Cows. He
knows that If he wants a well filled
pall they must not be frightened but
kept quiet and content.

The grower of beef cattle it sure
to weed out the one that is continual-
ly bawling, when It should .be grazing,
for the simple reason that there is
more waste than gain of adipose tis-
sue at such a time. The stock con-
tent to feed upon the good pasture
st hand rather than busy themselves
trying to break into forbidden fields,
possibly not nearly as good, are the
ones that make the most gain in
weight
The ben that is dogged every time
she finds a nice soft place to scratch
Is not the one that makes the best
egg record. She may be hard on the
garden, but a good fence would easily
fix that. Do not discourage her nat-
ural efforts and then expect her to do
her best for you.

I'be horse that Is compelled to fight
Dies continually cannot get in a full
iay’s work, or at least if It does there
a less tn stamina, which eventually
tells on the life work of the animal.
Neither can it do Its best with an ill-
fitting barneas. The horse that is
comfortable and in good spirits is the
one which makes the record.

A flock of sheep harassed by dogs
soon show the trouble in their general
condition as surely as in their manner.
Fleetness of foot is not one of the
characteristics of the animal and when
this is enforced ae a means of preser-
vation it Is to the detriment of the
flock.

The farmer and his family, as well
as his stock, accomplish more when
care-free a*nd In a happy turn of
mind. All nature is fresh and cheer-
ful. It Is profitable for us to be like-
wise!

It Is much better to glvo s -shal-
low onltlvalioa rather than deeper
onaa, as the roots of celery grow quite

the aurfnee. and culUvnttng two
deep will accomplish Just as
mneh ak"-dour Inches, provided, of
course, that the ground Is cultivated
often asou”™ to keep a mulch of
looao sedL  When the*"plants have at-
tained a height of abMt tan inches
blanching may be started.

Usually the plasts will be quite
spreading, and. they should be Erst
gathered togathar, and held In place
with hand, while the soil is drawn
to them with a boa In th” other hand.
Cara should be exercised that no”eoll
gate Into the heart of the plant Thla
Is likely to eeoee the ~aat to rot

Hilling should not be done when
ground le dry enog” to emmUe. h
done when the soU is wet the plants
are liable to rust On a small scale
celery may be blanched by putting
hoards 1 inch thick and 3 to*14 toches
wide oo ea” sMe of the row and fill-
ing the space around the “ants with
aavtdust or eoil.

BATS OF VALUE
TO THE FARMER

Besidss jBI; NMosoattess
and Other Nonloy Ineecta

(By H. W. HBN8HAW, Chief Blologioal
Survey, Dep”UneDt of Agriculture.)
There Is no doubt of the great value

of bats In the destruction of mosqui-

toes and other noxious insects, espe-
cially beetles. For years we have been

Interested in the subject and have ex-

amined many bat stomachs, with a

view to finding out the precise species

upon which the different hats feed.

The investigation, however, Is beset
with difficulties owing to the fact that
hats habitually seem to thoroughly
chew their insect food before swal-
lowing it, with the result that the de-
termination even of general Insects
taken for food is very dlificul. while
the identification of soft-hodled Insects
like mosquitoes Is practically Impos-
sible. Because they destroy so many
Insects we advocate the protection of
bats wherever they occur.

None of the species that inhabit the
United States do any harm, although
they sometimes cause annoyance by
congregating in large numbers in the
attics or under the eaves of country
bouses, when the noise they make
coming and going frequently disturbs
the Inmates of the house. This trouble,
however, can always be easily cured
by stopping up the holes and compel-
Ing the bats to take up their residence
elsewhere. \Y

In connection with the economic Im-
portance of bats the'value of their
ruano as a fertilizer is not to be over-
looked, as it brings a high price wher-
ever it can be obtained in marketable
quantities. In fact, the erection of
artificial shelters for hats for the pur-
pose of obtaining the guano has fre-
quently,been advocated, as also has
an attempt to increase the number of
the mammals, having In mind their
destruction of noxious Insects, espe-
cially mosquitoes.

We know of at least one Instance,
in Mexico, where a small dwelling was
given up to the exclusive use of hats
Cor the purpose of annually or semi-
annually gathering the guano for sale;

The question' of why the rod was
pulled In two needs to be explained.
In general, most lightning strokes
constitute an aHemating current of
high frequency and this current in
trying to go down the cable induced
In the iron pipe by transformer ac-
tion. The two reacted on each other
just as often occurs at the time of a
short circuit In connection with com-
mercial clrcutts.

As stated before, after this was re-
paired the bain was struck again
this spring and the discharge Instead
of going down the cable inside of the
pipe jumped over to the iron track
from which a door was hung and went
to earth another way, setting fire to
the building. At the same time the
discharge going down the cable at the
diagonally opposite comer met with
similar dlfllculty in going down
through the Ircm pipe surrounding the
cable and instead was' deflected and
killed four pigs standing near.

The lesson to be learned from all
this is Just what one would predict
who is acquainted with the action of
alternating currents and just the mis-
take that is forbidden by the under-
writers in wiring a bouse, that It is
not allowable to run a single con-
ductor In an iron pipe.

If one drives an iron pipe down in-
to permanently moist earth and uses
that for a ground this is usually ap-
1"roved, but should not be approved
wher” the- rod goes through an iron
pipe which Is not well grounded.

VALUE OF SANDY
SOILS EXPUINED

ByJ. A. JEFFERY, Professor of Sells,
Michigan Agricultural College.

At the present time considerable
areas of sandy sail are being offered
for sale in Michigan. These SQjls
range from the coarser dune sands to
the finer Miami fine sands. The great
er part of the soils offered for sale
are property embraced under what la
known as Miami sands.

The dune saxkdS' possess little or no
agricnttural value.

The Miami sands vary -from, soils
that possess mud” intrinsic agrlcnltn-
ral valae to eoOs that can never be
profitably prodnedve under ordinary
methods of managemenL

Intrinsic Valus.

The vatoe of Miami sand will de-
pend chiefly vpon fear things:

L Its origin—Whether made up
largely of material produced from the
breaking down of granitic rocks and
other rocks rich in plant food constit-
uents, or rriiether made up of material
chiefly sUlcioue—pure quartz.

2. Upon the flneoeas of the mate-
rial—The finer the material the great-
er is Its water-holding capacity and
the greater, also, the amounts of plant
foods which it wni give op for the use
of the plant.

S. The subsoil—The finer the sub-
soil the more valuable are these lands
for cropping purpoaea. It la not an
UBcommon thing to find areas of these
Miami sands so coarse In appearsnoe
as to cause the observer to wonder
at the ezocllent crops which they pro-
duo”' The secret Is fooad usually in
an undsrlylBg sabsoU of riay located
18 to’fiO Inches briow the suxfaoe and
having a depth of a few to several
feet. This subsoil of clay Is of value
that: (a) It acth as a reservoir to
hold the water la the soil above® and
la itself, which otherwise would disap-
peardownward by gravity,'and (b) la
that whea*cloae enough to the sarfbee
the roots ed the growing crop shove
Bd4 their way lain the elay ttari® a

tkas laocars a larasr sa™ly at plant
food.

GRAIN BAGGER
IS CONVENIENT

By H. H. MUBSBELMAN, Instructor In
Farm Mechanics.

A cut Is presented herewith of a
convenient bagger whirii may be eas-
ily constructed by one at all familiar
with the hammer and saw. Tbe ad-
vantage of its use will be appreciated
by the man who la obliged to fill bags
with grain and without assistanoe.

The bagger la designed to be bung
up at any convenient place on the wall
or bin where screws, nails or spikes
may be driven. The bagger may also
be moved from one place to another.
Another feature of ttie bag-holding at-
tachment Is that It will hot tear tbe
bags. Jn many schemes of tilts kind
the bags are held by wire books, by
which the bags are very likely to be
tom, particularly If any considerable
weight comes upon them, as for in-
stance when a short bag Is used, or
when the bag happens to be bung
rather high. In attaching the bag to
the bolder It is oi>ened and caught
over the four points. The right band
still holding the top of tbe bag is
brought over the knob from below,
booking one thickness of the bag over
the knob. The bag is then drawn taut

and the second thickness brought over
the knob and under the clamp which
is closed by simidy pullilng the handle
to tbe right with the right hand. To
make the clamp hold more securely
the lower end nray be notched slightly
with a wood ra” or pocket knife.

The dimensions shown in the cut
give about the right proportion to take
the bag properly. Holes are bored in
the back of the bagger, one on each
end. for banging over spikes or nails
driven at any convenient place, as
for instance, the front of a bin from
which the grain is to be bagged.

Wheat as a Food for Horses.

Concerning wheat as a horse food
Shepperd of North Dakota writes: “It
was with difficulty that they (the
horses) were tapt from getting ‘off
feed” and otherwise deranged in di-
gestion, when fed this ration of purs
wheat A laige proportion of the
kernels were passed through the ali-
mratary tract unbroken, while other
grains were broken but only partly ol-
geated. . The test demonstrated
clearly that It Is not advisable to use
wheat akme as a grain ration for
horses, and the leas expert the feed-
er the greater the. risk."
